Another (-lmplvr in the history
of Panhandle bank robberies was
added early this morning when the
Groom State National bank was the
victim of yeggmen.

Approximately $1,200 was ob-
tained by persons who pried open
a window with a pick and crow bar
and dug their way into the vault,

IT’S THE SAME OLD

WASHINGTON.—The ter-
ritory of Alaska would like to
become the forty-ninth state
and she will apply for state-
hood when her population be-
comes large enough to war-
rant such action.

Alaska’s trouble is that her
population is not increasing.
Dan Sutherland, the territorial
delegate elected to represent
Alaskans here in Washington,
is responsible for the statement
that this apparent stagnation
of territorial growth is due
principally to ‘‘the unfair, un-
just and un-American admin-
istration of our fisheries by the
Department of Commerce.”

Sutherland is hostile to
Hoover policies and referred
to the regulation of Alaskan
fisheries as ‘‘the 'blight on
Alaska,” in a bitter address to
the last House of Representa-
tives.

Everything Hoover does in
Alaska, Sutherland charges,
favors the great canning inter-
ests at the expense of the
small, independent fisherman.

The result is, he says, that
the commerce secretary has
virtually wrecked the inde-
pendent industry, omn which
some 10,. of the 57,000
Alaskans depend for Iliveli-
hood.

TWINKLES

“The sucker public is wrong
ninety times out of a hun-
dred.” That, according to Ed-
ward M. Fuller, confessed op-
erator of a bucketshop, is what
makes bucketeering profitable.
Mr. Fuller has given us a good
picture of the inside workings
of a bucket-shop, and the
methods, as he describes them,
look amazingly simple. Unlike
the high-wayman, the bucket-
eer runs no risk of forcible re-
sistance from his victim or of
falling into the arms of a po-
liceman around the corner as
he makes off with the loot. His
victims actually seek him out
and put their money into his
hands; he not only uses it
against them in the market but
he charges them interest and
a commission for doing so. The
wonder is not that we have
had bucket-shops, but that
more get-rich-quick artists
have not turned their talents
in this direction.

The reason why the “sucker
publie” is so often wrong is
that it cannot keep abreast of
market - developments. It is
victim of what some students
of the stock market call the
“psychological lag;” that is, it
lappem‘s that a certain stock is
la ‘“good buy” just when the
'time to buy is passing. It loads
lup with overvalued securities
| while the professional traders
lare selling and taking their
| profits. Because of this pro-
| pensity bucket-shops have
|flourished. Instead of buying
;stocks with their customers’
money, they use their margins
to trade against them and to
force them to take a loss,
which goes into the bucket-
eers’ pockets. Nothing is real-
ly bought or sold for the cus-
tomers; their cash is merely
“bucketed.” According to
Fuller’'s testimony, 65 to 70
per cent of the orders placed
with his firm were handled in
this manner. ’

Easy as all this appears,
there are times when even
bucket-shops have hard sled-
ding. The Fuller concern ran
into trouble in 1922 and col-
lapsed. The bucketeer’'s great
biLgaboo is a broad and pro-
longed bull market. His cus-
tomers are invariably bullish,
and unless the market is some-
times bearish it is difficult to
trade successfully Aagainst
against them, When stocks
rallied vigorously in 1920-23
many bucket-shops besides
Fuller’s went to the wall. Since
then there has been much
house-cleaning downtown and
bucketing is not what it used
to be.—New York World.

Nati@a_l Records

and M. baseball teams are making
good with clubs in the American, In-
ternational, Texas,  Western, and
The ex-Aggies
pastiming in professional baseball are
Warren (Rip) Collins of the Detroit
Tigers, Emory (Topper) Rigney of
the Washington Senators, Butler
“{enderson of Jack Dunn’s Baltimore
Orioles, Hollis Tucker of the Beau-
mont Exporters, Pat Olson of the
Amarillo team of the Western league,
Jim Kendrick, manager of the Mexia
Gushers, Judd Lewis of Tyler, and
W. O. Schow of Paris, also in the
Lone Star league.

H. A. Hillin of Mount Calm, who
finished his career at Aggieland re-
cently with a 3 to 0 victory over the
University of Texas Longhorns, is
expected to sign with Dallas or some
other club of the Texas league in the
near future. Punk Baker, Aggie
third baseman of the past three sea-
sons, has received several offers and
may take one of them.

Rip Collins, generally regarded as
‘the greatest punter the Southwestern
conference has produced, is also A.
and M.’s leading baseball célebrity.
He has the best average of any De-
troit hurler with five victories and
three defeats. He began his carreer
with Dallas in 1919, and mude his
debut in the American lergue with
the New York Yanks in 1920. He
won, 14 games and lost only 8 in his
first season under the big temnt. That
season he pitched a one-hit game
against the Boston Red Sox. In 1921
he won 11 and lost 5 games, and
pitched in one game in the world’s
gerfes. In 1922 he was with the Bos-
ton Red Sox, and with a tail-end
¢lub he became one of the most con-
sistent hurlers in the league. In the
latter part of the season he succes-
sively defeated each of the other sev-
en clubs, a feat without parallel since
he has been in the American league.
In the winter of 1923 he and Del
Pratt, now manager of the Waco
Cubs, were traded to Detroit in ex-
¢change for Howard Ehmke, now
with the Philadelphia Athletics. Last
year Collins finished third in the Am-
eérican league in effectiveness, and
this season he seems destined to en-
Joy his greatest year.

PRINCETON, N. J.,, June 8. (AP)
~—Philip Brasher, a Princeton engin-
eer, has perfected a device which he
says will break the force of the
highest waves that pound the At-
lantic coast.
