Design of Ohristian Bapt'sm,

Faith of the Cawpbellite Church.

BY REV. WM. PRICE.

In my last article, I endeavored
to prove that the successors of Mr.
A. Campbell teach that the sins of
penitent belie: ers are remitted, ex-
clusively, in the act of immersion.
T'he candid reader doubtless sees'that
I have established my first position
with regard to Mr. Campbell and
his followers. In analyzing their
faith, I assume in the second place
that they also teach
That the “New Birth,” regeneration or

conversion is notning more nor less
than intmersion in waier,

It is well known to all who are
acquainted with Campbellite the-
ology that the elders of this sect
use the terms, ‘new birth,” regen-
eration and conversion, either of
which according to their faith sig-
nifies a moral fitness for heaven.
In the use of these terms, they ap-
pear to be orthodox. In this par-
ticular they deceive the people, on
the grouud that in reality they de-
ny regeneration by the spirit of
God, and hence do not pretend to
know or teach that salvation can
be obtained out of the water. Im-
mersion with them 13 everything ;
it is the alpha and omega of their
earthly hopes for time and eternity.
There is but one method of expos-
ing this soul-destroying dogma : the
complete analysis of their faith in
respect to biblical terms. If I can
dissect the monster and thereby
enable the reader to see its deform-
ity, all lovers of truth will immedi-
ately denounce it as the demon of
all religions ; and those who are in
the act of embracing it, will turn
away as they would from a poison-
ous serpent. 1 deem it necessary
to define their owa terms by their
own testimony. If I do this, they
can not successfully sccuse me of
misrepresentation. In my quota-
tions from their most popular
works, I shall quote no more than
what is necessary to elucidate their
faith and establish my position. 1
will commence with the testimony
of A, Campbell. In his “Christian
system,” one of his most popular
works, he says: “The only time
that the phrase, ‘washing of re-
generation,” occurs in the New
Testament with reference to a per-
sonal change it means, or is equiv-
alent to, immersion. Washing of
regeneration and immersion are
therefore only two names for the
same thing. * * * Agregen-
eration is taught to be equivalent

“for the same thing,” on Campbell-
ite principles, there is no necessity
for personal regeneration, ercept
immersion, Mr. C. further reasons
thus: ¢As regeneration is taught
to be equivalent to ¢being born
again,” and understood to be of the
same import with the new birth,
we shall examine it vnder this meta-
phor.” Here it is plainly seen, ac-
cording to Mr. C.’s views, that “re-
generation” and “being born again”
are of the same import—signilying
identically the same thing. Ile
further teaches that regeneration
and immersion are equivalent terms,
On this feature he says: ¢ For if
immersion be equivalentto regener-
ation, and regeneration be of the
same import with being born again,
then being born again and being
immersed are the same thing; ‘or
this plain reason, that things which
are equal to the same thing are
equal to one another.,” This state-
ment is explicit, and needs but little
explanation. 1 wish the reader to
bear in mind one statement as given
in the above quotation; it is this:
“DBeing born again and being -
mersed are the same thing.” (Italics
mine). Jmmersion, with Mr. Camp-
bell, is the new birth, or “being
born again.” It is a fact which
should be specially noted,that Camp-
bellites generally embrace the heresy
of Mr. Campbell—their founder—
and, therefore, they almost univers.
ally deny heart-felt or 1loly Ghost
religion ; and hence, rely on immer-
sion for personal regeneration. That
I am correct in this analysis of
Campbellite faith will be seenin the
following statement. Mr, (', says:
“But when the act of being born is
spoken of, then watcr is introduced.
Hence, before we come into the
kingdom, we are born of water.”
Any one who will sec can see that
Mr. C. here teaches by implication
that all unimmersed persons are out
of the Kkingdom ; therefore, they
must be “born of water” if they
would enter into the kinglom.
When anyone is initiated into the
kingdom in the very act o," immer-
sion, his sins are remitted : and
“being born again,” he is regener-
ated : provided, Mr. C.'s logic is
correct.. The process of regenera-
tion, as taught by Mr. Campbell, is
as follows : “TlLe Spirit is the be-
getter, the gospel is the seed ; and,
being thus begotten and quickened,
we sare born of water.,” ((hris-
tian System, p. 201). Mr. C. de-
nies the direct influence of the
Holy Spirit in conviction and con-
version, but admits Lis personal

to being ‘born again,’ and under-
stood to be of the same import with |
a new birth, we shall examine it
under this metaphor.

Dainy Feen or A Horse.—The
Maine Farmer says: “ A *Young
Farmer’ gives us Lis manner ot
feeding a horse that is doing no
other work than the general driving.
in the morning his first feed is one
quart of oats, after which he has
six pounds of cut hay and is then
watered ; at noon he is first watered
and is then fed cight pounds of cut
hay ; at night he is watered, given
one quart of oats and six pounds of
cut hay. This makes a daily al.
lowanee of twenty pounds of ha
and two quarts of oats, which, wit
hay at $20 and oats at 70e,
will cost 24 § cents. He has salt in his
crib, and is given a dose of salt and
ashes once a week ; once a week
also he has a quart of finely-cut
carrots, If the horse works, the
quantity of the oats is doubled,
Our correspondent says, “show us

one tablespoonful of lard, one tea- |
spoonful ot salt, two teaspoonsful of |
cream tartar, one teaspoonful of |
soda in the milk.
