Sen. Clinton campaign treasurer,

WASHINGTON (AP) —  In addition to her broth- ty, said Rodham, who is a lawyei; w u  paWASHINGTON (AP) —  In addition to her broth­
er's efforts to secure clemency for clients, HUbuy 
Rodham Clinton's Senate campaign treasurer 
helped obtain last-minute pardons for two cxxivkt- 
ed felons horn former President CUntmi, lawyers 
told The Associated Press on Thursday.

The treasurer. New York attorney William 
Cunningham III, is the law partner of longtime 
Clinton adviser Harold Ickes and said Ickes referred 
the two Arkansas men, both Republicans, to him 
about a week before Clinton left ofiBbe.

"Harold does not do this kind of work, and we are 
partners so Harold contacted me and asked if I 
would speak with them," Cuimingjiam told AP in 
an interview. "I told them I would be happy to 
review the paperwork and submit the applications."

Cunningham said his and Ickes' firm was paid 
just $4,000 for the work of preparing and sending 
the applications to the Justice Department. He said 
neither contacted the White House nor discussed 
the pardons with Hillary Clinton or the former pres­
ident.

Cunningham said he did not believe his role as 
Mrs. Clinton's treasurer during her Senate cam­
paign in New York last year had any effect on the ex­
president's decision.

"My connection is really with Senator Clinton, 
and not the president," Cunningham said. "These 
applications really cried out on the merits that these 
are the folks who should be pardoned, and the fact 
that their request was assemNed by me really oper­
ates independently," he said.

Ickes said he did not talk to either Clinton about 
the two men ■—  Robert Clinton Fain and James 
Lowell Manning —  who were convicted in the 1980s 
on tax charges.

"He (Cunningham) acted as a lawyer. He never 
consulted her (Hillary) in any way shape or form, 
nor did I," said Ickes, who served as deputy White 
House chief of staff to the former president and later 
as a key adviser to Mrs. Clinton's campaign.

The revelation comes one day after Mrs. Clinton's 
brother returned nearly $400,000 he coUected for 
helping secure a pardon and a priscii commutation 
for two other clients.

At the request of the Clintons, Hugh Rodham 
refunded the payments Wednesday. A congression­
al investigative committee immediately demanded 
documents and answers.

The Clintons said they were unaware of the 
arrangements with Rodham and were "deeply dis­
turbed" by what had happened.

W hat could have 
caused this phenom enon in the m iddle of a hot Texas 
sum m er? School was set to start the next day, Monday, 
Aug. 3.

A lot ot people in Texas — students, parents and 
som e law m akers — are not happv with the fact that 
the school vear in various d istricts  around the state 
seem s to be starting  earlier each year. The Texas 
Education Code d elegates to the board of trustees of 
independent school d istricts  .the pow er to determ ine 
when their school year sliould start. As a staunch sup­
porter of local control, I believe this is the proper p o l­
icy for the state to follow. An increasing num ber of my 
co lleag u es, how ever, as w ell as Cov. Rick Perry, 
believe that lexas schools should not start so early in 
August.

There are a num ber of reasons why the school start 
date has inched up from the traditional day aft^r 
l.abor Day that many of us old guys rem em ber. The 
state is partially  responsible. In 1^69, the Legislature 
added five days of m andatory attendance to the school 
\ear I hen in 19H4, with the passage of House Bill 72, 
the Legislature added another five days of m andatory 
attend ance bringing the num ber of school days for 
students up to 180. M eanw hile, m any school d istricts 
bought into the idea of a w eek-long spring vacation in 
ad d ition  to the trad ition al two days surrou nd ing  
Easter. Many other school d istricts  also adopted po li­
cies granting a full week off at Thanksgiving and som e 
even added a fall break.

The state-im posed m andatory attend ance days, com ­
bined u ith  new holidays adopted bv local boards of 
trustees, in evitab h  put pressure on the traditional 
school calendar that once ran from the beginning of 
Septem ber until the end of Mav. Eor reasons that are 
not entireK  clear to me, most d istricts  have chosen to 
start their school vear earlier in August as opposed to 
ending the vear later in June.

In the beginning, those seeking a leg islative solution 
to the early  start date were m ostly bu sinesses engaged 
m the tourist industry in and along the Texas G ulf 
Coast as well as m ajor entertainm ent operators like Six 
Mags C^ver lexas and those who run sum m er cam ps. 
Now som e people argue that an August school start 
date is detrim ental to the air quality  in m ajor m etro­
politan areas (the scien tific data is so far in con clu ­
sive). But, with the passage of tim e and the ev er-earli- 
er school start date, more and m ore frustrated parents 
are looking to the Legislature to m andate a school 
start date no earlier than the first ot Septem ber.

