This achievement of the Russians,

following their successes reported ou
the Dvinsk front, shows a continuation
of the recent strong offensive move-
ment north of the Roumanian frontier.
The position they stormed was a hill
to the east of the village of Giavoranka,
on the right bank of the Stripa, thir-
teen miles north of Buchach.

Austrian Base Taken.

This fortification was constructed
scientifically and was of great
strength. From this base the Austrians
had prepared to strike at the Ruesian
left flank extending toward Pinsk.
The Russian successes around Kolka
and Chartoriesk, however, enabled
them to obtain a footing on the left
bank of the Styr, which seriously men-
aced thelr opponents. :

Having thus completely secured the
Rovno district and the road leading
into Volhynia and the marsh region,
the Russians occupied strong positions
along the rivers Olychka, Styr and
Ikwa and Sereth. They prevented the
Austrians and Germans from en«
trenching, as they seemed disposed to
do, and warded off a blow aimed at
the Russian right wing

By careful reconnaissance the Rus-
sians prepared a counter offensive.

GEOLOGY OF THE GRAND CANYON.

Bulletin of United States Geologieal
sarvey Deserlbes Vast Wonders of
Nature's Handiw ork,

Ever since Powell's daring boat trip
down the Colorado, in 1869, geologists
have known that the walls ot the
Grand Canvon display one of the most
instructive geologie
At first glance

remarkable and
gections in the world
the impressive feature of that section
is the great thickness of nearly hori
goxtal strata through which the river
has sunk its bed —strata ranging in
age from Carboniferous at the top, on
the brink of the ehasm, to Cambrian at
the base,

The United States Geological Sur
vev has published as Bulletin 549 a re
port on the geology of the Shinumo
guadrangle—the Grand Canyon dis
trict—by l. F. Nobl« Although the
bulletin  contains considerable litho
logic and stratigraphic material that
will scarcely interest those who are
pot  geologists, Dr. Noble has very
properly remembered that the people
as a whole have unusual claims to
consideration in any publization deal-
fjng with the Grand Canyon, and has
gkillfully supplied as a setting to this
more strictly scientific work much
vivid description and lucid explanation,
which will help all those who take
more than a transient interest in what
thev see to understand one of the most
jmpressive and significant of the in-
animate works of nature.

By far the most interesting scenic
ground in the quadrangle is Powell
Plateau, on the north side of the can-
yon. To the geoloist the views from
this plateau are encycloperic. The
rocks that are visble represent in turn
nearly every geologic age, and the se-
guence or order of deposition of each
series of beds is apparent at a glance.
Every great geologic process is illus-
trated. Perhaps the most impressive
yecord of all is that of uplift and ero-
sion. This record, registered in what
the geolosist terms “unconformities,”
or breaks in the regular and continuous
process of sedimentary accumulation,
shows that for vast periods rocks, in-
stead of being formed, were being
washed away by rain, streams, and
waves, leaving a worn surface which
later sank beneath the sea and received
new ' sediments. The later perfods of
geologic history are recorded in the
removal, by erosion, of vast thick-
nesses of strata and the production of
the surface of the region in its present
aspect. The panorama is probably the
most complete geologic revelation in
the world.

GOVERNMENT GRAIN-SAMPLING
DEVICE IS FREE FOR ASKING,

Is Simple and Effective and Reguires
No Power to Operate; Can Be Used
to Sample Coal, Flour, Ore, Ete,

WASHINGTON, D. O, Oct. 14.—A
simple and new device for sampling
grain, seeds and other material is fully
described in Department of Agriculture
Bulletin No. 287, “A Device for Sam-
pling Grain, Seeds and Other Material.’
This device was developed by special-
ists of the Department primarily to
meet the demands of grain and seed
dealers and laboratory workers for a
method of securing a reliable sample
of grain or seed from a larger portion
of the material to be examined,
graded or analyzed. The construction
and the process used in the device
have been made very simple, and yet
are such as to insure reliable sam-
ples. The device does not require
power of any kind, as its principle is
the distribution by gravity of the ma-
terial to be sampled over a cone, which
is provided with separate ducts in a
way to insure thorough mixture of the
grain. The device also can He g0 ar-
ranged that one-half of the sample can
be used for testing and grading, and
the second half provided for iho seller
or buyer. It can also b used for
blending two or more gtreams ¥ wheat
or cther grain in one or more gets of
rows in a mill. The device alsc can
be used for sampling flour, moal,
feeds, coal, ore, or any other naterial
of like kind, or to mix or blend and
divide two or more stream; of unlike
material, and yet provide o thorough
. mixture of ali the kinds of material.
