While President Roosevelt and
Prime Minister Churchill have re-
peatedly made known their desire
for a meeting with Premier Stalin,
it is udnerstood that the Soviet
leader continues to reply that he
cannot at this time leave the bat-
tle fronts. Thus there is no certain-
ty that the tri-partite conference
will be followed later by a meeting
of the “big three.”

The President and prime minister
are reportedly, however, to fesl
that relations with Russia -offered
no problems which could not be
surmounted.

No Distrust Shown

Specifically, they are understood
to be undisturbed by formation,
with Soviet approval, of a free
Germany committee in Moscow.

The Roosevelt-Churchill view is
said to be that the committee rep-
resents chiefly an effort to divide
the German people from their pres-
ent Nazi government.

5—Removal' of war production
frim the West Coast “where it will
be advantageous to the war pro-
gram.”

6—Adjustment of civilian produc-
tion and services “insofar as such
action will make needed labor avail-
ahle to essential war production.”

In connection .with moves to es-
tablish manpower priorities it was
directed that all establishments
and services entitled to hire workers
shall select them from among those
referred by the United States Em-
ployment Services or through other
approved standards.

Lightning Has Funny
Effects On Cotton

Curious effects of lightning on
cotton plans growing in the field
are reported in the journal, Phy-
topathology, by Dr. A. L. Smith of
the Georgia Agricultural Experi-
ment Station, at Experiment, Ga.
Cotton growers are familiar with
the fact that lightning hitting a
cotton field will kill plants near
the site of the stroke. But the other
i lightning effects are so little known
that the growers frequently con-
sult crop experts to learn what
strange disease has attacked their

plants.
i The unusual type of damage oc-
curs when lightning strikes after
} or during a shower which has wet
i only a thin layer of ‘the ground’s
surface. The top of the soil con-
| ducts electricity in all directions.
ki Within a radius of 150 feet this
ground current damages ‘cotton
plants. : i

The damage is not immediately
apparent. But after 'a few days, a
thickening, shaped like a girdle, is
liable to appear near the base of
a  plant’ stem, just above the
ground. Later the leaves turn. red,
wilt, fall off, and the bared stem
dies.

The electric current Kkills some
of the tender, growing tissue cells
*near the outer edge of the stem,
and their death causes the girdle,
which in effect slowly strangles
the cotton plant. /

October 1 will depend on whether
their dealers have supplies.

Farmers and ranchers, plant
guards and law enforcement offi-
cers have first -call %n available
stocks, Stryker said.

Bemrus Quota Allowed

Increased supplies of small arms
ammunition recently were made
available by the WPB to farmers
and ranchers to help them control
predatory animals and game birds
threatening crops and livestock.
Under an amendment to the order
controlling the distribution of small
ammunition, farmers and ranchers
are allowed a “bonus” quota, in
addition to their -regularly  allowed
quarterly quota, Stryker said.

To get the bonus quota; bona
fide farmers and -ranchers must
accept  delivery or  place their
orders for the additional quota
prior to October 1. They will be
allowed 50 rounds of .22 ‘caliber
rim fire cartridges, 20 rounds of
center fire, and 25 rounds: of shot-
gun shells of any gauge,. provided
they do not have a total of more
than 100 rounds of .22 rim fire,
20 " rounds . of .center. fire,” or 50
rounds of shotgun shells in their
possession.

Sportsmen - and other civilians
not entitled to regular quotas un-
der the WPB regulation will be
allowed to buy the cartridges and
shotgun shells only between Octo-
ber 1 and November 15, Stryker
said. Even then, dealers must give
precedence to orders -from farmers
and ranchers.

Maximums Are Set

Maximum amounts - that may be
purchased by sportsmen and other
civilians during the " October 1-
November 15 period are 50 rounds
of .22 rim fire, 20 rounds of center
fire, and 25 rounds.of sshells — if
they are available after all farm-

|e1 rancher orders have been filled,

and provided they do not have
more than 100 rounds of rim fire,
20 rounds of center fire, and 50
rounds of shotgun shells.
The ammunition may be used
only to kill predatory animals and
game birds and may not be used
for target shooting, Stryker said.
Each farmer and rancher is al-
lowed a regular quarterly quota of
100 rounds of .22 caliber rim fire
cartridges, 40 rounds of center fire,
and 25 rounds of shotgun shells.

