AUSTIN, Tex. (AP) - It was a
Legislature that bit the bullet, according
to Speaker Bill Clayton. The governor
said it treated him pretty well for a
rookie. But some lawmakers say they
departed Austin in disguest.

As the mandatory adjournment hour
of tidnight Monday drew near, with all
the 66th Legislature's “‘must’’ bills on
the way to Gov. Bill Clements,- Clayton
felf called upon to make a speech.

There was no laundry list of

accomplishments. And the speech,
concluding a session that some say was
more in tune with the business lobby
than the public's needs, had a defensive
ring.

“1 want it recorded that in 1979, as
Texas and America looked toward a new
decade with the problems of yesterday
clutching at us and mofe ominous
threats looming ahead, this House did
not shirk its duty. We faced the
problems as our collective wisdom

decreed,”’ Clayton said.

As to whether the Legislature led and
served the people well, each member
"'must check our individual scorecard.
.. These are questions that the voting
public of Texas will be called on to
decide before another Legislature
convenes,’" Clayton said.

Clements, who says he will call a
special session later on what he regards
as unfinished business, was upbeat at a
post-adjournment news conference,

L

despite the failure of much of his
program.

He didn’t get the $1 billion he wanted
for extra tax relief - indeed, the
Legislature used every penny that was
available. :

His anti-pornography program was
virtually ignored.

His plans to make public schools
more accountable and give greater
stress to “‘basics’’ fell by the wayside.

But he raised his grade of the

Legislature from *'F" to *'B."

Of his 17 highest priority items, he
said, 13 passed - “‘That's a batting
average of .760 percent, and that ain’t
bad for a rookie!"’

Clements said he was specially
pleased that legislators placed in the
general appropriation bill a statement of
intent that state agencies reduce their
staffs by 5 percent a year.

Lawmakers themselves gave the
session a mixed assessment.

"“The first thing you have to say is
they took a dustpan and broom over to
the vault in the state treasurer’s office
and used every last penny,"" said Rep.
John Wilson, D-La Grange.

Wilson, who has announced plans to
try to unseat Clayton in 1981, called it a
leaderless session, one that ‘‘failed on
many occasions to balance the public
interest with special interests. ... Many
bills became known not by number but

Feds Ground All DC-10 Jets

Thousands of passengers scrambled
for new flights or cooled their heels in

airport lounges and hotels as a US.

government-ordered grounding of all

- DC-10 jumbo jets disrupted world air «

travel

Some *DC-10s were called back in
mid-flight Tuesday. and on the ground
passengers were bused hundreds of miles
to catch substitute flights or lodged
overnight until an available seat turned
up G
Sir Freddie Laker's Skytrain was
derailed. It uses six DC-10s for its
cheap-fare flights between England and
the United States.

Many took the inconvenience philoso-
phically, mindful the inspections were
prompted by the crash of an American
Airlines DC-10 that killed at least 273
people in the nation’s worst ajg disaster

“It's better to be safe on the ground
rather than go "Oh! Oh! in midair."” said
singer Pat Boone, who had a resérvation
for a DC-10 flight from New York to Los
Angeles

The Federal Aviation Administration’s

decision to ground the three-engine jets
pending new cpecks of their engine
assemblies left about 40,000 DC-10 seats
empty on U.S. carriers alone - about 12
percent of domestic capacity, the industry
estimated. . ' Fy

The order followed discovery of “grave
and potentially dangerous deficiencies’’
in the engine assemblies. An engine fell
off the ill-fated American plane on
Friday. :

Eight U.S. carriers have 134 DC-10s in

+ operation. Foreign airlines have at least

that many, and while they were not
bound by the FAA order, many grounded

their jets

Joseph Scott, an Amcncan’spulesman
in" Chicago. egtimated about 17,000
persons nationwide were bumped from
DC<10s. About 3,200 persons were
bumped in Chicago, he said.

At O'Har® International Airport, the
scene of Friday's tragedy, about 300
people were bused to Detroit or
Indianapalis for other flights, Scott said.

