ed that none of the acceptances
would be released until instruc-
tions were received from Washing-
ton.

There are 347 option contracts in
this county, which represent a
total of approximately $80,000- to
bhe paid to the farmers of this
county.

“The acceptance contracts are
here in the office,” Mr. Stovall stat-
~d, but we cannot release them un-
til we receive instructions to do
so. As soon as instructions are re-
ceived the farmers will be notifi-
ed

~"clmts a pound cotton optlons to

p?dklmately 2 400 000 bales of gov-
ernment-held cotton. It is, estimat-

Processing Tax Applies To Marketed Hogs

Farmers May Kill Hogs|

From Own Stock For His
Own Consumption

“Reports of farmers and others
slaughtering hogs and selling the
products to consumers without

i payment of the new processing tax

is the latest violation the govern-
ment has to worry about, and a
warning of heavy penalties for
this offense has been sent out by
Commissioner of Internal Revenue
Guy T. Helvering.

The only way a farmer can
slaughter a hog without payment
of the tax is to raise from his

own stock—not buy it and fatten
it—and then use the meat him-
self. Any attempt to market it
without the processing tax is a vio-
lation of the Agricultural Adjust-
meenment Act, and any person who
slaughters hogs for market must
file appropriate returns along with
the levy §

The ‘processmgblaw, which went
into effect November 5, requires
a processing tax of 50 cents a
hundreds pounds weight for
the period from/ November 5 to
December 1; $1.00 a hundred from

$2.00 a hundred live weight after
March 1.

Any person slaughtering hogs!
for market, whether his own or
not, should write to the internal
revenue collector at = Dallas, who
will supply the forms and informa-
tion and assist him in filling out
the required returns.

It is ipointed out that while this
may seem somegwhat strict, the en-
tire processing tax is for the di-
rect benefit of the farmer, and the
tax receipts are returned to him

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CHRISTMAS DAY

Although the birth of Christ is the event
which is supposed to be celebrated on Xmas
we are more and more inclined, as a recent
writer suggests, to celebrate Santa Claus on
December 25. Certainly in the minds of most
persons the giving and receiving of gifts
holds a larger place than the holy event,
which the day commemorates.

Christmas customs and symbolism are
drawn from many sources, some of them
of pagan origin. The date, December 25, av-
proximates that of certain ancient festivals
which' were observed long before the Christ-
ian era, such as the Roman Saturnalia the
Scandinavian Yule, the winter festival of
the heathen Britons, and later, the Roman
festival of the sun-god Mithra. This date was
not incorporated in the Christian calendar
until about the fourth or fifth century.

The Christmas tree is believed to have
been derived from the Egyptian use of a
palm branch of 12 shoots to signify the
completed year, but its present significance
is thought to have originated in Germany.
The use of evergreen decoratons, particularly
mistletoe, has been observed since the time
of the pagan Druids in Britian.

The sending of Christmas gifts may be
traced back to ancient Rome. This custom:
is by no means universal, however, and is
unknown in the Holy Land and among Asia-
tic Christians generally. Children of the
Orient have no Santa Claus.

30 YEARS OF FLYING

December 17 marks the 30th anniver-
sary of the first airplane flight by the
Wright Brothers at Kitty Hawk, N. C., in
1903. After long experimenting these avia-
tion pioneers succeeded in getting their
plane off the ground by, its own power, but
the first flight lasted only 12 seconds, dur-
ing which time it flew' 120 feet.

Later in the same day a second flight
of 59 seconds was made. These epoch-making
flights marked the beginning of man’s mas-
tery of the air, fulfilling an age-old ambition
which most persons declared could never
be realized. In fact it was only a few days
before the Wrights actually accomplished it
that a certain Congressman on the floor of
the House in opposing an appropriation for
experimenting with flying machines asserted
that anyone who thought human flight
would ever be possible was a fool.

At first progress was rather slow, and
for several months only straight flights were
made, but on September 15, 1904, Orville
Wright made the first turn in the air, and
five days later succeeded in flying in a cir-
cle. The first time a plane remained in the
air as long as half an hour was on October 4,
1905, with a flight lasting 33 minutes. From
that time on, developments by the Wrights
and others were rapid.

