The new law, at least five years 

in the making, is one for which 
both political parties are eager to 
claim credit two weeks before the 
congressional elections. The 
president had put tax reform at 
the top of his second-term 
domestic agenda; the final ver- 

sion of the bill was supported by 
most Democrats and 
Republicans in the House and 
Senate. 

The bill makes the most sweep- 
ing changes in federal tax law in 
at least 32 years. Its chief 
authors, Rep. Dan Rostenkowski, 
D-1ll., and Sen. Bob Packwood, 
R-Ore., say it is the broadest 
overhaul since the income tax 
was enacted in 1913. 

Most of the changes go into ef- 
fect next Jan. 1, although it will 
take as long as five years for 
some of them to be felt. In 1988, 
when most changes will be effec- 
tive, an estimated 76.3 million 
couples and individuals will get 
tax cuts averaging $801 (about 
$400 for a $30,000-a-year tax- 
payer) and 20.4 million will face 
tax increases averaging $1,742 (a 
ot joss than $400 at the $30,000 
evel)

The U.S. economy expand- 
ed at a modest annual rate 
of 2.4 percent during the 
summer, up substantially 
from the spring but still 
well below the rate ex- 
pected by the Reagan ad- 
ministration, the govern- 
ment said today. 
The Commerce Depart- 

ment said the gross national 
product, the broadest 
measure of economic 
health, grew from July 
through September at four 
times the pace set in the 
previous quarter. 

the GNP grew at an annual _ 
.rate of 0.6 percent, the 
poorest showing since the 
end of the recession in 1982. . 
While the 2.4 percent per- 

formance was a substantial 
improvement over that 
figure, the Reagan ad- 
ministration had been 
forecasting the economy 
would grow at better than a 
4-percent annual rate in the 
last half of the year. 
An inflation index tied to 

the GNP rose at an annual 
rate of 2.5 percent in the 
"July-September quarter, up 
substantially from a 1.7 per- 
cent advance in the Second 
quarter.

bred collie, The dog was given to my 
father in lieu of payment for 
boarding and training, but Dad 
never received the papers. Although 
Lassie was bred to AKC collies, it 
was not important that Lassie have 
pedigree papers because my father 
never showed Lassie in AKC dog 
shows, nor did he sell the puppies.

Authorities warn dengue 
fever may cross river 
SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Health 

officials warn that dengue fever, 
which has afflicted nearly 10,000 
people in Mexican states just 
south of Texas, may possibly 
creep across the Rio Grande. 
Health officials said Tuesday 

that the painful flu-like tropical 
disease, also known as 
‘‘breakbone fever,” and is 
transmitted by mosquitos, which 
are common in South Texas. 

Officials have not issued a 
travelers advisory for northern 
Mexico, but they are urging the 
public to take the usual precau- 
tions against mosquitoes. 
The virus could spread in Tex- 

as, not by mosquitoes crossing 
the border, but by people return- 
ing to Texas with the disease, 
Roger ‘Sanchez, an 
epidemiologist with the San An- 
tonio Metropolitan 
District, said. - 
“Part of the problem is that 40 

to 70 percent of the people carry- 
ing the disease never experience 
the effects,” Sanchez told the San 
Antonio Express-News. - 
Sanchez said that when the

You need 12 tricks to make a small 
slam. But there is no need to take the 
first 12 tricks if it's easier to take 
tricks two through 13. 

This slam was not that easy to 
reach. It was not at all clear that

. slam try, since South would frequently 
be bidding under pressure after the 
four-club pre-empt.

: Is this the best treatment? 
' DEAR READER: Ultrasound treat- 

ments sometimes help the pain of 
chest-wall inflammation. You appear 
to be having continuing trouble, so 1 
conclude that ultrasound is not the 
best treatment for you. Ask your doc- 
tor to recommend anti-inflammatory 
medicine or other forms of physical 
therapy. 
DEAR DR. GOTT: 1 seem to have 

excessive ear wax, which runs out of 
the ear and gets the ear inflamed. 
What can I do about this? 
DEAR READER: The application 

of hydrogen peroxide once every 
week or so might help your wax prob- 
lem. Pour about one-third of a capful 
in each ear, wait until the fizzing 
stops, and then drain or wash out the 
residue. The effervescent action of 
peroxide tends to loosen wax parti- 
cles and bubble them out of the ear. 
The treatment is safe and inexpen- 
sive. If this simple approach doesn't 
solve your problem, check with your 
doctor. :

‘DEAR READER: You might have 

an allergy or a fungus infection in 
your throat or sinuses. See an ear, 
nose and throat specialist. 
DEAR DR. GOTT: What exactly is 

high-colonic irrigation? Are there any 
health benefits or hazards associated 
with it? 
DEAR READER: High-colonic irri- 

gation is a whale of an enema. It is an 
old-fashioned practice that does no 
good, is uncomfortable and can cause 
bowel injury. In some cases, such a 
forceful enema can actually rupture 
the intestine. 

In the past few years, high colonics 
have enjoyed renewed popularity in 
the form of a cult. Some misguided 
people believe that “toxins” are re- 
moved {rom the body by this method. 
I think that they are engaging in some 
spooky sexual practices. There is no 
scientific evidence showing that co- 
lonic irrigation is superior to an ordi- 
nary enema in relieving constipation. 
In fact, enemas are best avoided. 
Bran, vegetable fiber and mild laxa- 
tives are preferable.
