Requirements for Teachers.

Austin, Tex., June ltf.—A 
meeting was held here today by 
representatives of the various 
higher educational institutions 
of Texas to discuss the means 
of procedure under the law en 
acted by the Thirty First Legis­
lature under which certain de­
nominational schools are |ier* 
mitted to issue teachers' certifi­
cates in consequence of com­
pleted courses in specified stu­
dies. The law authorizes tempo 
rary certificates to lie issued by de­
nominational si hoots to students 
w !r> have completed four courses 
• >f study and one course in the 
science of education or pedaifody 
and i*ermanent certificates to 
he issued to icraduatc* receiving 
the decree of bachelor arts, and 
who, likewise, have completed 
four courses in pedkgoffy. To 
prescribe tlie course was the 
chief purjsise of the meeting- It 
was agreed that each member of 
the conference should pre|«re a 
course and submit it to Su|s*rin- 
tv-ndent Cousins, and from the 
aggregate tlie course would be 
prescribed. The standard of 
the University of Texas is made 
the standard that must tie con­
formed to under this law.

This chemical trenttneut Is a process 
of washing which produces Ihe effect 
o f age and a |>erullnr sheen to the sur­
face. which Is pointed out by Ihe un­
scrupulous dealer aa a proof o f supe­
rior quality The fact Is that the proc­
ess o f washing aa described Invariably 
weakens and In some litMtanccs de­
stroys the materials o f the rug.

Tlie progressive effect of the chem­
icals on the materials In the rug la 
this: The chlorine gas contained In the 
chloride of lime attracts oxygen and 
moisture from the air, by which murl 
atlc acid Is formed This eats away 
the vitals of the rug. Sooner or later 
the wool and cotton In the rug lieeome 
brittle and thus weaken the warp and 
deteriorate the wool.

When thl* deterioration la complete 
the idle of the rug may lie swept away 
by the ordinary process of sweeping, 
and the warp, which Is the foundation 
of the rug. become* so weak that boles 
appear here and there, and soon the 
rag la worthless

Thla tins 
been demonstrated by the urtlata who 
have painted uiastcrpleee* on serupa 
of board, sbella, graina o f corn and 
the walla of rooms unit prison cella,
Rome of the moat valued art objects 
belong to the freak class.

The smallest pa In ting hi the world 
o f distinctive merit waa executed on 
the smooth side of a grain of corn by 
• Flemish artist. Ou this limited sur­
face the artist painted In perfect de­
tail a mill, a miller with a aack of 
grain on his back, a horse and cart and 
a group o f several peasants standing 
In a road.

The largest picture ever painted la 
said to be a panorama of IIm- Missis­
sippi river, executed by John Ilauvard.

Now lets get down to liottom 
cleaning. Moulding tilth is the 
breeding place of tlies and such 
should la* carefully dis(>osed of 
even the barrels and boxes 
where you place the cans may 
become a place where vermin 
may be produced. Every up­
turned can has been catching 
water during the rainy season 
and now unless they are turned 
over mosquitos will soon infest 
the whole place.
