Dallas policeman on leave accused
of tampering with evidence

DALLAS (AP) A
police officer on paid leave
faces two counts of felony
evidence tampering in the
latest charges resulting from
a special prosecutor’s inves-
tigation in a series of false
drug arrests.

Prosecutors said three
other tormer narcotics offi-
cers involved in the 2001
scandal also face charges
that they tampered with or
fabricated evidence related
to some of the false arrests.

Indictments made public
on Monday allege that a for-
mer Dallas narcotics detec-
tive broke the law by signing
two informant payment
forms he knew were false.

Indictment of Senior Cpl.
David Larsen, a 26-year vet-
eran on paid leave, is the
first public accusation relat-
ed to such payment forms,
which are used to show that

informants got money for
helping police with drug
cases.

Informants whose hand-
writing has been analyzed
by experts have said they
didn’t receive all the pur-
ported payments.

Law officers and some
attorneys suing the city have
said that signatures on some
of the receipts appear incon-
sistent and perhaps forged.

Legal documents show
that the 51-year-old Larsen,
who recently moved from
narcotics to the department’s
northeast patrol division,
falsely attested that he wit-
nessed two payments being
made to informant Roberto
Santos in early April.

Mark Delapaz, the former
narcotics detective central to
the scandal, signed that he
made the payments.

“We said we have to go out and
become a better team tonight,” said
Martin, who is 16 yards behind
Pittsburgh’s Jerome Bettis for sixth in
career rushing with 12,467. “We have to
put a dagger right in their heart, and we
finished it off tonight.”

They did it with a brilliant 1-2 punch
from the backfield. Martin came out
after tweaking his right knee in the third
quarter and the Jets didn’t miss a step

with Jordan on the field.

“We always talk about being a 1-2
punch,” Martin said after his fifth 100-
yard game of the year. “And you could
see that from us tonight.”

Jordan, who will be a free agent after
the season, got the second 100-yard
game of his career. He scored on a 25-
