Violent crime 
down sharply 
compared to 
previous year

The Big Spring Police 
Department has released 
crime statistics from 2001 
and com­
pared to 2000, 
violent crime i 
is down
sharply.

A ccord in g  
to the statis­
tics, 2000 saw 
five murders 
while there 
was only one 
in the city SMITH 
limits in 2001.

“ What really hurt us in 
2000 was we had those three 
murders all together,” said 
Big Spring Police Chief 
Lonnie Smith of the triple 
murder committed by 
David Cano Martinez in 
June 2000. Martinez pleaded 
guilty t o '  that crime Jr 
Oc to W  2000.

The one 2001 murder is 
the subject of a trial which 
will begin with jury selec­
tion Monday. Stephen 
Calhoun is charged with 
beating to death his live-in 
girlfriend Barbara
Quernhelm at their 
Lancaster Street apartment 
in July 2001.

Sexual assaults were 
down from 26 in 2000 to 10 
in 2001. Robberies were also 
down from 10 to two, while 
family violence crimes 
were down slightly from 207 
to 191 and assaults were 
down from 108 to 86.

‘"rhere are new laws for 
emergency protective 
orders,” Smith said. “ It 
takes time. Sometimes it 
may take a year before you 
start seeing a result from 
something like that.”

Other crimes were a 
mixed bag throughout the 
city. Burglaries were up 
slightly, from 300 to 356, 
with the total value stolen 
in burglaries up from 
$283,671 to $295,214.

Larcenies, which Include 
thefts such as stolen cars, 
shoplifting, purse snatching 
and looted vending 
machines, were almost 
unchanged in frequency 
from 617 in 2000 to 611 in 
2001, but the amount stolen 
jumped from $250,097 to 
$332,097.

A i^ n  rose sharply from 
only one in 2000 to eight 
last year, but the one inci­
dent in 2000 destroyed 
$200,000 In property, while 
2001’s arsons only destroyed 
a total of $69,380.

Smith said it’s possible 
more arsons are being 
detected than in the past.

“That could fall in place 
due to the accelerant dog.” 
he said.

Criminal mischief inci­
dents declined from 5SS to 
425, but the pn^erty value 
destroyed rose from 
$123,251 to $134^7.

Drug crime arrests saw a 
sharp decline, with IS (bhig 
sales arrests In 2000 and 
only one last year and 125 
drug possasslon arraata In 
two years ago comparsi) to 
90 In 2001.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Vice President Dick Cheney 
says the Bush administra­
tion’s refusal to identify 
business executives who 
met with him and his aides 
concerning energy policy 
probably will end up in 
court.

Amid the Enron Corp. 
scandal, Cheney on Sunday 
defended President Bush’s 
right to withhold the infor­
mation, prompting accusa­
tions by some Democrats of 
White House stonewalling.

The head of the General 
Accounting Office,
Congress’ investigative 
arm, said he will decide 
this week whether to sue to 
force the White House to 
turn over documents on the 
meetings last year with rep­
resentatives of energy com­
panies. They included the 
now-collapsed Enron, a 
Houston-based concern 
with deep ties to Bush.

On television interview 
sho^ys, Cheney acknowl­
edged that ^the dispute 
“probably will get resolved 
in court.” Last week. White 
House spokesman Ari 
Fleischer had-left open the 
possibility of a compromise, 
but he said Monday that 
Bush was determined to 
maintain the right of a pres­
ident to seek advice without 
fear of the talks becoming 
public.

“ I think it is to stop the 
decline of the power of the 
presidency that have taken 
place the last 35 years or 
so,” Fleischer said. The 
stance cemented a standoff 
between Bush and the GAO.

“The ball is in the White 
House’s court,” Comptroller 
General David Walker, who 
heads the GAO, said 
Sunday in a telephone 
interview.

The White House said 
recently that representa- 
tives-^f Ehirdh, an energj^ 
trader tllat'Was'ranked' as 
the seventh-largest U.S. cor­
poration, met six times on 
energy issues last year with 
Cheney or his aides.

Thousands of employees 
and big and small investors 
nationwide lost fortunes in 
Enron’s plunging stock as 
the company spiraled into 
the biggest bankruptcy in 
U.S. history on Dec. 2.

