THE GOVERNOR'S RACE.

“Brainstormer” in Alice News: THe latest candidate for
Governor seeks to make capitol of alleged deficiences in the
Old ¥olks pension act itself, and to find fault with the man-
ner in which the administrative agency set up by Governor
Allred has gone about the management of the people's
mandate that the aged be given relief, will {ind little to aid
his campaign in the dispatch from Washington to the effect
that the National Social Security Board not only approves
the Texas pension law but thinks that Orville S. Carpenter,
executive director, is doing a good job getting ready for
actual payments on July 1, the date set. That Mr. Carpen-
ter's organization has found the going tough along an un-
trodden trail with an organization essentially unfamiliar
with the more or less intricate provisions of an idealistic act
which must be reduced to a practical, working machine, was
to have been expected, and criticism of the law as is, and of
the functioning organization seems trangely out of place on
the part of a man who feels so strongly that he is qualified
to be Governor of eTxas that he is now in the act of making
the third attempt to win the Democratic nomination.

Brainstormer has had occasion to learn through local
administrator Fuller just a bit of the problems that are be-
ing encountered in the effort to give old people their just
share of the pension money as provided by the Texas Legis-
lature, taking into account the fact that if they are also to
have an additional amount from the coffers of Uncle Sam
that there be no conflicting provisions incorporated in the
procedure of administration. Several times District Ad-
ministrator Crow has found it necessary to back up and
while not exactly starting over, at least to make certain
changes in methods intended to result in a more equitable
distribution of such monies as may be available, while
squaring with the Legislature’s wishes. Naturally, after
the pension act shall have been in operation a year or so,
the Legislature will almost surely deem it wise to make con-
structive changes, but to attempt to shoot holes in the act
Jjust at this time seems to this columnist both unwise and
not in accord with the welfare of old folks who need the
money and need it NOW! Mr. Carpenter states there will
be from three to five million dollars available on July 1st
to pay pensions.

When Jimmy Allred became Governor, Brainstormer
expressed the opinion that his administration would go
down in history as the best since that of the late James
Stephen Hogg, and I see no cause to change that prediction.

Crop and Feed Loans Made
Through Local Board

San Antonio, April 28.--Widen-
ing the scope of financial assist-
ance the federal government is ex-
tending to Texas farmers, regula-
tions of the Emergency Crop and
Feed Loan office have been amend-
ed to permit farmers who are not
being actively assisted by the Re-
settlement Administration to apply
for Emergency Crop loans, it has
been announced by H. P. Drought,
state director of the National
Emergency Council for Texas.

The regulations provide that no
more than $200 may be loaned to
any one farmer and preference will
be given to farmers whose cash re-
quirements are small.

Effect of the change will be to
extend to farmers listed as “inac-
tive clients" of the Resettlement
Administration the same opportun-
ity to apply for Emergency Crop|
loans as other eligible farmers. It
was pointed out, however, that
standard clients of the Resettle-
ment Administration, or farmers
who are receiving grants or have
received grants from that agency
since December 31, 1935, and those
employed on Works Progress Ad-
ministration projects are ineligible
to receive the loans

Applications for emergency crop
loans may be made to the county
crop loan committees already set
up in most counties. Loang are dis-
bursed through the regional offices
located at Dallas.

‘“Although our law requires that
need be considered, we have the
most liberal definition of need a-
mong the stateg with old age s-
sistance laws. Abject poverty is
not a requirement for eligibility.

“Because of the liberal features
of the Texas law and the liberal
interpretation that has been fol-
lowed by the Old Age Assistance
Commission, it seems very likely
that a larger per cent of applicants
will be eligible here than in many
other states,” the Texas director
said.

“Carpenter stated that he could
not say definitely now whether
payments would commence in
June, inasmuch as a great amount
of work must be done before pay-
ments can start, but that every-
thing possible, including a night
shift in some of the office depart-
ments, is being done so that an
early payment can be made. Pay-
ments will start July 1 in any
event, Carpenter emphasized, but
earlier if possible.

Government Funds
May Be Withdrawn

R. C. Land, supervisor for the
Resettlement Administration in
Donley County, has been informed
by the regional headquarters that
almost half a million dollarg now
available for cooperative loans in
Texas and Oklahoma will be di-
verted to other use unless it is
loaned before the end of June.

This fund amounts to $312,000 in
Texas and $143,000 in Oklahoma,
but only a few thousand dollars
have been loaned to date, Most of
the loans so far have been for pure
bred sires and farm machinery.
The loan is usually made to one
man, and his neighbors sign an
agreement to use the animal or
machinery at a specified price.

Many other typcs of cooperative
enterprises may be financed thru
such loans from the Resettlement
Administration, including syrup
mills, feed mills, laundries, can-
ning plants, meat curing plants,
threshing outfits, and facilities for
grading and shipping farm pro-
ducts such as fruit, vegetables,
eggs, and poultry. Loans may also
be made for membership in exist-
ing cooperative associations. In
one county a loan is now being
considered which would enable
borrowers to become stock holders
in a cooperative hospital.
