Found by other work-
men at the well, he was rushed to
McCamey, ten miles away, but did
not, live to reach there.

Employed by Stout and McQueen,
he had lived with his wife and
daughter at Midland for about five
years. He was at work at the
Hughes B-8 well, ten miles north
of McCamey, at the time of the
accident, according to Arthur Stout,
here. He had
been in the eniploy of this firm
most of the time for ten years.

The body was brought to the

Ellis funeral home and will be taken
in an Ellis hearse at 8 o’clock Tues-
day morning to Abilene, Funeral
services will be held at 3:30 p. m.
there, at the Laughter undertaking
in an Abilene
cemetery. The Rev. W. J. Cole-
man, pastor of the First Presbyte-
wian church of Midland, will offi-
ciate. A number of Midland friends
will accompany family members
ghere. ;
" Survivors are his wife and their
daughter, Miss Maedelee Roberts,
who live at 206 West Ohio street;

Oil Industry Said
Feeling Recession
In United States

HOUSTON, May 2.—The oil in-
dustry has begun to feel the busi-
ness' recession, and because of less
favorable trends of demand, is hav-
ing considerable difficulty in hold-
ing crude- oil production and refin-
ery runs down satisfactorily, accord-
ing to’an article in the Oil Weekly
of May 2.

“It now is apparent,” states the
article, “that serious market dis-
turbances, price declinés, proration
difticulties, and other troubles may
occur ; within a- period of months,
unless the industry henceforth
tightly holds the reins on both
crude  oil production and refinery
runs.”

Because the business decline has
been relatively slow to affect the
petroleum industry, it is asserted,
the industry has been lulled into a
false sense of security. And unless
the industry immediately recognizes
the lurking dangers and attains a
safer position, by curtailment of op-
erations and reductions of exces-
sive inventories, it may suddenly
find itself in gravely serious diffi-
culties.

The article points out that a re-
cent study by the American Petro-
leum Institute indicated the advisa-
bility of holding crude oil produc-
tion east of California within 2-
600,000 barrels daily during April
and May and probably throughout
the second quarter of the year. And
the same study indicated the de-
sirability of a gasoline production
program under which each refiner
east of California would adjust his
schedule so that his inventories on
June 30 would not exceed those
held one year previously, and under
which runs to stills in July, Au-
gust, and September would be based
on the prevailing economic require-
ments.

The monthly forecasts of demand
by the bureau of mines also shed
some light on consumption and
therefore help the industry valu-
ably in adjusting operations, it is
pointed out, although the bureau
lately has been somewhat over-esti-
mating requirements, indicating that
curtailment perhaps should be some-
what stricter than the forecasts
suggest.

Market requirements for crude and
refined oils lately have barely equal-
ed or fallen below those of last
year, according to the article, where-
as the normal trend previously was
consistently upward.

Evidence of the present less fa-
vorable trends of oil consumption
is found not only in the statistics
of the industry, it is stated, but also
in .more concrete form in the oil
fields, at the refineries, at the tank
farms, and at proration hearings.
For the lagging demand has caused
filling of storage tanks, curtailment
of crude oil purchases, and diffi-
culty in making allowables suffi-

\cigptly low.

Ruling on Labor
Question Delayed
2 Weeks by Court

WASHINGTON, May 2, &).
The supreme court postponed ac-
tion for at least two weeks today
on litigation involving the question
of whether employes who strike are
entitled to protection of the Na-
tionable Labor Relations act.

The question berore the court is
whether workers who go on strike
voluntarily sever their employment
and. hence are not entitled fo the
protection of the Wagner Labor Re-
lations Act. v

This issue is posed in the Mackay
Radio and Telegraph Company case,
brought before the high. tribunal on
the labor board’s appeal from a rul-
ing by the Ninth Circuit Court, of
Appeals.

The circuit court refused to en-
force a hoard order for reinstate-
ment of five men who took part in
an unsuccessful West Coast strike
in 1935. It ruled they were no longer
“employes” under the labor rela-
tions act after they struck.

Charles Fahy, general counsel for
the board, disclosed yesterday that
reopening of “several” labor rela-
tions cases was under consideration.
He asked the United States Dis-
trict Court at Philadelphia to with-
hold action on the Republic Steel
Company’s petition for an injunc-
tion against a board order.

The steel . company is fighting a
board order for reinstatement of
5,000  employes dismissed during
last summer’s: “little steel” strike.

One of the other cases to be re-
opened is that against the Ford
Motor Company, which the board
ordered last December to reinstate
29 men alleged to have been dismis-
sed for union. activity.

Fahy, who returned here today,
declined to identify other affected
cases but said they were relatively
few.

“T am always glad to come to Mid-
land,” said Browning. ‘“Your pro-
gressiveness and civic pride makes
you folks akin to us up at Amarillo.
We are all West Texans together out
here and our progress means much
to our great state.”

