Argentine Planes

Strafe Rebels

BUENGS AIREB, Argentina (AP)
— Government jets repeatedly
bombed and strafed rebel-held
Moron air base Saturday, and rebel
air force officers said that if the
attacks continued they would raid
the Government House where
President Isabel Peron remained at
her desk.

At the same time, the influential
commander of the National War
College declared himself in revolt
against the government.

Emw were hastily evacuated
from president’s pink executive
mansion in downfown Buenos Aires,
and key aides were moved to a
basement museum. Cars were
moved away from the area.

The urgent preparations recalled
an air force attack 20 years ago
when rebelling airmen tried to
bombard the late President JuanD.
Peron, killing hundreds of innocent
civilians in the Plaza de Mayo
outside.

The director of the war college,
Army Brig. Gen. Rodolfo Mujica,
was the first to join the revolt frc.n
the army or navy. Although Mujica
commands no troops, he is regarded
as highly influential among
nationalist officers in the army.

“l cannot accept the death of a
single soldier, army or navy, for
defending or attacking this govern-
ment,” he said in announcing his
switch.

Mrs. Peron, who took over as
president when Peron died 18
months ago, has resisted heavy

ressure to give up her office in the
ace of escalating political terrorism
and economic woes.

The rebellion was launched by a
group of right-wing air force officers
who mutinied on Thursday and tried
to get army commander Jorge
Videla to take over the country.
Instead, armed forces commanders
decided to quell the uprising.

The president was accompanied in
her office by top Peronist party and
labor leaders, as well as several
ministers, in an apparent attempt to
maintain calm and show confidence.

Nonetheless, a doctor and a nurse
were rushed into Mrs. Peron's of-
fice, and no explanation was im-
mediately given.

Government aircraft limited their
attacks to the main runway of the
Moron base, 20 miles west of here, in
what military sources said was an
effort to damage it and prevent its
use.

Newsmen on the scene said U.S.-

built Skyhawks strafed and bombed

continuously, ranging widely over

installations of the sprawling base

where an estimated 1,000 men have

been holding out.

Associated Press reporter Vicente
L. Panetta, at the scene, said two
Mirage jets strafed the base and one
bomb exploded. There was an-
swering fire from the base, and a
helicopter from Moron was sent up.

A corporal told newsmen there
were no casualties, but this was not
confirmed.

Moron is Argentina’s main
helicopter base, but neither Moron
nor the Aeroparque base, also under
rebel control, has a major attack
force. The rebels have been buzzing
Government House with propellor-
driven trainers for the last three
days.

Reports from Mendoza, in the
Andean foothills 600 miles west of
here, said the key base there was
loyal to the government command,
and its large force of F86 Sabre Jets
were not a threat.

A suburban Chicago mother and
six children and an upstate New
York father and five children were
among at least 32 persons who died
in fires over the weekend.

The dead also included an Omaha,
Neb., couple; a father and two young
sons and a man and his daughter
near Pittsburgh; two men in
Memphis, Tenn.; a 44-year-old
Philadelphia woman; a 9-year-old
Hughson, Calif., girl and her visiting
grandmother and uncle; and six
persons in three Maryland fires.

Firemen blamed toxic fumes from
burning plastic and furniture for the
deaths early Saturday in Tinley
Park southwest of Chicago of
Josephine Shine, 38; five children
between 3 and 14 from a previous
marriage, and an 11-year-old foster
child.

Mrs. Shine's husband, Thomas, a
Chicago police detective, was at
work when the fire broke out.

In a Reading Center, N.Y., farm-
house another fire killed Douglas
Parker, in his 30s, and five children,
ages 7 to 12. His wife, Bonnie, 32,
escaped with two other children. All
three were in fair condition at
Schuyler Hospital in nearby Mon-
tour Falls.

Mr. and Mrs. William Rasmussen,
both 53, died when a fire destroyed
their home in an Omaha suburb.
Three fire companies fought that
fire. The cause was undetermined.

Killed in a smoky house fire in
California’s San Joaquin Valle
were Andrea Adams, 9, and Rut
Mary Adams, 63, and James F.
Adams Jr., 39, both of Seaford, Del.

The Maryland fires killed two
children in an East Baltimore
rowhouse and four other persons in
two fires in the suburban
Washington suburbs of Rockville
and Be a.

Police identified the Baltimore
victims as Crystal Lawler, 2, and
her brother, Andre, 14 months, and
two of the Rockville dead as
Jerimial Dwyer, 24, and Susan
Wodjag, 14. A third victim of the fire
which started in an upholstered
chair was not identified.
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FORD ON ANGOLA CRISIS

Soviet, Cuban Aid

Threatens Detente

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Ford said Saturday that Cuba’s
decision to send troops into Angola
“ends any efforts at all to have
friendly relations’” with the Cuban
govérnment and that Soviet in-
terference in Angola ‘“‘doesn’t help
the continuation of detente.”

He declared it is ““unwise and very
harmful for any power such as the
Soviet Union and Cuba to try to
dominate any government in that
country.”

