Does Regular P_e_)gfr Work at Saving

In response to inquiries from a
number of sources, including several
out-of-state operators, The Times
is glad to present an up-to-date
story on the internationally known
“free air” of the Ira and Sharon
Ridge oil fields.

When mention is made of “free
air,” one gets around to a subject
that has been discussed by geolo-
gists, mineralogists, engineers and
men of science for over a quarter
of a century,

The cold steam, frigid air or re-
frigeration gas—whichever you wish
to term it—has been utilized in the
Ira (old northwest pool) and the
Ridge fields for so many
yvears it is commonplace to opera-
tors and land owners there. To
the outside world, however, it is
still a phenomena of nature that
has attracted top geologists to the

At one time a California firm
planned a 17-mile pipeline to Sny-
der and installation of a huge
locker plant, Other firms have
considered installing locker plants
and refrigeration units at Ira, and
still others have investigated possi-
bility of using the “cold steam” for
lighter-than-air craft of one type
or another,

People in this immediate trade
zone have heard so much about this
unique condition in the county’s
two pools they regard it as com-
monplace, but to outsiders it is one
of the world’s modern wonders.
