WASHINGTON (AP) —
For the first time in six years,
inflation at the wholesale
level fell last month, dropp-
ing at an annual rate of 1.7
percent, the government said
today.

The slide was driven by
declining car, truck and
energy prices, which record-
ed their largest monthly
decrease since January 1976.

Food prices, which
analysts had expected to

* surge considerably, rose only
0.5 percent, well under the
double-digit pace of January,
the Labor Department said.

Its new Producer Price In-
dex said energy prices fell 1.8
percent in February, double
the decline in Janpary and
the largest monthly drop
since the 2.9 percent of
January 1976.

The overall index for finish-
ed goods fell 0.1 percent last
month, the first decline since
the 0.2 percent decrease of
February 1976, when food
prices pl nd the gf-
fects of the 1975 recession
were still being fell.

Last month's increase
reversed recent moderate
upswings in the measure, in-
cluding the 0.4 percent gain of
January and the 0.3 percent
of December. -

If prices fell for 12 straight
months at February's 0.1 per-
cent, the yvearly decline would
be 1.7 percent after seasonal
adjustment. The rate
reported by the department is
based on a more precise
calculation of monthly
changes than the figure it
makes public.

Inflation for all of last year
rose 7 percent at the
wholesale level, the smallest
vearly rise in the index since
1977. The moderating rate
was attributed to the reces-

sion, the worldwide oil glut
and abundant food supplies.
This year’s rate is expected
by analysts to be in the range
of 6 percent to 7 percent.

Reagan Gets Tough
With Mitterrand

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Reagan is prepar-
ing to deliver some “tough
talk’” to visiting French
President Francois Mitter-
rand over French arms sales
to Nicaragua and diplomatic
backing for leftist guerrillas
in El Salvador, officials say.

The Reagan administration
is angry over France’s recent
decision to_sell $20 million in
arms, including shoulder-
mounted rockets, to
Nicaragua, which the ad-
ministration contends is the
main arms supplier for the
Salvadoran rebels.

“Nicaragua's role in El
Salvador is being abetted by

France, one of our allies, and
that is a bit scandalous,” a
White House official said
Thursday. He did not want to
be identified.

Mitterrand was to arrive
aboard a Concorde SST later
today for an urusually short
visit to talk with Reagan on a
mounting number of pro-
blems between the two long-
time allies.

The only public item on
Mitterrand’s schedule during
his 10-hour visit was a three-
hour meeting with Reagan at
the White House. The two
have met on three previous
occasions since Mitterrand, a

Cheap Food Hurting

'‘British Farmer Too

Cheap food policies are
keeping English farmers
from making the profits that
the Frenchmen 22 miles away
enjoy, according to a British
couple touring the
southwestern states compar-
ing agricultural practices.

Ralph and Laurel Stevens,
grain and beef farmers from

Kent, England, toured
Griffin-Brand, Arrowhead
Mills, Hereford and

Southwest Feedlots Thursday
‘and said the farmers in
America are having ‘‘an
awfully raw time of it.”

Their viewpoint is similar
on farming in England.
Cheap food wundercuts
farmers there and puts coun-
tries which put duties onfood
at an advantage. Mrs.
Stevens said farmers in the
apple business are being put
out of business by French im-
ports. French tariffs bring
wheat prices up to $§7 to $9 a
bushel, while in England the
price is around $5 and close to
$3.88 a bushel in the U.S.

The Stevens' said it was
cheaper to travel to Franceé to
buy a British made car, pay
the import duties and taxes
than to purchase it in the
homeland. :

And in England dealers
cannot sell Japanese made
vehicles unless their business
is properly registered. The
government does not allow
but a certain number of im-
ported cars to be sold yearly.

“It's a big political thing,"”
Mrs. Stevens said. ‘‘The
French put import duties on
top of the Common Market
charge."”

“In food, you take what you
are given,” Stevens said, con-
trasting the power of a
manufacturer who is given
what he asks, “If you over-
produce, the government will
buy into intervention, but at a
fairly low price.”

“Farmers always grouse a

bit, but over here they seem
to have a reason,” Mrs.
Stevens commented.

The base rate for loans,
most of which are taken from
private banks, is about 13.5
percent in England with most
people paying about three
digits more.

“What we've heard is that
over here you pay your
taxes,” Stevens said, noting
that in England everyone
tries to avoid as much tax as
possible. The Britons pay
about 33 percent in income
tax.

The high tax isn’t much in-
centive for the working class
to overdo it, according to
Mrs. Stevens. The average

" work day in England is from 9

a.m. to 5 p.m. with an hour
and a half or more for lunch.
“You hustle over here, you
get on with it,” she said.
“People at home used to
gaily do seven days a week,”

Stevens said, ‘“‘But now folks
don’'t want to work Satur-
days.”

About 2% percent of the
population are farmers or
farm workers in England, the
couple said, with the labor
diminishing with mechaniza-
tion.

The Stevens’ traveled from
their 88-acre farm to visit
friends from Dallas who are
Sussex cattle breeders. The
couple was amazed at the size
of farms and ranches here,
noting that a large ranch in
England would have about
300 head of cattle.

The Stevens' are just
recently starting to grain fat-
ten cattle in addition to
winter feeding and have
begun using stacked round
bales of hay. Since their
herds are smaller, the British
have their own feeding
systems instead of feed lots.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
The. Texas AFL-CIO has
decided a non-endorsement in
the Democratic guber-
natorial primary is the first
step in its drive to get
Republican Bill Clements out
of the Governor’s Mansion
this year.

“Women, men, old people children
of different ages ... all were slashed in
the throat and some people were
decapitated,” the telegram said.

