(EFFECTIVE AS OF DEC. 14,1970 ).
Since the School Cafeteria is not to operate in competition 

with private enterprises (other food serving e s ta b lish m e n ts ), 
i t  is necessary that the following policy regarding a d u l t  
meals be followed--effective Monday, December 14, 1970:

1. Only adults who are employees of the Plains School and 
their husbands and /o r  wives are to be served meals on a regular 
daily basis.

2. The price of lunch for adults who are not employees of 
the Plains School shall be $1. 00 each.

3. Only employees o f the Plains School, members of the 
school employee's immediate family, and immediate f ami l y  
members of Plains School students are eligible to eat lunch in 
the school cafeteria.

I personally be­
lieve that Federal Low rent  
Housing fills a void that pres­
ently exists for the lowincome 
families.

Cities have no fina n c i a 1 
obligation in either obtaining 
low rent housing or in its oper­
ation once the project has be­
en completed. About the only 
obligation that the City Coun­
cil has is the appointment of 
the Housing Board which oper­
ates it.

It can meet the challenge of improvement and 
progress and insure its stability or it can lackadaisically ignore 
these needs and wither and erode into a state of mere existance.

FOOTNOTE TO HISTORY

Following annexation, however, United States troops r e ­
fused to let Texas officials into the area. Angered at thisaf- :  
front, Governor P. Hansborough Bell notified the President of 
the United States that Texas intended to take possession of its 
territory even if it had to use force.

Congress realized that Texas wasn't kidding. To prev en t 
hostilities, the United States offered Texas $10 million for the 
disputed land in the Compromise of 1850. Texas accepted the 
offer and civil war was averted.

prophets and politicians rushed 
into print and on the air to 
explain the results of the elec­
tion of the previous day.

But after more unhurried re­

flection, it might be w ell to con ­
sider a point of non-partisan 
significance which apparently 
has been largely overlooked.

The concensus seems to be 

that although unbridled crime 
is still with the nation, this blot 
on the Am erican life style was 
overshadowed by the faltering 
econom y and the unem ploy­
ment situation.

* * *
As has been explained many 

times, any move against infla­
tion must incur some econ­
omic dislocation on a tem por­
ary basis. This is an article of 
faith with most economists, 
and perhaps an economy can 
be managed to achieve stability. 

* * *
But just as Mrs. O 'Leary had 

her mind occupied with obtain­
ing some milk when the cow  
kicked over the lantern to cre­
ate the holocaust of Chicago, 
so did the national econom ic 
planning proceed without due 
thought to the impact of a pro­
longed strike of General Motors. 

* * *
No one can tell what econ­

omic level the country would 
have been on in the fall o f 1970 
if the lantern had not been 
kicked over in Detroit.

* * *
Because a strike in an econ­

om ic concentration as huge as 
General Motors has a domino

effect throughout the country, 
making its mark on the steel 
industry, many smaller machine 
shops, on transportation and 
practically every facet of A m er­
ican life.

* * *
There are some w ho claim 

the answer to the econom ic 
problems created by such a 
strike is to roll back the size 
of such industrial complexes. 
Others claim such a move is 
tantamount to seeking to un­
scramble an egg and any at­
tempt in this direction would 
create econom ic chaos.

* * *
However, an immediate solu­

tion to the problem would ap­
pear to be in the area of re­
vising current labor laws.

The nation’s independent bus­

iness, voting through the Na­
tional Federation of Indepen­
dent Business has supported 
various bills such as outHwing 
nationwide labor bargaining, 
placing unions under the anti­
trust laws, and other measures.

It seems obvious that some 

measures to restrain the power 
of unions to throw the economy 
into a tailspin should be a 
prime objective of- all politi­
cal parties.

* * *
For while one party may feel 

gleeful that econom ic condi­
tions favored them in this par­
ticular election, the union pow ­
er to upset the economy hangs 
over the heads of all as a sword 
of Damocles. The next time it 
may be the opposite party that 
comes up short.

BUYING HAMS 
BY SUDIE THOMPSON

Invite the holiday genie into 
your kitchen to conjure up a 
festive, delicious dinner that's 
sure to please your family and 
friends. Chances are he'll spot 
light ham--that wonderful, ver 
satile meat that makes its own 
holiday magic.

Garnish with pineapple and 
cherries, an old f a s h i o n e d  
brown sugary glaze or whatever 
your tastebuds and imagination 
tempt you to try, ham can dre­
ss up your holiday table beaut­
ifully. And its " I ' l l  h a v e  
another slice" flavor b l e n d s  
memorable with so many other 
favorite traditional foods.

