Almost half a square mile is 
proposed to be annexed into the city 
of Iowa Park.

Meeting in a called session Tuesday 
night, the city council set a public 
hearing on theannexation for Dec. 13, 
which is the council's next regular 
meeting dale.

Annexation is being requested by 
petition, primarily from resklents of 
housing developments Shiloh I and II. 
However the area involved lakes in 
considerably more than the develop 
ments.

The proposed territory is bounded 
on the north side by Shiloh II. and on 
the west by the west fence of Park 
Tank, a firm that fronts on the access 
road, and Johnson Road on the east.

A f>etition signisl by 48 residents of 
the proposed annexing territory was 
presented to the council by Don 
Flowers, who resides in that area. Of 
the 48 signatures, 44 signed as being 
for annexation. and four signed as 
being against annexation.

The signatures reportedly repre­
sented 80 percent of the eligible 
voters owning property in the area, 
and under state law. a simple 
majority can carry such an issue.

Article 974. which was quoted at 
the meeting, slates:

"When a majority of the 
inhabitants qualified to vote for 
members of the State legislature of 
any territory adjoining the limits of 
any city incorporated under, or 
accepting the provisions of. thus title.

to the extent of one half mile in width, 
shall vote in favor of becoming a part 
of said city, any three of them may 
make affidavit to the fad to lie filed 
before the mayor, who shall certify 
the same to the c.»y council of said 
city. The said d'ajcouncil may, by 
ordinance, recci' mithem as part of 
said city: frotrfrot henceforth the
territory soreceilea shall lx- a part of 
said city; and the Jlhabitants thereof 
shall be entitled to til the rights and 
privileges of ot 4 citizens. and bound 
by the acts ai r,lS finances made in 
conformity I anti passed in
pursuance of ' le.

G.R. “Rusty" Rusk, owner of Park 
Tank, appeared before the council 
Tuesday to voice his disapproval of 
being included in the annexing area.

He explained that he had moved 
out of the city to where he is now 
located because of problems created 
with neighboring residents by his 
heavy equipment which operates on a 
24 hour basis.

Mayor Johnny Crawford assured 
Rusk that the area along the Access 
Road would he considered for zoning 
as light industrial and business use hy 
the city 's planning and zoning 
commission.

An effort was made by residents of 
the Shiloh additions earlier this year 
to he annexed. Complications brought

about by inaccurate legal dcscripli 
of the area nullified (he propos, 
however.

The proposed area at that tin 
included only (he two housir 
developments and three residenti 
properties fronting Johnson Road.

Resides taking in a squared off are 
this time, the home of Junior Guthrii 
is included this time.

Guthrie, who platted Country Hill: 
Estates. the residential area north ol 
the Expressway, had not included he 
home site in the original plat.

One tract of land on the w est side of 
Johnson Road is already in the city 
limits. The tract is the Kidd Texaco 
Station, which was annexed when the 
txisincss was built about five years 
ago.

Other areas nearby the proposed 
annexing area had indicated a desire 
to he taken into the city, such as the 
home of Rip Smiih north of Shiloh. 
However because of the half mile 
limit as set out in the law. that area
could not he taken in under this 
petition.

The council is to make a decision on 
whether to accept the area into the 
city following the public hearing. 
Indications are. at the present, that 
aldermen will vote in favor of 
an nexation.

Dillard reportedly remains in 
Guadalupe County Jail in lieu of 
$40,000 bond.

The fifth person. Delores Everett
Cox. 39. of Denison, was charged for 
conspiracy to possess over four 
ounces of marijuana and is free after 
posting $5,000 bond.

The drug bust began to materialb.e 
around 7:30 p.m. Nov. 16 when a 
Guadalupe County deputy sheriff 
noticed a low flying aircraft circling

the county airstrip, located about 35 
miles northeast of San Antonio.

The aircraft landed and parked 
near the hangar.

Noticing no movement insidi the 
aircraft, the deputy called for a 
backup unit, but when both officers 
converge) on the aircraft the pilot 
was gone, the Seguin Gazette 
reported.

The officers discovered the aircraft 
was loaded with kilo bricks of 
marijuana, later estimated at 800 
pound* with a street value of 
$257,000.

More police units were called to t he 
scene and the search for the pi kit 
continued.

motel rixim, the newspaper said.
Shortly afterward, two men left the 

motel and made several trips 
between the motel and the airport in 
the uutomobile.

Then the four males left in the van. 
drove to the airport and proceeded to 
empty the contents of the airplane 
into the van.

I .aw enforcement officials converg 
«*l tin the aircraft at that lime and 
made the arrests.

Officers reported no violence. U.S. 
Customs agents seized the airplane, 
automobile and van.

L etters to the E ditor
trailer is not attached.

