Lamb County's first bale of cotton
this year was sold at an auction
held on the bank corner last Sat-
urday afteronon at 3 p. m. The 595-pou- nd

bale was grown by O. D.
Bingham of Spade, and bought by
the Chamber of Commence, when
Paul Pharris bid a high of 50c a
pound.

Auctioneer was County Attorney
Bob Kirk, who pcrlormcd so well
that observers commented that he
had missed his calling. Waving his
ubiquitous cigar, he sparked thu
bids from a low of 35c to the final
high of 50c.

Mr. Bingham, twenty-five-year-o- ld

Navy vetearn, saidthis was the first
bale of cotton he had ever produced.
Ho is farming this year for the first
time. "I'm proud to have produced
this first- - bale," !said Bingham, "and
appreciate the good price it's
bought." The bale was brought into
the Farmers Gin last
Thursday.

The cotton was taken from about
8 acresof dry land; 2,045 bolls wcn
required to make up the 595 pound
weight.

Demand for all grains continued
xooil last week. Wheat and sorghum
prices reachednew peaks, while oats
and barley advanced sharply, and
corn held firm. At Fort Worth and
Cnlrcrfon, bulk carlots of No. 1 hard
wheal clscd Fridny at $2.71 tt $2.72
per bushel; No. 2 white corn $2.93
to $3.05; yellow $2.50 tto $2.55;
Xto. 3 barley $1.84; No. 2 red oats
$1.27 to $1.31; and No. 2 milo $3.55
to $3.G0.

Itough rice fold at firm prices
last week. First Arkansas Lady
Wright brought $12.60 per barrel.
Demand improved for alfalfa hay,
which moved at slightly higher
values. Prrairie hay eased. Most
sales of new farmers' stock peanuts
have been at suppodt prices. Higher
ioroign wool prices induced active
domesticwool buying.

Good demand and light offer-
ings kept egg prices firm last week,
while all classes of poultry found
attrcngth at some markets. Top
iuality white candled eggs sold gen-

erally around 50 to 55 cents per
dozen, and grade "A" mixed eggs
45 to 50. Heavy hens ranged largely
from 22 to 32 cents per pound, and
fryers from 32 to 39.

Colorado fruits and vegetables
met generally good demand last
week. Peach shipments dwindled,
but Arkansas Valley onions moved
in volume at $1.30 to $1.50 for 50
pound sacks of U". S. No. 1 sweet
Spanish. Potatoes strengthened,and
jeas and cauliflower scored sharp
early-wee-k gains but weekend some
later. Louisiana sweet potatoes
found slow demand at weaker price3.
Icclintog watermelon receipts at
Fort Worth sold a little stronger,
but cabbage, lettuce, and onions
weakened.

Spot cotton marketings increased
last week, as picking and ginning
moved farther north. Strict Low
Middling and above found good de-
mand, but farmers sold less freely,
s prices declined $4.00 to $0.50 per

bale for the week.
Spring lambs sold firm to $1.00

or more higher last week, and aged
sheepgained up to 50 cent3. Medium
to good spring lambs brought $13
to 520.5.0 at San Antoonio, and $20
to $22.50 at Fort Worth. Good and
choice kinds went at $24 to $24.50

t Wichita, $22.50 to $23 at Okla-
homa City, and $25.50 at Denver.
Sows brought mostly $20 to $25
and pigs $20 to $26.

Slaughter and stocker calves
dropped sharply at most soouthwest
markets last week, and cows lost at
.some places. Common to medium
slaughter cows ranged largely from
$12 to $16, and calves $13 to $19.
Most good calves sold at $19.50 to
