The soil consenvation district slo-
gan, “It’s The Rain You Keep That
Counts”, was proved again follow-
ing the good rains of May 8. Checks
made by Soil Conservation Service
technicians on the depth of mois-
ture penetration showed that it
penetrated several times as deep
under good grass cover as under
poor grass cover.’

Rural Mailbox Week
Made Official

The week beginning with the
third Monday in May has been des-
ignated officially and permanently
by the Post Office Department as
Rural Mailbox Improvement Week.

Here are a few pointers for RMI
Week:

See that posts are securely erect-
ed—and that. box is fastened se-
curely.

Replace obsolete box if it is hard
to get mail into it, or if it is hard
to see into it for letters that you
want mailed.

Name should be painted on side
of box which carrier approaches
(or can be on front of box if sev-

gether).

It i a big help if several bxes
are neatly iand 'closely placed on a
plank extending between two posts.

Bottom of box should be 45 in-
ches above the roadway, and should
be on an arm extending out away
from the post, in such @& manner
that it can be easily reached, with
all obstructions including bushes
and large weeds.

Drive your own car up to your
box. If you can easily reach your
maail from behind the wheel of your
car, as the carrier is required to do,
then the chances are that your box
is pretty well located. But better
yvet, talk to your carrier about the
proper location, and the correct set-
ting.

Your carrier serves this box 305
days every year. If it is correctly
set, it lightens his work and saves
him time so that he can more
quickly serve other patrems farther
along his route.

Your mailbox is the front dser
to your home. Since it is uswlally
in front of your home, its neat ap-
pearance will add considerably te
the neat appearance of your home.

Application for money order
should be made out by patron be-
fore purchasing order. Blanks may
be obtained from carrier or from
Post Office.

All letters should be stamped T~
fore being placed in box for eok
lection by carrier. Adequate sup-
ply of stamps should be kept om
hand by patron for this purpose.

Where two or more letters are
mailed at once, stamps and address-
es should be flaced the same diree-
tion. If you receive a daily paper,
it is not necessary to raise the flag
when mailing your letters. Other
wise, flag should be raised.

When you expect important mail,
or for any other reason, desire your
mail before carrier arrives at your
box, you may receive it at the posf
office window in the morning at
about 9:15 or 9:20 before mail
is tied out for route delivery.

Farm ownership loans are made
primarily from funds advanced by
priviate lenders and are fully in-
sured by the Farmers Home Admin-
istration. Insured loans are made for
not more than 90 percent of the fair
and reasonable value of the farm.
Investments by private lenders in
this program are increasing.

Direct farm ownership loans from
appropriated funds are made only
when eligible farmers need to borrow
more than 90 percent of the value of
the farm. Most of the applicants in
this situation are your veterans

farmer owners.
