WASHINGTON (AP) — A HouseSen-
ate conference committee working on
compromise energy legislation today
turned down a Senate proposal for an
outright ban on automobiles that get
poor fuel economy.

The measure was rejected when House
conferees voted 23 to 1 to dump the pro-
posal.

The Senate had passed the ban, to be-
gin in 1980 with cars getting less than 16
miles per gallon, as an alternative to
President Carter’s proposed tax on fuel-
thirsty cars

House conferees made it clear they in-
tend to stand behind the tax measure,
even though the Senate Finance Commit-
tee has rejected such an approach. The
conference committee came as the full
Senate prepared to take up the tax as-
pects of the legislation, as sent to the
floor by the finance committee

Earlier today, House Democratic Whip
John Brademas said after a congressional
leadership breakfast with Carter that ap-
proval of an energy program is “‘a few
weeks off ' But House Speaker Thomas
P. O'Neill said he thought the legislation
could be on the President’s desk within
three weeks

Carter had said last week that if Con-
gress fails to get the energy package to
him soon, it could force him to cancel a
fourcontinent trip planned for next
month

The President raised that possibility
anew today when he met with Saudi Ara-
bian Foreign Minister Saud al-Faisal

At the committee session, Sen. Howard
Metzenbaum, D-Ohio, urged the confer-
ees to go along with the Senate ban on
fuel-thirsty cars

Should those who can afford gas guz-
zlers be permitted to drive them?" Metz-
enbaum asked He said the tax measure
alone would not stop the production of
these large. fuel-inefficient cars, but
would mean that only the affluent could
afford to buy them

House conferees argued that the fuel
savings from such a flat ban would be
negligible. And they said it would ban the
productiop of vehieles such as station wa-
gors. am s ind hearses

Rep. Thomas Ashley, D-Ohio, chair-
man of the House Energy Committee, al-
s0 claimed that such a ban would pose a
severe economic hardship on American
Motors Corp . smallest of the 'Big Four”
automakers

Senate conferees indicated they would
stand behind the proposed ban, but the
overwhelming rejection vote by the
House members had the effect of killing
the proposal since both sides must agree
on each issue

Carter is scheduled to leave on the trip
on Nov. 22, four weeks from today, but
he has said he would postpone or cancel
the journey if Congress is still working on
the energy program.

Asked whether the President raised
such a threat at the meeting today, as he
had last week, Brademas said “he did not
allude to that.”

But Brademas agreed that the few
weeks'’ he predicted it may take to pass

NEW YORK (AP) — The stock market
declined broadly today, pushing the Dow
Jones industrial average below the 800
level for the first time in more than two
\(’3"

The average of 30 blue chip stocks
dropped 2 77 to 799.53 by noon. Declining
issues outnumbered rising stocks by a 31
margin among New York Stock Ex-
change-listed issues.

The last time the Dow Jones average
closed below the 800 mark was Oct. 2,
1975, when it finished at 794.55. On Mon-
day, the Dow Jones industrial average
fell 598 to 80232 a new two-year low,
and the average of 20 transportation
stocks tumbled 3 07 to 201.74

The latest selling wave in the market
has been blamed on concern over nising
interest rates, weakness in the U S. dollar

Deputy Alameda County District Attor-
ney Tom Orloff made the startling disclo-
sure during a preliminary hearing for
Newton before Municipal Judge J. Rob-
ert Friborg.

Orloff said the three tried to
enter the Richmond, Calif., home of
Mary Matthews, 56, a bookkeeper. He
said they had made a mistake and meant

to kill Crystal Gray, who lived next door
to Mrs. Matthew,

“Early Sunday morning in Richmond
there was an incident that looks like an
attempted assassination of my most im-
portant witness in this case,”” Orloff told
Friborg.

Police investigators said Mrs. Mat-
thews heard someone trying to break
through her front door and telephoned
police. They said she then heard noise at
her back door, and grabbed a .38 caliber

pistol.

Police said Mrs. Matthews fired

According to officials of the U.S. Board
on Geographic Names, which is conduct-
ing the hearing, the mountain was called
by the Indian name Denali for centuries
But in 1896, prospector William A. Dick-
ev stuck the McKinley tag on the peak

"Alaska Gov. Jay Hammond said Dickey
“fell in with a trio of prospectors who
were rabid champions of free silver, and
after listening to their arguments for
manv weary days, Dickey retaliated by
naming the mountain after the champion
of the gold standard

Hammond said Dickey also selected
the name because the first news he heard
upon leaving the wilderness was that
McKinley had received the Republican
nomination for president

The name grew in status after McKin-
lev won the election that fall, and his as-
sasstnation in 1901 further popularized
the name, even though McKinley never
set foot 1n Alaska

Mideast Importing
More Farm Goods

WASHINGTON (AP) — After cooling
off for two years. the Middle East is once
again turning into a rapidly growing mar-
ket for US. farm products, an Agricul-
ture Department trade expert says

Farm exports to the Middle East are
expected to be worth nearly $2.1 billion
this year. up more than 50 percent from
about $1 37 billion Iin calendar 1976, ac-
cording to John D. Patker Jr. of the de-
partment’s Economic Research Service

In an article in a newly published re-
port. “'Foreign Agricultural T.ade of the
United States,” Parker also sad US
farm exports to the region should contin-
ue to rise in 1978 to a range of $2 6 bilhon
to $3 billion

As discussed by Parker. the Middle
East trade situation includes the Arad
countries of Egypt. Libya, Sudan, Leba-
non. Syna. Jordan, Iraq. Bahrain. Saudi
Arabia. Kuwait, United Arab Emurates
North Yemen. South Yemen. Oman and
Qatar

Those countries are expected to import
more than $1 17 billion in U S farm prod
ucts this vear. up from $855 9 million in
1976. Parker said

In addition. the region also includes the
non-Arab countries of Iran, Israel, Tur
key and Cypress. whose imports are ex-
pected to be about $911 million. com-
pared with $517 8 million in 1976

“Grain production this year was down
sharply in Iran, Iraq and Syna. and Egypt
also had a considerable decline. Parker
said “The setback in production will ac-
celerate the growth in grain imports next
vear

Also. competitive exporters of wheat
rice. corn and barley no longer have the
huge supply available for export as they

did in early 1977. As a residual supplier,
opportunities for in¢reased sales by the
United States should improve

In 1973. the Middle East bought about
$678 1 million worth of US. farm prod-
ucts. The following year. helped by soar-
ing petroleum revenues, the region pur-
chased $1 65 billion worth

Competition from other food-supplying
nations. including those in the European
Common Market. Australia. India. Paki-
stan and Thailand. shaved the U S. share
to less than $1.63 billion in 1975 and to
the $1 37 billion reported for 1976 despite
an overall climb in Middle East imports

The European Common Market moved
ahead of the United States in farm export
dollar sales to the Middle East last year.
and Parker said. “"The race will again be
close.  this year

The Mideast is the leading market for
US wheat flour. cottonseed oil. com ol
tallow and dozens of processed foods. in-
cluding peanut butter and tomato prod
ucts.” Parker said *'It takes over half our
commerical exports of rice and about
one-sixth of our wheat exports. but less
than three percent of our corn exports.

