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Bus plunges into Tampa Bay; 31 die
ST. PETTERSBURG. Fta. (AP) -  A 

WV-foot frrt^aer rammed the Sun- 
ahine Skyway Bridge at rush hour 
today, tearing away a large section of 
the l&^niie span and sending a 
Greyhound bus plunging 140 feet into
Tampa Bay. At least SI persons were 
killed the Coast Guard said.

Coast Guard spokesman Russell 
Woodall said a bus, two cars and a 
truck phaiged into thie bay.

He said there were reports that the 
bus landed on top of the cars in the 
water.

Phillip Biebender, a Coast Guard 
spokesman in St. Petersburg said 17 
bodies were recovered within hours 
after the freighter Summit Venture 
hit the bridge in a thundershower The 
accident occiared during the morning 
rush hour.

The bus was resting in 20 feet of 
water.

About 300 feet of the bridge 
collapsed where it crosses the nnain 
shipping channel.

One car was seen hanging over the 
edge of the tom bridge but its four 
occigMots crawled to safety

Richard Hombuckle, 60, of St. 
Petersburg, driver of the car, said, “ It 
was raining cats and dogs. It was 
dark The wind was blowing like a 
hurricane “

“ I was doing about 25 mph; the 
Greyhound bus passed me doing about 
35 There was a stalled car in front As 
I came to the very top of the bridge. I 
saw the rest of it was out. I applied my 
brakes immediately and stopped 
within 2 feet of going in. I balled out 
and went back to stop other cars.“

"We got all the other cars stopped I 
looked down and saw my car with all 
four doors open. I figured the Lord 

il good to the four of us “was real

Coast Guard Chief Petty Officer 
Paul Sooth said authorittes at first 
believed 60 persons may have 
drowned because they thought the bus 
was filled.

But Robert Rodriquez, a local 
manager for Greyhound, said the bus 
was carrying 22 passenges and a 
driver.

Rodriquez said the bus left St. 
Petersburg for Miami at7:05a.m. and 
did not arrive as scheduled in 
Bradenton, on the other side of the 
boy.

Authorities said it appeared the 
passenger car and the bus had just 
passed a slower moving vehicle on the 
bridge when they sped onto the tom 
‘section. Ihe bus lounged over the 
edge and into the bay, but the car was 
abte to stop barely in time.

Divers from the local sheriffs 
department were dispatched to the 
area to search for survivors.

Scotti said it was unlikely there 
were any more survivors. He said no 
other persons were seen bobbing in 
the water and there probably was no 
air pocket in the submerged bus.

“ It’s been more than two hoiaw 
since that bus went under," Scotti 
said.

The Summit Venture was heading 
north when It apparently hit one of the 
spans on fixed bridge that climbs up 
steeply to 803 feet where sMps are 
supposed to go under. The veaael 
struck the brieve at the point where it 
starts to slope steeply upward. The 
sMp became lodged in the bridga.

A 200-foot span between supports of 
the bridge was completely knocked 
and another span of equal size was 
hanging. The ship was towed away 
from the bridge.

Divers from the local sheriffs

department were dispatched to the 
area to search for survivors.

“We don’t know how many other 
people might have gone in,” said 
Chief Paul Scotti, a Coast Guard 
spokesman in Miami. “But we’ve got 
a report of a bus and some cars going 
off.”

“ A (state) trooper was in­
vestigating a r accident when it 
happened," said Kelley. He said 
several sheriffs divers were sent to 
the scene to help in the rescue

Big Spring City Councilman Jack Y 
Smith, the city’s representative on the 
commission, told the Herald that 
Crawford had written him informing 
him of a possible misappropriation of 
funds Smith said Crawford’s 
estimate of the amount taken was 
$20,000

Crawford has refused to confirm an 
amount and what was involved in the 
miaapTweaviatiem. Ha did say that law 
enforcemoit officials have been 
contacted on the matter.

The report from the auditors will

In 
1975, the ’Texas Legislature 
considered establishing 
voting registration where a 
person when signing up 
declared his partisan 
preference The measure 
died in the legislature.

The county convention will 
consider party purity once 
more with the qjualification 
that a person w i^ n g  to vote 
in the opposite p a rty ’s 
primary must re-register 
within 60 days of the eiection.

The Democrats wiil also 
disc UBS resolutions calling 
for the rescinding the Equal 
Rights Amendment and 
establishing by Gingress of a 
set time standard.

