AUSTIN — Enviroomentalists 
and a recent Texas Supreme Court 
decision are helping propel a pro­
posed statewide water package on 
a meandering course throufto 
Texas Legislature.

But whether that will steer the 
state’s latest effort to develop a 
comprehensive water blueiNrint 
toward passage or defeat is 
uncertain.

That legisladon was filed of­
ficially in the Texas House on Fri­
day Rep. Tom Craddick, R- 
Midland .Simitar legislation is ex­
pected to be flled in the Texas 
Senate on Monday by Sena. John 
Montford, D-Lubtwck, and Ted 
Sandesteban, D ^  Paso.

The legislation envisions weav­
ing a state water package from 
conservation efforts, increased 
g rou n d w a ter m an agem en t, 
agriculture research and a $600 
million bond program for water 
quality, water s u ^ y  and atorage 
acquiaidon efforts tm t would re­
qu ire leg is la tiv e  and voter 
appTdval. ^

An appeals court ruling late last 
year invalidated a Texas Water 
Commiaaion permit iaeued for the 
reservoir, declaring it would use 
Colorado River water already 
obligated to downstream users.

But the Supreme Court granted 
reservoir backen a partial victory 
by giving the Texas Water (Tom- 
mission a second chance to ap-

ne a valid permit and effective- 
jiving the reservoir project 
su p ^ or water rights over all per­

mits issued since February 1978.

It was a fin t among many. 
Amelia Earhart was the first 
woman passenger on a trans-

Atlantic fii^ t  in 1938 and, in 1932, 
the fin t wmnan to fly the 1,800-mile 
route from  Newfoundland to 
Ireland alone. She was the fin t to 
fly solo across the Atlantic and the 
Pacific.

“ By successfiilly spanning the 
ocean stretches between Hawaii 
auLCalifomia, ftdlowing your suc­
cessful transatlantic fli^ t  of 1928, 
you have shown the ‘doubting 
Thomases’ that aviation is a 
science whidi cannot be limited to 
men only,”  President Franklin 
Roosevelt said in a letter which 
rracbed the aviator a week after 
the trip.

“ Because of the swift advances

in this science of flight, made possi- 
Ue by ^ e m in e n t and private 
en terp rise . Scheduled ocean
transportatian by air is a distinct 
and definite future possiUlity,”  he
said.

Before she left San Francisco to 
prepare for the flight. Miss 
iM niart had said: “ Anyttiing I can 
do to help close the gap between 
Hawaii, as an integral part of the 
United States, and the mainland, 
will be a w oA  into which I can 
throw myself wholeheartedly.”

Two years after the Hawaii- 
OaUand flight, on May 20, 1937, 
Miss Earhart and n av ictor Fred 
Noonan left Oakland aboard a

Lockheed Electra headed east, 
hoping to girdle the globe. The 
fU At, nearly completed, ended 850 
mfles short of Hawaii, under cir­
cumstances which may never be 
known. |

“ After a three-hour rain delay, at 
4:44 p.m. on Jan. 11, 1935, Amelia 
Eariuurt took off from Wheeler 
Field in her Lockheed Vega,”  the 
plaque reads. “ Eighteen hours and 
16 minutes later, she landed in 
Oakland, Calif., thus becoming the 
first person to fly solo from Hawaii 
to the mainland.

Civiliians murdered
Nun recounts details of her kidnapping

MANAGUA, Nicaragua (AP) — Military officials say 
13 Nicaraguan civilians were killed by anti-Sandinista 
rebels on the same day and in the same area where rebels 
captiured a MaryknoU nun from Connecticut.

The nun, Sister Nancy Donovan, said she was released 
unharmed after nine hours in captivity Tuesday.

Military reports in Managua said 13 people, including 
nine workers on a road project for the Construction 
Ministry, were killed in rebel attacks in the same area 
that day.

