'Ptomaine Poison

Attacks Amarilloites

Amarillo, May 15.---An indica-
tion of poisoning from impure
milk or meat, or ptomaine pois-
oning, was evident in Amarillo
yvesterday. The doctors inter-
viewed had not only one but sev-
eral cases to report that would
indicate poisoning of some kind

One doctor reports a casethat
had about the same symptoms,
buc he hardly thought thatim-
pure milk or food was the cause,
but rather indigestion caused by
auto-intoxication (self-poisoning).
In this doctor’s opinion auto-
poisoning is common in warm,
damp weather, and in the spring
months, and may be caused from
perfectly sound food or pure
milk.

The City Health officer analyz-
ed the

or adulterations. He will make
further investigation as he fears
meat or milk may
have been the cause.
