TREATY RATIFIED BY
GERMAN ASSEMBLY

OPENS WAY FOR LIFTING OF EC
ONOMIC BLOCKADE BY THE
ALLIES

MOST OF MINISTERS ATTEND

The Agreement Relative to the Oc
cupation of Rhineland, Signed
Same Day, is Also Agreed To.

Weimar—The resolution ratifying
the peace treaty has been adopted
by the German national assembly by
a vote of 208 to 115.

The text of the ratification reso-
lution, as introduced in the nation-
al assembly, consisted of two clau-
ses, reading as follows:

“The peace treaty between Ger-
many and the allied and associated
powers, signed on June 28, 1919, and
the protocol belonging thereto, as
well as the agreement relating to the
occupation of the Rhineland, signed
the same days, are agreed to. This
law comes into force on the day of
its promulgation.”

Most of the ministers were pres-
ent at the meeting of the national
assembly when ratification of the
peace treaty took place and there
was a full attendance of deputies.

Dr. Hermann Mueller, foreign min-
ister, in introducing the government
bills, explained that the hastening of
the ratification order would bring
about the lifting of the blockade. “We
are about to enter upon a forty
years’ march through a desert,” he
said. “I can find no other term for
the path of suffering which fulfill-
ment of the treaty prescribes for us.”

Dr. Peter Spahn, leader of the
Catholic center party, said: “We
agreed to the treaty under hard com-
pulsion, to save ourselves from an-
archy and to preserve the father
land from internal ruin.”

Wilson Did Not Offer Special Treaty

Washington — President Wilson
submitted to the senate only the trea-
ty containing the covenant of the
League of Nations. The proposed
supplementary treaty under which
the United States would agree to go
to the aid of France in case of an
unprovoked assault on that country
by Germany will be presented sepa-
rately at a later date. Mr. Wilson
is preparing a separate address to
the senate explaining this agreement,

Austria and Hungary at Outs.

Paris.—High tension between the
Austrian and the Hungarian govern-
ments is indicated in dispatches re-
ceived here from Vienna and Buda-
pest The Austrian foreign minister,
Dr. Otto Bauer, has demanded the
recall from Vienna of the Hungarian
minister. Bela Kun, head of the Hun-
garian government, in return, has
demanded that the campaign against
the Hupgarian legation at Vienna be
stopped.

Wilson Accepts Hurley's Resignation.
Washington.—President Wilson has
accepted the resignation of Edward
N. Hurley as chairman of the ship-
ping board, effective Aug. 1. It is
understood that Mr. Hurley will be
succeeded by John Barton Payne of
Chicago, general counsel of the rail-
road administration, whose nomina-
tion as a member of the shipping
board was sent to the senate.

Planes Leave Houston on Flight.

Houston, Texas.—Three De Havi-
land Liberty-motored airplanes, form-
ing the Ellington field transcontinen-
tal recruiting squadron, has left for
a cross-country recruiting trip. The
squadron is headed for the Pacific
coast and will double back to the
Atlantic coast before returning te
Ellington field

Many Cars Burn in Fire.

McKinney, Texas.—A loss of ap-
proximately $55,000 was sustained
here recently when a brick garage
building burned. Sixteen cars, in-
cluding a hearse and ambulance were
burned. Other loss was $10.000, with
no insurance. Loss on building is
estimated at $4,000, partly covered
by insurance.

Deny Story of German Treaty

Washington—At no time since the
beginning of the world war has the
Japanese government sought to enter
into any treaty relations with Ger
many, and neither has any of its
agents entertained any propositions
of that character, it is announced ‘af
the Japamese embassy.

Rome.—An anarchist plot to attack
the centra! part of Rome by means of
hand grenades and explosives has
been exposed by the arrest of 16 of
the conspirators, four hours before

About-the same time 30 anarchists
motored to Fort Pratalaa, four miles
from Rome and tried to induce the
garrison to join in an attack on the
Rome market places. The soldiers
fired on the anarchists and seized
several of them. The others fled. The
city remains tranquil.

WILSON DEFENDS THE

DECLARES THAT IT IS NECESSA-
RY FOR THE MAINTENANCE
OF THE WORLD PEACE.

NEW ORDER IS ESTABLISHED

President Submits Treaty to Senate.
Most Skeptical Won Over to
Plan, He Says.

Washington. — President Wilson in
presenting the peace treaty with Ger
many to the senate declared that a
"l(~:u;:m~ of free nations had bcome a
practical necessity."”

The “most skeptical” of the peace
conferees at Paris, the president said,
had turned more and more to the
league as discussion progressed.

———

President Wilson spoke as follows:

Gentlemen of the Senate: The
treaty of peace with Germany was
signed at Versailles on the 28th of
June, and this treaty constitutes noth-
ing less than world gettlement. My
services and all the infromation I
possess will be at your disposal and
at the disposal of your committee on
foreign relations at any time, either
informally or in session, as you maj
prefer.

