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Motley County stands to 
gain much through anticipated 
development of wind farms in 
the county. The Competitive 
Renewable Energy Zones 
(CREZ) proceedings have 
brought our region much inter-
est from wind companies and an 
ever increasing number of 
transmission line developers. 
As time goes by, more propos-
als will be made to make wind 
development in this area a real-
ity. A CREZ designation will 
mean that Motley County could 
be looking to wind farms and the 
necessary transmission lines 
for a much needed increase in 
tax revenue. 

Electric Transmission 
Texas LLC (ETT), which is a 
proposed joint venture between 
subsidiaries of American Elec-
tric Power (AEP) and 
MidAmerican Energy Holdings 
Company has filed a transmis-
sion proposal with the Public 
Utility Commission of Texas 
(PUCT) for the construction of 
1000 miles of transmission lines 
that will support the develop-
ment of the Competitive Renew-
able Energy Zones (CREZs) 
that are being considered by the 
PUCT. This will be done in two 
states: Stage one will have a 
completion date of 2012 and will

The Southwest Power Pool 
has a plan to build what is 
known as The X-plan that will tie 
Dodge City Kansas and Wichita, 
Kansas to a transmission sys-
tem that joins together at 
Mooreland, Oklahoma and then 
splits again with one leg going 
to Oklahoma City and the other 
going to Lubbock. 

All of these projects are be-
ing driven by the projected en-
ergy needs of Texas' electric 
customers. This energy will be 
developed by renewable energy 
projects of which a big part will 
be generated by the wind farms 
that are already in production 
and the ones that will be built in 
the coming years. 

On April 3, a meeting of Mot-
ley County landowners was held

At the meeting, ballots with 
pre-addressed envelopes were 
distributed to be completed and 
returned to the Extension Office 
by April 20. Although those who 
returned ballots voted unani-
mously in favor of the proposal 
to form a c ortium, only 16% 
of all ballo, were actually re-
turned. Therefore, the proposed 
idea of forming a county-wide 
organization will be dropped at 
this time.

Stage three 
is expected to cost $4 Billion and 
is also tied to the CREZ pro-
ceedings. 

The ETT also proposed an 
additional 900 mile high-voltage, 
high-capacity backbone trans-
mission system to support the 
long range needs of Texas. This 
also was made through the 
CREZ docket of the PUCT. 

There is also a proposed 800 
mile 345-KII transmission loop 
throughout the Texas Pan-
handle. This proposal was sub-
mitted by Sharyland Utilities

April is Child Abuse Preven-
tion Month. What's the Law re-

garding child abuse: Anyone 
"having cause to believe that a 
child's physical or mental health 
or welfare has or may be ad-
versely affected by abuse or ne-
glect" must report the case to 
any state or local law enforce-
ment agency and to the Depart-
ment of Protective and Regula-
tory Services. Failure to report 
suspected child abuse or ne-
glect is punishable by imprison-
ment of up to 180 days and/or a 
fine of up to $1,000. (Texas Fam-
ily Code, Chapter 34. 

An oral report must be 
made immediately (within 48 
hours) to the nearest Child Pro-
tective Service Office, to the 24-
hour Child Abuse Hotline (1-800-
252-5400), or to the local law en-
forcement officials. Anyone who 
files a report is immune from 
civil or criminal liability - if the 
report is made in "good faith" 
and "without malice." 

"Good faith" means the per-
son took reasonable steps to 
learn the facts that were readily 
available and at hand. 

"Without malice" means the 
person did not intend to injure 
or violate the rights of another 

THE FALLACY 
OF DUALISM! 

Dualism is the philosophy 
that the world is composed of 
competing equal and opposite 
forces, such as good versus evil. 
It sounds good, but is totally 
phony! If you took the test in the 
last article and answered "true" 
to any, you flunked.

Cold goes only to absolute 
zero, and no colder, whereas 
there is no known limit to how 
hot it can get.

