BELGRADE, Nov. 12 (#—Can-
didates representing Marshal Tito's
national front were assured of vic-
tory today by Incomplete returns
from Sunday’'s national constituent

assembly election, which showed
more than 80 per cemt of the na-
tion’s 8,020,671 voters had east
ballots.

Opposition parties had boyvcotied
the elections by not putting wup
candidates but It was reported that
practically mo voters upheld the
boycott by staying away from the
polls. =

A complete absence of election
disorders was reported by Yugo-
slav officlals. Women were eligi-
ble to vote for the first time and
the percentage taking advantage of
their franchise was large.

A holiday atmosphere marked
the election, with gay crowds of
peasants singing and dancing In
open spaces near many of the poll-
ing places.

In addition to the urns set up
to receive the ballots for the can-
didates of the national front an
urn bearing no name was provid-
ed for those who wished to vote
but did not wish to support one of
the Tito tickets. Several parties
and groups within the mnational
front put up alternate tickets.

The voter was given a little ball
which he dropped in one of the
urns. To provide some secrecy for
the ballot, the voter was required
to insert his hand in each urn as
he passed.

‘Arnold Report Suggests
Use Of Fantastic Weapons

WASHINGTON, Nov. 12. (®—
General Hap Arnold advises that
atomic bomb warfare waged from
interstellar space ships is “with-
in the foreseeable future.”

The white-haired Chief of Ar-
my Air Forces gave in his third
annual report today an eerie pic-
ture of conflict for which the Un-
ited States should be prepared.
Said he:

“War may descend upon us by
thousands of robots passing unan-
nounced across our shorelines —
unless we act to prevent them.”

And the way to do that is to be
ready to strike at the source of
attack with a stratigic air force
delivering “one or two atomic
bombs,” which should suffice for
the job.

That method of bomb delivery

lis for today's style of war; to-

morrow's he said, will be like
this:

“We should be ready with a
weapon of the German V-2 rock-
et, having greatly improved range
and precision, and launched from
gredt distances, ;

“If defenses which can cope
with even such a 3,000-mile-per-
hour projeciile are developed, we|
must be ready to launch such pro-
jectiles nearer the target, to give
them a shorter time of flight and
make them harder to detect and
destroy.

“This can be done from true
space ships, capable of operating
outside the earth’s atmosphere.
The design of such a ship is all
but practiable today; research
will unquestionably bring it into
::elru;' within the foreseeable fu-
ure.

Arnold said three types of re-
sistance against the atomic bomb
are possible: make certain that no-
where in the world are atomie
bombs being made secretly; devise
every possible method against
them; disperse cities and move
vital industries underground,
which would be "overwhelmingly
expensive.”

Unceasing patrol of the world,
possibly under guidance of the
United Nations organization,
“would do much to prevent the
illegal manufacture of atomic
bombs in their present form,” Ar-
nold said, g -

WASHINGTON, Nov. 12. () —
With the labor-management con-
ference in Armistice Day recess,
the Capital today watched big in-
dustry — steel and automotive —
for the next move on the chess-
board of industrial relations.
Leaders of United States Steel
corporation shortly will consider

and reply to Secretary of Labor
Schwellenbach's second request
that they resume wage talks with
the CIO United Steelworkers of
America, '

Benjamin F. Fairless, U.S. Steel
president, wired Schwellenbach
Iast night that the invitation to
resume negotiations under a spe-
cial conciliator Wednesday will be
taken up when company officlals
are available after the holiday.

Nevertheless, Fairless- stated,
any new negotiations on the un-
jon’s demanded $2 daily wage In-
crease cannot be expected to pro-
duce results until OPA acts on
price increases “to which the steel
industry has long been entitled by
reason of past heavy increases in
its costs.”

If an impasse exists, Fairless
added, responsibility for it “rests
squarely with the OPA." His tele-
gram remarked also that although
the present wage contract runs
until next October and contains a
no-strike clause the wunion has
scheduled a strike vote November
28.

In the auto industry, too, it was
a case of watchful waiting. There
the threat of a strike against one
or all of the “big three"” — Gen-
eral Motors, Chrysler and Ford —
went on a 24-hour basis, .

