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Grateful Cancer survivors opened the Relay with a true ‘ Victory Lap’, a truly stirring moment. Note the 
lady circling the track via wheel chair, with her probable grand child riding the chairs foot rests.

Scores of volunteer planners, sponsors and partici­
pants in the first Yoakum County Relay For Life were 
probably holding their collective breaths a few hours 
prior to the kickoff of the American Cancer Society 
fund raising event in Denver City’s Mustang Stadium 
last Friday afternoon, hoping the Relay would be a 
financial success. By time registration began, relay 
team walkers assembled, food and drink vendors set 
up booths, there was an almost audible sigh of relief. 
The stadium’s field and track were soon swarming 
with participants and spectators.
In opening remarks and introductions, Relay Chair­
man Stacey Meece reported 24 four teams from Plains 
and Denver City had entered walkers for the 12 hour 
fund raiser, and over 600 walkers would trod around 
the track. Meece said planners of the event were shoot-

ing for a goal of $ 10,00 to be used in the fight against 
cancer. Contactecfearly Saturday morning, a tired but 
exuberant Meece told CCN, “ The money count is 
not completed yet, but we are already over $25,000! 
We’re all just thrilled to death, and we’re so grateful 
foreveiyone’s support!” Incredibly, Monday she re­
ported $28,000 had been cleared, with pledges of 
more!
One of the most impressive events of the Relay came 
early in the Friday opening ceremonies. County resi­
dents who had survived cancer were introduced and 
their type of cancer was identified. Most survivors 
wore purple shirts as a show of unison, and were joined 
by family members and friends for the opening lap 
around the track. That moment was a true victory lap 
for almost 60 survivors of the disease.

The next time you head for the 
doctor for a check-up, or pick 
up your prescription at the drug 
store, think of the nearly 44 
million Americans who don’t 
have hea lth  in su ran ce . For 
them, these seemingly routine 
activities become a tremendous 
financial burden, if not impos­
sible. Yet cost is not the great­
est concern. For some, insur­
ance can make the difference 
between life and death. Nearly 
18,000 A m ericans die each 
year of treatable diseases be­
cause they don’t have health 
coverage. M ay 10-14 is na­
tional ‘Covering the Uninsured 
W eek’, designed to highlight 
this growing problem.
The crises of the uninsured is 

rea c h in g  ep ic  p ro p o rtio n s  
across the nation, but nowhere 
is the situation more prevalent 
that in our own backyard. Ac­
cording; to a recent study, 27 
percent o f w orking adults in 
Texas are uninsured, the high­
est rate in the country. This is 
one race we a ren ’t proud to 
lead.
Many of these Texans are with­
out health  coverage because 
they work for small business 
owners who want to offer their 
employees insurance, but can’t. 
People who work for large cor­
porations from  Dell Computer 
to UPS-often have a variety of 
health  p lans from  w hich  to 
choose. W ith thousands of em ­
ployees in different states and 
other countries, these big busi­
nesses can negotiate a cost ef­
fective plan that enables them 
to offer this benefit to their 
employees. Insurance costs are 
rising- across the board , for 
large-and small companies, but 
the cost is hitting small busi­
nesses, which already run on 
razor thin profit margins, below 
the belt. Small businesses have 
rep o rted  in su ran ce  ra te  in ­
creases of 30 percent or more 
during the last year alone. A 
farmer in Uvalde who employs 
21 ranch hands, or the owner 
of a women’s clothing boutique 
in Salado with three employees, 
may want to offer this impor­
tant benefit, but current costs 
would far exceed their profits. 
In fact, 60 percent of uninsured 
Am ericans are em ployed by 
small businesses that can’t af­
ford to offer health care ben­
efits. But there is a light at the 
end of the tunnel. Current leg­
islation before Congress would

allow the creation of Associa­
tion Health Plans (AHPs) to 
help solve the epidemic.
AHPs would allow members 

o f bona fide associations to 
pool their resources and get af­
fordable health coverage pack­
ages from  insurance com pa­
nies. For exam ple, the local 
Chamber o f Commerce could 
broker a deal with an insurance 
company to provide health ben­
efits to all of their member busi­
nesses and employees whether 
they be a dry cleaner or a hard­
w are store. This innovative 
plan has w ide support from  
small business owners, which 
m ake up the overw helm ing  
m ajo rity  o f A m erican  D isc 
Jockey Association have voted 
their support for AHPs. In fact, 
organizations representing 12 
million employers and 80 mil­
lion workers have backed the 
legislation and are calling on 
Congress to help them provide 
health insurance.
AHPs would be certified by the 
Labor Department and would 
have to m eet rigorous stan ­
dards, even more stringent than 
those follow ed by large na­
tional corporations and labor 
unions. And uniform  federal 
regulations o f AHPs will help 
businesses lower their admin­
istrative costs. By operating 
under federal law, AHPs can 
avoid the complexity and cost 
o f complying with regulations 
in 50 different states.
I am an original co-sponsor of 