Eor the past two sessions. State Sen. Eddie Lucio (D- 
Brow nv.ille) has sponsored  leg is la tio n  p ro h ib itin g  
lo ial school d istricts  from beginning classes before 
Si'pl. 1 He has filed sim ilar leg islation  this session. 
V\hili* his h ills have not passi-d the leg islatu re and 
been sigiTC'd into law, ) can tell y«)u that there is 
increasing political support to abandon the principle 
of local control in favor ot a state  m andate.

I have warned groups such as the lexas A ssociation 
of School B oard s, le x a s  A sso cia tio n  of School 
Superintendents, and many teacher organizations of 
this grow ing d issatisfaction  with the current d ecision ­
m aking process Although I strongly  support local 
control (and the ability  to end the first sem ester before 
the ( hristm as break), the burden is beginning to shift 
to th»‘se groups to defend the princip les of local co n ­
trol

School hoard trustees, su p erinten d ents and those 
who sit on local school calendar com m ittees need to 
to n v im e  mv leg islative co lleagu es that they are sen si­
tive to thi- com plaints from parents and others about a 
sum m er vacation window that con tinu es to shrink. If 
not, I'm afraid that their argum ents and mine to let 
each com m unity determ ine its own school calendar 
ye will not be ttm ipelling enough to w ithstand the 
m ovi'm ent toward a m andated school start date as 
determ ined by the state

What we must all decide, and fairly soon, is 
if we are agrarians or globalists.

Tm not suggesting we must all choose 
between being dirt farmers or traders of inter­
national currencies.

The global­
ists are pursuing their gt>al in small hut

* This philosophy, although certainly doable, 
is unnatural. Human beings are, by nature, 
attached to a particular place. Hiat's where 
agrarianism comes in. It is a philosophy of 
particulars and community — a community 
of like-minded people living in and nurturing 
a particular place.

It strikes me as the most likely to produce 
happiness, or at least as much happiness as 
humans can reasonably expect. Agrarianism 
measures success by healthy families, good 
friends, good food, beauty and the security

that comes from everytme knowing that if 
they need help, eserybttdy else w'ill be there 
for them.

rhe globalist is stuck w'ith one criterion for 
happiness ancf one measure* for success — 
iTutney. Unfortunately, gKtbalism, with all its 
power and money, is winning. There* are few 
l<Kal communities left that are really local. 
Moo* often than not, one finds that the news­
paper and broadcast stations, the major ri'tail 
businessc*s and even the restaurants art* all 
owned by «'ut-of-town national corporations 
whose ttnly .nterest in the local community is 
— their pubic o*latit>ns campaigns notwith­
standing — sucking money out t»f it.

People living in such "ettmpany" towns get 
a uniform diet of food, merchandise (much of 
it foreign made) and news. Other than being 
customers and worker bees, most of the Utcal 
population has been cut out of any meaning-

ful participation in the town. They are like 
serfs on a vast estate owned by some distant 
figure they never see.

The agrarian movement, an offshoot of the 
Southern movement, seeks to reverse that. It's 
a multifaceted task that involves every aspect 
of life, but it's certainly worth considering 
and discussing. The only .sensible way, for 
example, to preserve the environment is to 
have owners who live on it and love it.

Agrarians do not buy the false choice that 
there is only capitalism or socialism, only lib­
ertarianism or collectivism. Thea* is, agrari­
ans believe, a third way that will prx>duce a
humane economy and genuine community.

Agrarianism and true patriotism (love of 
land and pc*ople) is the Southern heritage we 
arc* trying to preserve and promote, though 
demagogues always want to talk about slav- 
erv (a tnank-God dead issue) and racism, 
which does not concern us. Those who harp 
on racism are, in my opinion, in it for the 
money or the politics and are evil.

Recent indept*ndent studies have shown that 

lexas prison rehabilitation programs an* work­
ing. In short, the pmgrams an* cn*dited w'ith 
significantly lowering the pc*rcentage ot ttffend- 
ers who commit new crimes after being 
n*least*d from prison.

This success is a modern-day phenomenon 
fttr lexas. It marks a maturing ttf pntgrams and 
policies which effectively started only with the 
completion of the huge pristtn expansion six 
years ago.

In those* few years, the pntgrams have ht*en 
fine-tuned in a constant evolutionary pnxess 
as the Texas IX'partment of Criminal Justice 
sought to make gtHtd on legislative mandates to 
do something better than simply insuring pub­
lic safety by wan*housing convicted felons.