WASHINGTON—With the com-
ing seasonal decline in ‘milk pro-
duction, it is almost certain that
some form of control will have to
he set up on fluid milk.

The rationing of such a perish-
able food is very difficult. A mis-
 taken calculation in point values
could bring the disaster of quan-

tities of spoiled milk. Milk may,
however, be controlled by quotas.

Produgtion _figures . for dairy
preduets are way up this year.
But there isn’t enough to fill the
rising demand for fluid milk and
leave = anything to make che
evaported milk or butter. :Since
fluid milk is the only cne of these
four milk products which is un-
rationed, the uncontrolled demand
for it' is. pulling milk away from

“I’'m Tom
Delaney and this here’s' Jim Mona-
han. You look like a Frenchie to
me but we ought to make out all
right.”

When we got to the shipyards,
we glanced discouragedly at each
other. There were already about
400 men in ‘line. The ‘foreman
came out of his shack and looked
us over, picking out a familiar
face here and there. When he
came to us, Tom told him that
we were a riveting gang.

“Duck in,” he said; so we went
inside the high wire fence. We
were put to work on an old boat
from Liverpool, a geueral cargo
vessel that was ‘tough and
weather-beaten, with leaky bulk-
heads and spreading seams.

By autumn the yard . was hum-
ming with *he grim excitement of
war, and we were working full
time and overtime, taking care of
the British ships that limped in
for repairs, For three years I
worked under conqtantly increas-

ing pressure, climbing around the
hulls, doing zigzag patterns, set-
ting diamond joints, and tighten-
ing angles. Cr. Saturdays, when
the pay envelones camc around,
I took out of mine as high as $75,
more money thar . had cver made.
My saving. accoun. was growing
fat, but by the autumn of 1916,
in spite of my belief in my in-
exhaustible vitality, I was getting
tired.

HEN the drizzly season came

and we. could not work, I had
a special reason for blessing the
rain. On Oct. 15, I met a dark-
eyed Brooklyn girl, Dorothy Bow-
mah. The engagement ring on her
finger should have discouraged
me, but I managed to see her
every day. The rain was my a ly.
On the 30th, it came down in tor-
rents and I invited Dorothy to
lunch, but before we lunched, we
had a damp and splattered wed-
ding at City Hall.

For a week we honeymooned;
then I went to work at the Motse
shipyards. | I ‘was a married man
with responsibilities.

When the declaration of war did
come, Dorothy and I thought that
my place was 2 the marines, but
at the recruiting office I was told
that the government had plenty
of soldiers but not enough ships.
So back: T went to the yards to
patch up the damaged hulls that
were. going out again to play tag
with submarines.

Every .day the first person to
whom we said good morning was
Mr. E. P. Morse, the president.
Iron-gray and stern, he seldom
smiled, but he managed to know
all” about his men. It wasn’t long
before he knew that I was an ex-
marine and had been a diver and
a locksmith.

& & &
ONE morning when I was on
the Kronprinzessin Cecﬂle,
working 'at the captain’s door, I
sniffed smoke. There was none in
the passageways; so I went into

a cabin and stuck my head out

of a porthole, Yes, there was a
distinct smell of fire, and while
I looked over the hulls toward
the buildings that lined the shore,
a great cloud of black smoke came
rolling across the ship from the
opposite side. At the same mo=
ment the fire sirens began to hoot
and the bells to make a great
clangor as the engines bounced
over the cobblestones. I ran
toward the grand stairway and
had reached the top step when I
saw the head rigger on the land=-
ing, gesturing to me.