In Los Angeles, frantic passengers
dashed from counter to counter and
argued with ticket clerks as airlines tried
to juggle rqutes and planes to make up for
the temporary loss of the wide-body
planes. ®

Long lines were also reported in Miami
apd Philadelphia.

Across the Atlantic, about 1,000 people
were held up in London’s Gatwick Airport
after Britain's Civil, Aviation Authority
grounded all nine American-built DE-10s

flown by British carriers. :

Laker Airlines, which offers the
lowest-pricéd regularly scheduled flights
between England and the United States,
called back to London two U.S. bound
DC-10s in midair - one en route to Los
Angeles, the other to Detroit.

Along with American, United and
Western, the U.S. airlines that fly DC-10s
are: Continental, National, Northwest
Orient, World, and Trans International.
Most substituted other planes where
possible, and urged travelers to check
their flight schedules.

Other foreign airlines which reported
voluntarily grounding their DC10 fleets
for safety inspection were Swissair,

Scandinavian Airlines Systems, The .

Royal Dutch Airline KLM, Vénezuela's
VIASA, ltaly's Alitalia, Germany's
Lufthansa, and Japan Air Lines.

WASHINGTON (AP) - President
Carter is joining leading congressional

taxwriters in predicting the traditional -

election-year tax cut will go by the
wayside in 1980 as federal officials
concentrate on ftrying to balance the
national budget.

**I doubt very seriously that we'll have
any tax cut in 1980,"' Carter said Tuesday
at a news conference.

“If we have the option between
substantial reductions in the deficit and
controlling inflation on the one hand, and
having tax reductions for the American
people in an election year on the other, |
would forego the tax reduction and insist
upon controlling inflation and cutting the

Similar sentiments have been
expressed by the two most influential tax
experts on Capitol Hill - Sen. Russell
Long. D-La., chairman of the Semate
Finance Committee, and Rep. Al Ullman,
D-Ore., chairman of the House Ways and
Means Committee.

““The top priority is to control
expenditures and balance the budget,”
Uliman said last week. ““That pre-empts
any tax cut, unless the country is
dropping into an obvious recession."’
Carter and administration economists
insist no recession is on the horizon.

Long told a U.S. Chamber of
Commerce seminar recently he also
believes balancing the budget over the
next two years should take priority over
tax cuts. ‘I don’t think a ... tax cut should
keep us from balancing the budget,”
Long said.

The historic tendency is for Congress to
approve tax cuts in election years, largely
because it’s a politically painless vote to
cast. With inflation pushing taxpayers
into ever-higher tax brackets, dollars flow
into the federal treasury in ever-larger
amounts. Legislators can thus vote to cut
the tax rate every few years without
reducing the funds available to pay for
government programs.

That phenomenon, often called
“taxflation’ by government taxwriters,
is working overtime now and could yet
provide a way for Carter and Congress to
balance the 1981 budget and approve a
tax ctit at the same time.

With federal tax receipts now pouring
in in much greater amounts than

previously estimated, some private and
government economists have suggested a
tax cut and balanced budget may both be
possible by 1981.

Tax legislation applying to the 198]
fiscal year, beginning Oct. 1, 1980, would
come next year - just in time for the fall
elections.

_On other matters Tuesday, Carter:

-Signed an executive order delegating
some of his authority over gasoline sales
to the nation’s governors. The action
authorizes governors to de such things as
order odd-even rationing plans, regulate
gas station operating hours and set
minimum purchases.

But the president warned that any plan
making gasoline shortages less painful
does nothing to solve ‘‘a long-term
chronic problem in obtaining adequate
energy supplies....It is necessary to stop
aggravating the problem by blaming one
another and by seeking out scapegoats,”’
he said. “‘The fact is that the
oil-producing countries are holding down
supply while the rést of the world has
increased demand."’

-Said the United States will give Egypt
and Israel a chance to resolve questions
dealing with the Palestinians and other
Israeli neighbors before offering any U.S
suggestions.

-Insisted that his anti-inflation
program, including its wage and price
guidelines, eventually will be successful
in stemming inflation. But he
acknowledged it probably will take a long
time.

-Said he will wait until a new bi-racial
government takes office in Rhodesia to
decide whether to lift the U.S. trade
embargo against the African nation.