Among the other early airplane build-
ers and flyers who became famous may be
mentioned Curtiss, Bleroit, Santos-Dumont,
Farman, the Voison brothers and their as-
sociates. Many daring aviators lost their
lives through attempting stunts in exhibition
flying which were too difficult for the prim-
itive machines employed.

Contemplating the amazing feats of
present-day aviators, it ig difficult to realize
that the flying art is only 30 years old.

PECULIAR ACCIDENTS

Some most interesting facts concern-
ing freakish accidents are related in Popu-
lar Science Monthly, illustrating Voltaires’
saying that “it is the danger least expected
that soonest come to us.” Among others he
relates the following:

P. Wiggins, Kansas aviator, was bitten
by a rattlesnake that had somehow gotten
into his plane, while flying at an aititude of
about a mile, but landed and obtained treat-
ment in time to save his life.

Caesar Beltram of Lyons, France, was
struck by lightning five times during his
lifetime, yet finally died of pneumonia.

Some years ago General Castilliano, a
Nicaraguan revolutionist, was struck by a
falling meteor while sitting in his tent one
night and was killed. His superstitious sol-
diers believed that the Almighty had thus
shown disapproval of their cause, so they
abandoned the revolution.

Mathematicians have figured that an
American will be struck by a meteor about
once every 9,300 years on an average. They
will also calculate that a person living to
the age of 70 has one chance in 7,000 of
being struck by lightning.

About 1,000 persons are injured in bath-
tubs to every one hurt in railroad accidents.
About 30,000 Americans are killed® every
year by accidents occuring in and about their
homes, about as many as are killed by auto-
mobiles.

Most ironical of the accidents enumerat-
ed by our writer was that in which a man
was painfully injured by the falling of a
horseshoe he had nailed over his door for
luck.

Chirtsmas, “kris’'mas”, the day
celebrated in all Christian countries
as the day of the birth of Christ,
“the Prince of Peace,”’ the King of
Kings.”

That day, by common consent,
December 25, is marked by special
religious services in various of the
churches, by charitable deeds, the
exchange of gifts, and by merry-
making and rejoicing.

The time when the Christmas
festival was first observed is not
definitely known.

It is spoken of in the beginning
of the third century by Clement of
Alexandria, and Chrysostom speaks
of it in the latter part of the four-
th century as a custom of long
standing.

Other dates were often celebrat-
ed as the day of the Nativity, but
finally December 25 was universal-
ly adopted; there is no evidence
that the date is absolutely correct.

But exactness on those points is
now not so important as the spirit
of Christmas, the spirit of giving,
of helping—a broad, all-embracing
love for our fellowmen. .

The giving of presents, the use
of holly, mistletoe, Yule logs, the
wassail bowl, have all descended
from the days of paganism, but
they are which set the day dis-
tinctly apart from all other holi-
days.

And without the Christmas tree
and Santa Claus for the little folks
the day would be incomplete and
lose much of its deeper meaning to
families.

Santa comes from the Saint
Nicholas who lived about 326.

Santa Claus, Saint Nicholas was
reverenced everywhere by children
and ‘was looked upon him as the
free-handed bestower of gifts at
Christmas time.

He is supposed to have worked
many miracles, some of them mi-
racles of healing, some wonders to
convert unbelievers; and for a time

suffered imprisonment for his
faith.

[Probably the best-known chil-
dren’s poem ever written is “A
Visit From Saint Nicholas” by

Clement C. Moore—'Twas the night
before Christmas, when all through
the house, not a creature was stir-
ring, —not even a mouse; the
stockings were hung by the chim-
ney (with care, in the hope that
Saint Nicholas soon would be there.

The custom of sending greetings
on “Christmas cards” started about
fifty years ago.

In-recent years c'ties have adopt-
ed the beautiful customn of céle-
brating the festival as communities.

Great Christmas trees, glowing
with innumerable lights, are set up
in a central location, -such as
Madison Square in New York, or
the Lake Front, in Chicago, and on
Christmas Eve the people gather
about these trees and sing the fi-
miliar hymns and carols that are
associated with the birth of Christ.

Their old familiar carols play,
And wild and sweet, the words re-
peat, of peace on earth, good will
to men.