The Justice Department is 
pursuing a criminal investi­
gation of Enron and its 
longtime auditor, the 
accounting firm Arthur 
Andersen. The Securities 
and Exchange Commission 
has been investigating 
since Oct. 31. Eleven con­
gressional panels also have 
opened inquiries.

Asked whether anything 
in the energy plan was 
included specifically for 
Enron or at its urging, 
Cheney replied: “ I can’t say. 
I’m sure they supported 
many parts of It. ... I can’t 
say a particular proposal 
came from them.”

Cheney also defended the 
conduct of Army Secretary 
Thomas White, a former 
vice chairman of Enron’s 
energy services division, 
which reportedly was one of 
the units used to conceal 
the company’s huge losses. 
Enron overstated its totjri 
profits by more than $580 
million since 1997.

White has “always con­
ducted himself in an ethi­
cally fine manner,” Cheney 
said. “There’s no evidence 
to indicate anybody did 
anything wrong in the 
administration.” _
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. The vice president’s com­
ments raised ̂ e  prospect of 
a battle over presidential 
privilege reminiscent of the 
Clinton administration’s 
bitter Whitewater disputes 
with Republican lawmak­
ers.

Democratic leaders said 
the White House is making 
a serious mistake, and they 
predicted Enron would be a 
looming issue in this year’s 
election campaigns.

“The American people 
have a right to know what 
the facts are,” said Senate 
Majority Leader Tom 
Daschle, D-S.D. *̂1 think the 
administration needs to 
open up, to be willing to be 
forthcoming with all the 
information regarding 
these circumstances.”

Cheney insisted that pro­
viding the list of industry 
executives would harm his
ability to receive advice in 
the future.

“Now that would be 
unprecedented ... in the 
sense that it would make it 
virtually impossible for me 
to have confidential conver­
sations with anybody,” he 
said on “ Fox News 
Sunday.”

“You just cannot accept 
that proposition without 
putting a chill over the abil­
ity of the president and vice 
president to receive unvar­
nished advice.” -

Cheney’s comments esca­
lated the months-old dis­
pute between the White 
House and Congress’ GAO 
over documents related to 
his task force that formulat­
ed a pro-industry national 
energy policy last May — 
including expanding oil and 
gas drilling on public land.

The administration has 
refused to fully disclose its 
contacts with the energy 
industry, but Cheney said 
his office already has given 
congressional, investigators 
numerous documents.

Cheney spoke as a New 
York Times/CBS News Potf'
said '■ £■ T iinjbrity of 
Anlertcdn^ believe the 
administration is hiding 
something or lying about 
its dealings with Enron.

On ABC’s “This Week,” 
Cheney said, “Now the fact 
is, Enron didn’t get any spe­
cial deals. Enron’s been 
treated appropriately by 
this administration.”

He suggested the GAO 
was unfairly pressuring 
Bush to forgo his constitu­
tional privilege during the 
U.S. war against terrorism.

In the Fox interview he 
asked, “Can you Imagine an 
FDR or Teddy Roosevelt, in 
the midst of a grave nation­
al crisis, dealing with the 
problems we’re having to 
deal with now, ... trading 
away a very important fun­
damental principle of the 
presidency?

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Karzai says he wants U.S. participation in peace-keeping force
WASHINGTON (AP) -  

Afghanistan leader Hamid Karzai 
said today he would welcome U.S. 
participation in the multinational 
peacekeeping force in his nation 
and that most Afghans would like 
to see the security forces expand 
outside Kabul, the capital.

“The people I’ve met over the 
past m onth,... almost all of them 
have asked me to ask the interna­
tional security forces to go to the 
other parts of the country,” Karzai 
said on NBC’s “Today.”

“If we need them at any time to 
be there in the rest of the country, 
we will ask for it,” he said. "And 
if the United States can be there as 
part of that multinational force, 
it’s welcome.”

Afghan officials u id  he was 
expected to touch on that and 
other issues Monday in a visit 
with President Bush at the White 
House to seek a continuing U.S. 
commitment to help restore the 
peace in his country.

Karzai arrived here Sunday 
afternoon, the first Afghan leader 
to visit Washington in 39 years.