Editorials in both the Amarillo
papers have strongly endorsed
Browning for the office which he
seeks. He has been county surveyor
of Potter county the last six years
and has been frequently called to
testify in boundary suits all over
West Texas as he qualifies as a
boundary expert. Born at Mobeetie
50 years ago, Morris Browning is a
son of the late Judge James N,
Browning who served Texas as lieu-
tenant governor from 1899 to 1903.
Judge Browning also served a long
time in the House of Representa-
tives, at which time his district in-
cluded Midland and this section as
well as the Panhandle.

Morris Browning says: “From my
experience of 25 years as a prac-
tical and licensed state land survey-
or and through my contact with

On May Day

Oratory Feature

Of Celebrations
In All Countries

By The Associated Press. .

Labor’s traditional holiday pass-
ed Sunday in a torrent of oratory
and scarlet bannered parades but
with a minimum of May Day vio-
lence.

From Berlin to Moscow—the op-
posite poles of political thought —
workers and their leaders celebrat-
ed in the world’s capitals though in
various manners.

Only .in the United States were
the May Day flags furled. Here
demonstrations were held a day
early because May Day fell on Sun-
day. .

Only casualties were in Poland
and Czechoslovakia. One man was

killed and 59 injured at Kielce,
Poland. Three men were hurt in
anti-Nazi outbreaks in Troppau,
Czechoslovakia.

Prelude To Visit.

BERLIN—Germany's May Day
celebrations of Hitler-directed ac-
complishments provided demonstra-
tive prelude to the Fuehrer’s long-
heralded visit with Mussolini.

In a Lustgarten speech Hitler de-
clared scoffers of Nagziism were
swinging to its points of view the
world over in capital-labor rela-
tions. Child labor measure effective
Jan. 1 enacted.

MOSCOW — Red Russia proudly
paraded her military might before
Joseph Stalin - and other Soviet
chieftains in rain-swept Red Square
to the echo of marching feet, rumbl-
ing caissons and trucks and wave
upon wave of droning airplanes.

PRAHA — War-created Czechoslo-
vakia responded to renewed clamor-
ing of her German citizens for
autonomy on the one hand and
the pledge of Czechoslovak to “fight
to the last drop of blood” to re-
tain liberty on the other in orderly
demonstrations throughout the
land.

WARSAW—Poland reported the
first fatality of the day in street
fighting at Kielce; fifty-nine in-
jured, more than 100 arrested
throughout the country in clashes.

PARIS—Labor masses marched
solemnly in the rain in Paris, in the
snow in some sections of the nation,
in orderly contrast to stormy cele-
brations of past years; “strong man”
Premier Daladier worked on drafts
‘of decree for financial reconstruc-
tion of France.

RIO DE JANEIRO — President
Vargas brightened the international
labor day celebration in Brazil with
a decree setting in motion machin-
ery for establishing minimum wages
for all workers.

BRUSSELS, — Twenty  thousand
marchers held aloft clenched fists
and box-car lettered posters de-
nouncing war, fascism anti-se-
mitism and demanding .armaments
for government Spain.

STOCKHOLM — Foreign Minister
Richard Sandler in a May Day
speech pointed to the new Anglo-
Irish agreement as an example of
the superiority of negotiation over
force in settling diplomatic  dif-
ferences.

Japanese Admit
Chinese Blocking
Planned Advances

SHANGHAI, May 2 (#). — A Jap-
anese military spokesman admitted
Sunday night the Nipponese war ma-
chine had made but meager gains
in the last twenty-four hours of
struggle with a vast Chinese army
on the Southern Shantung front.

He said heavy attacks continued
against Tancheng, important walled
city of Southeastern Shantung Pro-
vince, about twenty miles north of
the East-West Lunghai Railway,
backbone of the Chinese central
front and key to the Chinese inter-
ior.

The town was reported to have
changed hands twice Saturday in
twelve hours of murderous combat.

The Japanese captured Tancheng
in their formidable southward push
to wipe out the shame of the early
April defeat at Taierchwang. The
Chinese took it back but held on
only for a few hours, it was re-
ported.

Japanese naval airmen made large
scale raids.

They bombed strategic points of
the Lunghai corridor and the Yang-
tze River valley to the south and the
railway linking Hankow; provisional
Chinese capital, with Canton, the
South China gateway for Chinese
war supplies. 3

Independent reports indicated
that, despite the Japanese aerial
operations, a virtually uninterrupt-
ed stream of munitions continued to
flow into Chinese areas.

Finley & Cherry Well In Gaines.

Scheduled To 8_1_1_1} Bailing Test

Open-hole bhailing test was sched-
uled to be run today on Finley &
Cherry and Sawyer Drilling Com-
pany No. 1 Paul W. Dalmont, pros-
pective southern Gaines strike. To-
tal depth is 4,783 feet, corrected by
steel line measurement from 4,775.
Decision to test was made after
the well had drilled from 4,703 to
total depth at an average rate of

four iminutes per foot—very rapid

drilling time. Samples were said.to
shew saturation and fine porosity.
Last core was from 4,687 to 4,703;
it was 25 per cent, bleeding and
showed a little porosity. Other cores
had been taken from 4,599-4,617,
4,617-35, and from 4,635-53. The
well was drilled from 4,653-87, log-
ging hard formation all the way.