At an impromptu news
conference, Ford also said:

—He will sign the $18 billion tax
bill approved by Congress Friday
and he will propose a further tax cut
of $10 billion. He said this would

require equal spending restraints by

Conﬁess.

—He will run on his own record in
1976 as president, and “I'm con-
vinced we're in good shape in most
states and we are working to im-
prove where we're not.”’

—He expects to make his final
decision Monday on whether to sign
an energy bill. He has not decided
whether to sign a bill expanding
labor picketing rights.

Ford's remarks on Angola came
one day after the Senate cut off all
funds in a defense appropriations
bill that would allow the Central
Intelligence Agency to aid one of the
anti-Soviet factions in Angola.

Ford said Saturday that the
Senate action has ‘‘seriously un-
dercut” U.S. efforts to try to get
diplomatic moves to end foreign

intervention and help settle the war
in that African nation.

Ford estimated that Cuba has sent
from 4,000 to 6,000 troops to the
African country to help out the pro-
Soviet faction in the civil war.

“The action of the Cuban govern-
ment in sending combat troops to
Angola has destroyed any op-
portunity for improvement of
relations with the United States,”” he
declared.

Ford said the issue is to make sure
that the people of Angola can
“decide eir own fate’’ and
establish their own government.

He charged that the Soviet Union
had been spending $100 million or
more in Angola and this ‘‘certainly
doesn’t help the continuation of
detente.” intervention of the
Soviets and Cubans was ‘‘a setback
for the people in Angola.”

Ford maintained that
congressional action ‘‘has tied our
hands” and called it a ‘‘serious
mistake” for the United States
which he said ‘‘should have
flexibility” in helping people of other
nations (‘Lcide their own fate.

Ford repeated what he said in an
earlier statement after the Senate
voted Friday to cut off funds for U.S.
aid in Angola, that countries that
depend on the United States would
lose faith in this nation to help them
under similar circumstances.

He declined to discuss what ac-
tions the United States has been
taking in Angola, except to em-

Fate Of ConRail Uncertain "

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The fate of a $6.5-billion
measure to pump new life
into the nation's railroads is
in the hands of President
Ford.

Congress completed action
on the legislation Friday
despite warnings from
Republicans leaders that the
President would veto the bill.

The Senate voted 51 to29 in
favor of the legislation and
the House passed it by a vote
of 205 to 150.

Both margins were below
the two-thirds margin that
would be needed to override
a presidential veto.

Ford is concerned about
the bill's price tag as well as
certain provisions relating to
the establishment of a
governmentbacked rail
system called Con-Rail.

His principal objections
reportedly were based on the
limited control the
legislation would give the
executive branch over

ConRail actions and ex-
penditures.

But House sponsors
warned that the nation’s
entire rail system could
collapse  without the
legislation.

Exercise doesn’t
seem to bother me, but the
above-mentioned foods will
cause my heartbeat rate to
increase from 70-75 to 90-95
per minute in the resti
state. Also I notice skip
beats and some rapid beats
during these periods.

Is there well-established
medical experience with
foods and allergies
aggravating or causing

roblems as erratic heart

ats? —G.E. O,

There is hardly a part of
the body that cannot react
allergically, particularly to
food allergens.

According to Claude A.
Frazier in his book, ‘‘Coping
with Food Allergy,” some
specialists in the field
believe that cardiac allergic
reactions are quite common.
He adds that they are usually
so mild as to be scarcely
noticeable.

Too, there have been
documented cases of rapid
heart beats (as you
describe) attributed to such
allergic reaction.

Brian Pardo and Can
Bennett, the salesman and
plumbing and heating
contractor who started Solar
King after they met during a
housing job, say that their
system has been proven ir
prototype.

“We have only started
marketing in October,” said
Pardo.

He says that no one,
anywhere, has yet managed
to put a solar-powered
electricity system of any size
intouse.

Skeptics have arisen in the
wake of the news that
Bridgeport may be the first
community to get its elec-
tricity from the sun. Pardo
said the experts are critical
of the project because the
data presented in news
reports has been erroneous.

He said stories have in-
correctly said that Solar
King's hydraulic-powered
engine is run on silicon.
“Wrong. It's silicone. with
an ‘“e,” Pardo said. He
explained that silicone will
expand and drive the engine
when it's heated to tem-
peratures of less than 200
degrees by sun-warmed
water from the flat panels.

“It takes 2,600 degrees to
melt silicon,” he said. ‘“‘We
know that.”

Another error in reports
said that the water-filled flat
plates in the $6,000,000, six-
megawatt plant would have
600 square feet of collector
panels, Pardo said.

The city council at
Bridgeport Monday
authorized a feasibility study
to be completed in 30 days
that will determine whether
the project, which will cover
eiggt acres, will be built, he
said.

Critics pointed out that
Russian advisers, Cuban
soldiers, South African
mercenaries and African
troops from neighboring
nations were already on the
battlefield. Some
congressmen believed that

at all might escalate the
situation into a war involving
American troops.

Because of its preoc-
cupation with the recession
and en , the legislative
output of the first session of
the 94th Congress was
relatively meager.