The telegram was seen by a reliable
source, but the Santa Cruz del Quiche
police denied knowledge of it. The
report could not be independently con-
firmed

said Col. Jaime Rabanales, chief of
the army’s public relations office.

A military spokesman, who asked
not Lo be identified by name, said
there were reports of seven people
killed in the area Sunday. He said the
figure had apparently mushroomed

DEAR DR. LAMB — I eat
fish and fow] whenever I can
get them because too much
beef brings on arthritis. 1
must avoid fats but I am at a
loss to know which fish are
fatty. Are bluefish and shad
fatty fish?

DEAR READER — I'm
not sure why you think beef
brings on arthritis. There is
no evidence of this. If you
are describing a personal
reaction it is most unusual.

Most fish, with the excep-
tion of some of the more fat
tyfes such as sardines and
salmon, do not introduce a
lot of fat into the diet. Fish
in general are low calorie
foods. That is because 80
percent of the muscle tissue
is water. Even though the
total number of grams of fat
is small, the percent of calo-
ries in the fish from fat may
be quite high. About 20 per-
cent of lake trout by weight
is fat but that is about 55
percent of the total calories
in the edible portion.

In contrast, less than 1
percent of the weight of
flounder is fat and that is
about 9 percent of the total
calories in the edible
portion. It is the old problem
again of expressing IPood val-
ues in grams or calories.
Using calories is far less

confusing for most ’

consumers. .

Some fish fat in the diet
may be beneficial. Studies
show that in people with
high normal or higher cho-
lesterol levels eating some
salmon or other fish that
contains a reasonable
amount of fish oil may lower
the cholesterol level.

Fish fat is about the only
fat in our diet that is hi%hly
polyunsaturated, with four
or six spots on the carbon
chain that do not contain
hydrogen. Other polyunsatu-
rated fat sources usually
have only two spots.

Bluefish is 3.3 percent fat
by weight, which is 25.5 per-
cent of its total calories, and
shad is 10 percent by weight
which is 54 percent of its
total calories of the edible
portion.

DEAR DR. LAMB — My
husband has slightly elevat-
ed blood pressure and his
urologist told him to reduce
salt.

DEAR READER — The
reason people with elevated
blood pressure or retention
of fluid are advised to avoid
salt is to decrease the sodi-
um intake in their diet.
Potassium and other ele-
ments are not important in
this regard. None of those
other ingredients in
Morton's Lite Salt will
adversely affect your
husband.

DEAR DR. LAMB — 1
read your column about bed
rest and have some ques-
tions. How long is it before
calcium starts to be mobil-
ized from the bones, weeks
or months?

Our daughter at age 16
had an aneurysm and was
paralyzed before surgery.
After rupture of the aneu-
rysm she was paralyzed on
her left side because of
spasms. Six weeks later she
could move her left side
again but was not allowed to
be up because of the danger

involved. After surgery she
lost the use of her right side,
but started to have physical
therapy as soon as ible,
even though bedridden. It
was over a month before she
was able to walk, with the
help of a brace and walker.

It is now a year and a half
since her surgery and due to
fatigue she is not as active
as she would like to be. What
might be expected regarding
her bone involvement?

DEAR READER — Your
daughter has enough prob-
lems already that are proba-
bly more important than the
amount of bone calcium she
may have lost, but it is an
important part of her total
care. In bed rest studies to
evaluate the possible effects
of weightlessness for space
flights, we found out that
young healthy men will start
to mobilize calcium within
the first week. Other studies
in the presence of fractures
showed that calcium mobili-
zation begins almost at once,
a good reason to avoid bed
rest if you want to speed up
the hea{ing of fractures.

Your daughter undoubted-
ly has a loss of calcium dur-
ing bed rest. But being up
now and moving around
some may be enough to
avoid a serious problem. The
calcium in young people is
guickly regained. Exercise

oes seem to strengthen

bones, but posture (being
upright) seems to be the
most important factor.

Incidentally, that is a good
reason why older people or
those who already have
osteoporosis (dissolving
bones) should avoid bed rest.
It is better for their bones if
they are at least sitting up.

Kentucky Avoids Lonlsvﬂle Clash

The University of Ken-
tucky, avoiding a meeting
with Louisville for the first
time in 23 years, made sure
the rivalry will go unrenewed
for at least another season.

The 15th-ranked Wildcats
blew an early lead Thursday
night and lost, 5044, to Mid-
dle Tennessee in the first
round of the NCAA basketball
tournament's Mideast
Regional at Nashville, Tenn.

The upset, instead, put Mid-
dle Tennessee into the second
round against Louisville on
Saturday.

Kentucky and Louisville,
seemingly natural cross-state
rivals, have not met on a
basketball court since the

" 1959 NCAA tournament when

the Cardinals defeated the
Wildcats 76-61 in the Mideast
Regional. Louisville has tried
on numerous occasions to
renew the rivalry since then,

and several to force a
meeting have died in the Ken-
tucky legislature, the most
recent during this session.
Rick Campbell scored 19
points for the Blue Raiders,
227 and champions of the
Ohio Valley Conference. A

.three-point play by Jerry

Beck gave the Raiders a 28-26
lead with three minutes left in
the first half, and Kentucky
never led again.

The Wildcats, who lost to
Alabama in the finale of the
Southeastern Conference
tournament, saw their record
drop to 22-8.

In the other first-round
game at Nashville, Indiana
began defense of its NCAA
crown with a 94-62 drubbing
of Robert Morris, setting up a
second-round meeting with
Alabama-Birmingham.

In the rest of the first-round
games, No. 16 Wake Forest
downed Old Dominion 74-57
and James Madison beat