But before you start accent­
ing all those compliments you- 
11 be journeying to the grocer's 
and there thewide variety of 
modern hams may baffle you 
just a bit. Precooked, smoked, 
fully cooked, ham with water 
added; it's enough to puzz l e  
e ven your genie. So why not 
take a few minutes now to 
figure out which type best suits 
your plans for holiday entertai­
ning?

Basically, hams fall into twe 
categories--those that n e e d  
cooking before you serve them 
and those that don't. Which 
you should buy depends on how 
busy your guests, holiday bak­
ing and other plans will keep 
you.

Hams that you cook yourself 
can be either fresh or cure d .
All fresh hams must be cooked 
throughly, as any other f r e sh 
pork. They should be heated tc 
an internal temperature of at 
least 170 degrees F. b e f o r e  
serving for best flavor and tex­
ture.

Cured hams--the type you'll 
most often find on the market- 
should be cooked according to 
the directions on the label, us­
ually to an internal temperatu­
re of 160 degrees F. Cured ham 
require less cooking time beca­
use in the curing process they 
are injected, during a heating 
process, with a special solution 
which'maintains normal meat 
color and flavors the meat.

Smoking also involves heat­
ing the ham to a temperature 
in the smokehouse suffic i e n t 
to kill any trichina that may 
be present. However, cured-- 
and smoked hams, unless labe­
led "fully cooked" still require 
further cooking to assure good 
texture and flavor.

Some hams which la ve been 
cured are also smoked , and 
their labels say so. S m o k i n g  
gives ham that distinctive fla-< 
vor many people a s s o c i a t e  
with country-style hams, and 
involves hanging the c u r e d 
ham over burning hardwood—  
often hickory. Labels on hams 
inspected by the USDA can’ t 
say a ham is "hickory-smoked' 
unless it is.

Labels on cured and cured-- 
and--smoked hams that read 
"fully cooked” tell you that 
the processor cooked these ham 
thoroughly . They are ready 
for you to eat and enjoy. If 
you prefer them warm, you 
need only heat them to 130 de­
grees F. internal temperature. 
So they can save you consider­
able cooking time.

Another time-saving ham 
for the holiday-busy cook is 
the ready-to- eat canned ham. 
All canned hams are ful ly c o ­
oked. And they are usu a l l y  
boneless and skinless, so there 
is little waste. This may make 
their slightly higher tost worth­
while.

Cured hams and cured-and- 
smoked hams may also be pur 
chased boneless, however. And 
you may occasionally find so - 
me marked semi-boneless, wh­
en part of the bone has b e e n  
removed.

Whichever type you c h o o s e  
the label on a federally inspec­
ted ham is a valuable g u i d e  
for you. It must accurately list 
the correct p ro  due t name, 
ingredients, firm's name and 
address, establishment numb­
er andn et weight of the ediblf 
contents of the package. The 
net weight of the c a n n e d  
ham includes the dry gelatin 
used to hold the cooked--out 
juices.

"What about the label that 
says "imitation ham"? These 
are hams which contain more 
than 10°/o added water a f t er  
the curing process. USDA 
regulations require that they 
be labeled accordingly. Hams 
containing 10 percent or less 
added water after curing mu­
se be labeled "ham-water ad­
ded. " If they don’ t contain 
any added water, they are 
labeled "ham with natural 
juices, gelatin added. ” It's 
part of USDA's efforts to 
let shoppers know what they' 
re paying for.

Many hams are labeled-- 
“keep refrigerated. " Be sure 
to buy such hams only from 
a refrigerated case, and to 
keep them the same way on­
ce you get them home. Many 
companies also offer storage 
hints, cooking directions, se­
rving suggestions, and recipe 
on their labels. These can 
spark your holiday creativity 
to try "something different. "

Some of the hams you fine 
at your store's meat counter 
won't be specifically Laaeled 
because they have been cut 
from larger hams. USDA me 
at inspectors advise that in 
this case you assume the han 
is the cook-before-eating- 
kind, and prepare it accord­
ingly.

The whole ham, which is 
the upper part of the hog's 
hind leg, is frequently cut 
into several smaller p ieces 
after it leaves a f edera l l y  
inspected plant. If the ham 
is cut in half, for example, 
the upper, meatier, roundec 
half is marked "butt half, " 
and lower, slightly pointed 
half is labeled "shank half.''

Sometimes the meaty ce ­
nter slices between the sha­
nk and butt are removed by 
the butcher for separate sale 
When these slices are remo­
ved, the shank section must 
be labeled "shank portion" 
and the butt section, "butt 
pgrtion (or end)."