Hie City Fathers have seen fit to 
raise taxes for the betterment of our 
city, of which the streets are a part, 
and I back them 100%. It seems 
rather wasteful, however, to spend 
tax money on streets and then allow a 
heavy, commercial rig to break them 
down; however, this is not my “beef’. 
I am concerned about the safety of 
the citizens, including children, who 
pass by this particular corner on their 
way to work and school daily. L 
personally, have barely avoided 
either hitting another vehicle, or 
being hit on three different occasions. 
The view of oncoming traffic is 
severely restricted when turning 
onto 4th from Lincoln, or vise-versa. 
The flow of traffic on Lincoln is also 
effectively limited to one. safe lane at 
th e  co rn er .

M any  n e ig h b o rh o o d  c h i ld re n  o n

their way to and from Kidwell, either 
on foot or bicycle, use Lincoln as a 
main artery. In fact, there is a 
pedestrian crossing lane on 4th Street 
some fifty feet south of the corner. 
Streets, corners and intersections are 
dangerous enough for children 
without compounding the situation. 
Perhaps the sign on the opposite 
corner from where the truck parks 
should be changed from reading 
“Caution Children Playing" to “Use 
Extreme Caution Children May Be 
Obscured From View By Illegally 
Parked Commercial Vehicles".

I am not a complainer. and detest 
having to complain, except where 
there is a legitimate reason for doing 
so. I started at the bottom and 
worked all the way to the top in a 
courteous manner. I have bypassed 
no one in the chain of authority, so I 
feel I have a right to voice my opinion

about this matter publicly.
Although I do not profess to being a 

lawyer, this should constitute 
sufficient public notice to the 
operator of the commercial vehicle 
that he is in violation of the law, and 
criminally liable for any damage to 
property or personal injury resulting 
from any future violation. I would 
also think that the City of Iowa Park 
would be equally liable, if not legally 
then morally, for either condoning 
this repeated violation, or failing to 
enforce the law by levying fines in a 
sufficient number and amount to 
discourage such violations by this 
party.

1 would encourage my neighbors in 
the area to join me in objecting to the 
dangers of this situation, and to let 
their voices be heard. Thank you for 
lolling mine bo hoard.

It's unusual for one to become an expert 

at only 14 years of age, but Iowa Park High 
School freshman Charles Parks is just that.

He now holds the black belt in the 
Sho Rin Rhu style Karate.

The son of Mr. and Mrs. Marvin Parks, 
104 S. Yosemite, underwent his test before 
a review board Wednesday evening of last 
week at the Wichita Falls Central Young 
Men’s Christian Association (YMCA).

According to Gregg Russell. YMCA 
karate instructor, a student of only 14 
receiving his black belt is extremely 
unusual.

However. Charles wasn't the youngest of 
the evening. History was made when 
10 year old Todd Weir, son of a Sheppard 
AFB civilian employee, also earned his 
black belt, becoming the youngest student 
ever promoted to black belt in the 
Sho Rin Rhu style in the United States.

Two older students also tested for black 
belt that night.

In addition to Charles, two Iowa Park 
men tested for levels of brown belt 
Wednesday.

And its not only burglar 
ies that increase during 
Christmas.

(burglary of homes, busi 
nesses and autos) are on the 
increase," the police chief 
explained.

Although burglaries are 
on the increase* nationwide, 
Beaver maintained similar 
violations here are tapering 
off in Iowa Park because 
more burglars are being 
arrested or are moving their 
business to other locations.

Beaver added the police 
department here has been 
aided greatly by the 
citizenry.

"The effectiveness of a 
police department is deter 
mined by the support and 
cooperation it receives from 
its citizens.

“I would like to take this

opportunity to say thank 
you to the citizens of Iowa 
Park for their cooperation 
and assistance,” Beaver 
said.

WH AT CHRIST IS COMING FOR

Sentimental pictures have sometimes 
been drawn of Christ returning to live 
humbly among men as he did before, and to 
search men's hearts by the impact of his 
own character and teaching. These bear no 
relation to the realities of Christ's Second 
Coming as they are shown in Scripture. 
Having suffered, he "entered into his glory” 
ll.ukc 24:26), and it Is in glory that he will 
appear again in the earth. He will 
accomplish a work just as real and 
necessary as that of the days of his flesh, 
but wholly different in kind.

111 lie will raise from the dead and judge 
those who have known his message and so 
are responsible to him.