Egvpt 1s the leading Middle East mar-
ket for US and European farm prod
ucts. while Iran and the Arabian peninsu
la countnes are most important for Asian
suppliers

This year. for example. Egypt is ex
pected to buy about $675 million of the
nearly $21 billion worth of US. farm
commodities sold to the Middle East. up
from $453 7 mullion in 1976 About one-
third will be under Food for Peace assist
ance. Parker sad

THE FIRST important consumer legislation in
President Carter's term to date has gone on our
statute books—but with puny, if any, credit due
to the Carter White House.

It's the Fair Debt Collection Practices Act—an

In dramatic hearings before the House Consum-
er Affairs subcommittee on an almost identical
bill in March 1976, a2 masked former debt collec-
tor testified that he and other debt collectors

used

their debts

HE ALSO TOLD the committee that he had
posed as a lawyer, policeman or court official

This past August, it passed the debt collection
bill with the backing of state and federal law en-
forcement officers and, eventually, both national
organizations of debt collectors.

(1) ONLY DEBTS contracted for personal or
household purposes—and not for commerical use
—are included in the law. It covers independent
debt collection agencies, of which there are about
5,000 now operating in the US. and employing
roughly 40,000.

In 1976 alone, more than $54 billion of debts

collecting more than is legally owed and misusing
postdated checks

Banned as well is disclosure by collectors of in-
formation about a person's personal or financial
affairs to a third party

A collector, for instance, may not contact a
debtor’s friends, neighbors, relatives or employer
—except to find out the debtor's whereabouts,
and even then he may not say the individual owes
a debt or may not contact a third person more
than once unless reasonably necessary

(4) A debt collector who knowingly violates the
law can be sued for actual damages as well as
any additional damages up to a maximum of $1,-
000

An individual who brings a successful suit is en-
titled to receive court and attorney's fees.

(5) THE LAW BECOMES effective next March

1978. You, the consumer, will have the major res- '

ponsibility to enforce this new law through the
courts

But the Federal Trade Commission will have
the major administrative authority to see that it
is obeyed

It has the power to treat violations of this law
as though they were violations of a trade regula-
tion rule

Unemployment in Lubbock held steady
for the second month in a row at an even
3 percent, according to mid-August to
mid-September figures released today by
the Texas Employment Commission
(TEC).

The Midland-Odessa area was the only
region in the state with a lower jobless
rate, according to a TEC spokesman.

A 97,260-person labor force during Sep-
tember marks the largest pool of workers
ever recorded in Lubbock, the TEC here
reported.

And TEC says the force is likely to in-
crease to more than 100,000 workers dur-
ing the remainder of the year.

The TEC announcement was part of a
fact sheet distributed today. The sheet
summarizes employment trends during
August and September and projects re-
sults for the year's final quarter

Lubbock's employed pool showed a 1.-
770-worker increase from mid-August to
midSeptember,  holding  Lubbock’s
unemployment rate at 3 per cent of the
civilian labor force and ranking the city
as one of the state’s top three per capita
job markets.

The state showed a drop from 5.1 per
cent to 5 per cent from August to mid-
September

The city's employment status is expect-
ed to improve during the year's final
quarter, TEC says, predicting ‘“further
cuts into the roles of the unemployed.”

"Lubbock,” the TEC report states, “is
expected to slip down into the low unem-
ployment category for the balance of
1977."

The number of *‘néw and renewal (job)
applicants” grew by 40 persons during
August and September, from 2,019 to 2,-
059. But the number of unemployment
insurance claimants in September rose
from 3.5 percent (272 persons) of the to-
tal number of applicants in August to 14.1
percent (292 persons).

While non-agricultural job placements
showed a drop to 1,429 persons in Sep-
tember, that figure fell above last year's
1.221. And the demand for year-end em-
ployees was expected to increase as the
holiday season nears

Nowlin Trial

Slated To
Begin Today

SEYMOUR — Former Childress cot-
ton broker Vaughan B. Nowlin was to go
on trial today here on a charge of buying
$43.000 worth of cotton with a worthless
check

Nowlin, 34, now a Durango, Colo , resi-
dent, will be tried by a five-woman, sev-
en-man jury. He was indicted for alleged-
ly using the worthless check to buy 187
bales of cotton from a Cottle County
man, Prentiss Fields

Judge R.J Baich of the 50th District
Court moved the trial here on a change of
venue from Cottle County after the de-
fense introduced two affidavits in which
Cottle County residents said they did not
believe Nowlin could get a fair trial
there

Nowlin said at the change of venue
hearing that he feared for his life when
he came to Cottle County

While he was a Childress broker, Now-
lin's company at its peak reportedly han-
dled about $40 million worth of cotton in
a year

His fortunes began to crumble, howev-
er. in March, 1976, when 31 Paducah area
farmers filed a civil action against him

The farmers claimed Nowlin's compa-
ny had failed to redeem checks totaling
about $375,000 given them in exchange
for warehouse receipts representing
about 1,800 bales of cotton

Nowlin's affairs later wound up in fed-
eral bankruptcy court in Lubbock

The former cotton merchant subse-
quently was indicted in connection with
13 separate alleged theft-bycheck cases

Sources said the prosecution has sub-
poenaed 85 witnesses for the trial and
that it could take two weeks

Senator Proposes Panel
To Probe Complaints

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sponsors of
legislation to make it easier for federal
employees to “'blow the whistle"’ on sus-
pected abuses in the bureaucracy say a
congressional report to be released soon
will show the need for their bills

“The people who came to us found
they had no place they could blow off
steam,” said Sen. Patrick Leahy, D-Vt,,
who appointed a task force that talked to
government employees about the prac-
tice

He has introduced a Senate bill that
would create a panel to investigate such
complaints from federal workers

Rep. Morris K. Udall, D-Ariz., who co-
sponsored a similar bill in the House with
Rep. Paul Simon, D-II1, said the congres-
sional task force interviewed scores of
“whistleblowers” and government offi-
cials

Leahy said the people the task force
talked to “either had to be absolutely
right (in their complaint) or put them-
selves in deep jeopardy.”