Bronchiectasis can be serious, but

As you imply, it is a lung problem 
Bronchiectasis is a widening of those 
tubes — the bronchi — through which 
air IS drawn into the lungs With the 
widening there is a production of thick 
mucus Often the cause is recurring 
lung infection Sometimes it is 
in h^ ted  Sometimes no cause can be 
found Rarely, chronic sinus in­
flammation accompanies bron 
chiectasis

Simple measures, like postural 
drainage, help remove the congestion 
Postural drainage can require some 
bizarre bodily contortions, so I'd 
prefer not to try to outline them for 
you Your doctor can help you in a 
better setting

The antibiotics do not correct lung 
damage, they combat respiratory 
infections that make bronchiectasis 
worse Sometimes small doses are 
given in high-infection seasons to 
protect the bronchiectasis patient

In this case, however, it’s not a 
goose but the huge Caspian Sea 
sturgeon that produce the b ^  caviar 
in the world. Caviar isn’t gold, but at 
$260 a pound it might as well be.

My consumption of Iranian caviar 
has been limited to twice in the last 27 
years, but I was nonetheless moved by 
Don’s speech Because of this, and 
because Don has mentioned forming a 
Save The Sturgeon Committee, I 
thought a little information about the 
precious eggs might be in order

The aforementioned sturgeon is a 
fearsome looking fish that can reach a 
length of 12 feet and a weight of over a 
ton Surprisingly, though, the fish’s 
savage appearance conceals a gentle 
nature.

Once netted, sturgeon hardly resist 
their captors

Most of the world’s sturgeon now 
reside in the Caspian Sea. a vast 
inland salt sea set in the heart of the 
Eurasian continent Amazingly, stur­
geon used to abound in almost all U.S. 
coastal rivers Before the turn of the 
century, the fish were so plentiful that 
their caviar was given away free in 
saloons to spur sales of nickel beers

Unfortunately, domestic sturgeon 
were practically wiped out by 
pollution and overfishing That means

AFTER 8TRA1NING, the caviar is 
washod carefully in salt water, and 
then packed in salt, which helps to 
preserve it. Tlie caviar is usually 
stored In two-Ulo tins, and refri­
gerated to29 degrees.

Freexing woiM ruin It and a tem­
perature rise of even a few degrees 
can affect flavor and quality.

There are several different 
varieties of fine caviar, but the rarest 
of all ia the golden roe of the starlet 
sturgeon. Unfortunately, only about 40 
pounds of sterlet are proceed an­
nually, and all of it ends up In the 
Kremlin or, in the past, on the table of 
the Shah.

Legend has it that in earlier thnss 
the precious sterlet caviar was 
w ra p ^  in sahle and runhad to the 
Impswial Palace in St. Petersburg.

I realize that after reading this, you 
will probably rush down to the comer
store and pick ups couple of pounds of 
beluga csviarat|2Mapoun(l. If that’s
a little steep, Iranian Sevniga caviar 
is a steal at halfsif that.

And if you are too much of a skin­
flint to spring for the imparted stuff, 
there are some affordable caviars 
made from the roe of North American 
lumpfish, whitefish or salmon. This 
caviar may not taste exactly like the 
real thing, but for $3.25 a jar who’s 
complaining?

The research ban came 
last November on orders 
from Interior Secretary  
Cecil Andrus, who said this 
week he will allow the 
department’s Fish and Wild­
life Service to join with 
Texas A A M University in a 
study of the "toxic collar.”

The collars contain 
pouches of Compound 1080 
affixed to sheep and goats. 
An attacking coyote bites 
through the collar, ingests 
the poison and dies within an 
eight-hour period.

Andrus' decision to con­
tinue toxic collar research 
follows hearings in both the 
House and Senate, that in­
cluded testimony (Compound 
1000 affects only attacking 
predators and poses no harm 

to humans or other animal

species.
S e v e ra l  T ex as  

congressmen and Sen. John 
Tower, R-Texas, have pend­
ing legislation to continue 
use of the poison on the 
western range.

Despite the change of 
heart on the toxic collar, 
Andrus said Interior will 
nudntain its ban on general 
use or the poison, wMch 
environmental groups have 
told (Congress is a major 
health concern.

Recent scientific ex­
perim ents have claimed 
Compound 1080, once 
ingested by predators, can 
not be passed on to other 
anim als once the dead 
predators are scavenged by 
carrions.

“We will insist that the 
research be conducted under

A second Roman Catholic 

priest has withdrawn from 
elective politics in keeping 
with the pope’s wishes to 
discourage political activity 
by the clergy, but other 
priests and nuns made no 
move to resign their political 
posts.

Although the Rev. Robert 
J. Cornell believes “service 
in Congress is no more in­
consistent with the priest­
hood than teaching govern­
ment and history,” he has 
canceled his election bid.

The Wisconsin Democrat, 
a former two-term 
congressman, announced 
Tuesday he would join Rep. 
Robert F. Drinan, a Jesuit 
who has served as a 
Massachusetts congressman 
for 10 years, in withdrawing 
from politics.