Sister Donovan, a member of the missionary order bas­
ed in Ossining, N.Y., r^ r te d ly  described her capture in 
a telephone conversation with a colleague in Managua, 
Sister Patricia Hagerty.

According to Sister Hagerty, Sister Donovan left the 
small town of San Juan de Limay, about 96 miles north of 
-Managua, -’Tueaday morning with ^ g^imp of women and 
children for a religious conference in the provincial 
capital of Esteli.

A few miles out of San Jiigo de.Iim ayra'sm fiirband of 
guerrillas stopped Qieir v i^ cle , detained them for about 
an hour, then let them |Ht)ceed.

But a few minutes later. Sister Donovan decided to turn 
back by herself on foot to warn other civilians in San Juan 
de lim ay of the danger on the road.

As she was walking back, she was stopped by another 
group of about 20 rebels, who were h olin g some other

She was then escorted, still on foot, about 10 miles to a 
tiny village known as Los E^ncuentros, where a guerrilla 
band was camped.

Hiere she questioned at length, then rdeased again.

rode back to San Juan de Limay. She reportedly was on 
her way to Managua late Thurs^y.

She told the MaryknoU office in Managua that nobody in 
her original party had been harmed, nor had she seen 
anyone hurt or kiUed by the “ ‘contras,’ ’ as the 
U.S.-backed rebels are caUed in their fight against the lef­
tist Sandinista government.

HEILBRONN, West Germany 

(AP) — A Pershing 2 missUe 
ca u ^ t fire and burned during a 
traininig exercise Friday, killing 
three U.S. soldiers and injuring 
seven, the Army said.

“ There was no explosion and no 
nuclear weapons involved,’ ’ said 
Maj. Michael Griffon, spokesman 
(rf the 56th Field Artillery Brigade. 
“ A truck and a maintenance tent 
were also burned.”

“ The reason for the fire is still 
u n k n ow n ,”  Griffon said. An Army 
general said he had ordered an in- 
vestigatimi into the incident at the 
“ RedLeg”  missile site in southern 
West Germany. _

“ th ree American sol(fiers were 
killed and seven others taken to 
hospitals for treatment. Five have 
been released and two remain 
hospitalised. Several others suf- 
frarra superficial injuries,”  Griffon 
said.

An earlier statement frmn the 
“ Pershing Brigade”  had reported 
four sokttos OMd and 10 iqjured. 
But Griffon said a check six hours

after the incident showed “ at this 
time there are only three dead.”

After initially reporting that two 
soldiers burned to death at the site 
and that two others died on the way 
to the hospital, the spokesman said 
he could not verify the exact causes 
of the deaths.

The identities of the victims were 
withheld pending notification of 
their famines.

In Washington, White House

dent was “ a Pershing 2 recently 
delivered from the United States.”

Haddock said the engine of the 
missile’s first stage caught fire 
without warning dt^ng a “ routine 
exercise”  under supervision of a 
captain. Elarlier Army reports said 
the rocket’s fuel propellant had 
caught fire.

The general said it was the first 
accident of this kind and that he 
ordered an investigation to deter­
mine the cause.

Griffon, speaking by telephone 
from the brigade bieadquarters in 
Schwaebisch Gmuend, said the fire 
erupted at 2 p.m. “ The accident oc- 
c u r r e d  w i t h i n  a s m a l l  
U.S.-controlled area.

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Trees can provide a lot of protec­
tion for those gusting winter winds, 
and the time to |dan windbreaks is 
at hand. However, actual planting 
time won’t be until later winter «* 
early spring.

A windbreak planting can pro­
vide acomfdrt and protection zone. 
Windbreaks also can be planted for 
livestock  protection , w ildlife 
habitats, Christmas tree produc­
tion, fruit and nut production, and 
aesthetics.

Properly designed windbreaks 
will provide full, protection from 
wind to a distance of 10 times the 
h ei^ t of the tallest trees and pro­
vide some (xrotection out to 20 
times the height of the-taUest trees.