The United States entered the war
upon a ditferent jooung Irom every
other nation except our assistants on
this side of the sea. We entered it,
because we saw the supremacy, and
even the validity, of right everywhere
put in jeopardy and free government
likely to be everywhere imperilled by
the intolerabie aggression of a power
which respected neither right nor ob
ligation and whose very tem ol
government flouted the rights of the
against the autocratic au
thority of his governors. (And in the
settlements of the peace we have
sought no special reparation for our
| selves). We entered the war as the
disinterested champions of right and
we interested ourselves in the terms
of the peace in no other capacity.

PROVIDING FOR AN ISSUE OF BONDS BY
THE STATE FOR THE PURPOSE OF
CONSTRUCTION OF HIGHWAYS.
HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 1.

A Joint Resolution proposing to amend Sec-
tion 49, Article 3 of the Constjtution of
the State of Texas relating to the power
to create debts by or on behali of the
State so as herecaiter to authorize the
Legislature to enact such laws as may be
necessary directing the Governor of the
State to issue bonds in a sum not to ex-
ceed $75,000,000; providing for the levy of
a tax to create the necessary interest and
sinking fund therefor; and providing that
the proceeds from the salp of such bonds
shall be used in the construction of dur-
able, hard surfaced roads upon the pub-
lic highways of the State.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of
State of Texas:

SECTION 1. Amend said Section so as to
read after its adoption as follows:

Article 3. Section 49. No debt shall be
created by or on behalf of the State, except
to supply casual deficiencies or revenue, re.
pel invasion. surpress insurrection, defend
the State in war, or pay existing debt; and
the debt created to supply deficiencies in the
revenue shall never exceed in the aggregate
at any one time, two hundred thousand dol-
lars ($200,000); provided however, that the
Legislature may enact such legislation as
may be necessary to authorize and direct the
Governor to issue bonds of the State in a
sum not to exceed Seventy-five million
($75,000,000) dollars, the proceeds to be used
in the construction of durable hard-surfaced
roads upon the public highways of the State;
provided that such proceeds shall be appor-
tioned to the different counties of the State
according to the needs of the State High-
ways in such counties; and, provided further
that under Legislative authority a tax not
to exceed twenty cents on the one hundred
dollars valuation of taxable property in the
State may be levied, assessed and collected
to provide the necessary interest.and sinking
fund therefor, and said taxes shall be in ad
dition to the taxes authorized by Article 8,
Section 9 of the Constitution.

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GOVERNOR SUBMITS
SOLDIERS’ BONUS ACT

WOULD AUTHORIZE BOND ISSUE
OF $50,000,000 TO PAY SERVICE
MEN $300 EACH.

Austin, Texas. — Governor Hobby
has submitted to the legislature an
“act to provide for the payment of
Texas soldiers and sailors who en-
listed in the defense of of the state
in the war between the United States
and the German empire; providing
for the issuance and sale of bonds of
the state for raising the necessary
funds therefor, and providing for the
raising of revenue to pay the inter-
est on the bonds and creating a sink-
ing fund for the redgmption of
same.”

Representative Malone has drawn
a bill which provides for the issu-
ance of $30,000000 worth of bonds
by the state to provide a fund out
of which every soldier who went
into the service from Texas shall
be pai da bonus of $300.

An investigation of reports that
boishevism, socialism and similar
doctrines are being taught at the
universily of Texas, is demanded in

the Texas senate and adopted. The
Jprobe is to be made by the board
‘of regents.

The bill, raising the age limit for
compulsory school attendance to 15
years, and compelling the exclusive
use of the English language in all
private and parochial schools, attend-
" ance in which relieves of obligation
to attend the public schools, was re-
ported by the senate committee on
educational affairs.

Scores of Montana fam-
ilies, father, mother, and

. in dugouts very similar to
those which sheltered our soldiers in
the thick of the fighting in France.
And the life of these families here in
America, especially of mothers and
children, is almost as difficult and
dangerous as that .of the soldier boys.

These facts and stories of the life
of these present-day ploneers out
West, have just been made public by
the children's bureau. Homes seventy
{0 one hundred miles from a rallroad,
without telephones, where tralls are dif-
ficult and good roads almost unknown,
are described In the report, which tells
of the mothers and bables who suffer
unnecessarily and sometimes die be-
cause the nearest doctor may be fifty
or more mlles away and there is ao
public health nurse.

Many things are needed to bring
comtort and even safety to these fam-
flles. The first of these, according te
the children’s bureau, is the publie
health nurse. And the people of the
county studied agree with this recom-
mendation. Since the visit of the
agents of the children’s bureau they
have sent this petition to their board
of county conunissioners:

“We earnestly petition the board
that they appoint a county nurse whose
services shail be given to the western
half of county. The legislature of
1017, by the enactment of the child-
welfare law, empowered you to muke
this appointment. DBecause of the war,
physicians were called to the service
of their country and large sections of

tention, which will render the services
of a nurse more necessary
fore in giving health
school children, and protecting the
health of the community from infec-
tlous diseases.”

Isolated Homes In Montana.