Augustine concluded: "Evil is 
the lack of good and not the re-
verse. For when we take all the 
evil out of something, it is bet-
ter, but when we take all the 
good from something, there is 
nothing." Hence, good is the ul-
timate and evil is but a parasite. 
Without good, evil would not ex-
tht-neitherequalnoropposite!  

person. 
Several events take place 

after the initial complaint is 
filed. First of all, depending on 
where you live, you might report 
suspected abuse and/or neglect 
to your local child protective 
agency The person responding 
to the call may ask you several 
questions about what you are 
reporting. This is done to en-
sure that enough information is 
available for the investigative 
team to be able to make deci-
sions concerning whether or 
note abuse/neglect has oc-
curred. You might be asked to 
give names of the family and 
child, your reasons for suspect-
ing abuse, the names, ad-
dresses and telephone numbers 
of other witnesses, your rela-
tionship to the alleged victim, 
any other previous suspicious 
injury to the child, or for your 
name, address and telephone 
number. 

The first step in helping 
abused children is learning to 
recognize the symptoms of child 
abuse. Although child abuse is 
divided into four types — physi-
cal abuse, neglect, sexual 
abuse, and emotional maltreat-
ment -- the types are more typi-
cally found in combination than

alone. A physically abused child 
for example is often emotional 

maltreated as well, and a sexu-
ally abused child may also be 
neglected. Any child at any age 
may experience any of the types 
of child abuse. Children over 
age five are more likely to be 
physically abused and to suffer 
moderate injury than are chil-
dren under age five. 

Experienced educators 
likely have seen all forms of 
child abuse at one time or an-
other. They are alert to signs 
like these that may signal the 
presence of child abuse. 
The Child: 

• Shows sudden changes in 
behavior or school perfor-
mance; 

• Has not received help for 
physical or medical problems 
brought to the parents' atten-
tion; 

• Has learning problems 
that cannot be attributed to spe-
cific physical or psychological 
causes; 

• Is always watchful, as 
though preparing for something 
bad to happen; 

• Lacks adult supervision; 
• Is overly complaint, an 

overachiever, or too respon-
sible; or 

• Comes to school early., 
stays late, and does not want to 
go home. 
The Parent: 

• Shows little concern for 
the child, rarely responding to 
the school's requests for infor-
mation, for conferences, or for 
home visits; 

• Denies the existence of --
or blames the child for -- the 
child's problems in school or at 
home; 

• Asks the classroom 
teacher to use harsh physical 
discipline if the child misbe-
haves; 

• Sees the child entirely bad, 
worthless, or burdensome; 

• Demands perfection or a 
level of physical or academic 
performance the child cannot 
achieve; or 

• Looks primarily to the 
child for care, attention, and sat-
isfaction of emotional needs. 
The Parent and Child: 

• Rarely touch or look at 
each other; 

• Consider their relation-
ship entirely negative: or 

• State that they do not like 
each other 

• None of these signs prove  

that child abuse is present in a 
family. Any of them may be 
found in any parent or child at 
one time or another. But when 
these signs appear repeatedly 
or in combination, they should 
cause the educator to take a 
closer look at the situation and 
to consider the possibility of 
child abuse. That second took 
may reveal further signs of 
abuse or signs of a particular 
hind of child abuse. 

SIGNS OF PHYSICAL 
ABUSE 

Consider the possibility of 
physical abuse when the child: 

• Has unexplained burns, 
bites, bruises, broken bones, or 
black eyes; 

• Has fading bruises or 
other marks noticeable after an 
absence from school; 

• Seems frightened of the 
parents and protests or cries 
when it is time to go home from 
school; 

• Shrinks at the approach 
of adults; or 

• Reports injury by a parent 
or another adult caregiver. 

SIGNS OF NEGLECT 
Consider the possibility of 

neglect when the child: 
• Is frequently absent from 

school; 
• Begs or steals food or 

money from classmates; 
• Lacks needed medical or 

dental care, immunizations, or 
glasses; 

• Is consistently dirty and 
has severe body odor; 

• L acks sufficient clothing 
for the weather 

• Abuses alcohol or other 
drugs; or 

• States there is no one at 
home to provide care. 