The companies remained silent
as a six-man strategy committee
took full charge of the CIO Unit-
ed Auto Workers' fight for a 30
per cent wage increase. The com-
mittee, headed by UAW President
R. J. Thomas, was authorized by
the union’s executive board in
session here to act “as it may see
fit" in support of the wage de-
mand.

UAW Vice President Walter
Reuther said this would permit a
strike call on immediate notice if
developments warranted.

When Walter Camp selected his
first All-American football team
in 1889 for a national publication,

he named {five players from
Princeton, three from Harvard
and as many from Yale for the
coveted spots. (The great Pudge
Heffelfinger, Yale guard, won
one of the posts.

In making the selections, Camp
emphasized the fact that he picked
only players that he saw In action
—and he never got off the At-
lantic coast.

In 1880, the same three teams
again dominated the mythical con-
tingent. This time, Harvard won|
five of the posts, Yale and Prince-!

ton three each.
L] ]

The fad of naming All-Amer-
icans became so popular that
todey practically everyome has
a hand in the oftimes bewilder-
ing balloting.

Camp might have been prejud-
iced in selecting his teams, but
no more so than modern day writ-
ers tend to be. By the time the
venerable sage passed away in
1924, he had named no less than
B5 Yale men, 71 wearers of the
Harvard colors to the 35 annual
teams he had put to paper. (He
dummied up in 1917, due to the
great war).

It was commonly known that
Camp had a Yale-Harvard com-
plex. In 1802, the great Walter
named no less than seven of the
Eli to his august troupe. Two oth-
-er slots went to Harvard products,
another to Princeton’s stalwart
named Dewitt. How an Army half-
back, one Bill Bunker, slipped in-
to the lineup, no one will ever
know,

When either Yale or Harvard
was beaten in those days, it was
—in Camp's books — an unset of
the first magnitude. In 1811, Jim
Thorpe and his Carlisle Indians
went up and routed Harvard
Camp was In the stands.

The headquarters statement,
summarizing changes which have
freed Japan's common people from
regimentation and from domina-
tion by their old ruling elique, re-
ported that new orders soon to be
issued “will remove many of the
shackles which now hold farmers
and their famiries in a condition
aprpoximating slavery. Free mar-
keting in a state of freedom will
follow.”

This is National Education Week and before it
i out, you are urged to visit your schools,

Too many of us pass judgment on individuals
and institutions without any first hand knowledge.
We either think a thing is good or bad according to
whims Sometime, direct information would com-
pletely reverse thst opinion; other times it would
substantiste it. The point is, we ought to make our
appraisals of things upon facts as nearly as we know
them to be.

During this special week for education, it would
be a fine thing for many people 1o visit their
schools. Ther may find many things being done
which they did not know about; and on the other
band. i they find matters which they feel need
changing, they may come away with some construe-
tive ideas about changes. One of the best things
whirh could happen to the schools is a wholesome
community interest in them.

Indeed, we feel it is necessary that we constant-
Iy strentghen our educational system. If the war
has demonsirated one thing, it is that the human
factor §s the most potent thing on the face of the
earth. and that this power is most effectively mo-
balized and éirected when the people are educated
or capable of being taught quickly.

Now that the war is past, the problems of peace
gre at hand. Although they do not present the im-
mediate issue of Iife and death, the ultimate issue
is unchanged If we fail to make peace work—and
work effectively—someday we might be confronted
with new and catastrophic conditions.

Some of the best dollars being spent in America
todsy sre going into education. Perhaps we need
more of these dollars, and in any event we want
cur dollars to buy the utmost in this field.

The Unsafe Home

The home is one of the most unsafe places when
#t comes 1o recidents, according to statistics. Curl-
ously, most of these mishaps occur between the
hours of 10 p. m. and 6 a. m. Injuries suffered dur-
ing these hours account for about two-fifths of the
gesths from home accidents and for a fourth from
women.

Falls are frequent causes of accidents and death
than any single fatcor In home accidents at night.
A clear conclusion would be that it pays to have
the light switch handy to your bed and that you
clesr all passageways before going to bed as a pre-
cpution agsinst stumbling in the gark. Other causes
are faulty electric or gas connections, smoking in
bed. sleeping while liquids are left over open burn-
ers. Not all aceidents are confined to the night
period, for playing with guns, heating too hastily,
acting In too great haste all are causes. None, how-
ever, are so complex that a little commonsense and
eare will not cvercome them.