this legislation because as a 
former business owner myself, 
I know the challenge of offer­
ing em p loyee  b en e fits  like  
health care. I carried that expe­
rience and the many challenges 
of entrepreneurship with me to 
Washington, where I have con­
sistently fought to reduce red 
tape and bureaucracy to help 
encourage business growth. 
Small businesses and the mil­

lions of people they employ are 
the  eco n o m ic  en g in e  o f 
America. Congress should help 
build pathways and not create 
barriers to their success. By 
promoting Association Health 
Plans, we will encourage more 
people to take advantage of the 
American dream  of entrepre­
neurship and enable them  to 
offer the critical and lifesaving 
benefit of health insurance. I 
hope my colleagues will work 
with me to bring this benefit 
home to Texas.

If I were a wagering person.... 
well, yes, I DO occassionaly risk a 
few  shekels at the go lf course, and, 
well, yes, I have in the past visited 
N evada’s version o f  Sodom  and 
G om orrah, and, w e ll , y e s , I 
occassionaly buy a Texas Lottery 
ticket, but only o f course to assist 
the school children o f  the state, but 
if  I were a TRUE gambler, I would  
certainly wager, if  the American  
Cancer Society wants to hold a fol­
low-up Relay For Life next year, 
they will again find plenty o f  vol­
unteers and generous donors to 
make it a repeat success to the Re­
lay held in Denver City last w eek­
end.
I only spent a few  hours Friday at 

Mustang Stadium to see the event 
kicked off, and returned the next

morning to check on the final re­
sults. The Friday afternoon experi­
ence was pretty remarkable to me.
I had not ex p ec ted  so  m any  
paricipants volunteering to spend 
the brisk night trudging around the 
quarter-mile track, or perform in 
various contests and entertainment 
ventures.
The most poignant part o f  the ex ­

perience for me was the first event, 
when cancer survivors took the 
track in a sym bolic victory lap. 
They were cheered by the crowd all 
the way around the field. A number 
o f the walking survivors, if pressed, 
could relate som e very harrowing 
experiences undergone in the course 
of their recoveries. I took a half 
dozen or more photos o f the recov­
ered as they circled the track, know ­
ing I could not use all o f  them. As 
I ran them through my Photo Shop 
process, I became aware the survivors 
had one dominant, common feature - 
every photo I took showed smiling, 
beaming faces. It then dawned on me, 
“ W hat’s so strange about that, 
dummy? If you had escaped the 
clutches of the vile disease in so many 
ofits terrible fomis, wouldn’t you look

happy too?”
Talking to a friend about the Relay, 

he expressed doubts if cancer could 
ever be wiped out.
Yes, it’s been around forever, I sup­
pose, but the more 1 hear and read 
about the disease, the more-confident 
scientists seem about the eventual vic­
tory. An immediate win over the BIG 
C is not the point.... Generating iunds 
to continue cancer research, develop 
and build instruments of war against 
the disease, training specialists in spe­
cial cancer procedures, explore new 
drugs, further educating the public 
about early detection of the disease; 
These and many more steps and is­
sues cost money, and yes, to some, 
the $ 2 5 ,0 0 0  raised in Yoakum  
County’s version of the Relay For Life 
is a pittance o f funds needed, but 
remember,these volunteer Relay pro­
grams have been going on in count­
less towns and cities in every state in 
the country... those dollars are certainly 
more than pittances of funds needed. 
Yes, I will definitely wager we will 

see another Relay, or similar program 
in the county. _ <

To enroll in kindergarten, a child must be five years old on or before September 1 2004. 
Please bring the child’s birth certificate, immunization record and social security' card. 
We will need a copy o f these documents before the first day o f classes in August.

If you know o f a child who may qualify for kindergarten, please pass this information on 
to their parents. It is vety important that we know how many children will be in our nre- 
k and kindergarten classes for the 2004-2005 school year. The children that were * 
enrolled in pre-k this year do not have to register.