The n*sults of the n*hjabilitation efforts an* 
measured by the Criminal Justice i’olicy 
Council, an indeix'ndent agency answerable to 
the lx*gislatun* ntr analysis of the justia* sys­
tem.

In the latest measun* of n*habilitation suc­
cess, tJx* Policy Council told the Tegislatun* 
that TIXTJ's treatment programs an* — in the 
words of the Associated Pres« — helping mon* 
convicted sex offenders and drug anusers 
change their ways and stay out of pris«in.

out that twi) n*latively new programs could bt* 
improvt*d by n*fining inmate selcxtion criteria 
and bt*Uer staffing.

At the time, the PEDC made $112,000 available to 

the company which only used about $60,000, she 
said. Left over was $52,800 which, with interest, 
has grown to $63,884 meaning the PEDC will need 
to add $6,316 to make the renovations possible.

in place simultaneously would 
put the aquifer on a fast track to 
depletion unless pumping is 
monitored and kept below half 
an acre-foot per acre per year.

The district granted transporta­
tion permits to the Canadian 
River Municipal Water Authority 
and the city of Amarillo five 
years ago. Pickens' Mesa Water 
would become the third project.

"I can't imagine that they could 
give us ranchers anything differ­
ent than what they've already 
given to CRMWA or Amarillo," 
the oilman said. "We have 
always been told that everyone 
would be treated the same."

Pickens and fellow landowners 
applied for the permits in 
September, afraid that if they did­
n't begin transporting their water 
out of Roberts County, it would 
be pulled from underneath their

land by CRMWA and Amarillo.
CRMWA and Amarillo are sup­

posed to bemn pumping and 
transporting their water in May. 
The water will go to 11 West 
Texas cities, including Pampa, 
Amarillo and Lubbock

"We want nothing more, noth­
ing less," Pickens said at a 
December hearing. "We, the left- 
out landowners, cannot afford to 
wait. If we do, we will be 
drained."

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Dad Urged to Take the Offense  
In Blocking Ex-W ife’s  Boyfriend

DEAR ABBY: “A Dad in a 
Dilemma” wrote that his ex-wife 
informed him she’s moving in with 
a registered sex offender, and he’s 
concerned about sending his girls to 
stay overnight with her. Your 
advice to not let his daughters stay 
at their mother’s house was correct.

I am a police detective in a sex 
crimes unit. Probably 90 percent of 
our sexual assault victims are chil­
dren. Sex offenders, especially those 
who victimfte children, have a very 
high rate of recidivism. Additional­
ly, many child sex offenders are pro­
hibited from having any contact 
with children under the age of 10 
and can be arrested if they do so.

“Dad” can contact his local law 
enforcement agency or the man’s 
probation officer to determine 
whether the man is allowed to have 
contact with minor children. Even if 
there is a custody arrangement 
which states that his ex-wife gets to 
see their daughters, he should con­
tact the attorney and do everything 
possible to keep the girls from hav­
ing any contact with this man. He 
should not rely on his ex to provide 
the proper supervision, as she has 
already shown a severe lack of judg­
ment in exposing her other child to 
this risk.

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) —  The 
celebration didn't last long after 
Texas Tech's 65-64 victory over 
Nebraska Wednesday night, 
which ended the Red Raiders' 
seven-game losing streak.

Andy Ellis and Andre Emmett 
did a high five at center court 
after Ellis sank a basket with just 
over four seconds left to clinch 
the win for the Red Raiders. 
That was about it.

"We haven't had a lot of posi­
tives this month," Tech coach 
James Dickey said. "We are 
going to try and build on this. 
We're just going to enjoy this 
very briefly. There was not a lot 
of jumping around because we 
have to go on."

Tech's last victory came when 
the Red Raiders upset No. 21 
Oklahoma, 60-59, at home. After 
the celebrations died down Jan.

"We had a little bit more emo­
tion tonight," Ellis said. "We fin­
ished the game. We put our­
selves in the position to win it, 
and we went out and won it."

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Earnhardt’s legacy remains

"Dale, with us always."
That sign outside Daytona

International Speedway speaks of 
tinuinc love affair stock cthe continuing love atfair stock car 

racing has with Dale Earnhardt.
He was killed Sunday, one fate­

ful corner away from another 
great afternoon at his favorite 
racetrack, dying from head 
injuries in a wreck on the last turn 
of the last lap of the Daytona 500.

The Intimidator won 34 times 
on Daytona's'2  1/2-mile oval, 
although it wasn't always easy.