“Hi, Courtney, the boss wants
you :to open,a lock,” he panted.
“Quick.” Running back, I grabbed
a few tools and a piece of wire
and dashed after him. At the foot
of the gangplank stood Mr. Morse,
his face white and set. As we
ran up the dock, he shouted above
the noise, “The shed next to the
riggers’ room. It’s full of dyna-
mite.”

The buildings behind the shed
with the red flag on its roof were
already going up in flames angd
the heat was blistering, but the
firemen . were drenching the shed

with a full stream from the hose. .

With slippery fingers I worked
at the lock, picking it with the .
wire. It was a good lock; intended =
to keep'the 'dynamite jaway from
saboteurs, and the tumblers were
sa cleverly set that I could not’;
guess at tliem. Behind me, *just’
out of range of the water,. I could ..
feel  the riggers standing, :tense,. -
boring me with their eyes, waiting: :
to jump into the shed.  In:gbout” |
five minutes,
though I would have said: it was’
as many hours, the lock gave and
I pulied open the door. Aise'cond-.
later, the men were piling ‘over:
me to roll out the cans of dyna-
mite. The head rigger threw ‘a
coat’ around: my shoulders : and
puiled me out ¢f the way.

“Put on ‘something dry,” “he
shouted, “before you get pheu-
monia.

proximately $31,060,000 for compen-
sation insurance during 1942. Ac-
cording to Alton Brown, district
manager for the Texas Employers’
Insurance Association, this figure
was almost twice the amount paid

for compensation insurance in 1940, 1
and about 50 per cent more than
in 1941. This increase in compensa-
tion premium payments was due to

About 20 per cent or $6,030,664
of the total premiums paid = for
workmen’s compensation insurance
in Texas in 1942 was paid to the
Texas Employers’ Insurance Associ-
ation. This was $4,400,211 more than
was paid to the second largest
writer in Texas, and was $400,000
"more than the premiums of the
next four largest workmen’s com-

pensation writers combined.

After paying out $2,600,367 in
beneitts to injured workers in Texas,
and $1,051,330 for salaries to Texas
people, and rents and other ex-
penses to Texas firms during 1942,
the association set up $2,000,000 to
be returned to policyholders in th_e
form of dividends during 1943. This
represents a saving to employers
of labor in Texas on the cost of
their workmen’s compensation in- {

'surance of more than 30 per cent.

Although the association returns
to its policyholders in the form of

dividends any balances left over

after paying losses, expenses and
setting up adequate reserves and
surplus for the protection of pol-
icyhclders, it has advocated the re-
duction of workmen’s compensation
rstes in Texas. As late as August 19
representatives of the association
appeared before the insurance com-
mission in support of a blanket
reduction of 6.37 per cent in the
workmen’s compensation rates in
the steze of Texas.

WASHINGTON — (#) — The
Army’s . tank production program
has been cut back approximately
40 per cent in the last six or seven
months; principally because of can-
cellations of British and Russian
orders for medium tanks.

Maj. Gen. Lucius D. Clay, direc-
tor of material for the Army Serv-
ice’ Forces, said Saturday in an
interview that the cut-back repre-
sents @& dollar value reduction in
this- year’s: program of slightly
more than one-third.

For 1044, the reduction will be
about 50- per cent, he said, but
produeticn will be still slightly
ahead - of 1943. Original schedules
were fixed' nearly two years ago.
Few: Shutdowns Result

Few if any plant shutdowns
have: resulted.: The result among
the many thousands of sub-con-
tractors: is more difficult to deter-
‘mine, Clay added, but even among
these the majority at least had
shifted to other war production.

The cutback began early this
spring, when the Russians sudden-

ly cancelled orders for between
5,000 and' 6,000 medium tanks, said

Clay. This was followed shortly by
wholesale reduction of British or-
ders. Subsequently, the Rusgians
renewed some of their tank orders.
But their overall requirements for
American tanks still are only about
one third the original 1943-44 sche-
dule.

The Red Army needs other
things — particularly trucks and
locomotives—more than additional
tanks. Shipping space and port
facilities' were limited, so the tank

orders first were reduced.