-Reiterated his desire to eliminate

uclear weapons from the world and
defended pending development of the
new MX nutlear missile as necessary to
maintain the military balance between
the Soviet Union and the United States
while negotiations aimed at reducing
nuclear arms continue.

-Expressed confidence that Congress
eventually will approve legislation
implementing treaties turning the
Panama Canal over to Panama. Failure to
do so. he said, would leave the United
States powerless to protect its interests
after the transfer takes place.

Clements Won’t Use
New Gas Authority

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) - Gasoline
rationing and restricted service station
hours will not be necessary in Texas,
Gov. Bill Clements paid Tuesday.

Clements said he already had powers
to control gas sales before President
Carter issued an executive order granted
the nation's governors that authority.

The governor said the Legislature that
ended Monday granted him the same

. emergency authority Carter gave state

chief executives. M

““l don't feel the feeéd for going into
drastic plans of odd-even days or
odd-even numbered license tags, closing
on weekends or closing on Sundays,”
Clements said.

**I don't feel the crisis is that severe at
this point and further we.are not ready for
complicated plans,”' he added. “We're
trying to get our facts together.”

Carter said Tuesday he has signed an
order giving governors authority to make
gasoline stations remain® open on
weekends, to get minimum purchases
and to institute an odd-even selling
system.

‘“It’s interesting that Mr. Carter
decided that instead of him retaining all
this authority in Washington and handing
down from the mouth, so to speak. daily
bulletins of what we should be doing, that
he is now delegating this authority to
various governors of the states,'

.. Clements added.

The governor said he was not contacted

. directly by the White House about the

president’s order but learned about it

JM. NEws reports.

Legislation consolidating all executive
branch energy offices into one
department also conferred broader
emergency powers to the governor during
energy shortages, he said.

"“This is the first time we've ever had

Teen-ager Suicide Attempts
Show Common Factor

CHICAGO (AP) - A study of a
group of teen-agers who
attempted suicide revealed a
pattern of depression, drug
abuse and unstable personality
disorders, a Texas résearcher
reports.

Dr. Frank Crumiey of Dallas
studied 40 patients selected
from a review of his private
psychiatric practice from 1972 to

1978.

The combination of personal-
ity traits, including ‘‘intense
reactions to - loss, poorly

controlled rage, impulsivity
coupled with depression and
drug abuse, seemed to be the
most common pattern among
these teen-agers,”” he wrote in
the June | issue of the Journal
of the American Medical
Association.

However, Crumley, a psychi-
atrist at the University of Texas
and Baylor University, said it
was not known to what extent

his findings might apply to the
growing number of adolescents
in the country who attempt
suicide,

Crumley cited earlier studies
which slowed the rate of
suicides among 15- 10 19-year-
olds increased by 124 percent
between 1962 and 1975. A
report last year in another
medical journal indicated that
suicides in this age group
moved from being the fourth-
ranking cause of death in 1919
to third in 1974,

Half of the patients he studied
were drug abusers, Crumley
said, and an additional five from
time to time drank alcohol
excessively

The most common drugs, he
said, were marijuana, amphe-
tamines, and in carlier years,
LSD and other psychedelic
drugs.

However, he said, **in no case
was the polydrug abuse or

alcoholism considered the
primary or the only clinical
syndrome diagnosed."’

Drug abuse, Crumley said,
“‘appeared to be an attempt by
the adolescent to relieve
depression with its accompany-
ing sense of emptiness and
boredom."’

. Personality disorders were
diagnosed in 65 percent of the
40 teen-agers studied, he said,
and most of these were unstable
in dealing with other persons
and with developing a healthy
self-image.

“'Often, Crumley said, ''the
suicide attempt was made
during an angry outburst
following the breakup with a
boyfriend or girlfriend."’

He said that while drug abuse
was not the underlying cause of
the suicide attempts, it may be
an important factor and needs
further study. _

Court Asks Views

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
Supreme Court Tuesday asked
the federal government for its
views in a dispute between New
Mexico and Texas over electric
power service

The justices asked Suh(“l"lug
General Wade McCree, the
government’s highest ranking
courtroom lawyer, for his
opinion of New Merxico's
request to sue Texas in the
Supreme Coun

The state of Arkansas has
asked the court’'s permission to
intervene on New Mexico's
side

The justices are authorized by
the Constitution to resolve
certain disputes between states
before they are heard in lower
courts. To do so, the justices
must invole the high coun's
"onginal jurisdiction.’