Before leaving for the United 
States, Karzai told Afghan televi­
sion that he would use the trip, to 
push for expansion of the multina­
tional peacekeeping force into the 
rest of Afjghanistan. Afghan offi­
cials believe troops are needed in 
the countryside to deal with 
regional warlords and armed 
gangs. They also have indicated

they want American troops to par­
ticipate.

On Sunday, the Afghan prime 
minister stood before thousands of 
Afghan-Americans, alternating 
between his countir’s two main 
languages, Pashtu and Dari, rarely 
displaying his mastery of English.

During his 75-minute appear­
ance, including 30 minutes of 
answering questions, Karzai never 
mention^ the U.S. role in making 
possible his improbable rise to 
power Ave weeks ago, ending 
more than five years of Taliban 
rule. He will be a guest of honor 
when Bush delivers his State of 
the Union address Tuesday night.

The scene Sunday night was a 
basketball gymnasium at

Georgetown University. Above 
him as he spoke were an 
American flag and a Christian 
eross, symbolic o f  Georgetown’s 
Roman Catholic affiliation.

His audience reflected the hope 
that the changed circumstances 
have given their homeland, fre­
quently interrupting Karzai’s 
words with applause and laughter.

“From difficult times, we will 
live in positive times, productive 
times,” Karzai said.

Near the end of his appearance, 
Karzai said in response to a ques­
tion that he could favor the pun­
ishment, prescribed under Islamic 
law, of cutting the hands off 
thieves.

He acknowledged that he is not

an expert on the issue and that the 
law is subject to differing inter­
pretations.

He added he would favor such 
punishment only » when 
Afghanistan ceases to be a pover­
ty-stricken country, o

Karzai also called on audience 
members to return to Afghanistan 
so they can lend their skills to the 
task of national reconstruction.

“Without your cooperation, 
we’re not going to make it,” he 
said.

And in a message to youthful 
Afghan-Americans that drew 
laughter, he said: “You are the 
future of our country. Study hard, 
work hard, make money and bring 
it to Afghanistan.”

Cheney says Arafat not doing enough for peaee effort
WASHINGTON (AP) -  

Vice President Dick Cheney 
is criticizing Yasser Arafat 
for apparently turning to 
Iran and the Hezbollah ter­
rorist group for support and 
is pressing the Palestinian 
leader to “make a 100 per­
cent” effort against terror­
ism.

Hours after a bomb car­
ried by a Palestinian 
woman exploded in down­
town Jerusalem — killing 
the woman and an 81-year- 
old Israeli man and injuring 
dozens of other people — 
Cheney suggested that 
Arafat has failed to take the 
steps to halt recent escalat­
ing violence.

He suggested that 
Anthony Zinni, the special 
U.S. envoy to the Middle 
East, would not return to 
the region until Arafat does 
more.

“But as long as we see this 
inability, if you will, 
whether it’s deliberate or 
whether it’s through lack of 
authority, to control the sui­

cide bombers and to end ter­
rorism attacks, it’s very 
hard to see how we move 
forward on the peace 
process,” the vice president 
said on “ Fox News Sunday.” 

He called on Arafat to 
“make a 100 percent good- 
faith effort to put an end to 
terrorism.”

Cheney repeated White 
House assertions that 
Arafat knew about a recent 
shipment of weapons from 
Iran that was intercepted by 
Israeli commandoes.

On Friday, President 
Bush accused the 
Palestinian leader of 
“enhancing terror” and 
pressed him to accept 
responsibility for the arms- 
smuggling operation.

Arafat has denied any 
role, but Cheney, on ABC’s 
“This Week,” said flatly, 
“We don’t believe him.” 

“The really disturbing 
part of this, of course, is 
that there are a lot of places 
he could go in the Arab 
world if he were looking for

support and sustenance or 
for help in moving the peace 
process forward,” Cheney 
told Fox.

“Clearly, he hasn’t done 
that.

“What he’s done is gone to 
a terrorist organization, 
Hezbollah, and a state that 
supports and promotes ter­
rorism, that’s dedicated to 
ending the peace process, 
Iran, and done business 
with them.”