Location of No. 1 Dalmont is 1,980
feet. from the north, 660 feet from
the west line of section 6, block AX,
public schoo] land, four and a half
miles northwest of the Landreth
discovery well in the Kirk area.

Natural flow of 20 barrels of oil
per hour for 24 hours through ¥%-
inch choke on 2%-inch tubing was
registered by M. B. K. Drilling Com-
pany No. 1 York & Harper-A. L.
Wasson, semi-wildeat in the Wasson
pool, northwest Gaines. The well
is now heing tested through 2-inch
choke. It topped pay at 4,884, and
total depth is 4,976 in lime. Farther
northeast, Blackstock No, 1 Wasson
is drilling hard lime below 4,530
feet.

1 Dunbar is drilling plug from 7-
inch casing re-cemented at 4,280
feet.

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WASHINGTON. — The movement
to cancel the embargo on arms to
Spain has accumulated a great deal
of unseen strength.

German Ambassador Hans Hein-
rich Dieckhoff has been so sensitive
to this fact that he recently called
at the state department with a re-
markable secret warning. In case
this government was considering

lifting the embargo, he said, he:

wanted to suggest that any Ameri-
can arms bought by ‘the Spanish
loyalist government probably
would fall into the hands of Rebel
General Franco and that, if not,
ships carrying such arms would
almost certainly be sunk.

Since this government doesn’t
accord belligerent rights to Franco
and doesn’t recognize that Ger-
many—or Italy—has any place in
the Spanish war picture or any
right to talk to this government
about it, the reaction was sour in
high places. Especially since it
is commonly believed that the
Franco blockade of loyalist ports
is made effective only by German
and Italian submarines.

Confused Attitude.

But the reluctance of top Amer-
ican officials to aid fascist na-
tions conquer democratic nations
is exceeded only by their fear of
getting into foreign quarrels. It
was after Dieckhoff’s visit that
President Roosevelt told a visiting
senator of the dangers involved in
:ifting the Spanish embargo.

A majority of members -of the
senate foreign relations commit-
tee is understood to be sympa-
thetic to lifting the embargo and
officials whose support for the
movement would be decisive ad-
mit the embargo was an injustice.
The administration’s failure to
act, plus the fact that the ques-
tion still remains very much at
issue, stands against a background

which emphasizes the confused
Washington attitude toward the
European - situation ever since

Roosevelt and Secretary Hull were
Jolted by the forced resignation
of Foreign Minister Anthony
Eden. ;

The' embargo on arms to Spain
was devised in the state depart-
ment and railroaded through
congress under the name of “neu-
trality,” while Secretary Hull was

away. Unprecedented 'in its de-
nial of war supplies to a recog-
nized, friendly government, the

measure was admittedly meant to
supplement  the  British “non-
intervention” policy.

But Hitler and Mussolini poured

until the government’s
Pecame desperate and this gov-
ernment has been informed that
its embargo was the biggest single
factor in fascist victories.

The dominant forces in the
British  government appear 10
have been pro-Franco all the time.
The British “non-intervention”
policy long ago became farcical
and the Chamberlain government
now has. approved maintenance of
Italian troops in Spain until they
win the war.

Loyalist Spain’s need for planes
and other war materials she wants
to buy has been obvious and one
of Roosevelt’s two or three most
influential = foreign affairs ad-
visers says “We are about as neu-
tral as if we had sent the Marine
Corps to fight for Franco.”
welles” Warning.

While Roosevelt recently was
considering lifting the embargo on
the ground that the Spanish con-
filet was not just a civil war, but
a case of aggressor invasion, Under-

secretary of State Sumner Welles |
at least temporarily dissuaded him |,

and Secretary Hull. Welles support-
ed the Dieckhoff argument by
warning that such action might get
this country into difficulties and
furthermore might upset British ef-
forts for a new shift of alliances
in Europe.

While the administration and its
top diplomats have developed a
profound antipathy for the Nagzis,
they still observe the old state
department custom of following
England’s lead in FEuropean af-
fairs. Roosevelt’s restrained “bless-
ing” on the Anglo-Ttalian agree-
ment was made with fingers cross-
ed, after the British ambassador
had asked for it, with the hope
that Prime Minister Chamberlain
might really have worked out
something to conciliate Italy and
halt Hitler aggression.

Too Late?

But it’s still feared that British
Tories will be willing to see Hitler
and Mussolini destroy -democracy
outside the British Empire. PFascist
penetration of South -America, along
with the likely psychological effect
on that continent of fascist victory
in Spain, still is a major worry in
Washington.

“It’s too late now,” high officials
say to other officials and senators
who urge lifting the embargo. But
the increasing strength of the
movement against the embargo
and the urgency of appeals ca-

bled from Spain- indicate that this
isn’t the belief of Barcelona  and

troops and materials -into SpainMadrid.
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. “QOpen the window, Junior, and give your father some
more potatoes.”