It did pass a seven-year
extension of the landmark
Voting Rights Act, an
emergency housing bill cut
down because Ford suc-
cessfully vetoed a broader
version and two budget
resolutions setting govern-
ment spending and deficit
ceilings under a new budget
control process being used
for the first time in 1975.

The anti-recession tax cut
bill passed in March
provided 1975 reductions for
all individuals through a
system of tax credits and
larger standard deductions.

It also included $100 to $200
rebates, payments of $50 to
Social Security recipients
and a new $1.5-billion work
bonus plan of grants to low-
income families.

The measure contained
some benefits for cor-
porations, but it provided a
tax hike for oil companies. It
did so by repealing the 50-
year-old depletion allowance
for major firms; the
allowance was retained for
independents on a scaled-
down basis.

The compromise tax cut
extension agreed upon late
Friday uses the same
mechanisms to aid in-
dividuals, but the reductions
would be somewhat larger
than in the March bill.

The omnibus energy bill on

Ford’'s desk would cut the

rice of gasoline and fuel oil
Eriefly, but the prices would
resume their climb in about
a year.

The measure also would
require auto manufacturers
to improve the fuel ef-
ficiency of their products
over the next 10 years,
require energy efficiency
labeling of major home
appliances, create a federal
oil reserve, give a push to
use of more coal and less oil
by utilities and factories,
seek to boost coal produc-
tion, encourage state con-
servation programs and
provide stand-by gas
rationing authority.

On the last day of the first
session, Ford vetoed a $45-
billion appropriations bill for
the Health, Education and
Welfare and Labor depart-
ments, contending it ex-
ceeded his budget by $1
billion. Democratic leaders
postponed the attempt to
override until January.

Also on the final day,
leaders dropped an effort to
send the $112-billion Defense
Department appropriations
bill to the President,
delaying action on that until
the new session.

The Senate voted Friday to
deny the administration the
ability touse any funds in the
bill for U.S. military aid in
Angola. The House preferred
to wait until January to
consider whether to concur.

Military spending in the
meantime will be covered by
a blanket resolution that
temporarily funds at current
levels all agencies whose
regular new budgets have

Response To Herbicides
Noted In 2-Year Study

LUBBOCK — A two-year
study of herbicides by the
Texas Agricultural
Experiment Station here
shows that while commonly
used cotton herbicides
achieve very similar results,
there is a wide variation of

cotton res to residues
of herbicides used in other
crops

Research was conducted
with 48 cotton varieties being
tested against 19 herbicides
from 1974 to 1975 by Dr. John
Aberna weed scientist,
amdl Dy, on Ray,

eneticist, of the
xperiment Station at
Lubbock.

“Field response has shown
that cotton varieties respond
quite differently to her-
bicides used in crops grown
on the same ground the
previous year,” Abernathy
and Ray reported.

The greatest amount of
response was shown with
herbicides such as atrazine
and propazine which can
often be present where
cotton is rotated onto
sorghum or corn ground.
Various cotton varieties
ranged from no injury to 95
per cent injury caused by the
triazine herbicides, they
said

Cotton varieties which
were most tolerant of the
triazine herbicides were
Paymaster 303, GSA 71, and
Auburn M.

Most sensitive cotton
varieties were Lankart 611,
Lockett 4789, and Paymaster
111A.

Abernathy and Ray
reported very little dif-
ferences in cotton varietal
response existed when
herbicides such as Treflan,
Cobex, Tolban, and Prowl
were usedatnormal rates.

Researchers Seek

Antique Air

They've been sniffing
through museums,
junkyards and even moth-

lled naval vessels looking
for “antique air’” to test
theories on how the earth's
rotective ozone layer has
een affected by
fluorocarbons, such as gases
used as propellants in
aerosol cans.

Dr. R.A. Rasmussen, head
of air resources research at
Washington State, said
antique air is likely to be
found in corked bottled
ships, amique hour sses,
insulation lines of old water
storage tanks, compressed
air cylinders and vintage
sealed tin cans.

The purpose of the in-
vestigation is to collect
samples of air sealed in
containers before 1930 when
fluorocarbons began to be
used, Rasmussen said.

These will be compared
with air bottled-up in the
1940s and 50s to determine
distribution and ac-
cumulation of fluorocarbons
in the atmosphere, he said.

Thorough chemical
analysis of the old air will
determine if there are any
natural sources of
fluorocarbons such as
volcanoes, Rasmussen said.

“We must be certain about
the or absence of
the chemical in old air before
scientists can accurately
describe what is happening

"in the atmosphere,” he

explained.
me scientists have said
the aerosol fluorocarbon
gases are drifting to the
stratosphere’'s highest
levels, where ultraviolet
ra'{s turn them into chlorine.
he chlorine destroys the
ozone layer, the scientists
say. That atmospheric layer
is the only thing that protects
living things on the earth’s
surface from deadly solar
rays.
ashington State chemist
J h Krasnec, who is
helping identify antique air
sources, is conducting tests
on the first air samples taken
from a holow structural
support of the USS lowa, a
battleship commissioned in
1943 and now moth-balled at
the Philadelphia Navy Yard.
Krasnec hopes to test other
air samples when time
capsulés are opened during
Bicentennial observances.
Rasmussen said air
chemistry measurement
skills by chemical
engineers at the university
are extremely accurate in
determining whether an-
tique air has been con-
taminated by modern air.
“Obtaining a wide variety
of samples will probably be
the most difficult part o?the
project,”” Rasmussen said.