Now, both you and your 
genie are ready to selec t 
the ham that best sui t s 
your family's needs and 
tastes, and conjure up some

TOPIC: YOUR FEDERAL IN­
COME TAX

Mo s t  of us figure we are 
getting sh ov ed a r o u nd  by 
inflation everyway we t urn.  
However, we don’t expect the 
Internal Revenue Service to 
be shoved by anybody or any­
thing. W ell-it can be d o n e .  
Inflation has shoved the price 
of "Your-Federal IncomeTax" 
up to 75 cents. 1RS revises and 
updates this popular how-to- 
prepare-your-income-tax pub­
lication each year. Last year 
the Government Printing Office 
offered the booklet became 
even more valuable--or at le­
ast you're going to have to pay 
more. It’ s still a bargain, so 
take your 6 bits and go to the 
nearest Internal Revenue Ser­
vice office for the answers to 
most of your tax questions. Do­
n't forget to read the book af­
ter you buy it;

Q) This summer I didn’t ex­
pect I’d owe any taxes so I 
filled out the form that keeps 
income taxes from being taken 
out of your pay. Now I’ve gone 
back to work part-time for the 
same company and I think I 
will owe tax after all. What 
should I do?

A) File a new Form W-4, 
Employee’s Withholding Ex­
emption Certificate. This will 
authorize your employer to 
withhold Federal income taxes 
on your earnings for the bal­
ance of the year.

If you estimate that your 
withholding will be less than 
your tax liability, you may 
want to claim no exemptions 
on the W-4. This will increase 
the amount taken out of your 
pay for taxes. You will still be 
entitled to claim all the ex­
emptions you are entitled to 
when you file your tax return.

Q) There was a fire in my 
apartment and some of the fur­
niture was so badly damaged I 
had to get rid of it. Can I de­
duct this as a fire loss?

A) Yes, personal losses due 
to the fire are deductible to 
the extent they exceed $100. To

arrive at the amount of your 
loss, take the smaller of the 
original cost of the furniture 
or the difference between the 
fair market value of the items 
before and after the fire.

If you were covered by in­
surance and received compen­
sation for the loss, this com­
pensation should be subtracted 
from the amount you may de­
duct.

For more details, send a post 
card to your 1RS district office 
and ask for a free copy of 
Publication 547, “ Tax Infor­
mation on Disasters, Casualty 
Losses, and Thefts.”

Q) I just switched jobs and 
my company is taking social 
security tax out of my pay even 
though I paid the limit on my 
old job. Is there any way I can 
stop this?

A) No, employers are re­
quired by law to withhold so­
cial security taxes on the first 
$7,800 of wages paid to each 
of their employees. If more 
than the maximum is withheld 
from your pay this year be­
cause you had two or more em­
ployers you should take a 
credit for the excess against

your income tax. This is ex­
plained in the instructions you 
will receive in January with 
your tax forms.

Q) Our second child was 
born in September. Does that 
mean I get a $650 exemption 
for him?

A) No, the amount allowed 
for personal exemptions on in­
come tax returns for the 1970 
tax year is $625. For withhold­
ing purposes, exemptions were 
$600 for the first half of 1970 
and are $650 for the second 
half of the year.

Exemptions are not pro­
rated so you are entitled to 
the full $625 no matter when 
in the year your child was 
born.

Q) Can you count groceries 
given to a church Thanksgiving 
benefit as a charitable contri­
bution?

A) Yes, food, clothing and 
other items given to a charita­
ble organization are deductible 
contributions. Use the fair 
market value of the items to 
determine the amount o f the 
deduction.

Note that food or clothing 
given to an individual is not a 
charitable contribution under 
our tax laws. Only,when the 
gift goes to a qualified chari­
table or other tax exempt 
group is the contribution a tax 
deduction.

WASHINGTON, D .C .
The Internal Revenue Service 

is offering to figure the income 
tax and retirement income cre­
dit for upwards o f 30 m i l l i o n  
taxpayers filing 1970 fed era 1 
income tax returns, it was ann­
ounced November 18,1970.

The IRS said its new rulesfor 
figuring the tax could reduce 
the largest single type of error 
made by taxpayers each year 
as well as help elderly persons 
who have had difficulty with 
retirement income credit calcu 
lations.

Errors in figuring the tax we­
re discovered" on 3.6 million of 
the 78 million income tax ret­
urns filed for 1969 the IRS said. 
These errors resulted from tax­
payers using the wrong tab 1 e , 
line or column to figure his tax,

Under the new rules, the IRS 
will, on request, figure the tax 
for persons with incomes up to 
$20,000 who take the standard

deduction and whose income is 
from salaries and wages, divid­
ends, interest, and pensions and 
annuities. The new rules inclu­
de pension and annuity income 
for the first time so that the 
elderly can take advantage of 
the offer.