He repeatedly says of the man who truly 
believes on him, "1 will raise him up at the 
last day" (John 6:39, 41. 44, etc.). He also 
speaksof two classes coming forth from the 
graves: "They that have done good, unto 
the resurrection of life; and they that have 
done evil, unto the resurrection of 
damnation" (John 5:29). This is very like 
the prophecy of Daniel: "Many of them that 
sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake, 
some to everlasting life, and some to shame 
and everlasting contempt" iDan. 12:2). Paul 
says of the day of Christ's coming: "The 
dead in Christ shall rise" llThess. 4:16; 1 
Cor. 15:23). Christ links together his 
judgment and his glory when he says: 
"Whosoever shall be ashamed of me and my 
words in this adulterous and sinful 
generation, of him also shall the Son of Man 
be ashamed, when he eometh in the glory of 
his Father with the holy angels" iMark 
8:38). “Whosoever shall deny me before 
men. him will 1 also deny before my Father 
which is in heaven" (Matt. 10:33). Men 
rannot be ashamed of or deny him unless 
they have known of him; therefore, Christ 
limits this judgment to a class made
responsible by knowledge. This is in
harmony with his teaching elsewhere on 
that which brings men into condemnation: 
"This is the condemnation, that light is 
come into the world, and men loved
darkness rather than light”(John 3:19).
‘The word that I have spoken, the same 
shall judge you" (John 12:48). “If ye were 
blind ye should have no sin" (John 9:41). 
Paul teaches the same when he says: "Sin is 
not imputed when there is no law” (Rom. 
5:13). He is writing to the Church at 
Corinth, "them that are sanctified in Christ 
Jesus, called to be saints", when he says: 
"We must all appear before the 
judgment seat of Christ" (2 Cor. 5:10). And 
in the parable, it is those to whom their 
master has "given the money" that are 
railed to render an account before him at his 
return (Luke 19:1125). They are judged 
according to the responsibility entrusted to 
them. These Scriptural limitationsTxclude 
the old idea of a universal assize. There is 
ev ident justice in the teaching of Scripture: 
those who have not heard the message, 
though they cannot be rewarded with life as 
though they had been faithful to it. also will 
not be condemned as though they had 
despised it. Like the animals to whom God

"gives their meat in due season" (l’sa. 
104:37). su c h  m en  e n j o y  fh c  b e n e f i ts  o f  th is  
m o r ta l life  o n ly : th e n  th e y  p a ss  a w a y  " lik e
(he beasts that perish": “(hey shall never 
see light" (Psa. 49:19 20).

|2 |llis  Kingdom being an actual earthly 
realm with a political centre, Christ wil 
establish his throne in Jerusalem.

In Psa. 2. which gives a picture of the 
raging of the nations at Christ's appearing, 
Jehovah says: "Yet have I set my King 
upon mv holy hill of Zion" lv.6). "Out of Zion 
shall go forth the law. and the word of t he 
Iz>rd from Jerusalem” (Isa. 2:3): "Of the 
increase of his government and peace there 
shall be no end. upon the throne of David, 
and upon his kingdom" (Isa. 9:7); "The Lord 
God shall give unto him the throne of his 
father David: and he shall reign over the 
house of Jacob for ever" (Luke 1:32-33).

131 He will execute judgment on those 
nations who try to resist his reign,

"Thou shall break them with; a rod of 
iron; thou shall dash them in pieces like a 
potter's vessel. Be instructed, ye judges of 
the earth. Serve the Lord wilh fear, and 
rejoice with trembling. Kiss the Son, lest he 
be angry, and ye perish from the way" (Psa. 
2:9 12). “The Lord shall roar out of Zion, 
and utter his voice from Jerusalem; and the 
heavens and the earth shall shake" (Joel 
3:16). "A noise shall come even to the ends 
of the earth; for the Lord hath a 
controversy with the nations, he will plead 
with all flesh, he will give them that are 
wicked to the sword, sailh the Lord" (Jer. 
25:31). In his prophecy of the successive 
phases of human rule under the symbol of 
wild beasts Daniel has a vision of the divine 
judgment to come in the lime of the fourth 
beast; and he says: “I beheld even till the 
beast was slain, and his body destroyed, 
and given to the burning flame. As for lhi­
res! of the beasts, they had their dominion 
taken away" (Dan. 7:11 12).

111 Christ will extend his dominion over 
the whole earth, and after a reign of a 
thousand years, whirh is the final stage in 
the process of the world's redemption, will 
surrender the rule to God himself.

"He shall have dominion from sea to sea. 
and from the river unto the ends of the 
earth. They that dwell in the wilderness 
shall bow before him; and his enemies shall 
lick the dust...Yea. all kings shall fall down 
before Him: all nations shall serve him" 
(Psa. 72:8 11; Zech. 9:10). John, describing 
his vision in Revelation, says the saints who 
were "made kings and priests unto God" 
(1:7:5:10) "reigned with Christ a thousand 
years" (20:4). “Then (says Paul) eometh the 
end. when he shall have delivered up the 
kingdom of God, even the Father; when he 
shall have put down all rule and all 
authority and power. For he must reign, till 
hi* hath put all enemies under his feet. The 
last enemy that shall be destroyed is 
death...And when all things shall be 
subdued unto him, then shall the Son also 
himself be subject unto him that pul all 
things under him. that God may be all in all"
(1 Cor. 15:24 28).