In a telephone interview, Leahy said
the task force also found it is “fairly easy
to tell a legitimate claim from one in
which someone is just out to get even
with the boss

Claiming information on government
waste could save taxpayers millions of
dollars, Udall said the report from his
task force “told us that there is a strong
need for this legislation.™

“Too many agency bureaucrats have a
vested interest in keeping matters se-
cret,” he said. “An employee who sees
the need for disclosure can only expect to
be punished by his superiors '

Consequently, he said, “'such potential-
ly serious abuses as lack of proper safety
measures in nuclear facilities, collusion
between regulated industries and regula-
tory agencies, and gross overspending on
defense contracts are never brought out
in the open o

Udall recalled the case of A. Emest
Fitzgerald. a Pentagon analyst who

blew the whistle”’ before a congression-
al committee on an alleged $2 billion cost
overrun on the C5A transport plane pro-
ject

Fitzgerald was laid off on Nov. 4, 1969,
after his testimony and went heavily into
debt paying lawyers’ fees before eventu-
ally regaining a job with the Defense De-
partment

Udall noted that Fitzgerald was right
about the cost overruns and the Penta-
gon's effort to cover them up

In Presley

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) — A county
medical examiner says he will make no
more statements about the death of Elvis
Presley, but questions about the singer’s
use of drugs still are being raised

“I've had my final say on the subject,”
Dr. Jerry Francisco said Monday. Fran-
cisco ruled last week the 42-year-old sing-
er died of natural causes

Five laboratories performed tests aller
Presley's Aug. 16 death to identify the
drugs found in his bloodstream

During a news conference Friday,
Francisco described the tests and said
death was caused by hypertensive heart
disease with coronary artery disease as a
contributing factor

The doctor said four drugs — codeine,
methaquaalone, ethinamate and unspeci-
fied barbituates — were found in signifi-
cant quantities in Presley’'s body. Four
other drugs were found in trace amounts,
he said

Francisco maintains drugs had nothing
to do with Presley's death. All of the
drugs had been prescribed by the singer’s
doctors and were present in therapeutic
amounts, Francisco told reporters

Francisco said the extensive tests were
conducted because of published reports
that Presley had a drug problem and be-
cause of rumors that he died of a drug ov-
erdose.

The Commercial Appeal, the city's
moming newspaper, raised questions
during the weekend about Francisco's
findings

In its Sunday editions, the newspaper
quoted sources as saying that a California
laboratory which conducted some of the
tests found Placidyl, a depressant, in
Presley’s blood samples

Medical texts say Placidyl can be dan-
gerous and even fatal if mixed with cod-
eine

Francisco, however, discounted the

Children and teachers at Browns-
ville Junior High and Douglas Ele-
mentary schools in Dade County are
being offered gifts in an effort to cur-
tail sagging attendance. The prizes for

The two schools have the worst
truancy and teacher absenteeism
rates in the school system, and that is
costing the schools state funds. -

The state pays $824 annually for ev-
ery student enrolled, but only if the
student is in school during an annual
census count. That count was taken
earlier this month, and gave Browns-
ville and Douglas the poor records.

Brownsville averaged 13 percent ab-
senteeism last year and Douglas 8 per-
cent. But both schools reported im-
provement this year after school offi-
cials began putting pressure on par-
ents to send their children to school.

Admit Gifts

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Top defense contractors voluntarily admit supplying
military and aerospace procurement officials with everything from football
tickets to weekend hunting trips in what a senator calls a campaign to secure
preferential treatment.

An investigation by the Joint Committee on Defense Production queried top
defense contractors. Replies from 41 of the largest aerospace, electronics and
shipbuilding contractors indicated the practice of providing free entertainment
was ‘“‘much more pervasive ... than previously suspected,” Sen. William Prox-
mire, D-Wis., said Monday.

Government regulations outlaw government officials accepting entertain-
ment from contractors with whom they do business, Proxmire said.

“It is true that a government t official would be unlikely to sell
out the government's interest solely for a football ticket or a weekend at a cor-
porate lodge,” Proxmire said.

“What is of greater importance is the repetitious nature of such entertain-
ment and its widespread use to create good will for contractors during delicate
negotiations with the government for billions in defense contracts."”

The Pentagon has been more dilligent in recent years in curbing the practices,
Proxmire said. Enforcement of existing regulations improved following the sur-
vey of the top 100 recipients of prime military contracts during fiscal 1975, he
said, and “‘appear to have reduced significantly the incidence of prohibited ac-
tivity."”

James Earl Ray Wants Different Lawyer

WARTBURG, Tenn. (AP) — Two days
before he is to go on trial on escape
charges, James Earl Ray wants to fire his
attorney of the past 10 months and hire
assassinations buff Mark Lane as his new
attorney.

Ray, the convicted assassin of civil
rights leader Martin Luther King Jr., said
during arguments on pretrial motions
here Monday that he no longer wants
Jack Kershaw of Nashville to represent
him

Kershaw, who has been Ray's attorney
since last January, said Ray, 49, is too
mentally unstable to select an attorney or
stand trial and asked Judge Lee Asbury
to order a psychological examination of
Ray

Asbury asked him to put that motion in
writing and said he would rule on it to-
day

Later in the day, Kershaw said. howev-
er, he agreed that he should step out of
the case because he did not have Ray's
confidence.

Low Visibility
Results From
Heavy Fog

Heavy fog interfered with traffic early
today in several central states, and a tor-
nado was reported in Alabama

In Nebraska, travelers — including pe-
destrians — were advised to be careful on
streets and highways because of low visi-
bility caused by fog

Fog also resulted in travel advisories
for parts of Oklahoma, Texas and Louis-
lana

A tormado swirled across Baldwin
County in Alabama, damaging several
homes and a barn near Robertsdale. Pol-
ice said no one was injured

Meanwhile, rain was reported in the
Pacific Northwest and the Southeast.