Drinan announced Monday 
that he was accepting with 
"pain and regret" a direc­
tive not to seek re-election

Cornell. 60. also said he 
was acting in obedience to 
the wishes of his Roman 
Catholic church superiors

But he added, “Since the 
application of the highest 
moral principles should be 
expected of clergymen, it 
would seem desirable to 
have them engage In the 
political process, which has 
suffered m m  such disrepute 
in recent years.”

Cornell, a member of the 
Norbertine Fathers and 
teacher at St. Norbert 
College in De Pere, Wis., 
represented the 8th 
Congreasional District from 
1974 to 1978.

“You've got to be part of 
the world without being 
worldly,” said the Rev. 
Victor Yaniteili, a com­
missioner on the Port 
Authority of New York and 
New Jersey

Yaniteili, a Jersey City 
Democrat. Jesu it and 
chancellor of St Peter’s 
College, said he would step 
down if asked, but felt 
priests “have to be citizens”

In Michigan. Sister Ardeoh 
Platte, who interprets her

DENVER, Colo., — U.S. 
exploratory drilling in 
^ r c h  of new oil and gaa 
fields is showing an increase 
compared to 1070, Petroleum 
Information Corporation 
says. Comparing the flrst 
four months of this year with 
last year, PI reported a 5.5 
percent increase in new field 
wildcats, with 2,164 wildcat 
wells completed.

Of these wildcats, 109 were 
gas discoveries, 209 found oil 
and 1,756 were unsuccessful.

Other exploratory drilling, 
which Includes (hilling ^  
wells to extend know fields 
or to find deeper pay zones, 
also reflected the trend 
toward more exploration. PI 
counted 1,522 wells com­
pleted in this category, up 
14.7 percent from the same 
time W t year.

Of these exploratory wells, 
346 found oil, 422 found gas 
and 754 were dry holes.

With this increase in ex­
ploration, the success rate 
remained almost level with 
last year, PI reported. The 
success ratio for new field 
wildcats was 18.8 percent 
through April, compared 
with 19 percent at that time 
last year The 50.5 percent 
success in other exploratory 
drilling remains unchanged 
from the comparative 1979 
figure

PI noted that six of the top 
10 U.S. crude oil producing 
states showed increased 
drilling during the first one- 
third of the year.

The top two producers, 
Texas and Oklahoma, Kad 
majcH- Increases. Texas 
gained 821 wells during the 
comparison pericxl. with

Sayers Operating Co., 
Midland, No. 1 Helen, third 
producer and a location east 
extension in a south ex­
tension area of Fusselman 
production in the Coahoma.

Alaska, 51 wells, up 15; 
California, 547 write, up 173; 
Kansas, 1,528 wells, up 221; 
and Mississippi, 171 wells, up 
8.

Top producing states 
showiiig declines in I960 
drilling activity included 
Louisiana, 1,255 write, down 
225; Wyoming, 306 wells, 
down 90; New Mexico. 444 
write, down 9; and Florida, 3 
write, downs

The Chase M anhattan 
Bank Group of 29 "larger 
operators," primarily the 
major U.S. oil companies, 
refliected a drilling increase 
of five percent (Hiring the 
four-month period. PI said 
Chase Group operators 
completed 2,161 wells during 
the period, compared with 
2,068 in 1979. Among the 1960 
total were 504 gas wells, up 7 
from last year and 1,244 oil 
write, an increase of 125, or 
11 percent

Activity in the northeast 
states of New York, Pennsyl­
vania, Ohio and West 
Virginia showed an 
especially hefty inin'ease 
compared to 1979 Well 
completions in these states 
showed an increase of more 
than 50 percent for the four- 
month peruxi, with 4,256

wells completed.
WMle irregular availabi­

lity of data in the northeast 
area tends to make short­
term comparisons somewhat 
less meaninriul, other in­
dicators confirm an active 
increase there. One such 
indicator is the number of 
new plans filed by operators 
to drill wells (new locations). 
These locations in the noKh- 
eastem states increatsd 
from 3,430 in the first third of 
1979 to 7,186 for the same 
period this year. *

Well completions in the 
R(xdcy Mountain Region, an 
area of high interest this 
year, were down slightly. 
Completions for the 4-month 
period slipped to 1,545, 
compared to 1,665 last year.

B aske tba ll A ssociation  
c h a m p io n sh ip  s e r ie s ,  
changed his nickname to 
“Chocolate Blunder” — or 
worse, “ Chocolate Pud­
ding.”

“They should know better 
than to mess with my name 
like that,” said Dawkins as 
he killed time in the lobby of 
the Sixers' hotel in Los 
Angeles Wednesday prior to 
the second game of the 
series.

“He is willing to work for it 
and he showed it. He was a 
c o m p le te ly  d i f f e r e n t  
ballplayer.”