Dif- 
ferent teaching methods are^ised 
to reach a greater number m peo­
ple and help parAcipants develop 
awareness, ^  and adopt changes.

The effectiveness of in-depth pro­
grams is measured by an annual 
evaluation. A mail questionnaire 
was sent to a random sample of 
program participants.

In stress management, the 
greatest change appears in the 38 
percent (6) who reported they now 
use exercise or relaxaAon techni­
ques to reduce stress. Four persons 
(31 percent) reported they have 
improved their communicaAons 
skills.

Results of the survey indicate 
that every stress management 
pracAce taught is now used by at 
least 1/5 of the program par­
ticip a n ts. These techniques 
include:

• using exercise or relaxaAon 

techniques
• having a support group or so­

meone to confide in
• improving communication 

skills
• changing work habits
• changing stressful money

One-fourth of those responding

reported they had gone to the doc­
tor less since parApating in Exten­
sion stress management programs 
and one-third reported  less 
absenteeism from work due to il­
lness.

Four persons (27 percent of those 
responding) reported reduced 
health care costs for the family.

'  scious e ffo rt... to help the perfor­
mance of athletes and at the same 
time maintain sanity in the use of 
steroids, not any abuse.’ ’

Wilson said no team coaches 
were involved in the distribution of 
the steroids, which can be legally 
obtained by prescription. He said, 
however, that Vanderbilt’s all­
sports strength coach E.J. “ Doc”  
Kreis was aware of the steroids 
use. ' ’’

“ I’d have to say it wasn’t a 
secret,”  said Wilson, a druggist in 
FranUin, Tenn. “ The kids knew of 
its availability in the weight room 
and they also knew it wasn’t com­
ing from the coaches. It was bet­
ween Doc and me,”  Wilson &aid.

Kreis was granted a leave of 
absence T u e ^ y  after it was 
disclosed that the Tennessee 
Bureau of Investigation had laun­
ched a probe into the souroe of an 
anti-inflammatory drug found in 
the body of a Clemson University 
football player who died Oct. 19.

ham ed." ^

Vlctlma, who may feel like an impersonal piece of 
evidence as their case moves t o n ^  tte system, 
are tfven a say in toe punishment, Mesaros said in 
an interview this week.

Most victims involved in tbe pNgHDA have been 
enttusastic about it.

“ We’ve found that over 80 percent of those victims 
who wish to participate in mediation want to meet 
toe offenda foM  to face," he said. Of the 250 cases 
hamfied since March, Mesaros said 97 percent were 
settled to the victim ’s satisfaction.

Tlie Shanes worked out a restitution plan for the 
damages to their home, and tbe offender was also re­
quired ta do at least lOO hours of community service.

The couple decided a long prison sentence would 
only teach the young man new ways “ togat into trou­
ble”  and that it would be “ better for him to get out, 
do manual labor and pay us back, which he never 
had to do before.”

Oklahoma offers mediation to two categories: 
when tte offender is 18-20 years old and committed a 
non-violent crime, or when the offenda has not been 
jailed during the previous 10 years.

In tbe 10 months stoee tbe department initiated the 
program, Mesaros said caaes have included armed 
ro b b e ry , in c e s t , b u rg la ry , fo rg e r y  and 
embezzlement.

“ We’ve had more tearful encounters than anything 
resembling a vkdent episode,”  Mesaros said.

V ictim s som etim es have sought stronger 
sentences than the judge pronounced, which cannot 
be done, Mesaros said. H oweva, victims have been 
aUe to influence tte degree of supervision for a con­
vict, including curfews and community service, 
after the prison term is com|detod.

Oklahoma has the only statewide mediation pro-
iolentgram which tovolvee both violent and non-vic 

crimes, and which is used to develop sentencing 
plans including the length of imprisonment or supa- 
visioa, Mesaros said.