So isolated are many of the settlers
at present that [liness and even death
may find them alone and without the
possibility of securing help. Especial-
ly dangerous is the occupation of moth-
er out in this ploneer country. At
present, because of the bad roads and
great distances and also because of the
expense, mother after mother has no
doctor and no nurse at the time when
her bables are born. She goes through
her fight for life—a fight as big and as
important as that of a soldier on the
battlefield—in the crude surroundings
of her dugout of mud and wood, or her
“tarpaper” shack, sod or gumbo-clay

Mail Is no more certain than the
roads or the weather. One mother
wrote three months in advance to en-
gage a physician who did not recelve
| her letter until a week after the baby |
was born. Mail in this region is de-|
livered to a few central post offices |
only two or three times a week. and
then it is often delayed for weeks or
months. It is a common complaint
that winter underwear ordered in the
fall doesn't arrive till spring.

As might be expected from this lack
of health protection for her mothers,
Montana has a bad list of casualties.
More mothers In proportion to the en-
tire number of women die In Montana
than ia any other state In the Unlon.

Children are less safe, too, in this
part of Montana than In other western
states,

“Winter weather,” sald one mother
who llved 45 miles from a doctor,
“makes us prisoners. I can't tell you
how I am worrying about the winter,
for If my baby should get sick I'd be
helpless.”

Another mother had to take a child |
who had appendicitis more than 125 |
miles to the nearest hospital for an !
operation, |
|  One five-day-old bahy became ill at
|la time when the big dry creek had
| overflowed its banks and there was no |
way to cross it. Therefore, no phy- |
sician could be sent for.

In another ecase, the nearest phy-
sician, who lives eight miles from the
:fumil_\'. was away when its eighteen-
| day-old baby fell ill, and when the next

| doetor, who lived 25 miles away, was
sent for he did not arrive until after
| the baby's death.

Cases of accident which might be
easily treated in a city or in a country
distriet which had adequate health fa-
cilities, are difficult to care for in a
community without such safeguards.
I In this district, for Instance, a pin
lodged in a child’s throat, and the
child had to be taken 125 miles to have
it removed.

Need of Trained Nurses. |

A public health nurse, with an auto- |
mobile, could do much for the protec- |
tion both of children and mothers,
mainly through educating them in ear-
ing for themselves and their children.
In cases -of illness, too, she could help
the overworked physician, staying with
the Invalid longer than he could and
supplying that expert nursing care so
important in curing iliness,

The story of how one country com-

munity organized to protect Itself
against disease, and to guard the

health of its members is described by
a secretary of the national organiza-
tion for public health nursing. In
{ this community, in southwestern Towa,
| a number of counties banded together
to supply a modern hospital training
school for nurses, but they also pro-
| vided for health sipervision of chil-
[dren in all the county schools, free
Idl.\'pnns'nries for school children; for
tubercuiosis; child welfare stations, |
and health and social service comenlf
wnder trained public health nurses.

i QLY QRENVING 1S THE LOOR.
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Organizations, locluding churches
granges, lodges, ete., joined this health
service by paying a small fee and their
Inembers are thereupon cared for by
the hospital medical staff free, in ad-
dition to the other care which they
et through the dispensaries. The

| service is managed by a board con-
| sisting of representatives of these va-

rious organizations.

Even In states where such a com-
plete health organization is not pos-
sible, at least rural public health nurs-
ing may be begun, and the natlonal
organization for public health nursing
is urging country cammunities to un-
dertake this work. In a sumber of
states, legislation has already been
passed allowing county officials to em-
ploy public health nurses for the bene-
fit of the people. If there Is no legis-
lation of this kind, a group of farm
men and women can at least ralse
fupds among themselves for such a
nurse. Her salary will be saved in the
disease which she prevents. The suf-
fering which she helps assuage Is be-
yond estimation,

The national organization, whose of-
fices are at 156 Fifth avenue, New
York, is helping farm communities to
make surveys of what public health
nursing they need, and to secure nurses
after funds have been ralsed.

Miss Ella Phillips Crandall, has serv-
ed as the executive secretary of the
national organization for public health
nursne since its formation in Chicago
in 1012,

During the war Miss Crandall, loan-
ed by the national organization, acted
as the executive secretary of the nurs-
ing committees of the council of na-
tional defense,  She has now returned
to her work In New York, and is di-
recting the campaign to raise a large
scholurship fund to enable nurses re-
turning from war work to take courses
in publie health nursing and enter at
once this new field of service, Miss
Crandall was at one time on the staff
of teachers' college of Columbia uni-

|\'¢~r.~lv,\: and is still special lecturer in

the department of nursing and health.

The national erganization for publie
health nursing was formed for the
purpose of standardizing publie health
work, providing courses for the train-
ing of public health nurses, and serv-
ing as a central bureau of advice and
information.

Public health nursing, according to
Miss Crandall, has been given a great
fmpetus by the war. “The public
health nurse stands for the soclaliza-
tion and equal distribution according
to need of nursing eare,” Miss Crandall
says, “and Is therfore in direct line
with the democratic Ideals of war and
reconstruction.”