SIGNS OF SEXUAL ABUSE 
Consider the possibility of 

sexual abuse when the child: 
• Has difficulty walking or 

sitting; 
• Suddenly refuses to 

change for gym or to participate 
in physical activities; 

• Demonstrates bazaar, so-
phisticated, or unusual sexual 
biowledge or behavior; 

• Becomes pregnant or con-
tracts a venereal disease, par-
ticularly if under age fourteen; 

• Runs away; or 
• Reports sexual abuse by 

a parent or another adult 
caregiver.

Texas law allows farmers, ranchers and timber growers 
to pay property taxes based upon the "production value" 
of their land rather than on market value. This "productiv-
ity appraisal" means qualified land is taxed based on its 
ability to produce crops, livestock or timber—not on its 
value on the real estate market. And it can mean substan-
tial property tax savings. 

When is the application deadline? 
If your land has never had a productivity appraisal or you 
are a new owner, you must apply to your local appraisal 
district by May 1 to take advantage of this benefit on your 
2006 property taxes. You may get up to 60 extra days If you 
have a good reason and ask for it by May 1. If you miss 
this deadline, you may still be able to apply, but you will 
pay a penalty. Check with your appraisal district office. 

Do you need to reapply annually? 
If your land already receives agricultural or timber pro-
ductivity appraisal, you normally don't need tp reapply 
unless the chief appraiser requires you to do so. If a new 
application is required, the appraisal district will notify 

you by mail.

your property taxes! 
A homestead exemption lowers the property taxes on your home 
by lowering Its taxable value. If your home is valued at $50,000 
and you receive a $15,000 homestead exemption, your home will 
be taxed as if it were worth $35,000. 

Who qualifies for an exemption? 
Anyone who owns a home on January 1 and uses it as a primary 
residence on that date is entitled to a $15,000 homestead exemp-
tion to lower school taxes this year...and it doesn't matter if your 
home is a house, condominium or mobile home. Counties, cities 
and special taxing districts may also offer homestead exemp-
tions. 

Are other exemptions available? 
If you're disabled—or if you're 65 years old or older—you are 
entitled to an additional $10,000 school tax exemption on your 
home. And if you qualify for the over-65 or disabled exemption, 
you're also entitled to a permanent, locked-in "ceiling" on the 
school property taxes on your home. (The county, city or junior 
college may adopt a tax ceiling to lock in 2006 taxes as the 
highest amount for 65 and older or disabled homeowners.) The 
over-65 homeowner's school tax ceiling transfers to the surviving 
spouse, if the spouse is 55 years of age or older at the time of 
death and lives in and owns the home. The age 65 or older home-
owners (or their surviving spouses 55 years of age or older) also 
may transfer the percentage of school tax paid, based on their 
former home's school tax ceiling, to a new home. 

Do I have to apply each year? 
No. If you had a homestead exemption on your home in 2005, 
you won't need to reapply for 2006 unless your chief appraiser 
requires it. However, if you haven't received an exemption on your 
present home—or if you've moved to a new home—you'll need to 
file for an exemption for 2006. If you are 65 this year, you may file 
for the age 65 or older exemption up to one year after the date 
you turned 65. And if you became disabled, you need to file for 
the disabled person's exemption.

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FARM&RANCIINEWS 
USDA announces $990 
thousand for household 
water well system grants

ture Under Secretary for Rural 
Development Thomas C. Dorr 
announced the availability of 
$990,000 in funds to help quali-
fied non-profit organizations 
establish lending programs for 
rural household water wells. 

"The Household Water Well 
System Grants complement our 
community water loan and 
grant program by funding indi-
viduals who receive their water 
from wells," said Dorn "Many 
who live in rural America do not 
live in towns and communities 
where a centralized water sys-
tem is feasible. This program 
helps to meet that basic human 
need: access to clean, safe 
drinking water." 

The Household Water Well 
System Grant Program 
(HWWS) provides funds to pri-
vate non-profit organizations for 
them to make loans to individual 
homeowners to construct or 
upgrade household water well 
systems. The applicant must 
contribute a matching amount 
equal to at least 10 percent of 
the grant request to capitalize 
the loan fund. Since the pro-
gram was created in the 2002 
Farm Bill, Rural Development 
has made 5 grants for $2,286,100. 