British Field Marshal Monigomery says Allied
cooperation has fallen short of making the four-
power® government of Germany effective and if
there is failure in this program for control of the
reich—"one of the boldest experiments In this
history of international cooperation”"—then “the
prospect of successful interntaional cooperation be-
tween the great powers in a wider field will be

impaired.”

The famous soldier chose Armistice Day for this
statement, which he made at a press conference in
Berlin. It was in effect—and perhaps by purpose
—a powerful sermon on the true meaning of this
day of memories and rededication. That meaning is
“cooperation.” :

The world thought it had learned the lesson of
fnternational cooperation in the last war. But the
smoke of gur-powder had scarcely disappeared be-
fore the second world war was on its way. Man
lzarns slowly and by hard experience. He first
discovered that family solidarity was essential to
survival, then that tribal cooperation was necessary
for safety. Finally he progressed to the point where
he recognized that the people of a nation must
stand together for mutual protection and progress,

But it's taking a lot to drive home the truth that
the time when families or tribes or nations could
isolate themselves is past, and that peace and se-
curity and progress are dependent on international
collaboration.

The world is full of trouble-spots, but the most
serious from the international viewpoint is the lack
of solidarity among the big three. It isn't that
there are differences of viewpoint, for those are to
be expected among the best of friends, but those
differences are due in considerable degree to dis-
trust—to suspicions. Those susplclons are, in the
main and perhaps altogether, due to inability to in-
terpret the meaning of various developments. Per-
haps those developments don't signal any ulterior
motive at all, but they look bad.

The big three—gendarmes of the whole world—
fully recognize the necessity of their unity and each
has within the past few ,days saild as much in
declarations advocating collaboration. This means
that the probiems among these great allies are sus-

TOKYOQ, Nov. 12 (F)—Japanese
misery is simultaneously creating
here one of the greatest black
markets in the world, and slowly
stirring among American occupa-
tion troops a strong sympathy for
the people they have been trained
for years to hate,

It goes against the grain of the
American soldier to see even eme-
mies suffer, if they are old men
and wives and children, And vou
can walk anywhere in the rusted
ruins of this Japanese capital and
see these people dully and silent-
ly starving.

Whatever world comeback Ja-
pan’'s present servile leaders may
be plotting In generations to come
—and it's doubtful if their deams
of future empire have died, any
more than Naziism can be sald to
be fully stamped out—vast nums-
bers of the tired and numbed peo-
ple combing the wreckage of their
finest city won't live to lift the
banner of the Rising Sun again.

Those leaders won't starve this
winter, but thousands of the poor
people who dumbly followed them
into the war will. The rich Zai-
bitsu may deplore the breaking up
of their snug-thrusts and profit-
able cartels. Their plants and
buildings may be taken from them.
But some wealth will remain to
them. They won't die of pneu-
monia, tuberculosis, exposure or
malnutrition. Dyir;g thus is strict-

ly the privilege of the poor and
the former middle classes—Japa-
nese who had no country house to
which they could move when fire-
bombs razed their Tokyo homges,
and who now have no reservoir of
hidden yen to buy food on the
black market.

There are two black. markets in
Japan now—the black market of
money and the black market of
compassion. Both are run by
American soldiers violating orders.
One is organized, the other isn't.
The government is trying to break
up the first, It is more or less
winking at the second—as it prob-
ably is forced to do.

The money black market Is run
both by individual soldiers and by
highly organized military gangs
operating with Japanese or Euro-
pean clvillan fences.

Already hungry Japanese on bi-
cycles openly halt passing soldiers
carrying parcels and try to buy
any food or cigarels. A carton of
cigarets, the universal currency
of the needy, brings up to 300 yen
—$20.

Little effort is being made to
break up the black market of com-
passion. The active ones here are
soldlers and officers who give up
their own rations of food, candy
and cigarets to improverished
Japanese acquaintances, or tosg
them—almost with a guilty ges-
ture—to the poor they pass in the
streets.