For the first 19 years that he 
came to the sprawling track built 
by NASCAR founder Bill France 
Sr., he won nearly everything — 
the July Winston Cup race, quali­
fying races, Busch and IROC' 
races. .

Everything but the Daytona 500 
— losing once when he blew a tire 
after dominating the race for 499 
miles.

Ihat finally changed in 1998, 
when Earnhardt gleefully took the 
checkered flag in NASCAR's 
Super Bowl — punching his left 
fist out the window of his famed 
black No. 3 Chevrolet in triumph 
and spinning through the grass in 
a personal victor\' celebration.

As he drove slowly down pit 
lane toward Victory Circle, his 
smile gleaming beneath his bushy 
mustache, rivat crews tined his
path, slapping his palm and giv-

mating him thumbs up for w 
might have been the most awaited 
victory in NASCAR history. 

Afterward, he showed a soft

side that few knew he possessed.
"This one meant the world to 

me," Earnhardt said, his eyes 
shining. "People may think I'm 
tough and I don't care — and I am 
tough — but I'm human, too. I 
want to win every time I go out 
there, but there's some races that 
mean more than others. This is 
one of them."

Fans were rarely ambivalent 
about Earnhardt. Millions loved 
the dashing, cowboylike figure. 
Millions more vilified "The Man* 
in Black."

Even more than his record-tying 
seven Winston Cup champi­
onships and his 76 victories — 
sixth all-time and the most among 
current drivers —  Earnhardt's 
legacy is the role he played in 
NASCAR's rise to the mainstream 
of American culture.

His father, Ralph, was a rough 
and tumble stock car pioneer, 
never afraid of a fight — on or off 
the track.

Fhe elder Earnhardt died of a 
heart attack while working on a 
race car in the garage of his North 
Carolina home. The 1956 
NASCAR Sportsman division 
champion was 45.

Dale, 22 at the Hme, desperately 
wanted to follow his father into 
racing but had few resources. 
With only a ninth-grade educa­
tion, he was working in a textile 
factory and twice divorced with 
three children by the age of 25.

What he had in abundance was 
an * aggressive » confidence that 
eventually translated to rides and 
racing victories.

Once he reached the top level of

NASCAR for good, Earnhardt 
was an instant success, winnim 
the Rookie of the Year title in 1979 
and the first of his champior«hips 
in 1980.

His racing prowess earned him 
millions of dollars on the track 
and many millions more from 
souvem'r and memorabilia sales 
that dwarf those of his racing 
rivals.

"In\age is everything," said Don 
Hawk, Earnhardt's former busi­
ness manager. 'Teople perceived 
Dale Earnhardt in different ways, 
gcxxl and bad. But they are always 
aware of him and care what he 
does, and they want a piece of 
him."

The success brought Earnhardt 
a lush, if hectic, lifestyle.

He flew to races, personal 
appearances and hunting and 
fishing trips in a private jet, occa­
sionally relaxed alx>ard a 100-foot 
yacht, aptly christened "Sunday 
Money," and loved working 
around his 400-acre North 
Carolina farm, keeping an eye on 
the black Angus cattle, commer­
cial chicken houses and quarter- 
horses when he had the chance.

He married Teresa Hunter in 
1982, and added daughter Taylor 
to a family that already included 
daughter Kelly and sons Kerry 
and Dale Jr. from his previous 
marriages.

"He wasn't around a whole lot 
when I was growing up because 
he was off racing most of the 
time," Dale Jr. said. "But I 
always knew he cared about me 
and the other kids. He let ‘us 
know in his way."

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Eminem stirs controver­
sy at the Gram m ys, but 
Steely Dan steals show

LOS ANGELES (AP) —  
Despite the hype over whether 
Eminem's "The Marshall 
Mathers LP" would take home 
album of the year honors, the 
rapper lost out to a pair of aging 
rockers — Steely Dan, who up 
until Wednesday night had 
never won a Grammy. The duo 
snagged the album of the year 
win for "Two Against Nature," 
their first album in nearly two 
decades. They also won best 
pop album and best pop perfor­
mance by a duo or group for 
"Cousin Dupree." Also taking

home three trophies apiece 
were Irish rockers U2 and 
crossover country singer Faith 
Hill. Eminem also won three 
awards, all in the rap cate­
gories. Outside the ceremony, 
about 100 people from women's 
and gay-rights groups demon­
strated against Eminem. Elton 
John, one of music's most 
famous gay celebrities, also 
weathered criticism for joining 
the rapper onstage. Their per­
formance of "Stan," Eminem's 
darkly gripping song about a 
deranged fan, also tested CBS 
censors. At least three curse 
words could be heard during 
the performance.