The court will decide whether
to do that after it hears from
McCree

In the New Mexico-Tenas
controversy. New Mexigg Artor
ney General Tooey Anaya asked

the court to rule that a Texas
Public Utilities Commission
order issued two years ago
impermissibly interfers with
interstate commerce

The order prohibits any Texas
electric utility that is a member
of the Electric Reliability
Council of Texas to transmit
power to electric companies
outside Texas without first
obtaining permission

The order, Anaya argued in
asking the court 10 take the
case, constitutes a burder on
interstate commerce and wviol
ates the Commerce Clause of
the U S. Constitution.’

He added: "Electric utilities
which operate in both New
Mexico and Texas, or are
connected up to utilities which

operate in both states, cannot
utilize economies of scale and
diversity to maximize the
benefits 1o the
ratepavers of utilities in both
New Mexico and Texas. ™'

20 years for New Mexico
citizens and businesses, Anaya
said, and could exceed 35 billion
over the same period for the
entire Southwest.

In urging the justices to reject
the request, Texas Attorney
General Mark White argued
that New Mexico ““has not
alleged a sufficient interest or
present harm to justify invoking
this court’s onginal jurisdiction
in such a complex technical
field."”

He charged that at the root of
the controversy is an attempt by
Central and Southwestern Co. to
protect its. status as a utilities
holding comflany

CBC owns West Texas
Utiiies Co., Oklahoma Public
Service Co., Southwestern
Electric Power Co. and Central
Power and Light Co

White also noted that the
Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission currently is study-
ing the intgrstate connections

Gov’t botches it again

WASHINGTON (NEA) - The federal government's
inherent inability to proceed with either discretion or
delicacy when confronted with sensitive civil liberties
matters i1s once again on display, in a highly publicized
legal case

The arrogant, heavl.!-hlnded behavior of both the Justice
Department and the Energy Department could prove to be
the undoing of federal efforts to ban the publication of a
controversial magazine article on the hydrogen bomb.

There was surprising lar support for the govern-
ment’'s position in March, when its attorneys went into
federal court in Wisconsin to win a pair of judicial orders

The Progressive's editors still don't know which sections
of the article are involved, however, because the Justice
Department has classified the censored manuscript, its
secret affidavits and legal briefs submitted to the court
and even major ions of Morland's own affidavit.

Government officials have graciously agreed to grant
security clearances to the Progressive's lawyers so they
can prepare an appeal of the Wisconsin judge’s decisions.

Proceeding true to form, the government is well on its
way to dissipating the benefit of doubt given to it by those
initially bothered by the troublesome aspects of publicity
discussing the technical aspects of nuclear weaponry.

Now as far as using honey
s concerned, there really
shouldn’t be any reason why
you could use honey and not
use sugar Honey contains
exactly the same basic sug-
ars that are in ordinary
lable sugar. Specifically,
glucose and fructose. The
only difference is that in
table sugar the glucose and
fructose molecules are
hooked together That's why
it's called a diassacharide or
double sugar

This diassacharide is bro-
ken down lo glucose and
fructose by enmzymes that
are in your intestines before
the glucose and fructose can
be absorbed into your body
Double sugars can't get
through the intestinal wall
into your blood. That means
that the glucose and fructose
from table sugar are totally
and completely indistin-
guishable inside your blood
from the glucose and fruc-
tose from honey I'm afraid
f you used very much hon-
ey, you'd be doing the same
thing as you do with sugar

The other possibility is
that you're providing a very
clear cut demonstration of
the influence of mind over
matter You may do well
with honey in regards lo
acne because you think you
will and because you've
heard that honey is a health
food

You wouldn't be the first
person who had improve-
ment of a medical condition
because of psychological
factors. We see it all the
time and often it's better Lo
work with it instead of
against 1 so enjoy your

honey if that's what you
want to do.