Senate Minority Leader 
Trent Lott, R-Miss., said the 
arms shipmept “clearly 
pointed out that Arafat is 
not living up to his agree­
ments” to promote peace.

The White House may 
soon decide to completely 
sever ties with Arafat, Lott 
said on CBS’ “ Face the 
Nation.” “He has become 
irrelevant, not to mention 
irresponsible in his con­
duct.”

Senate Majority Leader 
Tom Daschle, D-S.D., 
appeared to agree.

“ I don’t think that any­

body has any patience left 
for the way the (Palestinian 
Authority) has conducted 
itself,” he said.

On other issues, Cheney 
said:

—He believed al-Qaida 
leader Osama bin Laden is 
alive and hiding in the 
Afghanistan-Pakistan bor­
der region.

“I think if he were dead, 
there would be more indica­
tions of it than we’ve seen. 
There would be more noise 
in the system about his 
demise and about the future 
of the organization,” he 
said.

—The U.S. economy is on 
the mend. “I think the econ­
omy is recovering. Question 
is how fast it will recover.”

—He’s feeling “good.” 
Asked about his health, the 
vice president said, “ Well, 
I’m alive and kicking.” He 
said a pacemaker implanted 
last June has “never,gone 
off, so I’m still waiting to 
find out what it’s like when 
it does.”

TDGJ adopts initiatives 
to help protect officers

HUNTSVILLE (AP) -  
The Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice has 
announced a series of ini­
tiatives designed to protect 
correctional officers.

New officer security mea­
sures, covered in the 
department’s Back to 
Basics program, include 
protective vests, personal 
body alarms and emer­
gency response teams, said 
Janie Cockrell, director of 
the TDCJ’s Institutional 
Division.

The measures were 
announced during the 
monthly TDCJ meeting by 
the Institutional Division 
leaders.

The initiatives were 
implemented following a 
departmental report that 
detailed the reasons for the 
Dec. 13, 2000, escape of 
seven inmates from the 
Connally Unit.

During the escape, the

inmates took 11 prison 
employees hostage as they 
outsmarted and overpow­
ered them.

On Dec. 24, 2000, Irving 
police officer Aubrey 
Hawkins was fatally shot 
during a sporting goods 
robbery in Irving. 
Investigators filed capital 
murder charges against the 
seven the next day.

Cockrell said with 
advancement in criminal 
justice technology, officers 
now have a variety of 
equipment and tools.

Some officer safety initia­
tives include the formation 
of five-man emergency 
response teams for use dur­
ing high-threat situations 
like hostage negotiations, 
along with body-orifice 
security scanners, body 
alarms and 15,000 Carry On 
Person chemical agent can­
isters, which are used to 
restrain violent inmates.

Too many
focusing on
Enron Corp.

t least 11 committees or subcommit­
tees o f the House and Senate are plan­
ning or already holding hearings on

___ the collapse of Enron Corp. That’s
way too many.

There’s a lot o f duplication, and some irrele- 
vancies, among the announced agendas o f  the 
various panels. It all runs the risk o f dissipating 
whatever impulse this amazing story could give 
to the passage o f needed corrective legislation.

The general issues presented by the Enron col­
lapse are few, important and can benefit from 
prompt attention. A few in-depth investigations 
are more likely to muster the resf^rces o f the 
administration, professional bodies, think-tanks 
and companies with something to contribute 
than the spectacle o f so many political warhors- 
es g'sJto’pfng'dfr badly'prepared in ̂ 'ĵ ’any dlflbr-^ 
ent directions. ...

Questions over who ordered what documents 
destroyed when and why are best pursued by 
prosecutors, not members o f Congress. 
Interesting questions that had no direct role in 
the collapse, such as how to regulate the trading 
o f energy in futures markets and Enron’s appar­
ent abuse o f tax shelters, should be left for the 
ordinary course o f congressional business.

There is precedent for special handling. The 
late Speaker Thomas P. “ T ip” O’Neill gave 
President Carter’s energy bill in 1977 to a one­
time committee, a procedure which succeeded 
in focusing public attention on the broader 
issues at stake.