Texas Mother
Appeals To
English Queen

FORT WORTH, Tex. (AP)
— A Fort Worth mother
whose son is serving a life
sentence for murder in
Antigua has written to the
Queen of England asking her
to help in obtaining his
release.

The son, she explained, is
mentally ill.

“We have no one else to
turn to,” wrote Mrs. James
Martin in a letter to Queen
Elizabeth. “You are a queen,
but you are a mother too and
must understand my sorrow,
my deep grief for a son |
have lost, my sadness for a
tra‘ﬁedy that has touched
both us and the lives of an
innocent family in Antigua.”

“I pray you will view my
plea with a mother’s eye and
with the compassion only a
mother can feel for Ker
own."”

Mrs. Martin's son, Gary,
25, a Vietnam veteran, was
sentenced to life in prison in
the British Caribbean island
for killing a man three years
ago.

But Mrs. Martin said in
her letter: “‘If there were not
circumstances beyond the
tragedy of one man killing
another, I could not petition
your mercy. My son is
mentally ill.”’

She said Gary, son of
a retired U.S. Army officer,
served in Vietnam and won
two bronze stars for bravery.
Then a grenade explosion
partiall blinded and
deafened him and he was
given a medical discharge.

His illness worsened, she
said, and he had to be
committed to the Veterans
Administration Hospital in
Waco.

“For reasons we have
never understood, he sud-
denly was released uncured

. then he diasppeared,”
Mrs. Martin said.

In June 1972, Gary shot
and killed a taxi driver
during an argument in
Antigua and also wounded
three off-duty policemen.

Mrs. Martin said a jury
found Gary guilty, but in-
sane.

She said Gary’'s doctors
tried to secure his transfer to
a hospital closer to the
Martin home.

Rep. Jim Wright, D-Tex.,
flew to Antigua last June and
met with government of-
ficials there who reportedly
told him that J:)erhaps
something could be done.

“The real business of the
outpatient clinic at the Big
Spring State Hospital is to
keep Yeople out of the
hospital unless they are
seriously ill,"”” Ron L.
Cohorn, clinic director said
here this week.

The trend in mental health
care is to keep peo?le at
home whenever possible and
to treat them periodically at
outpatient clinics.

“Part of this was made
possible by the medicine
control drugs,” Dy. Robert
Stenberg added. ‘‘Psychotic
people are more manageable
than they used to be."”

In other years, where
relatives were hidden in a
back room if they were
mentally ill, swung like a
pendulum through the years
of sending all patients to
state and private mental
hospitals.

Now the pendulum has
apparently swung back
where as many as possible
are being treated at home

EARLY DIAGNOSIS

An early diagnosis of a
mental illness is as im-
portant as early diagnosis of
physical illnesses.

The clinic, located in the
medical and surgical
building behind the ad-
ministration building on the
State Hospital campus, has
many patients come in with
early problems. They are
patients who will never be
placed in the hospital.

They come for con-
sultation and sometimes
medication, if needed. They
come with family problems,
problems with their
children, drinking problems,
and problems of depression.

DANGER SIGNALS

Danger signals include
depression, the lack of desire
to function in any way,
apathy, insomnia, and ex-
treme nervousness.

“The person who thinks he
is losing his mind may also
need help,”” Cohorn added.

Volcano Rips Iceland’s
Mount Leirhnukur

REYKJAVIK, Iceland
(AP) — A volcanic eruption
tore a mile-wide gash in a
northeast Iceland mountain
Saturday and poured red-hot
lava down its snow-clad
flanks, increasing in in-
tensity as the day wore on.

There were no reports of
injuries or damage in the
forbidding, sparsely

pulated area 180 miles
rom Reykjavik, but civil
defense officials debated
evacuating hundreds of
persons living nearby.

Geologists said the
eruption and tremors on
2,000-foot Mt. Leirhnukur, 55
miles south of the Arctic

Circle, threatened to turn
into a full-scale volcanic
explosion that could en-
danger an estimated 300
ersons living at Lake
vatn six miles away.
he sheriff at Lake
Myvatn, Bjorn Fridfinnsson,
reported he had traveled up
from the lake toward the new
eruption and had to run for
his life when a crack in the
earth opened toward him.
The Leirhnukur-Krafla
area was the scene of
Iceland’s longest recorded
eruption, lasting four years
in the early 18th century.

New York Bank
Opens In Chile

SANTIAGO, Chile (AP) —
The First National City Bank
of New York will reopen its
Chilean branch Tuesday,
three years after selling its
operations here to the then-
leftist Chilean government.

Executives of the bank told
newsmen that the branch
will resume operations with
capital of $4 million, about
the same amount involved in
the 1972 sale.