Specific instructions and a 
sample filled in return to help 
taxpayers who would like the 
IRS to figure their tax are prov­
ided in the instruction booklet 
that comes with the tax forms. 
Those who claim the retireme­
nt income credit and wish to 
have the IRS figure the credit 
should also follow the instruct­
ions at the top o f Schedule R ’ 
o f the Form 1040.

A fter the IRS figures the tax 
on a return, it will have a re­
fund or bill for the tax due sent 
to the taxpayer. Bills for tax 
due should be paid within 30 
days to avoid interest or penal­
ty charges.

Accent 
on Health

Computers will never replace 
the family physician or health 
professional, but the Texas Sta­
te Department of Health is usi­
ng the electronic marvel to 
simplify record keeping and to 
provide better services for its 
different divisions and the peop­
le of Texas.

One of the most obvious adva­
ntages of a computer is its space 
for records. Bulky paper or card 
files can be transformed into re­
latively small magnetic tapes 
or disks for simple filing and 
easy access for futu re recall of 
information.

Speed is a major factor invol­
ved in computer use. Searching 
of recoru., one reports have be­
en designed, programmed and 
stored, can be accomplished qu­
ickly . After mounting the pro­
per tape reel or disk pack on 
the computer, the information 
is researched in seconds and pl­
aced on paper by a high s peed  
printer.

W.E. Barrington, Jr., direct­
or of the Office of Data Process­
ing, is highly skilled in his job 
and is recognized throughout 
the profession. He is a f o r m e r  
president of the Austin Chapter 
of Data Processing Management 
Association and has served as in­
ternational director.

In the State Health Departme 
nt's computer data bank are m i­
llions of bits of data on diseases, 
immunizations, vital statistics, 
(births, deaths, marriages, div­
orces, e tc .), venereal disease 
and tuberculosis cases, crippled 
children’s program, cancer pat­
ients, accounting budgets, per­
sonnel, migrant health, air and 
water pollutants and many more
necessary areas.

Barrington says, "The stor­
age capacity and speed o f 
access to information is one 
of the big advantages of using 
computers, together with the 
flexibility of storage and the 
printed output potential. "As 
one example, he said that a 
full year's birth records-more 
than 200, 000 now in Tex a s 
were put on one reel o f mag­
netic tape.

Necessity for such serv i c e  
has paralleled the growth of 
the State Health Department 
and its extension of services 
to more and more people.

The Data Processing office 
has two components, systems 
and programming, and opera­
tions. The most time-consum 
ing part is in programming. 
"You can’ t just push a button 
and expect to get needed in­
formation," said Barrington. 
"You have to do a lot of plan­
ning and work to tell the com ­
puter how to handle the data 
once it is put into the machi­
ne. " He said computer progr­
amming is a technical, highly 
specialized field.

The legends and truths about 
Christmas—that happiest o f all 
holidays—differ greatly from 
country to country and are 
o fte n  quite contradictory. 
Here, to set Santa’s record 
straight, are some o f the most 
interesting facts and beliefs 
that surround the celebration: 

One little known fact is that 
Christmas was once abolished 
in England and the United 
States!

In 1 6 4 3 , the Puritan 
"Roundheads”—so called be­
cause o f  the round hats they 
wore—passed a law in Parlia­
ment against the Christmas hol­
iday, which they considered 
pagan. Gradually, the people 
who resented this edict rebel- 

‘ led against Oliver Cromwell’s 
“ R o u n d h e a d ”  dictatorship 
and, in 1654, the law against 
Christmas was repealed.

On the other hand, Christmas 
did not become a legal holiday 
in this country until Alabama 
declared it so in 1836. Louisi­
ana and Arkansas followed suit 
in 1838 and, during the Civil 

f War, thirteen additional states
kj did the same. The District o f
fi Columbia, lagging-far behind,

finally recognized Christmas in 
1870.

It may come as a surprise to 
you, but turkey—America’s tra­
ditional Christmas dish—is rare­
ly “ gobbled”  at England’s holi­
day tables. There, roast beef 
has been the favorite meal 
since pagan times—when the 
ancient Druids sacrificed two 
white bulls as a winter rite.