However, much of the nation today set-
tled into a lazy fall weather scene, paint-
ed with partly cloudy skies and mild tem-
peratures during the morning hours.
Forecasts were of a similar tone

Rain was expected to continue in East
Texas, and early this momning fog cov-
ered a broad section of the state, from
near Waco and College Station to Texar-
kana. But clear skies and temperatures in
the 70s and 80s were forecast for most of
the state today

The National Weather Service at Lub-
bock Regional Airport indicates Lubbock
residents can expect readings in the low
80s today and in the 40s tonight. Wind
measurements should remain light and
variable, weather watchers say

Meanwhile a low pressure system
swung into the southeastern United
States, from south of New Orleans, bring-
ing rain from the lower Mississippi River
Valley up through the Ohio Valley. Next
in line for for frontal system rainfall were
Alabama and Georgia, followed by the
Northeast U S.. where precipitation is ex-
pected later in the week.
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Kershaw said he expected Asbury
would rule on that motion today.

Ray's trial on the escape charge on
Thursday as scheduled.

Ray and six other inmates climbed over
the prison's rear wall on June 10 and es-
caped into the mountainous woods sur-
rounding the East Tennessee prison. All
were recaptured within the next four

days, Ray after 54% hours of freedom.

Kershaw said Ray took a similar ill-fat-
ed action in dismissing two attorneys just
before his 1969 trial in Memphis on
charges of shooting King in April 1968 in
Memphis. The result, Kershaw said, was
that Ray was coerced into entering a
guilty plea to the murder charge by his
attorney then, Percy Foreman, even
though he did not kill King.

Kershaw said Ray has hired and dis-
missed 10 other attorneys, not including
himsell, since Foreman represented him.

Lane said Ray wants to fire Kershaw
because he believes Kershaw profited un-
fairly from an interview with Ray pub-
lished in the September issue of Playboy
magazine

Kershaw called the statement absurd.

Pregnancies, Abortions Rising
Among Young Girls In Nation

WASHINGTON (UPI) — More girls
aged 14 and younger received abortions
than delivered children in 1975, accord-
ing to a report released today by the Na-
tional Alliance Concerned with School-
Aged Parents.

The study, supported by $22,630 in
Ford Foundation funds, was released at
the organization's national conference.

Citing several government surveys, the
study noted that pregnancies among 10-
14-year-old-girls is increasing and more
younger women are having abortions.

The typical women getting a legal abor-
tion in 1975 was described as '‘young,
white and unmarried.”

The study rejected the popular descrip-
tion of the rate of teenage pregnancies as
representing an epidemic — “a kind of
shorthand phrase which immediately
conjures up an alarming picture of a rap-
idly spreading disease."

““However, by virtue of the fact that the
highest rates are now showing up among
the very young, there can be no doubt the
issue is critical,”” the report noted.

Janet Forbush, executive director of
the private membership organization,
said the report showed little understand-
ing about pregnancy among adolescents.

More research is needed on the long
term consequences of parenthood and
decision-making processes among adoles-
cents and on contraceptives appropriate
to various ages, she said.

But another report showed an eight
percent increase in births to 10-14-year-
olds from 1974 to 1975.

“The study and substantial decline in
the births to 18 and 19-year-olds is offset
by the relatively unchanged rate among
the 15 to 17-year-olds and the rise among
the 10 to 14-year-olds,” the study found

It attributed declining birth rates in
older teenagers to the ability of older
women to control unplanned pregnancy

Little change in birth rates among ado-
lescents is expected during the next five

years, the study added.

Pregnancy among adolescents is large-
ly viewed in terms of the girl and not her
male partner, it said. Young men gener-
ally are not included in service programs
and little information is avallable about
the fathers.

However, it said premarital pregnancy
was not a tactic used by teenaged moth-
ers to bring about marriage. One study
mentioned in the report said most girls
who did marry because of the pregnancy
would have chosen to marry at a later age
under normal circumstances.

Down On

New Cars

DETROIT (AP) — Not only are cars
themselves shrinking, so is the field of
models to choose from

Domestic new-car buyers looking at the
1978 models are finding the smallest
selection since 1960. Sixteen of the dis-
continued 1977 models were in the full-
sized category

The 252-model lineup from US. auto-
makers is down 23 from the number of-
fered at the end of the 1977 model year,
and it's as much as 80 model lines less
than the offerings in the booming 1960s
when many models differed in little oth-
er than name, according to the trade
journal Automotive News

Chrysler Corp. accounted for most of
the cut, getting rid of 26 models and four
lines. The No. 3 carmaker, which in past
years has been known for its large autos,
ended production of its big Plymouth
Gran Fury and the Dodge Royal Monaco
With the company changing its emphasis
from big to smaller, Chrysler now offers
only four ‘‘standard -size models, all
carrying the Chrysler nameplate

In addition. Chrysler sliced its Dodge
Aspen and Plymouth Volare from eight
to three models each

General Motors Corp. is offering 138
models for 1978, the same as at the end of
last model year. Ford Motor Co has 64,
four more; and American Motors Corp
has 11, down one

The biggest selection comes in the
small<car category. There are 93 offered
for 1978, compared with 100 at the end of
the 1977 run

Intermediates take the next biggest
chunk, with 88 both this year and last
Big cars, which suffer most from increas-
ingly stiff federal regulations on mileage,
account for 70 models this year compared
to 86 last year. The Corvette is alone in its

specialty car’’ category

The introductory 252 is two models less
than were introduced last fall. But as the
model year progresses, the makers bring
out new lines. On tap for later this year
are the Ford and Mercury sport coupes,
and Chrysler's subcompact Dodge Omni
and Plymouth Horizon will come out in
January

Before the carmakers switched their
plants over to weapons production in
1942, the industry had 276 models on the
market. When production resumed after
World War I1, there were 160 models. It
climbed to 263 in 1958, dropped slightly
during the early '60s, then zoomed up as
high as 330 in later years of the decade.

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The new “wa-
ter year” is just getting underway, and so
far it is wet instead of dry.

US. Geological Survey hydrologists,
who measure the “water year,” — Oct.1 -
Sept. 30 — say the new year is off to a wet
start following one of the driest years on
record.

“During the water year, streamflows
were deficient — within the lowest 25
percent of record — at about 65 percent
of the 160 key index-measuring sites
where records have been compiled,” said
hydrologist Carroll Saboe.

He said 10 of those streams had a re-
cord dry year, but if September stream-
flows are any indication, ‘‘the new water
year appears to be getting off to a wet
start.”

“In fact, the overall September water
supply picture was about as rosy as it's
been in many months, with just about as
much of the country reporting high flows
as low flows,”" he said.

The design now on the drawing boards
calls for a vessel which looks like an ice-
breaker from the main deck down and a

It would be about 190 feet long, with a
range of 13,000 miles for 60 days.