“ In the opener Sunday I 
blew my cool,’’ said 
Dawkins, who picked up 
three early fouls in that 
game and finally fouled out 
in the fourth quarter. “ I 
didn’t stay in and play my 
game. I got out of the of­
fense. This was a different 
story I got myself going 
early and got better and 
better.”

To keep Dawkins out of 
foul trouble and in the game, 
Cunningham switched him 
away from the L akers’ 
awesome center, Kareem 
Abdul-Jabbar, and had him 
guard Los Angeles’ less 
potent forward, Jim Chones. 
While Abdul-Jabbar was 
brilliant with 38 points and 14 
rebounds against slender 
Caldwell Jones, the move 
worked in that Dawkins 
managed to stay off the 
bench.

The victory enabled the 
76ers to take away the 
homecourt advantage in the 
series, which Los Angeles

had earnea by winning 6U 
games during the regular 
season to 59 for Philadelphia

“We came out to their 
building and got a split, ” 
said Cunningham “ We 
would rather have won two, 
of course, but we have to be 
satisfied.

The Tesus Democrat this 
week urged administration 
offidala to restore a number 
of INS agents who have been 
transferred to Florida to 
handte CiAan emigres. In 
letters to James McIntyre, 
(Mrector of the O ^ e  of 
Management and Budget 
and David Croaland, acting 
INS commlasioncr, Bentsen 
also called for higher spend­
ing for fuel for the Border 
Patrol.

“One hundred and sixty 
three Border Patnd agents 
have been reassigned, fuel 
supplies are scarce and the 
INS is increasingly unable to 
enforce our immigration 
laws because of crippling 
cutbacks,” Bentsen wrote. 
"In some instances, INS 
officials have declined to 
transport illegal aliens 
apprehended by local law 
en fo rcem en t o ffic ia ls

becauMof a lackof fuel.”
Neither adm inistration 

official has yet rsiapended to 
the senator, but an INS 
sp o k e sm a n  T h u rs d a y  
disputed Bcntien’a figuree 
and assessm ent of the 
situation in Ttaxas.

Verne Jorvis, INS public 
information twicer, said 
only too agents from the 
agency’s southern region 
(Floride to Arizona) have 
been transferred to south 
Florida to handle the Ctium 
influx. The decrease in fuel 
use, he said, was a May coat- 
cutting move by regional 
INS officials.

“There is not a difflcult 
situation in Texas at tMs 
point,” Jorvis said. “The 
border aree there is filled in 
adequately and we feel the 
situation it  well under 
control. We are alert to any 
possible buildup of illeg^ 
aliens along the border and 
we haven’t detected that.”

A Bentsen spokesman said 
the senator stands by his 
Tigures, which he said were 
provided by INS officials in 
Texas.

In his letters, Bentsen 
asked McIntyre to provide, 
emergency money “ to

alleviate the critical 
preaaurea that are taxing 
T«suw and crippling the 
ability of INS to eitfaros the 
law.” Croaland was asked to 
reassign INS agents and 
money from other areas o/ 
the country fa* emergency 
Texas duty.

"Local law enforcemant

officials in Texas have 
gotten dtawctly in touch with 
ui about the situation,” aaid 
Jack Devore, Bentsen’s 
spokeaman. “They said if 
they arrest an i l l ^ l  alien, 
the Border Patrol is t ^ n g  
them they don’t have the fuel 
to pick him ig> so they should 
turn him looae.”

Mother's Day is one from the 
tax collector. According to 
economists a t the Tax 
Foundation, Inc., Tax 
Freedom Day and Mother’s 
Day coincide this year Both 
fall on May 11.

Tax Freedom Day, 
computed annually by the 
Foundation's re se a rc h ^ , is 
the day the average worker's 
Federal, state, and local 
taxes would be paid qp if 
every dollar earned from 
Jan. 1 went directly to the 
tax collector

Tax Freedom Day 1960 is 
three days later than last 
year, five days later than in 
1978, and eleven days later 
than in 1975, according to the 
W ashington-based, tax  
watch-dog organization.

The total tax bill for 
calendar year 1980 is 
estimated at 1820 billion, up 
from $738 billion a year ago, 
they say; and taxes now take 
35.8 eaeaaaS-ef- t*e eearsig^^ 
paycheck, accordta^ to tne 
Tax Foundation. A te lf 
century ago, a worker could 
earn the money to pay all 
taxes in only 42 days Today, 
it takes 131 days on the job to 
achieve the same result.

"Leas work for Mother” 
used to be the slogan of a 
major cafeteria chain. With 
the steady growth of the tax 
bite taken from Americans’ 
paychecks, it’s unlikely that 
the motto will ever ^  ap­
plicable to Federal, state, or 
local governments