Levelland -- Feral hogs 
cause serious problems with 
agricultural production, from 
row crops to hay crops to live-
stock and wildlife.

Texas has the largest feral 
hog population in the U.S., esti-
mated at more than 2 million, 
Clearley said. 

"Even areas thought to be 
unattractive to feral hogs due to 
the lack, of abundant surface 
water:such as thearid Big Bend -
region, have turned out to host 
significant numbers," he said. 
"So, I guess we shouldn't be sur-
prised they've shown up in the 
western Panhandle and South 
Plains."

QUAIL HUNTING HAS 
POSITIVE IMPACT ON ' 
RURAL ECONOMIES 
Leasing land for quail hunt-

ing has a positive impact on 
many rural economies in the 
state, said a Texas Cooperative 
Extension economist. 

"The economic impact of 
hunting in Texas exceeds $1.5 
billion annually," said Jason 
Johnson, Extension economist 
based at Stephenville. He ad-
dressed a capacity crowd at the 
recent Red River Quail Sympo-
sium in Wichita Falls. 

"Quail are the third most 
hunted species of game in 
Texas, ranking behind deer and 
dove, based on the number ,of 
active hunters," he said. "But 
quail rank behind deer, dove, 
duck and wild turkey in terms 
of the number of days spent 
hunting. This suggests that in-
sufficient quail habitat or the 
distance to suitable quail habi-
tat restricts hunting activity for 
this game bird." 

The recent Red River Quail 
Symposium included two ranch 
tours and a one-day seminar on 
landowner resources for habitat 
and hunting management. 

Hunting's economic impact 
reaches beyond landowners 
and into other sectors/busi-
nesses that cater to the hunting 
and travel industries. In many 
areas of Texas, hunting is sec-
ond only to Friday night football 
in terms of visitors and money 
drawn in to local communities, 
Johnson said. 

"Approximately 65 percent 
of Texas hunters come from ur-
ban areas, so this economic im-
pact is essentially a urban-to-
rural transfer," he said. 'Accord-
ing to a United States Fish and 
Wildlife Service survey, the av-
erage Texas hunter spends 
more than $1,300 each year on 
hunting and travel amenities." 

A 2001 survey ofTexas Quail 
Unlimited members revealed 
more specific information about 
avid quail hunters in Texas, he 
added. 

"The typical Quail Unlim-
ited member responding to our 
Texas survey was a middle-
aged, affluent white male," 
Johnson said. "Most were col-
lege graduates, and 42 percent 
reported household incomes 
above $125,000. They lived in 
rural areas, small cities and 
medium- and large-sized urban 
areas. 

"The relevant point is that 
the average expenditure per 
hunter responding exceeded 
more than $10,000 each year on 
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quail hunting," he said. "That's 
money spent on lease fees, dogs, 
vehicles, transportation, feeds/ 
feeders/food plots, lodging guns 
and ammunition, meals and 
other expenses. A large portion 
of these expenditures, averag-
ing around 40 percent to 50 per-
cent, are made in the destina-
tion county of the quail hunt." 

These hunters listed 79 
Texas counties among their fa-
vorite hunting destinations. 

"If you want to attract this 
type of hunter clientele, you 
have to ask: How does my live-
stock management compliment 
wildlife habitat?" Johnson said. 
"What we call carrying capac-
ity - the number of animals we 
can run on our acreage - is not 
the same thing as stocldng rate. 
Carrying capacity is defined and 
provided by Mother Nature. 
Stocking rate is determined by 
the land manager" 

An appropriate stocking 
rage based on several environ-
mental factors encourage more 
and better wildlife habitat - habi-
tat conducive to quail and other 
wildlife, he said. 

"Quail will follow the habi-
tat, especially if the habitat pro-
vides necessary cover and food 
when they are nesting and rear-
ing their young," Johnson said. 
"Arid the avid quail hunter will 
follow the birds. 

"Long-term lease arrange-
ments with these hunters can 
lend stability to land manage-
ment strategies, which in turn 
can benefit wildlife and live-
stoCk. This type of stability helps 
appreciate land values and that 
ripples through local econo-
mies."