Washington Merry-Go-Round—

Secret Agreement Concerns Germany

By DREW PEARSON
WASHINGTON—At an appro-

priate time during Prime Minister

Clement Attlee's visit, a secret

agreement between the United
States and England may be diplo-
matically called to his attention.
This is an agreement initialed by
Winston Churchill and Franklin D.
Roosevelt at Quebec on Sept. 15,
1944, regarding the partitioning of
Germany. '

At that time—just a little over
a vear ago—the American armies
had broken through the German
line of defense in Normandy, had
swept past Paris, and General
Marshall had returned from the
European theater with an optimis-
tic report that the war could be
over in a few weeks.

Therefore, Roosevelt and Church-
ill, meeting in Quebee, discussed
the question of occupying western
Germany, The Red army at that
time was stalled, and it looked as
if the American army, plus Field
Marshal Montgomery's much
smaller British army, would have
the job of taking over most of
Germany,

At Quebec, therefore, Roosevelt
leaned toward the idea that the
United States occupy the Ruhr
and much of industrialized western
Germany. This brought immedi-
ate opposition from Churchill.

Actually, the late president did
not trust the British to dismantle
German industry In this vital iron-
and-steel area without which Ger-
many cannot make war. He re-
called that after the last war the
British had opposed France and
hér policy toward German indus-
try in the Ruhr. And had it not
been for British loans to Germany,
plus the support of the British for-
eign office, Germany might not
have staged its comeback.

Roosevelt Challenged Churchill

Roosevelt, who could be both
friendly and blunt with Churchill,
told him frankly of his fears re-
garding British policy in western
Germany.

Whereupon, to satisfy the late
president, Churchill dictated the
following memorandum of agree-
ment regarding the policy to be
followed in dismantling German
industry:

“September 15, 1944,

“Quebec.

Lt. Charles Edwards

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“At a conference between the

President and the Prime Minister
upon the best measures to prevent
renewed rearmament by Germany,
it was felt that an essential feature

was the future disposition of the
Ruhr and the Saar.

“The ease with which the metal-
lurgical, chemical and electrical
industries in Germany can be con-
verted from peace to war has al-
ready been impressed upon us by
bitter experience. Tt must be re-
membered that the Germans have
devasted a large portion of the in-
dustries of Russia and of other
neighboring allies, and it is only
In accordance with justice that
these injured countries should be
entitled to remove the machinery
they require in order to repair the
losses they have suffered. The in-
dustries referred to in the Ruhr
aand in the Saar would therefore
be necessarily put out of action
and closed down.- It was felt that
the two districts should be put un-
der some body under the world
organization which would super-
vise the dismantling of these in-
dustries and make sure that they
were not started up again by some
subterfuge.

“This programme for eliminat-
ing the war-making industries in
the Ruhr and in the Saar is look-
ing forward to converting Germany
into a country principally agricul-
tural and pastoral in its character.

“The Prime Minister and the
President were in agreement on
this programme.

It will be noted that, even to
the British spelling of “pro-
gramme,” the language was
Churchill's.

British Buck in Berlin

Since then, however, the be-
havior of Sir Percy Mills, British
member of the Allied economie di-
rectorate in Berlin, has been just
the opposite of the Churchill-Roo-
sevelt agreement. When it comes
to dismantling German industry,
the British have constantly hung
back, sometimes with the tacit ap-
proval of American generals, some
of them recruited from Wall
Streel. This has aroused the bit-
ter opposition of the Russian dele-
gate.

However, as far as President
Truman is concerned, the basic
policy laid down by President Roo-
sevelt will be followed. Regard-
less of the policies of certain U, S.
generals abroad, Truman definitely
believes in the dismantling of Ger-
man industry.

Accordingly, the secret Quebec
agreement may be discreetly re-
called to Prime Minister Attlee if

it seems necessary to convince him
on this point.

Note—The late president told
friends that after the war he
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planned to publish the secref Que-
bec agreement in order to make
absolutely clear British-American
licy regarding the future of Ger-
many.
Navy Loves MacArthur -

In the lobby of the Mayflower
hotel last week was an interesting
Navy exhibit of the photographs
of all “war leaders.™ It was an
official exhibit, with two marines
standing guard night and day.