Scores die in brutal eth­
nic fig h tin g  in 
Indonesian proinnce

JAKARTA, Indonesia (AP) —  
Gangs carried the severed 
heads of their victims through a 
Borneo island town where more 
than 100 people have died in 
brutal ethnic violence this 
week. Security forces on 
Thursday patroljed Sampit in 
Central Kalimantan province —  
the Indonesian part of Borneo 
island —  where clashes 
between indigenous Dayaks 
and migrants from other parts 
of the country first erupted 
Sunday. The violence highlights 
the breakdown of law and order

in Indonesia as the archipelago 
emerges from more than three 
decades of authoritarian rule 
and old ethnic hatreds erupt 
into bloodshed. President 
Abdurrahman Wahid left for a 
two-week trip Thursday to the 
Middle East and Africa saying 
he was not worried about leav­
ing Indonesia mired in a politi­
cal crisis and ethnic violence.

Subm arine com m ander 
faces uncertain future

WASHINGTON (AP) —  
When the Navy needed to strut 
its stuff, it could count on 
Cmdr. Scott Waddle to get the 
job done, those who know the 
beleaguered submarine com­
mander say. "H e's the one 
that's chosen when they want to 
send a submarine to show off 
on Armed Forces Day in some 
major port in California," said 
his friend John Peters, a retired 
Navy submarine captain. 
Waddle, 41, now keeps quiet, 
pending investigation into his 
submarine's collision with a 
Japanese fishing and training 
vessel. Two civilians were at 
control positions in Waddle's 
submarine when the accident 
occurred. The Navy relieved 
Waddle as commander of the 
USS Greeneville after the Feb. 9 
accident that sank the Ehime 
Maru, which was on a one- 
month training cruise with 
Japanese high school students. 
Twenty-six people were res­
cued, but nine others — includ­
ing four students — are miss­
ing.

Forestry officials 
fear fire danger 
after ice storm

IDABEL, Okla. (AP) —  
Devastating winter ice storms 
that pummeled three states and 
left thousands of mangled trees 
littered across the region could be 
the source of yet another disaster: 
wildfires.

Forestry officials in Oklahoma, 
Arkansas and Texas fear a poten­
tial summertime inferno on hun­
dreds of thousands of acres 
where trees were snapped and 
shredded by the storm.

"I don't think it's a question of 
if. That fuel's on the ground. 
We'll have a hot, dry summer, if 
not this year, the next," said Pat 
McDowell, assistant director of 
the forestry division at the 
Oklahoma Department of 
Agriculture. ,

The nation is coming off its 
worst fire season in a half centu­
ry. l^ildfires blackened about 7 
million acres in the United States 
last year, with the maj<mty of 
damage occurring in the West.

Ice that fell Christmas Day 
damaged trees in the rolling tim­
ber country of southeast 
Oklahoma, northeast Texas and a 
large swath of Arkansas.

In Oklahoma, more than 
500,000 acres are scattered with a 
tinderbox of destroyed trees, 
often surrounding tiny commu­
nities tucked away in the pines 
with little or no fire protection. 
The state sustained $200 million 
in damage to the timber crop, 
according to preliminary esti­
mates.

Texas estimates $46 million in 
timber damage in three counties 
where 80,000 acres of pine forests 
have increased risk for wildfires.

In Arkansas, timber on more 
than 200,000 acres was destroyed 
or heavily damaged, causing 
more than $50 million in losses. 
Additionally, timber companies 
report $154 million in heavy 
damage and losses on 445,000 
acres, said George Rheinhardt 
with the Arkansas Forestry 
Commission.

"There's a tremendous amount 
of fuel on the ground out there 
and if it turns dry we have the 
potential for catastrophic fires," 
Rheinhardt said.

The three states are bracing for 
summer blazes by seewng 
money for more bulldozers, air­
craft and workers.

Outdated, undersized equip­
ment could add to any fire dam­
age in Oklahoma. State forestry 
bulldozers, bought in the 1980s, 
are too small to move massive 
logs and debris in order to build 
a fire line during a blaze, 
McDowell said.

Firefighters might instead have 
to rely on roads and nalural 
breaks such as rivers and creeks 
to contain blazes that would 
bum themselves out.

Officials are seeking $3.5 mil­
lion for 17 new, bigger bulldoz­
ers. They also Vvant^ million for 
contracts for standby services 
from larger helicopters capable of 
hauling big buckets of water to 
help cool the flames while work­
ers build fire liiws.

"This is not standard 
ment replacement," he said, 
stuff we've got is not big enough 
anymore."
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