The House and Senate could follow that exam­
ple and each set up a single special committee 
to examine all the relevant Enron issues....

associated with bigotiy and 
hatred, but prejudice in 
itself is not necessarily bad. 
It can be good, if we are 
prejudiced toward the right 
things and in the right 
way. The real danger is 
that we often let our emo­
tions get in the way.

Some time ago, Mr.
Robert C. Howe, principal 
of the North Kansas City 
High School, was in Little 
Rock to address a confer­
ence of school administra­
tors and I had the privilege 
of being in the audience.

During his speech he 
shared something he called 
“Written With Prejudice,” 
and I enjoyed it m  much I 
asked him for a copy. If 
you have youngsters of 
your own, or grandchil­
dren, I believe you will 
appreciate it, as well.

First, a mother is speak­
ing: “Diear Teacher, Please 
find attached to this note 
one 6-year-old boy, much 
cleaner and quieter than 
usual and with new hair 
cut and blue jeans. With 
him go the prayers of his 
mother and fatherHe's 
good at creating airplanes 
and chaos, very adept at 
tying knots and attracting 
stray dogs; he especially 
likes peanut butter, horses, 
the westerns, empty boxes 
and his shirt tail out. He is 
allergic to baths, bedtime, 
taking out trash, and com­
ing the first time he's 
called. He needs to be 
taught and spanked, loved 
and spanked, and reminded 
to blow his nose and come 
straight home after school.

Reagan years, few allies 
can be found when the 
result is tax breaks for cor­
porations that are losing 
money. After all, what good 
is a tax cut when there is 
no income to tax?

This leaves application of 
the trickle-down theory to 
wealthy individuals. Here, 
the administration does 
have allies because wealthy 
pebple do have income, and 
a lessening of their taxes 
does create a savings for 
them. Then the question is 
whether or not they will 
invest those savings in 
business activities that will 
create jobs, which will 
bring an end to the reces­
sion. The evidence is 
against this. Wealthy indi­
viduals generally ali^dy 
have ample funds to invest, 
and they invest them if the
prospects for proflts exist.

If not, they don't, and pro­
viding them with more 
money will not alter that 
decision-making process.

This brings us back to 
spending equals stimulus. 
Increased spending in a 
recession generally can 
come from three sources: 
government, business and 
consumers.

Government spending has 
been the traditional source 
of stimulus spending ever 
since John Maynard 
Keynes (1883-1946) advocat­
ed “pump-priming” in the 
early part of the last centu­
ry. President Franklin 
Delano Roosevelt imple­
mented the theory during 
the Great Depression, but, 
inevitably, it was the mas­
sive government spending 
during World War II that 
did the trick. Most people 
believed the country would 
fall back into a depression 
at the end of the war. 
Keynes did not. Keynes was 
right.

Business spending has 
never proved to be suffi­
cient to do the job because, 
like wealthy Individuals, 
businesses spend when the 
prospect of return is high. 
And prospects are few and 

<ar between during a reces­
sion.

Ckinsumers, on the other 
hand, have proved to be 
very reliable and highly 
effective. Consumer*8pend- 
ing was the primary engine 
that drove the just-ended 
boom'— the longest boom 
in American history. But 
tax cuts for consumers —

generally known as middle- 
income earners — cannot 
help unemployed workers. 
Once again: no income, no 
income tax. And tax cuts 
for the employed may not 
be beneficial if they are in 
fear of losing their jobs. 
People in this category tend
to save rather t^an spend. 
We witnessed this with the
$300 per-person tax rebate 
last summer.

However, something more 
massive, such as a morato­
rium on payroll taxes 
(Social Security and 
Medicare), could encourage 
enough spending to start a 
trend. A slight increase in 
consumer spending would • 
be reflected in the econom­
ic indicators, which, in 
turn, might encourage busi­
nesses and investors to 
begin limited hiring and 
equipment purchases. A 
snowball effect could 
result.

But federal deficit spend­
ing — pump-priming — is 
essential. Whether the 
spending comes in the form 
of increased defense bud­
gets, farm programs, 
research and development 
projects, medical funding 
or a combination of these 
and other areas, such 
spending is guaranteed to 
be stimulative. If it is done 
in combination with a pay­
roll-tax moratorium, we 
could witness one of the 
shortest recessions ever. It 
can happen — if the Bush 
administration remembers 
that spending equals stimu­
lus.