All foreign bank
operations were nationalized
under the administration of

as national banks.”

The First National City
Bank first began operating
in Chile in 1917. It became
the biggest foreign banking
operation in the country.

Bentsen, a candidate for
the Democratic nomination
for President, also said he
thinks the current crop of
contenders for the
nomination will be cut at
least in half by the time of
the national convention.

“We just shouldn’t have an
energy policy that allows
this country to be brought to
its knees by a group of
Mideast shieks if they turn
off the valves,” Bentsen
said.

He called for a
multifaceted approach in-
cluding deregulation of new
oil to stimulate exploration,
establishment of a strategic
oil reserve, setting up a
tax credit for the in-
stallation of energy saving
machinery and the
development of solar,
nuclear and geothermal
ener%yA
“Obviously we have to
take some strong con-
servation measures,’”’ at the
same time, Bentsen said.

He said a federal law to
regulate strip-mining is
needed ‘‘to establish certain
minimum standards across
the country’ but if a state
feels it needs more stringent
standards, it should be
allowed to impose them.

Bentsen cautioned that
Congress must reject the
extremes at both ends,
neither shutting off the
development of the nation’s
natural resources nor
allowing the land to be
developed without controls.

Turning to the race for the
Democratic Presidential
nomination, Bentsen said
“one of the things that is
going to narrow the field is
the raising of funds.’’ He said

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Lamb For

Holiday Meal

COLLEGE STATION — To
vary this year's holiday
menu, try juicy, flavorful
lamb for a special treat,
Mrs. Mary Sweeten, a foods
and nutrition specialist,
suggests.

““The quality of lamb today
has improved due to the
better breeding, feeding and
marketing practices. Lamb
is rich in protein, iron, and in
B vitamins.

“Today's lamb contains
less fat and fewer calories
when purchased well
trimmed. All cuts of lamb
are tender because the lamb
is less than one year when
marketed."

Mrs. Sweeten is with the
Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, The
Texas A&M University
System.

“One holiday favorite is
leg of lamb, roasted fat side
up resting on a bed of onions.
Pierce holes in the meat and
stuff a small piece of fresh
garlic in them. Season with
the family’s favorite spices.

“If using a meat ther-
mometer, insert it into the
roast so the tip is in the
center of the roast but does
not touch the bone. Roast the
leg of lamb in a 325 degree F.
oven until medium to well
done.”

A five to eight pound leg of
lamb requires three to four
hours of cooking. Boneless
lamb roast weighing three to
five pounds requires two to
three hours, she said.

Remove the roast from the
oven when done. Place
onions cooked in the bottom
of the pan through a sieve
and use to flavor a gravy or
SOur cream sauce.

“The secret in making a
smooth gravy is to blend the
flour thoroughly with fat or

with cold liquid before
combining it with hol
liquid.”

Fireplaces are a source of
pleasure year round, but at
Christmas they seem to have
a special glow. A “different”’
glow can come from colored
flames. To have beautifully
colored flames in your
fireplace there are a number
of chemicals which may be
used.

First, select bits of wood,
bark, driftwood, pine cones,
sweetgum balls or similar
materials. Then secure
appropriate chemicals from
a local hardware store,
manufacturing chemist, or
drug store. Colored flames
can _be produced by
chemicals such as red with
stoontium nitrate or chloride,
green with borax, blue with
copper sulphate, orange with
calcium chloride, and yellow
with common table salt.

Children’s
Quarrels

COLLEGE STATION — If
quarreling has become a
way of life at your house,
following some guidelines
may help maintain more
peace and harmony, Mrs.

llene Miller, family life
education specialist,
suggested this week.

“First, it's important to
realize that some quarrelin
between children is norma
and to be expected. Quarrels
are generally intense — but
brief,” the specialist with the
Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, The
Texas A&M University
System, said.

‘“When ossible, let
children work out their own
problems. Don't become
overly concerned about who
is right or wrong.

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Caution should be taken
when using copper salts
since they will stain brick,

To treat the materials,

either dissolve the chemicals
in wooden pail or earthen

crock — the chemicals will |

destroy metal containers.
Use about one pound of
chemicals to one gallon of
water to treat ', - 3 bushel
of material. Dip the
material, which has been
laced in a basket or porous

g, in the solution. The bag
should be weighed down so
the material is completely
covered by the solution. To
be effective, you must soak
the material for at least 10
minutes. The drier the
material before soaking the
better the results.

After soaking, the treated
material should be dried
thoroughly. Use old
newspaper to protect the
floor or surface of the drying
area. After an overnight of
drying, they will be ready for
use on the fireplace.

There are also several dry
methods of treating the
material.

Dissolve one tablespoon of
glue in one gallon of boiling
water. Dip the cones or other
material in this solution.
Remove with a metal
skimmer. Sprinkle with the
chemicals while the cones
are hot. A salt shaker with
large holes makes a
satisfactory utensil for the
chemicals.

Pour melted wax over the
material. Before the wax
hardens, sift the chemical
onto the cones. The chemical
will adhere and will produce
a very pleasant effect when
burned. Remember to use

wax sparingly with this
method.
Mix the chemicals and

shellac with saw dust and
sprinkle on the wood in the
fireplace as desired.