What about Santa Claus? 
When did he first arrive in this

country?
Though the Dutch brought 

him to New York in the form 
o f  St. Nicholas, Santa Claus—as 
we know him today—didn’t 
come into being until Dr. 
Clement C. Moore wrote his 
famous poem that began, 
“ ’Twas the night before Christ­
mas.”  Dr. Moore, an Episcopal 
minister, created the jolly fel­
low and companion reindeer in 
1822—to entertain his own 
children.

“Concealed”
Weapons

“ That guy is so tough," runs an 
old gag, “ that if he puts his hands 
in his pockets, he could be arrested 
for carrying concealed weapons.”

He couldn’t, though, no matter 
how deadly his fists, because they 
would not be “ concealed.”  In spite 
o f the fabric covering the pockets, 
anyone could tell that his hands 
were there.

For contrast, consider this case:
A  man arrested with a gun in 

his pocket argued that it had not 
really been concealed, because it 
made a distinct and visible bulge.

But the court decided there was 
still sufficient concealment to make 
the man guilty o f the charge. The

judge said a mere bulge was not 
enough warning, to an ordinary 
observer, that the man was armed.

It is this test— obviousness to an 
ordinary observer— that the law 
usually applies in deciding whether 
a person is carrying a concealed 
weapon. Thus, a gun would not be 
considered concealed simply be­
cause a particular person, looking 
from a particular angle, was un­
able to see it. For example:

A  man who had a gun openly 
displayed in his belt was found 
not guilty o f  the offense. Even 
though the arresting officer— ap­
proaching from behind— could not 
see the gun, it was obvious enough 
for ordinary observation.

And what does “ carrying" mean7 
Does the person actually have to 
be moving with the gun?

One man, seeing an officer near 
by, hastily slipped his pistol into 
an inside pocket. Arrested and 
brought to trial for carrying a con­
cealed weapon, he offered this de­
fense to the court: 

i “  ‘Carrying’ means transporting 
the weapon from one place to an­
other. I did not move a single 
step.”

But the court pointed out that, 
although “ carrying” could mean 

. “ transporting,” it could also mean 
just “possessing.”  The judge de­
cided to pick the meaning which,

made the m ost sense— and he 
found the man guilty.

Each farm has a different pr­
oblem and each problem has a 
different solution, but operators 
who manage to keep their land 
from blowing seem to have fe­
wer problems to so lve than th­
ose who allow the blowing to 
continue. They have less plant­
ing problems in the Spring. Th­
ey can usually plant earlier on 
the more stable field than on 
the field that has a tendency to 
blow. They also seem to have 
less friction with their n eighb- 
ors. The farmer whose land is 
adjacent to a blowing field has 
the hardest job of all. He cann­

o t  control what his n e i g h b o r  
does. He may not be "His brot­
her's Keeper" and Ije is not res­
ponsible for his neighbor's mis­
takes, but he could easily have 
problems with his banker if his 
neighbor's mistakes kept him 
from paying off his no tuss.

Two practices that have long 
been recognized as the best way 
to control blowing sand is deep 
breaking and crop residue man­
agement. Deep breaking gets 
some of the clay turned up and

C O N S E R V A T I O N --------o f
" Soil and Water"
By Wilson Q. Duke, Soil Con­
servationist

Our greatest p r o b l e m  in 
Soil Conservation is "erosion" 
the wearing away of topsoil 
by wind and water action. Er­
osion is a serious problem be­
cause plants need topsoil. It, 
alone, is rich in the materials 
plants need to grow. On the 
average, topsoil in its natural 
state is less than 10 " deep. Na 
ture makes top soil very slowly 
There are many factors invol­
ved as to how much time that 
it takes to build top soil, such 
as climate, living organisms, 
the lay of the land and parent 
rock.

“* We have lost many millions 
of acres of topsoil due to eros­
ion, and many other millions 
of acres have suffered s o m e  
damage. We are all aware of 
the erosion during the "Dust 
Bowls" of the 1930's. We also

notice the erosion of our top­
soil every time we see a mud­
dy stream. This is number one 
pollution problem, of some of 
our rivets and streams. Gener­
ally speaking the United States 
has abundant water supplies, 
but it is so unevenly distributed 
that some places are always fa- 
cing a water shortage. This is 
due to some extent by not plan 
ning ahead for increased popu­
lation and for increased use of 
water by individuals. Beforethe 
days of home plumbing, baths, 
heating systems, air condition­
ing and washing machines, the 
average family used about 8 
gallons of water per person ea­
ch day. Yet, today more than 
150 gallons per day per person 
is used. As our population con­
tinues to grow, the demand for 
water will continue to increase, 
More efficient use of our water 
and the re-use of available wa­
ter will to some extent help me 
et these increased needs.