The estimated cost of producing the
vessel is $11.5 million to $13 million.

PORTLAND, Maine (UPI) — Sen. Ed-
mund Muskie, D-Maine, says there is “a
real possibility’’ that New England will
run out of oil and have to depend on riv-
ers, tides and the sun to generate its ener-
gy

For that reason, Muskie said he favors
the controversial $690 million Dickey-
Lincoln hydroelectric project proposed
for the St. John River in northern Maine

In an interview with the Maine Sunday
Telegram, Muskie said he also supports
the project because “it's time to produce
some opportunities for people who work,
not canoe down the St. John."

Environmentalists in the state claim
the hydroeleetric dam would destroy
more than 80,000 acres of timberland and

scar one of New England's most scenic
wilderness areas

While denying he is ‘‘anti-environ-
ment,”” Muskie said conservationists
have opposed ‘‘every form of energy that
has been suggested.”

“You've got to be for something, unless
you're for zero growth, or a rollback of
Maine's economic potential and its
potential for providing for the needs of
our people,” Muskie said

“Ths state has moved slowly economi-
cally, and Aroostook County has been in
a recession, \if not a depression, posture
for the past 30 years. And | think it's time
to provide some opportunities for people,
people who work, not canoe down the St
John (River).”

State, City
Taxes Still
Mounting

CHICAGO (UP1) — Americans paid an

average $731 in state and local taxes in
fiscal 1976, an increase of $67 a person
from the previous fiscal year, the Com-
merce Clearing House reports.

New Yorkers, who for 10 consecutive
years paid the highest state and local tax-
es, came in second to Alaskans in fiscal
1976, the Chicago-based tax and business
law publishers said Monday.

Taxes ranged from $1.896 in Alaska to a
low of $454 in Arkansas.

Per capita state and local tax burdens
increased in every state during the fiscal
year.

The Alaska average skyrocketed §1.054
between fiscal 1975 and 1976, due to

taxes which shot up to $400 mil-
lion in fiscal 1976, from $76 million in the

previous year.

New York, in second place with at §1.-
140, was the only other state to pass the
$1.000 mark in per capita taxes.

Rounding out the top 10 were: Cali-
fornia $964, Hawaii $835, District of Col-
umbia $824, Massachusetts $903, Wyom-
ing $847, Minnesota $823, Nevada $820,
and Maryland $814

While Alaska was hit with the highest
increase in fiscal 1976, Indiana was low

In any event, the bill will not
reach the Senate floor until next year

Two previous sessions of Congress have
failed to pass the code, the foundation for
which was laid with the formation of the
National Commission for the Reform of
Federal Criminal Laws in 1966

Some of the proposed amendments
would

— Limit wiretapping to a narrower
range of crimes than has been proposed
and reduce the duration of court orders
approving wiretaps to 15 days from 30
days

— Leave the door open to the filing of
rape charges against a defendant who 1s
the victim’'s husband The present law 1s
unclear about this. with court decisions
going both ways

— Guarantee a parolee the right to a
hearing and to be represented by an at
torney in proceedings to revoke his pa
role

The compromise draft submitted for
the committee’s consideration was
agreed on after unsuccessful efforts in
the last Congress to resolve differences
between conservatives and civil libertan-
ans

It 1s sponsored by Sen. John L McClel
lan. D-Ark.. a conservative who has
worked on the project for 10 years. and
Sen Edward M Kennedy. D-Mass, a
leading liberal and member of the judici-
ary committee. McClellan is chairman of
the judiciary subcommittee on criminal
law and procedure

The draft would leave the law much as
it is in areas — many of them relating to
disclosure of government secrets —
which aroused the greatest controversy
last year

The proposed law sets criteria and es
tablishes a commission to guide federal
judges in imposing sentences and grant-
ing paroles for different classes of offen
ses, In an effort to eliminate wide dispan
ties

It would authorze compensation of up
to $50.000 for innocent vicums of violent
federal crimes

It would reduce maximum federal pen
alties for possession of marijuana and
eliminate them altogether for possession
of 10 grams or less. the equivalent of
about half a package of cigarettes

But 1t calls for mandatory prison sent
ences for trafficking in heroin and other
hard drugs and for using a weapon In
committing a crime

Will Return To Steel Mill

WASHINGTON (AP) — A Pennsylvania congressman says
he is giving up his Capitol Hill career to return to a job in a
steel mill, convinced that any guy next door can make a good
legislator.

“I look at my colleagues, and some of them who have gone
on to the Senate and probably someday will be considered
presidential material — and I just don't see there's much
difference between them and the people who are my neigh-
bors or relatives back home,” said Republican Gary A
Myers.

“I'm convinced that many white-and blue-collar people I
come across in my daily life back home could serve as presi-
dent,” said the 40-year-old Butler, Pa., resident, who plans
to quit Congress when his second term expires in 1979

Myers, a former steel plant foreman, said his political life
hasn't left him with enough time for his family

He didn't realize, he said, how much he would be away
from his wife Elzine, 12-year-old daughter Michele and 10-
year-old son Mark.

He spends up to 120 days a year in his western Pennsylvan-
ia district, leaving his family behind at their McLean, Va.,
home. And when he's in Washington, he works 80-hour
weeks.

On top of that, he said, he usually brings home a briefcase
full of paperwork.

His congressional career has placed other strains on his
home life.

Myers complained that when he leaves home in the morn-
ing, he doesn’t know if a prolonged debate or committee
meeting will delay his return that evening.

“I don’t want to wake up suddenly a couple of years from
now, see my kids on the high school graduation stage and re-
alize [ didn’t even know them at all,"" he said

His public life has cut into the time he spends with his
wife, Myers said. They don't go out as much and Mrs. Myers
finds herself alone at home more often than before he said

Before his election, he was a foreman at the Armco steel
plant in Butler. His old job has been filled by someone else.
he said. and he doesn't know what he'll be doing when he re-
turns

Whatever it is, he faces a hefty salary cut, to less than half
the $57.500 he makes as a congressman

Myers ignored tips from political pros to slowly work his
way up the ranks — from local elective office, to the state
legislature, to the Congress

“You just don’t have to wait, or go through training," said
Myers, pointing to his own career. He ran for the House in
1972, lost, but tried again and won a seat for 1975

Myers also vows never to seek another political position,
comparing his two terms in Congress to a tour of military
duty. “Once it's over, it's time to move on," he said

“There are tens of thousands of people across the coun-
try” who have the intelligence to serve successfully in Con-
gress : the Oval Office, the soft-spoken engineering gradu-
ate said.