The photographs included nat
merely the leading American ade
mirals, and most American gener-
als, but also such lesser war lead-
ers as ex-Secretary of Labor Frin-
cis Perkins; Chairman Sol Bloom
of the house foreign affairs com-
mittee; the late Marvin Melntyre,
secretary toy President Rooseveit;
Elmer Davis, head of OWL: and
Amir Faisal, prince of the Hejax.

Most of the photographs, how-
ever, were of military men, and
they included almost every com=
ceivable war leader—French Gen-
eral Juin; also General Catroux,
French commander in Syria; Gen-
eral Romulo of the Philippine
army; Colonel Hurban of Czecho-
slovakia; Sir James Gamell, chief
of staff of the British army in the
Mediterranean; General Claire
Chennault, who has now retired;
Admiral Byrd, the Arctic explorer;
and a long row of Mexican and
South American generals. A

But among all the rows of Allled
war leaders officiglly exhibited by
the U. S. Navy, there was no pic-
ture of the American commander
in the Pacific, Gen. Douglas Mac=
Arthur,

The omission was so marked that
it could not have been accidental.
Many people remarked on it Many
rubbed their eyes and went back
over the rows of photos thinking
they had missed MacArthur. But
he was not there.

Inescapable conclusion was that
the Navy did not consider MacAr-
thur a war leader.

Note—Many Navy men stil
smart over the fact that after the
U. S. fleet fought island by island
to the shores of Japan, MacArthur

was hppointed supreme commander
in Tokyo. They claim that, had
Roosevell lived, he would have ap-
pointed Admiral Nimitz

Mirrors Of Austin—

New Charfer Applicafion Poses
Some Inferesting Possibilifies

By PAUL BOLTON

Assuming the good faith of the
people associated with “Fight for
Free Enterprise”, who cbtained a
charter for the “Congress of In-
dustrial Organizations, Inc.” they
may have been throwing money
down a figurative rathole.

The new holders of the char-
ter for the CIO, in interviews in
San Antonio, warned against any
reckless use of the name in con-
nection with other organizations.
Their apparent objective was to
prevent the labor organization
from using the name.

But Secretary of State Claude
Isbell says he does not find any-
thing in the new CIO charter
which would forbid the use of the
name.

And employes of the office fur-
ther explained the rights which
acrue under a charter.

Isbell pointed out that a for-
eign non-profit corporation is not
required to obtain a permit be-
fore operating in Texas. He as-
sumes that the labor organization
is such a corporation.

Now the mere filing of a cor-
porate charter does not give any-
body the exclusive right to using
the name of that corporation. In
fact, the name is an incidental
part of the charter. The only thing
the Secretary of States looks at
when he files a charter is the pur-
pose clause, to see whether the
purpose is legal. Thus, a charter
which had as a part of the cor-
poration name, the.words “Whole-
sale Grocery Company" was found
okay to conduct, not a grocery bus-
iness, but an oil business.

Another actual instance: A few
years ago, the Secretary of State
approved a charter for an oil com-
pany in Fort Worth which com-
pany had the same name as a
prominent California company
which at that time was not oper-
ating in Texas. There was no bad
faith involved; the Fort Worth

man liked the service he got at
the California company’s stations,
and since the company didn't op-
erate in Texas, he thought he'd
borrow their name in Texas.

The California company then
moved into Texas. It applied to
the Secretary of -State for a per-
mit, under its own name. The
Secretary granted the permit —
in face of the fact that a Texas
corporation with almost the iden-
tical name was operating in Texas.

Then the California went a step
further. It filed suit in Tarrant
county against the Texas corpora-
tion, charging unfair competitive
practices against the Texas cor-
poration for use of the name.
While the suit was not ever prose-
cuted, the record does show that
the Texas company abandoned the
use of the California company’s
nanie,

Whenever such questions arise,
the Secretary of State wishes that
people would recognize one thing:
His is an administrative office, not
a  judicial office. Once the At-
torney General advised him that
a farm cooperative, which so far
as its purpose clause went was
limited to engaging in farm co-
operative pursuits, had to be is-
sued a permit even though the
attorney for the co-op flatly told
the Secretary the co-op planned
to conduct a general oil business.