Hughey also swam the anchor leg 
on the Lady Steers fifth-place 200 
freestyle relay team, joining 
Amanda Chapman, Kendra Weeks 
and Nadia Torres. She was the first 
leg on the Big Spring 200 medley 
rel2̂  foursome that finished sixth 
and included Laurie Morand, 
Torres and Chapman.

The Lady Steers’ 400 freestyle 
relay team of Weeks, Meagan 
Mathews, Morand and Daniele 
Bartlett also finished sixth.

Torres added solid performances

in the 100 breaststroke and 100 but­
terfly, finishing fourth and fifth, 
respectively; while Bartlett was 
fifth in the 500 freestyle and sixth in 
the 200 fireestyle.

Rams returning 
to Super Bowl 
after 2 9 -2 4  win

Patriots give Pittsburgh 
shoek in AFC title ^ame

PITTSBURGH (AP) -  
Nobody in Pittsburgh 
expected the New England 
Patriots to win the AFC 
championship — most of all, 
it would seem, the Steelers 
themselves.

Now, as New England’s 
magic^ mystery tour of a 
season unexpectedly heads 
to New Orleans for a Super 
Bowl matchup with St. 
Louis that nobody predict­
ed, the Patriots will be 
America’s underdog again.

Their response is much 
the same as it was before 
their 24-17 upset victory 
Sunday over Pittsburgh in 
the AFC title game — no 
matter the point spread or 
the public perception, no 
matter who their quarter­
back is, it makes no differ­
ence as long as they them­

selves believe.
“I think the only way we 

are going to get respect is 
not just making it to the 
Super Bowl, it’s to win it,” 
safety Lawyer Milloy said. 
“ Hopefully, we’ll have a 
party at the end of the year, 
and nobody else will be 
invited.”

The Patriots picked up on 
the Steelers’ season-long 
special teams problems and 
exploited them for two 
touchdowns: 'Troy Brown’s 
55-yard punt return and 
Antwan Harris’ 49-yard 
blocked field goal return.

Those special teams 
breakdowns forced the 
Steelers to junk their going- 
nowhere running game and 
ask Kordell Stewart to win 
the game. He couldn’t, but 
Drew Bledsoe — the $100

million backup quarterback 
— could after being the for­
gotten man on what is fast 
becoming an unforgettable 
team.

Bledsoe hadn’t played 
since Sept. 23 until replac­
ing the injured Tom Brady 
late in the second quarter.

Bledsoe’s first pass was a 
15-yarder to David Patten 
and, two plays later, he loft­
ed a perfectly thrown floater 
in the corner of the end 
zone to Patten to put the 
Patriots up 14-3.

Later, Stewart drove the 
Steelers to two touchdowns 
in less than four minutes to 
cut it to 2M7 and seemingly 
seize the momentum. But 
Bledsoe responded to lead 
two fourth-quarter drives 
that resulted in an Adam 
Vinatieri field goal. .

ST. LOUIS (AP) -  Back in 
the Super Bowl for the sec­
ond time in three years, the 
St. Louis Rams believe they 
are even better than in 1999. 
Their defense is stingier, 
their offense is more versa­
tile, they are more experi- 

. enced.
And they are just as 

strong-willed as the first 
time around.

“In ’99, it was really a 
dream season the way that 
it played out, and nobody 
expected us to do anything 
— that was a special year,” 
NFL MVP Kurt Warner said 
after Sunday’s 29-24 victory 
over Philadelphia gave the 
Rams the NFC title.

“This year may be a little 
more rewarding, because 
we were really the team that 
everybody wranjjed to beat 
ironv the get-go. We were 
favored from the start and 
to be able to fight through 
the season and have the sea­
son we did, fight through 
these last two games and 
make it back to the Super 
Bowl, it’s very rewarding.

“No doubt we have a lot of 
talent. But beyond that, you 
don’t win as many games as 
we won and the tough ones 
we’ve won without having a 
lot of character. I tribute a 
lot of what we succeeded 
with this year to that char­
acter.”

They needed that fortitude 
in the second half Sunday. 
Trailing 17-13 at halftime — 
just the second time the 
Rams were behind at half­
time this season; St. Louis 
had outscored opponents 
329-146 in the first half — 
the offense and defense dis­
played talent and grit.