Logs can be made of
loosely rolled newspapers
tied with a heavy twine and
soaked in a solution of four
pounds of copper sulfate and
three pounds of rock salt ina
gallon of water. Allow
several days for the logs to
dry thoroughly. Once dry, a
paper lﬁuwill burn a long
time producing a rainbow of
colors.

COLLEGE STATION —
It’s a good thing to let a child
be occasionally, ac-
cording to Dr. Jennie Kit-
ching, family life education
specialist.

“It is not necessary for a
child — or for that matter an
adult — to be continuously

involved in stimulating
activities, experiences or
playthings. Too much
stimulation could produce a
passive person,’”’ the
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M

University Sytem, said this 7

week.

Constant stimulation may
result in a child who looks to
others and to intangible,
inanimate objects for ideas
and activities, rather than
developing the ability to
create his own activities and
ideas, Dr. Kitching ex-
plained.

*‘Boredom forces a child to
think of somethinF en-
tertaining by himself. He
learns to be dependent on
himself for activities, ideas
and entertainment.

“Children need time to

think and to be calm. Itis as __

detrimental to live in too
exciting an atmosphe:

is to live in one that is
dull.”

Unplanned time can be
enjoyed and used to think up
things that wouldn’t occur to
a child who was constantly
entertained.

“If a child becomes a little
bored, he may begin to look
around for some materials
and discover and explore.
This is the beginning to in-
dependence, .as well as
dependence on oneself and
responsibility for ones ac-
tion.” Dr. Kitching said.

When husbands become
involved in a dieting
program, they can help their
wives to lose more weight,
accordi to Barbara S.
Rosenthal, PhD.

Reporting at the annual
convention of the American
Psychological Association,
Dr. Rosenthal said that at
the end of a four-month study
involviniafn couples, it was
found that women whose
husbands had attended half
of eight 75 minute sessions
had lost an average of 11
pounds, those whose

husbands participated
completely had lost an
average of 10 pounds, andi
women who attended alonef
had lost an average of 7
pounds.

The average age for the
entire study group was 34
years and the average
overweight was 34 per cent.
The techniques employed
included reducing caloric
intake, exercise,  and
following a series of
behavioral principles and
techniques to help give the
dieter control over en-
vironmental factors that

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LINCOLN, Neb. (AP) —
Sen. Lloyd Bentsen of Texas
said Friday he thought some
politicans might be
ovérreacting todifficulties in
complying with new cam-
paign reform laws.

spending, but I want first to
see where those cuts will be
and see that they are made
responsibly,”’ Bentsen said.

Bentsen said a highway
bill he has sponsored would
protect Nebraska's interests
in making sure that money
would be available for work
on rural roads now that the
interstate system is com-
pleted.

“Rural roads have been
neglected for too long,"”
Bentsen said, adding that
they should not suffer while
other states continue to build
interstate roads.

Bentsen campaign aides
said a Nebraska committee
would probably be named in
January, and fulltime offices
would likely be set up in
February.

Oyster Yield
Sets Record

HOUMA, La. (AP) —
Oystermen are having one of
their best years in 1975,
although 84 square miles of
Terrebonne Parish oyster
beds remain closed because
of pollution.

“There were plenty of
oysters in 1975 — almost a
modern-day record,” says

Harry Schafer, oyster
division chief of the
Louisiana Wildlife and
Fisheries Department.

Two years ago the oyster
industry was devastated by
spring flooding. Some beds
were polluted by Mississippi
River water, and other be:
were destroyed by the in-
fusion of fresh water from
extensive backwater
flooding.

Last year state biologists
reported oyster production
was on the rebound.

Terrebonne was the state’s
top oyster producing parish
until 1973, when 84 square
miles of oyster beds were
closed down by the state
board of health. They remain
closed indefinitely

The Houma sewage
dis I system has been
ta as the main culprit,
with heaviest pollution
travelling down Bayous
Terrebonne and Chauvin and
the Houma Navigational
Canal.

“We know where most of
the %(;llutim is coming from,
but bacteria is also entering
the system from many of the
camps in the area,”’ said
Schafer.

“We assume the area will
remain closed until Houma's
sewerage problem is
solved.”

Chinooks,
Trout Return
To Detroit

DETROIT (AP) — It took
an investment of some $750
million and 10 years of labor
to bring the Chinook salmon
and steelhead trout back to
the Detroit River

Records reveal that some
150 years ago as many as
30,000 whitefish were caught
in a single day in front of the
young city of Detroit. And as
recently as the turn of the
century, the 15-mile stretch
of river that connects Lake
St. Clair and Lake Erie was
considered one of the most
beautiful streams in the
Midwest

As the city developed from
a midwestern village into the
capital of the
nation, the river began to
decline. By the 1940s and
1950s, pollution in the river
reached scandalous
proportions

Stern measures were
adopted to reverse the
river’'s condition. Since 1966,
$345 million has been spent
on equipment that today
removes 9% per cent of the
wastes from the sewage of
Detroit and surrounding
communities Private
sources joined state and city
authorities with additional
funds to improve further the
environmental quality of the
river

In 1973 the Michigan
Department of Natural
Resources began to plant
game fish in the river. In
that year, 304,500 Chinook
salmon and 60,540 steelhead
trout were planted in the
river at Belle Isle, a 1,000
acre park in the middle of
the river. Similar quantities
of the fish were planted in
1974 and 1975. This fall
marked the first run of
“jacks'” — three-year-old
fish back to the waters off
Belle Isle. Spawning runs of
mature fish, the true “'King"’
salmon, are expected in the
fall of 1976

DALLAS (AP) — “Merry

Christmas,”” Frank mur-
mured. Noone heard.
Bang!