But most, he said, lack the confidence or desire to run for
office.

Myers has a mechanical engineering degree from the Uni-
versity of Cincinnati and a master's degree in business ad-

ministration from the University of Pittsburgh p

Most of the tax cuts proposed by the
Senate committee would go to business
es. industries and utilities to help them
save energy and to help pay the costs of
reducing their use of o1l and natural gas

The biggest tax break would allow the
federal government to pay half the costs
incurred by plants in converting their oil
or coal-fired boilers to coal or other fuel

The measure also would offer tax cred
its totaling $3 billion by 1985 for produc-
tion of energy from exotic sources, such
as oill from shale rock and natural gas
from ocean brine

For individuals, the Senate bill would
contain a tax cut of up to $400 for a per-
son who buys insulation and other ener-
gy-saving devices for his home or apart
ment. and a credit of up to $2,200 for in
stalling solar heat

An effort is expected to be made in the
Senate to eliminate the present federal
income tax deduction allowed for state
and local gasoline taxes

Dole Thinking Ahead To 1980

WASHINGTON (AP) — Bob Dole,
flying to speaking engagements around
th¢ country and moving to the forefront
of/the Panama Canal treaty controversy,
acts like he's still Gerald Ford's running

nrgm Dole, no longer interested in being
anyone’s No. 2, is thinking of 1980 and a
run for the White House.
| “I'd be less than honest if I said I didn't
now 1980 was coming up,”’ the Kansas
nator commented in an interview in his
Senate office.
{ “We've been active, I can’t deny that,”
he says when asked what he's up to.

With public opinion polls showing Pres-

{ident Carter could be vulnerable, Dole is
{‘ one of several Republicans showing an
unusually early interest in the race.

He's been in the forefront of the Pana-
ma Canal issue and has taken strong, ear-
ly stands opposing aid to Vietnam and
normalizing relations with Cuba.

Although he’s not a member of the Sen-
ate Foreign Relations Committee, he has
used its hearings on the treaty as a plat-
form for his views

Dole says he wants to clarify the lan-
guage of the Panama Canal treaty, but
does not want to defeat it.

He sparked Senate debate over the de-

fense provisions of the treaty with his
Oct. & release of a confidential cable from
the U S. embassy in Panama to Secretary
of State Cyrus R. Vance.

The cable contained a warning from
Panamanian negotiatiors that U.S. lead-
ers should refrain from saying the freaty
guaranteed the right to intervene in the
event of war after the year 2000, when
Panama is due to take control of the can-
al.

Nine days later, Dole charged that
members of Panamanian head of state
Omar Torrijos' family had been implicat-
ed in drug trafficking, a charge that was
confirmed by the federal Drug Enforce-
ment Administration.

Since January, Dole has made nearly
150 appearances in 24 states, Puerto Rico
and Israel. And hardly a week goes by
without a position paper coming from his
office.

He suddenly has emerged as one of the
most visible senators in the fight to alter
the treaty, staking out a more moderate
position than such opponents as Republi-
can Sens. Strom Thurmond of South Car-
olina, Jesse Helms of North Carolina and
Paul Laxalt of Nevada.

As the ranking Republican on the Sen-
ate Agriculture Committee, Dole has a
forum for maintaining that the adminis-

tration is responsible for declining farm
income.

And as a member of the Senate Fi-
nance Committee, the panel with jurisd-
iction over Carter’'s energy tax, welfare
reform and Social Security proposals,
Dole has another forum for speaking out
on major domestic issues.

Not a bad spot for a senator with White
House ambitions.

With Carter coming under increasing
criticism from the American Jewish com-
munity for what is perceived as a policy
tilt toward the Arab viewpoint in the
Middle East, Dole is emerging as a strong
supporter of Israel.

While Dole looks like a man who's run-
ning hard, it's still a couple of years too
early to declare a presidential candidacy.

A lot of questions need answering be-
fore Dole or other Republican hopefuls
are ready to challenge the Democratic
President.

Among those questions is whether
Carter can be beaten in 1980.

“If you looked at it today, you'd have to
say he's vulnerable, and he hasn't even
had a crisis,”" Dole says.

But he knows that situation could
change rapidly. A year from now, the
signs will be a little more reliable.

“If Carter does poorly next year, Re-

publicans should do well in the Novem-
ber elections, which would give them a
better chance in 1980," he said.

But it's three years before Election
Day, 1980, much too soon for anyone to
declare a presidential candidacy.

“Everybody disclaims any interest in
the nomination,” Dole said, ‘“‘while
they're boarding the plane for the speak-
ing engagement.”’

And Dole has problems, including a
feeling among some Republicans that
Ford would be president today if he had
chosen a less abrasive running mate.

Looking back on his role as the gut
fighter on the GOP ticket, Dole contends
the Republicans did well in the states
where he campaigned

And Dole is quick to note that he and
Ford began far behind Carter in most
polls, but ended up carrying 27 states

As for his campaign style, Dole com-
mented, “When you're running for vice
president, you do what you're told."”

Many observers doubt that Ford wants
to make another run for the presidency.
Former California Gov. Ronald Reagan
may try, as might Senate Minority Lead-
er Howard Baker of Tennessee and Sens
Lowell Weicker of Connecticut and
Charles Percy of Illinois, and Gov. James
Thompson of Illinois.

A reduction in the Supreme Court
case load and additional judges for the
high court were recommended by the
head of the American Civil Liberties Un-
ion in a speech Monday at the Texas Tech
Law School
Dr. Norman Dorsen, national chairman
of the ACLU, told about 100 law students
and professors that more and more citi-
zens are being denied access to federal
courts
Increasing the number of Supreme
Court justices and reducing the number
of cases they hear could be a possible
remedy to the problem. Dorsen said
He said an ACLU study group recently
stated that the Supreme Court ‘‘has
turned its back on the public. It has not
just rejected claims, but has refused to
recognize them at all
Dorsen said the legal system today was
working to shut off citizens’ access to the
federal courts. leaving them **without ju-
dicial remedies
I'he ACLU currently is involved in sev
eral problem areas. Dorsen said. includ-
ing courts which were preventing peo
ple from getting the merits of their cases
heard
Were (the ACLU) schizophrenic in
that we are concerned with the nights of
the individual and with guarding the civil
nghts of as many people as possible
Dorsen said often cases brought by the
ACLU before the Supreme Court do
more harm than good because of the pre-
cedents they set
He said the decisions may be beneficial
to the person seeking the court’s opinion
but the nationwide implications of the
decisions might be damaging “'You just
have to use your best judgment We're
not infallible. we know we make mis
takes.  Dorsen said
In a 10-step system of bringing the Su
preme Court’s problems to the public's
ittention and initiating reforms. Dorsen
said he enlisted the aid of coalitionist
groups. lawvers, the press and national
figures like Griffin Bell and Gavlord Nel