Marshall Faulk carried on 
the first seven plays of the 
third quarter, and a 21-yard 
pass to Torry Holt got the 
Rams (16-2) into position for 
Jeff Wilkins’ third field 
goal, a 41-yarder. He also 
had 39- and 27-yarders in 
the opening half.

The Eagles (13-6) went 
three-and-out, then Warner 
and favorite receiver Isaac 
Bruce took charge. Bruce 
caught three passes for 44 
yards on a 71-yard march to 
Faulk’s first 1-yard TD run.

After another three-and- 
out, the Eagles floundered.

“'They didn’t change any­
thing, the intensity just 
picked up a little bit,” 
Eagles quarterback
Donovan McNabb said. “In 
the first half we were just 
clicking on all cylinders. 
And not to say we weren’t 
clicking on all cylinders in

the second half, they con­
trolled the time clock and 
what they were doing was 
just running the ball and 
having the time clock run 
out.”

Faulk, who rushed for a 
career playoff high of 159 
yards, scored on another 1- 
yard dive, making it 27-19. 
Although McNabb led the 
Eagles back, scoring on a 3- 
yard run with 2:56 remain­
ing, he was intercepted by 
All-Pro comerback Aenaes 
Williams to kill 
Philadelphia’s last real 
chance.

After Williams got his 
sixth career playoff inter­
ception, he ran all the way 
to his own end zone, flanked 
by jubilant teammates, to 
celebrate his first Super 
Bowl trip after 10 gener^y 
unrewarding seasons in 
Arizona.

“ I’ve enjoyed the jour­
ney,” Williams said. “This 
is a very special team.”

Special enough to add 
another Vince Lombardi 
'Trophy to the team’s collec­
tion? Perhaps.

The last time New 
England lost was a 24-17 
home defeat to the Rams on 
Nov. 18. And there’s been 
something almost magical 
about the Patriots this sea­
son.

But there’s been some­
thing very powerful about 
the Rams, who had the 
NFL’s most prolific offense 
and a vastly improved 
defense that has been 
tremendously opportunistic 
in the playoffs. It forced 
eight turnovers against 
Green Bay last week, and 
had a fumble recovery and 
an interception against 
Philadelphia.

“We played them once,” 
Warner said, “and we had a 
great game with them. They 
are a very talented team, a 
fun team to watch and play, 
and they do some different 
things. (Coach Bill) 
Belichick had a different 
scheme when we played 
them the first time, and I’m 
sure he will come up with 
something for us this time. 
It should be fun.”

Sunday’s game wasn’t a 
lot of fun in the first half for 
St. Louis — although it 
started well.

The Eagles clearly looked 
like novices early on. 
McNabb’s first pass was 
blocked by Chidi Ahanotu. 
Pressured on the next play 
by Leonard Little, McNabb 
dropped the ball and Brian 
Young recovered.

Duke’s B oozer gives opposition one more thing to worry about

During t Duke’s recent six-game 
winning streak. Boozer is 46-for-69

from the field (66.7 percent) while 
averaging 23 points.

The Cavaliers had no answers for 
him onge their big men got in foul 
trouble as Boozer was 8-for-13 from 
the field and 9-for-12 from the line.

“Carlos is just a force down low,” 
Williams said of his 6-foot-9, 280- 
pound teammate. “Teams are start­
ing to worry about Carlos now and 
that’s setting up opportunities for 
us.” /

Williams led the way with 27 
points as Duke shot 68 percent over 
the final 20 minutes to race past the 
Cavaliws.

The Blue Devils won their sixth

straight — all by double digits — 
since losing by one point to Horlda 
State on Jan. 6.

"We’re getting better, but we’re 
not there yet,” Williams said. 
"We’re still trying to become the 
team we know we can become in 
the long run. Our main goal is to be 
the team that wins it in March.”

On Jan. 28, 1986, the 
space shuttle Challengef 
exploded 73 seconds after 
liftoff from Cape Canaveral, 
killing all seven crew mem­
bers.

In 1902, 100 years ago, the 
Carnegie Institute was 
established in Washington, 
DC.