The shot startled a dogina
back bedroom who stood
rock still for a moment then
lay down again.

The pistol slipped
noiselessly from Frank’s
hand into the deep pile

carpet.
NO MORE

For Frank there would be
no more Christmases of any
kind, merry or otherwise. He
had just become one of the
246 people who killed
themselves this year in
Dallas

Frank’s problem was that
no one heard him. At least,
he thought no one heard him.
He'd had that feeling for
several months, one of the
ingredients authorities say
make up suicidal depression.

“It gets worse at Christ-
mas time. Particularly,
right after Christmas,’’ says
Josef Caldwell, director of
the Suicide Prevention
Center.

MORE SUICIDES

The suicide rate in Dallas
has climbed sharply since
1959. “Something's out of
kilter here,”” commented
David Switzer, an SMU
theologian who has worked
with the suicide prevention
group.

Dr. Seymour Perlin, an
internationally recognized
authority on suicide, said
recently that Dallas’ suicide
rate is ‘‘surprisingly high, a
significant statistic, It tells
you something is happening
in the community. It says
people are giving up on the
community, or that the
community isn't respond-
ing."
Frank is fictional but ms
hypothetical circumstances
represent a comnosite of
what Caldwell calls the most
“lethal group.”

NOTNEEDED

Frank was 40-50 years old.
He was white, a member of
the economic middle class

While shaving, Frank had
often paused to stare at his
face in the steami; mirror,
He didn't like what he saw.

Borrowing

CHICAGO (AP) — Far too
many U. S. cities are being
financed by massive
borrowing, warns a Kansas
City civic leader.

“We must stop financing
our cities on a credit card,”
Dr. Charles N. Kimball,
chairman of the Midwest
Research Institute in Kansas
City, told Businessmen at the
Executives Club of Chicago.

Dr. Kimball urged city
government officials to
recognize the dangers of
deficit  spending and
borrowing in the current
fiscal crisis in New York
City.

“It's time we stopped
wearing a well-beaten path
to the short-term money
market and begin to live
within our municipal
means,” he said.

The Harvard-educated
scientist said there was an
end to how much health and
welfare services and em-
ploye benefits U. S. cities
could afford without facing
the consequences of heavy
borrowing or higher taxes.

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% MONEY IS PRIME MOTIVATION

Car Pools Have Become
Money-Saving Habit

By LOUISE COOK

Associated Press Writer

Car pools formed during
the energy crisis to conserve
gasoline are still thriving in
many of the country,
according to officials who
say sharing a ride has
become a money-saving
habit for millions of workers.

The Federal %hway
Administration, whic

the slogan “Double Up,
America,” to encourage
commuters to share

vehicles, estimated more
than 20 million persons use
car pools every day.
Comparisons between car
pools now and at the height
of the gasoline shortage in
early 1974 are difficult
because many of the shared-
ride programs were started
on an informal basis and no
statistics were kept. There
are indications, however,
that interest in car pools

continues to grow, although
at a slower pace than
previously.

The federal government
has provided funds for 125
car pool projects since the
energy crisis struck, with
about one-third of them set
up in the past year. The

monef' has been used to
establish special parking
areas, reserved highway

lanes and computerized
programs to match up riders
and drivers.

Car pools generally were
most successful in areas
where there are con-
centrated centers of industry
and housing; they failed to
catch on in places where
population and businesses
were widely scattered.

Officials said money
rather than fuel con-
servation has become the
prime motivation for people
to use car pools. There no
longer is any shortage of
gasoline, but rising costs and
publicity about the monetary

savings — which can run

person depending on the size "
of the auto, the length of the
trip and the number of
participants — have kept the
car pool alive.

An Associated Press
survey showed several
companies not only are
encouraging car pools, but
also are using vans to
transport employes.

The Minnesota Mining and
Manufacturing Co. has
purchased 75 vans over the
past three years and has
given them to employes who,
in return for the use of the
vehicle in their Erivate lives,
agree to picl
workers. The company pays
maintenance and insurance;
the employes pay eight cents
a mile for off-duty use of the
vans.

Connecticut started a car
pool program in 1972, and
Charles J. Gudaitis, a
gl:mner in the Department of

ansportation, said the
effort to provide commuter
buses and parking for car
poolers has been gaining
steadily.

“We think we have had
better success than any
other part of the country,
he said. Gudaitis said the use
of special parking lots and
buses increased 40 to 45 per
cent between 1974 and 1975.