Dorsen told the Avalanche-Journal he
is “waiting eagerly to see what Carter

The Ideal Woman: Attractive, wealthy
educated. supportive, flexible, intell)
gent. mature. tolerant, decisive. open
minded, frugal. loving, gentle, softspo-
ken. good conversationalist

Only three of the adjectives assigned to
the Ideal woman were included in the list
descriptive of a good manager: flexible,
intelligent and decisive. “If the male per
ception of a ‘good manager’ is factually
correct, then it is not difficult to see why
the average male does not view the ‘ideal
woman' as a candidate for manage-
ment,”" Polk said

“Yet, when one considers a few statis-
tics shared during the seminar, it appears
that men have not been as successful in
coping with management stresses in the
business world as we would like to think.

“And we should not be so quick to con-
clude that women may not be so good in
this field.”

Polk, a senior vice president at First
and Merchants Corp., in Richmond, said
the proof men aren’t so good at handling
the stress includes statistics on longevity.

In 1850 both men and women in the
United States had a life expectancy of 40.
By 1975, the life for females
had gone up 88 per cent, to 75. Formales,

life expectancy went up to 68, only 70 per
cent of the 1850 figure. And in 21 coun

To make the silo, place one can on top
of the other and tape together evenly. Us-
ing the 6 inch circle with the slit, overlap
the edges of the cut to a shallow
cone-roof. Tape in place. (Use as much
tape as you need to make construction
solid — the frosting and decorations will
hide all this).

Tape the house together. Begin by tap-
ing walls together, then the roof. Position
the house and silo on the 16-inch card-
board circle and tape securely in place.

Prepare decorator’s frosting (below).
Keep it covered when not in use so it
won't dry out.

Beginning with the silo, spread a thin
layer of the frosting on all surfaces. Start-
ing at the bottom, press a vertical row of
pretzel sticks firmly into the frosting.
Continue until sides are covered. Arrange
pretzel sticks on roof to make a
‘thatched’ effect. Trim outer edges of
roof with colorful gumdrops.

Spread sides and ends of house with a
thin layer of frosting. Use pretzel nuggets
to form a door, and position pretzel rings
on frpnt, back and sides to form windows
(two to a side is effective). Press a verti-
cal row of pretzel sticks around all four
sides. Break sticks when necessary, to fit

grain and place them next to the silo.

London Church Provides Stress-Coping

Class In Response To Society’s Needs

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~ “Investigation Ordered On School Ring Prices

School Supt. Ed Irons said
Monday he has asked his staff to
investigate alleged discrepancies
in the prices of class rings sold at
Lubbock’s five public high schools.

“We do plan to follow it up as a
result of your article,” Irons told
The Avalanche-Journal. “If there
are differences in ring prices from
school to school — and they can't
be attributed to the size, style or
design of the individual rings — we
want to know why.”

Lubbock Independent School
District trustees expressed sur-
prise at claims that some local
schools have been charged more
than others for alma mater rings,
as reported in Sunday's AJ.

“I've never heard of such a
thing,"” said school board secretary
Joan Ervin.

Board president Charles Waters
said he wants more information on
an administrative policy that for-
bids jewelers that do not hold an
official high school ring contract,
from advertising their rings in lo-
cal student newspapers.

“That sounds like something the
board should follow up on,~ he
said

School officials were responding
to an A-J report on class ring ar-
rangements here. In the article,
Monterey High administrators said
the company that sold rings at
their school last year charged teen-
agers at other Lubbock high
schools as much as $10 more for

comparable class rings.

For example, they said, a boy's
ring that sold for $65 at Monterey
last year cost Coronado students
$74.95

Monterey officials said the al-
leged discrepancies are the result
of different business practices
used by local schools in negotiating
for ring contracts. They said Mon-
terey takes bids and awards a firm,
long-term contract for its class
rings account, while other schools
do not

Representatives for the company
that supplies rings at Lubbock high
schools deny the alleged price dif-
ferences and insist all schools are
treated the same

Irons said he was unaware of any
discrepancies in ring prices. ‘I

thought the prices were the same
all over the school system. We do
plan to look into the situation,” he
said.

School trustee Jose Ramirez was
“very copcerned” about the re-
port, especially about the effect of
the alleged price differences on
schools in low-income areas, such
as Estacado, Dunbar and Lubbock
High.

“If it (the report) is true, then
the students who can least afford it
are paying the higher prices for
rings,” Ramirez said.

Besides carrying Monterey offi-
cials' claims of ring price vari-
ances, the Sunday A-J article told
of a school district policy that pre-
vents competing jewelers from ad-

vertising class rings in student
newspapers.

Journalism and publications
sponsors at a number of high
schools said the policy has cost
them money because some jewel-
ers, barred from placing ads for
their class rings, refuse to adver-
tise any of their products in stu-
dent papers.

The policy was established long
ago by the school district adminis
tration, not the school board. Ad-
ministrators said the rule was de-
signed to emphasize the fact that
only one company — the firm
holding the high school’s contract
— makes the school's *official”
class ring.

By ensuring a good market for
the official ring, they said, the jew-

eler with the contract can keep his
prices low. Also, they said, the offi-
cial jeweler can provide rings at a
lower cost than smaller competing
firms, and administrators do not
want students to be influenced into
paying higher prices.

Local jewelers, however, do not
accept that argument. A represent-
ative for Anderson Bros., denied
an ad in a local student newspaper
recently, said many students may
want to buy from a competing jew-
eler for reasons of quality or serv-
ice

He said Anderson Bros. was will-
ing to state in its ad that it does not
sell the *official” school ring, but
that the company was prevented
from placing an advertisement
anyway.