Residents Tell 'U.FO Expenences

It concerns the experiences of local
residents with such phenomena.

Talk about timing. This
{)ast week, just in time for a
orief mention, two separate
UFO sightings occurred in
the United States...one of
them very close to home.,

Last Sunday evening in the
northeastern counties of
Florida, a multi-colored
UFO the size of ‘‘Three
football fields” was sighted
landing in a wooded area.

A dozen sheriff deputies
chased the thing in a half
dozen counties, and one
deputy even got a good look
at it, as did much of the
county of Flagler. The other
sighting was in Lubbock,
Monday night. Only a
handful of people saw this
one, and it was a typical
sighting — a reddish-orange
light streaking and darting
its way through the south-
western skies early in the
evening.

People in Big Spring are
reluctant to talk about their
experiences with UFO’s.
Most of us have seen
something at one time or
another that we didn't quite
recognize, but it could have
been anything, right?

I did find three people,
however, who were willing to
relate their episodes, and
one of them even let me use
his real name.

Two years ago last August,
my first subject was driving
back from Lamesa on High-
way 87. As she and her
companion were driving
along, they saw a white light
in the eastern sky.

It was movin rapld!{v
towards them, and as it di

it darkened to a deep red-
dish-orange hue, increasing
in speed as it moved closer.
It made a course maneuver
very near their location and
stopped in mid-air, pulsating
as it hung motionless. After
about half a minute it shot
out of sight at a terrific rate

of speed, moving north-

westerly.

This witness assured me
that it was traveling much
too fast for any airplane, and
it gave her and her friend
‘‘goose-bumps.”” I am
convinced that they saw
something...what it was, 1
don’t know.

The second UFO sighting
was very recent...the Sunday
before Thanksgiving to be
exact, and the observer is a
co-worker who would like
very much to remain
anonymous; for after she
had mentioned the sighting
to only a few people in the
break room, comments
pertaining to her mental
competency and state of
intoxication were alluded to.

Shortly after she had
crawled into bed a little after
midnight, Nov. 23rd, she
look out her bedroom
window to see “‘a circle of
blue lights’’ hovering east of
Webb AFB.

The third instance I have
to relate is most incredible.
The man who saw the craft
has a reputation that is
above refute. His name is
William A. Steagald of Big
Spring, and for 26 years his
story has been unknown to
the public.

Bill is a family man, works
for Cosden, doesn’t drink, is
very religious, and in my
interview with him 1
gathered that he valued
truth and self-respect. My
point is that this man was
telling me the truth.

Steagald has an Air Force
background, having seen
combat duty in the Pacific
during WWII. He knows “‘a
little something about air-
craft.”

At the outset of our in-
terview, Bill said he was
somewhat reluctant because
at the time of the sighting in
195() he was domg somethmg
“A little illegal.” He was
shooting jack-rabbits from
the fender of his car at night
while his wife drove. 1
assured him that the statute
of limitations had no doubt
run out on the matter, and he
continued with his story.

The sighting occurred by
the Lee store community,
about 12 miles south of Big
Spring on the Garden City
Highway. Bill was sitting on
the right fender of his old
Ford, as his wife kept the car
going about 15 mph. The
time was 9:00 p.m

Jusl mrped a hill, when Bill

ght due south, low to
lhe horizon. He thought it
was an oil flare at first, but
when he looked back again,
“because it looked funny for
a flare,” it was already 35
degrees off the horizon and
coming fast. Just about that
time his wife in the car
spotted it too, and slammed
on the brakes
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After Bill pulled himself up
out of the bar ditch, he im-
mediately looked for the
UFO. It had already moved
past them, and after a few
more seconds it disappeared
over the horizon, due north.

As he stood there watching
the spot in the sky where it
had disaPpeared his wife
stepped from the car and
said: “My God, what was
that?” Bill assured me that
was one of the few times he
had ever heard his wife use
that kind of language.

When the UFO was closest
to him he “got a good view of

“It looked like the tip of a
welding torch, a fine blue
flame, not hot, with a row of
windows with dim blue
lights."

He couldn’t tell the shape
of it exactly. “It could've
been cigar-shaped, or
saucer-shaped.”” The UFO
made no noise whatsoever,
‘“‘and it was traveling much
faster than anything we had
back then."

How fast was it going? “It
was following the curvature

of the Earth, and had to be
going at least 1500 mph." As
I timed him, we recreated
the entire incident, from the

time he first saw it on the
horizon until he watched it

from his bar ditch vantage
point as it disappeared below
the opposite horizon.

Exactly 35 seconds. With a
little fast figuring, that
would make the ground
speed of the UFO at least
3600 mph. That figure would
increase fantastically the
higher the distance from the
ground. To Bill, the absence
of sound was the most
amazing aspect of the craft.

Bill and his wife didn’t
report the incident because
at the time a lot of people
were being ridiculed for
reporting such things. That's
a sad fact that people are
conditioned to react
negatively to such in-
formation. But if more
people were allowed to
report what they saw,
Erhaps this mystery would

cleared up.