Mark White Claims Opponent
Relies On Name Identification

Attorney general candidate Mark White
Monday accused his opponent in that
contest of trying to trick his way into off-
ice
“My opponent (Price Daniel Jr.), 1
frankly believe, wouldn't be in the race if
it hadn't been for the fiasco of the Yar-
brough situation,”” declared White, on
the stump in Lubbock
Daniel, former Texas House speaker, is
the son of former Gov. Price Daniel, now
an associate justice on the state Supreme
Court
The younger Daniel has said he thinks
name identification will play a large part
in the attorney general's race next year
“Two years ago, because of misidentifi-
cation,” Texans elected Don Yarbrough
to the Texas Supreme Court, apparently
linking him in their minds with the popu-
lar former Sen. Ralph Yarborough,
White hinted
My opponent has tried to duplicate
that feat” but “the people of Texas are
not going to be fooled twice,”" he said
Y arbroughresigned his court seat in Ju
ly amid a swirl of controversy, including
forgerv and perjury indictments, a dozen
or so civil suits and State Bar attempts to
disbar hum for 100 alleged improper acts
White said he intends to make sure the
public knows who it 1s voung for and
what the candidates’ philosophies of gov-
ernment and records in office are
He predicted those two areas will make
him the winner in the May Democratic
primary
Daniel takes a *‘'more government ~ ap-
proach and pushed for a new state consi
tution that meant “an assumption of
more power in Austin’’ at the expense of
local government, White said
He claimed that Daniel's record as
House speaker shows a “lack of leader-
ship
In all likelihood, he'll do just about as
well” 1n any other office he is elected to
White said of Daniel
On the other hand, he declared his near
five-year stint as Secretary of State and
three years as assistant attorney -general
depicts a record of decisive action that
helped Texans
He pointed to a streamlined election
code, statewide voter registration drive
that resulted in a record 6 3 million per
sons registered for the 1976 election, con
sumer protection investigation into "‘usu
rous  interest rates and efforts to make
the secretary of state's office more acces
sible to citizens, such as installation of a
toll-free long distance call line
White labeled himself as *“'much more
conservative”” than Daniel, whom he
charged ""has associated himself with the
far left in this state
I'he 37-year-old Houston lawyer said it
1S "'too early to lay out a campaign plat-
form in detail, but he commented that he

will be a strong “‘law and order’’ man if
elected attorney general
Strict law enforcement is ' imperative

for an orderly society, while lax enforce-
ment breeds further law-breaking, he
sad

He voiced support for “'shock probation
which allows a judge or jury to sent-
ence a young offender to a short ime in
prison and then to probate the rest of his
term, rather than having to hand him ei-
ther an all-prison or all-probation sent-
ence

Giving young offenders a “‘taste” of
what prison is like, without subjecting
them to several years of the *'dehumaniz-

He also pushed for the constitutional
amendment which Texans will vote on
next month that would allow judges
more latitude in denying bail to persons
already facing felony charges

Law-abiding citizens must be protected
from criminals, White said

“If it takes more jails, build them It's
cheaper to have them in there than to
have them running loose on the streets,
he stated

White said that if elected he would like
to put togetther a special team of crimi
nal prosecutors available, on request, to
help local district attorneys with particu-
larly difficult cases

White also said he would try to be
the kind of attorney general who keeps
the state out of court

“The State of Texas can put more em-
phasis on advising the different state

Artistic films — be they the psy-
chological drama of “The Godfather,
Part Two," the searing human study
of ““Save The Tiger or the heartfelt
fantasy of ‘‘Star Wars’’ — have only
rarely been known to breed more of
their own kind. But should an artistic
film appeal to the masses, look for an
immediate outbreak of imitation, ex-
ploitation and disguise.

The films' illegitimate children
quickly don superficial masks in a

When George Lucas' “Star Wars"
hit the screens last summer, breaking
boxoffice records everywhere and no
doubt earning multiple Academy
Award nominations in the process,
we of course expected a galaxy of
cheap ripoffs to follow soon enough
But nobody could have possibly real-
1zed how soon — or how cheap

“Starship Invasions” is the first
such illegitimate child to emerge, the
similar name being tacked on for an
express purpose. But whereas no one
would have done the new film the
disservice of expecting it to live up to
“Star Wars," it is equally certain few
expected it to wind up insulting the
intelligence of grade schoolers

Indeed the film's budget couldn’t
have run over a couple grand — and
only three or four bucks of that
shows up on the screen. We've vet to
understand why established thespians
like Chnstopher Lee and Robert
Vaughn decided to risk ndicule with
this monstrosity unless they simply
wanted to take a short vacation in
Canada.

Ky (AP) — Better en
forcement of existing laws rather than
new laws. will help prevent disasters
such as last Mav's Beverly Hills Supper
Club fire. a Kentucky legislative panel
has been told

“The codes will suffice. But regardless
of what regulations or departments you
set up, it all depends on who's enforcing
them.” said Paul Moore
building inspector

Moore was one of about a dozen state
and local officials who appeared Monday
before the Intennm Committee on Cities
The panel is examining the Memorial
Day weekend blaze at the Southgate, Ky
night club that killed 164 people

We need enforcement,” said State Po-
lice Commissioner Ken Brandenburg.

On TV Would Aid Poor

COLUMBUS. Ohio (AP) — Inexpensive
legal help for those who need it most de-
pends upon lawyers being able to adver-
tise on radio and television, several law-
yers have told the Ohio Supreme Court

“Legal clinics have arisen in response
to the fact that the middle 70 percent of
our population is not adequately served
by the legal profession,” Joel Hyatt,
founder of Hyatt Legal Clinics in Cleve-
land, said Monday

“Some state bar associations have long
contemplated methods of alleviating this
problem, but the advent of legal clinics, 1
believe, is the only realistic answer to the
unmet need,’’ he added

Hyatt's clinic provides a $15 initial
counseling service during which a client
is told if a lawyer is needed, and what the
fee would be for the service to be provid-
ed.

Hyatt and others said they would be
able to provide the less expensive coun-
seling by operating on a volume basis. He
claimed exposure through the print me-

dia only would not bring the volume busi
ness needed

Hyatt showed the court a 30-second
film he proposes to use on television if al
lowed. But after showing the mock com-
mercial, Hyatt and Justice Thomas M
Herbert disagreed about what was at is-
sue

Hyatt said to disallow the right to ad-
vertise with the electronic media would
be unconstitutional prior restraint on
freedom of speech.

But Herbert said, “'I think the issue is
the impression a professional leaves on
the public with TV advertising.”

The issue of lawyers advertising is be-
fore the court after the US. Supreme
Court ruled earlier this year that lawyers
may advertise according to rules adopted
by the various states.

In Ohio, the bar association suggests
advertising be limited to the print media
only. The state Supreme Court must ap-
prove the guidelines
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
