WISDOM CALLS A HALT,

Prrrsicra, Pa, Nov, 12.—<Jus-
tice Habn, of the Supreme Court,
to-day handed down an opinion in
the ense of John Hysong, et al., v
the school district of Gallitzin-
horough, on appeal from Judge
Parker, of the court helow, who
refused an injunction to prevent
nmuns from teaching in the public
schools dressed in the garh of their
order, Justice Hahn aflirms Judge
Parker’s decision.

The above press dispatch shows
ahout what the courts of any State
might be depended upon in similar
cases, Unless there should be ex-
press statute against teachers wear-
ing religious uniform in the public
schools, the courts would be slow
to construe such uniforms as un-
lawful under any law merely pro-
hibiting  scctarianism  in  said
schools,  Yet everybody knows
that one of the most ectlective
methods of impressing the childish
mind is by symbolism, or by object
lessons,  Especially is this true of

a religion that appeals largely to |

the senses and consists mainly as
to its forms of worship in tableaux

and shows, It is a well known
fact that the teacher can (‘:lsil.\'.

turn the personal aflection of the

pupil in the direction of her re- |

ligion by a constant reminder that

in all things she is only the servant |

of the Church, and that whatever

is commendable in her conduet or|

winning tenderness, is to be as
cribed to the superiority of the
Church in whose uniform
dresses. In fact, the uniform serves
as a constant appeal to follow the
wearer into the Roman Catholic
Church. Then if our laws propose
at all to be consistent, they should
prohibit the teaching of sectarian-
ism in the public schools in any
form whatever. The teacher should
not be there as the representative
of any Church.

The case of the Pittshurg schools
and others only show the change
of base of Roman Catholicism to
capture the children of this coun-
try. 1f Mahomet can not make
the mountain come to him, he will
go to the mountain.  When Rome
fails to secure the appropriation of
the public school fund to her
Church schools, she proposes to
capture the schools themselves by
entering her agents as teachers for
the State.

' The dereliction of officers in the
lenforcement of law is a thing of
common remark, So many viola-
tions are winked at, especially in
the cities, that the people have
come to look upon the non-enforce-
ment of the law in many particu-
lars as & matter of course,  First
one and then another excuse and
remedy is ofiered for this derelic-
tion, but in spite of them all every
thing moves along in the e old
rats, except now and then there is
a temporary spurt on the part of
a citizens' committee, or sonmething
of that sort,

One of the most  eommon
made in behald of delin-
quent oflicials is that the whole
fault rests upon the people. We
have read somie platitndes about
the responsibilities of the people
which would have been touchingly
beautiful had they not heen so ut-
terly empty of reason and common
sense.  The people are, of course,
responsible  for the eclection of
proper men for oflice, but they can
not be expected to perform the
duties of these officers for them.
The ofiicers are the servants of th
people to sce that the law is en-
forced, and are paid by the people
for that service.  The people select
and pay men to give their whole
time and attention to these matters
in order that they may attend to
their private business: and while
some occupy the station of public
guardians, others may be engaged
in such pursuits as will enable
them to have the wherewithal to
support the governiment. If every
private citizen is to perform the
police, judicial and other duties of
government, then there is no need
for officers at all.  Besides, those
who use glittering platitudes about
the responsibilities of the people,
scem to forget always that they
themselves are of the people.

That there should be some sort
of inspection of the discharge of
oflicial duties, there can be no rea-
sonable doubt. What is everyhody's
business, practically, is nobody’s
husiness,  The people are entirely
too busy with their private affairs
to give the officers of the law the
inspection needed to secure the best
service from them. While the
officers watch the people, they
themselves often need watching.
There should he some regulation
to make the watching go all round
that none escape the eye of the
law,

Along this line Jadge Clint, of
fthe Criminal Court of Dallas
County, charged the Grand Jury
a few days since. Among other
things he said:

“Demas hath forsahen me, havine
loved this present worll,™ There
is the secret of thic Lonentable de-
sertion by a man vwho had won a
good nmume as a ~oldicr of Jesus
Christ.  What is true of Demas is
true of every one who has hack-
slidden and brousht reproach on
his Christian profe<ion, There is
always a seeret reason,  If we
could get at the inside history of
every backslider, o of every apos-
tate, we might tnd sach indiet-
ments as these wriiten heside their
names—**deserted from inordinate
greed for money”—or *‘deserted
from fove of the wine-cup or some
other sensual lust"—or *“deserted
through neglect of his Bible and
his closet™—or $deserted through
the enticements of codless associa-
tions"—or *“deserted from tan-
pering with ‘skeptical books or
Kindred poisons of faith.,”  We
are not left 1o conjecture as to the
reason of poor Demas’ desertion:
hie forsook lus post of duty feom
“love of this present worll,™

Was Demas a genuine Christian
at the swrt?  Did he sink into
utter apostasy ! The Dible narra-
tive does not give a point-blank
answer to either of these questions,
There is, indeod, a tradition that
he fell away utterly from the faith
and became a priest in a heathen

temple.  Buot,  without attaching
any weight to this tradition, it is
enongh to Know that his lovalty to
his Master gave way under «trong

temptation. It ought to be known,
also, that every Christian is linble
to strong temptations, and that our
Master never promises to keep any
man who ventuves out of the path
of duty and over into the encmy's
territory.  No Christian is
when he voluntarily yields to any
seductive intinence, and lets a sin
ful alfection grow until it roois
Jesus Christ out of the heart. We
are not mere passive machines; we
are responsible free agents: and
there is a deeply true scnse in
which it depends upon every pro-

sule

fessedd Christian whether he s
saved or not.  **I say unto vou all,
watch!™  *“De ve not conformed to

the workl,™ **Let him that think-
eth he standeth take heed lest
fall.™ *le that endureth to the
end shall be saved.™ What do all
these solemin admonitions mean ex
cept to keep us from presumption,
and to teach us that no Christian
is absolutely <afe unless he holds
fast to his Lord and Savior.

Demas fell. So may yvou or L
Demas hegan (o love the world,
When that love began to work into
his heart, it ate out his spivituality
and his loyalty to his Master, Lot
the same false, sinful love begin to
eat into our hearts, and it will pro-
duce the same result. It is a sub-
tle, silent process, this pushing
Christ off of the heart-throne, and
sometimes it is a slow process,
Very few Christians go to plecs
suddenly.  Commonly, the process
of demoralization is quite gradual,
and the external forms of religion
are kept up long after the heart
has become cankered with indulged |
sin.  One of the saddest erashes |
ever knew was in the case of a man |
very prominent in the Church, and
who conducted a public prayer-
meeting the very week hefore the
exposure of his seeret acts of fraud,

In one of the West India islands |
they tell us that often articles of |
furniture or other pieces of timher
used in dwellings or shops have a
very solid look. If a heavy pres-
sare is put on those apparently
sound pieces of wood they snap
asunder, and a fine white power
fills the air. The reason is that a
little worm had eaten its way

and slowly devoured its tiber until
there was nothing left but a hollow
shell,  This is the history of all
hacksliding, Desertions from chas-

|tity, desertions from sobriety, de-

sertions from integrity in husiness,
desertions {from posts of Christian
duty are the results of gradual cor-
ruption at the core of the heart.
And; as Carlyle once pungently
said, **it is astonishing how long a
rotien tree will stand if nohody
shakes it.” Often the external
appearance of an orthodox piety
may be maintained for some time
after the heart has become worm-
caten with sin.  Love of the world
seems to have been the husy horer
that in poor Demas’ heart ate out
his love and loyalty for his Master,
He deserted when there was no in-
ward stamina left to stand the
strain of - strong temptation,

In nearly every Church there
may he some members who-—like
old  **receiving-ships™ in navy
yards—were dryv-rotted with love
of the world,  They lie moored at
the dock of formalism, and present
an orthodox appearance,  If sent
to sea, and struck hy a gale, they
smash into utter wreek,  There is
a certain sense in which every
Christian should love the people of
the world, as Christ did when he
died to save them, or as Paul did
when he conseerated himself to
bring the world to Christ.  But in
trying to draw the world up to
ward God, we muast heware lest it
drag us down into sinful conformi-
ties with its habits, its pursuits and
its |ll'.‘u'lil‘l-~. It is not love for
sinners’ bt love for sins
that endangers a Christian's char-
acter,  Christians were put info
the atmosphere of this worll to
purify ity and not to be poisoned hy
it.  **Ye are the salt of the earth,”
savs Jesns to bis followers,  Bat
if Christians do ot salt the world,
then the world will soon rot them
through and throngh,

Everything depends upon the
heart. Christian brother, the vital
question with us is, do we keep up
a close heart-fellowship with our
Savior! Do we maintain this hy
prayver, by watehifulness, hy Bible
study, and by aggressive Christian
activities for the gowd of others?
Does the love of Christ constrain
s, as Loae master-purpose of our
lives?

WISDOM CALLS A HALT,

Pirrswe e, Pag, Nov, 12,—Jus-
tice Hahn, of the Supreme Court,
to-day handed down an opinion in
the case of John Hysong, et al., vs,
the school distriet of  Gallitzin-
horough, on appeal from Judge
Parker, of the court helow, who
refused an injunction to prevent
nuns from teaching in the public
schiools dressed in the garh of their
order, Justice Halin alirms Judge
Parker’s decision,

The above press dispateh shows
about what the courts of any State
might be depended upon in similar
cases,  Unless there should be ex-
press statute against teachers wear-
ing religions uniform in the publie
schools, the courts wonld he slow
to constrne such uniforms as un
lawful under any law merely pro
hibiting  sectarianism  in said
schools, Yot everyhdy  Knows
that one of the most  eflective
methods of impressing the childish
mind is by symbolism, or hy ohject
lesgons,  Especially is this true of
a religion that appeals largely to
the senses and consists mainly as
to its forms of worship in tableaux
and shows, It ix a1 well known
fact that the teacher ean casily
turn the personal atffection of the
pupil in the direction of her re-
ligion by a constant reminder that
in all things she is only the scrvant
of the Chureh, and that whatever
is commendable in her conduet or
winning tenderness, is to be as
eribed 1o the superiority of the
Charch in whose uniform  she
dresses. In faet, the uniform serves
as 0 constant appeal to follow the
wearer into the Roman Catholic |
Church.  Then if our laws propose |
at all to be consistent, they shonld |
prohibit the teaching of sectarian- |
jsm in the public schools in any
form whatever, The teacher should
not be there as the representative
of any Church.

The case of the Pittshurg schools
and others only show the change
of base of Roman Catholicism to
captare the children of this coun-
try. 1f Mahomet can not make
the mountain come to him, he will|
go to the mountain.  When Rome
fails to secure the appropriation of
the public school fund to her!
Church schools, she proposes to
capture the schools themselves hy
entering her agents as teachers for
the Btate. With the history of
tht sect from its beginning until
now lefore ber, tle State will
stand in her own light if she allows

this enemy of civil autonomy to
proceed with this method of con-
quest.  Our opinion is, therefore,
that it would be the part of wisdom |
for each State to prohibit, by ex-
press statute, the wearing of sec-
tarian uniform hy any of the teach-
ers in the publie schools,

TO INSPECT OFFICIAL (CON-
DU,

The dereliction of officers in the
enforcemient of law is a thing of
conmon remark,  So many  viola-
tions are winked at, especinlly in
the cities, that the people have
conme to look upon the non-enforee-
ment of the law in many particn-
lars as o matter of course,  First
one and then another exeuse and
remedy is oifered for this derelic-
tion, hut in spite of them all every-
thing moves along in the same ol
ruts, except now and then there is
a temporary spurt on the part of
a citizens' committee, or something
of that sort,

One of the most common  ox-
cuses made in bhehalf of delin-
quent officials s that the whole
fault rests upon the people. We
have read some platitudes abont
the responsibilities of the people
which would have heen touching!y
heautiful had they not been ot
terly empty of reason and common
sense,  The |u-u|-|c ure, of course,
responsible  for the election of
proper men for oflice, but they can
not be expected to perform the
duties of these oflicers for then,
The officers are the servants of the
people to see that the law isen
forced, and are paid by the people
for that service.  The people select
andd pay men to give their whole
time and attention to these matter
in order that they may attend to
their private business: and while
some ocenpy the station of public
guardians, others may be engaged
in such pursuits as will enahle
them to have the wherewithal to
support the government. If every
private citizen is to perform the
police, judicial and other dutics of
government, then there is no need
for ofticers at all,  Desides, those
who use glittering platitudes about
the responsibilities of the people,
scem to forget always that they
themselves are of the people.

That there should he some sort
of inspection of the discharge of
oflicial duties, there can be no rea
sonable douht, What is every bady's
business, practieally, is nolwsdy's
husiness,  The people are entirely
too busy with their private atlairs
to give the oflicers of the Liw the
inspection needed to secure the Lest
service from them.  While the
officers watch the people. they
themselves often need watching,
There should be some regulation
to make the watehing vo ail round
that none escape the eve of the
law,

Along this line Judge Clint, of
the Criminal Court of Dallas
County, charged the Grand Jury
a few days since.  Among other
things he said:

And this is a very opportune
time to begin the mvestigation,
An election has just been hield.
Officers have just heen elected and
no one can impugn the motives of
your investigation.  Let the result
of your investigation he preserved,
so that each succeeding Grand
Jury may have the aid of your
labor and know where to hegin
their work,  In calling your atten-
tion to this subject of examining
official records you will, of conrse,
understand that there is no inten-
tion to reflect upon any one.  In-
deed, 1 helieve as a whole, that the
ofticers of Dallas County will com-
pare favorably with those of any
other county. 1 only refer to this
hecause a wrong construction might
he placed upon your labor hy the
thoughtless. DBut the solid, prac-
tical citizen will certainly under-
stand and approve your lahor, and
s0 will the oflicials, Buat it is not
a matter to he disposed of hy what
any one may think. If in point of
law it is vour duty, and if it is, he-
sides a duty, the discharge of which
can but materially atld to the
healthy enforcement of all our
laws, that is sufficient warrant for
its faithful discharge.

4. This purifying was commanded
of God, while this washing ol cup
and pots was simpiy the tradition of
men,  Bro, Philpott says, It isa pu-
rifying—washing the hands before
eating,”  But Christ does not digni-
fy it by calling it a purifying, but
suys it was “their own traditions,”
So we leave Bro, Philpott to prove by
the Seriptures that this pot-washing
was aJewish purifying,

Again, my very courteous Bro,
Philpott says, “The statement that
John's baptism was a continuation of
the Mosaie  ceremonial  purification
seems wholly devoid of truth, and is
not supported by any argument or
Seripture proof whatever,”  If the
stutement is wholly devoid of truth
and not supported by any argument
or Seripture proof whatever, then its
author is guilty of willful falsehood
and an intentional misrepresentation
of Holy Writ.

SOME QUESTIONS,

1. Did Mr, Wesley cver change his
views of holiness after his conversion
in 17387 Answer: Noever, except in
a few incidental statements which he
afterwards  corrected. e always
taught that it implies purity of heart
and  life—a heart eleansed from all
sin, and a life of obedience to all the
commands of God; the loving God
with all the heart, and the neighbor
as one's self; having the mind that is
in Christ, and walking as Christ
walked,  This is the view which he
taught without any uwaterial altera-
tion for more than siaty years,  And
this is the doetrine of Mothodism to-
day throughout the world,  “This is
the grand depositum which God has
lodged with the people called. Metho-
dist=; andd for the sake of propagating
this, chiefly, he appears to have raised
them up,”

2. Did Mr. Wesley ever teach that
the Ssecond blessing” is essential to
holines<?  Answer: e certainly did,
in his sermon on “Pationes,”” and on
SRepentance in Boliovers and else-
where,  In fact, if the theory be trae,
it is essential to holines,  The theory
i that “sin remains in the regens
erate,” and can be removed only by
a subsequent work of the Holy Spirit,
and uantil this is done, no man ean e
holy, or “sce the Lo Therefore,
if the “second bles<ing” is not essen-
tial to the “holiness without which
no man shall ¢ the Lopd,” it is
nothing,  Yet throughout his “Plain
Aceount of Christian Perfection,”

published in 1777, he strenuously
maintains  that Lo had  held amd
tuught the sune views of holiness

from the begioning, “without any
material alteration, addition or dim-
inution,”  He reattirms this in his
sermon on “The Welding Garment,”
datedd March 1700, less  than
one year before his death.  After
giving a clear and Seriptural state-
ment of the doctrine of holiness,
he says:  “Sach has been my judg-
ment for these throe—<core years, with-
out any material alteration,”  Henee
he did not regand “the second bless
ing theory,” which he adopted after
he had been preaching many years,
as ‘any waterial alteration’ of his
views of holines<; amd, therefore, it
is in no wise escontial to holiness,
according to Mr, Wesley. “Seriptural
holines,"" and not “the second Dless
ing,” is the grand depositum, ete,

In the same «wrmon, he says
“What, then, i« that holiness which
is the true ‘wodding garment,” the
only qualification for glory? In Christ
Jesus neither circomedsion availeth
anything, nor uncircumeision; but a
new  ereation—the renewal of the
soul in the image of God, wherein
it was created.  cIn Christ  Jesus
neither circumwision, nor uneircam-
cision availeth anything, but fith
which worketh by love) It first,
through the energy of God, worketh
love to God and all mankindg and by
this love, every holy and heavenly
temper,’” ete, There is not a single
hint or suggestion of *“the second
blessing” in the whole sermon.  The
same is true of his <cormon on “Lijv-
ing Without Gad in the World,”
dated July 6, 1790, less than eight
months before his death, in which he
teaches that the moment the Al-
mighty Spirit strikes the heart of a
sinner, “he enters into the holiest by
the blood of Jesus.,” He warns
against mistaking any partial change
in the natural man, for “that entire,
general change, the new birth; that
wtal change from the image of the
carthly Adam into the image of the
heavenly; from an earthly, seasual,
devilish mind into the mind that is
in Christ.””  This can mean nothing
less than that the new birth i= an
entire, general, total change from the
“carnal mind” into the mind that
isin Christ.  Every word of the ser-
mon is in harmony with the alove
quotations.  Again, he closecs his se -
mon on “Human Life a Dre m,”
which was printed on the day  his
corpse lay in City Rogd Chapel, with
these words;  “As soon as God re-

veals his Son in the heart of a sinner,
he is enabled tosay:  “The life I now
live, I live by faith in the Son of
Giod, who loved me and gave himself
for ma.” e then ‘rejoices in hope of
the glory of God,’ even with joy un-
speakable. And in consequence both
of this faith and hope, the love of
God is shed abroad in his heart,
which, filling the soul with love to
all mankind, is ‘the fultilling of the
Iaw.””  This covers all the ground
and leaves no room for “remaining
sin,” or a “second change.”

Again, in his sermon on “A Single
Eye,” printed less than eighteen
months before his death, he says:
“How great a thing is it to be a
Christian; to be a real, inward, Serip-
tural Christian, conformed in heartand
lifetothe will of God! Whoissuflicient
for these things? None, unless he be
born of God,” This implies that he
who is born of God is sufficient for
these things., In fact, Mr. Wesley
says, in this sermon as he does else-

where, . that ‘““the new birth is the
entrance  of Christinn  holiness,”
Again, in his sermon on “God's

Vineyard,” written after he had been
preaching about fifty-four years, in
which he gives a particular account
of the distinetion between  justifica-
tion and sanctification, as understood
by the Methodist people, he says:
“They know that the new birth is
the gate of sanetification;” that the
new birth is “an inward change from
all unholy to all holy tempers,”
“Who, then, is a Christian accord-
ing to the light which God has
vouchsafed  to  this  people? e
that being justitied by faith hath
peace with God, through our Lord
Jesus Christ; and at the same time is
born dgain, born from above, born of
the Spirit; inwardly changed from
the image of the devil to that image
of God wherein he was created.”
Phis is certainly a pure and holy im-
age, free from =in; and to have this
image is to be pure and holy, In
this sermon he represents sanetifica-
tion as a growth; illustrating it hy
the growth of a man from birth to
manhood,

Again: His sermon on “The Chris-
tian’s Treasure” was printed June
17, 1790, less than nine months hefore
his death,  In the first half of para-
graph three, he deseribes the persons
who have this “treasure” as “those
who are born of God.”  In the second
half, he deseribes the treasure itself as
“a faith of the operation of God; * *
and a renewal of the whole soul, in
all righteousness and true holiness,”’
This is the treasure, and those who
are born of God have it. ' We might
add many more quotations of similar
import from Mr. Weailey's Intest ser-
mons,  Those given above will show
the trend of his teachings on the new
birth and holiness during the last de-
cade of his life,  He certainly weak-
ened on “the seeond blessing theory™
in his later years,  Any one will bhe
convineod of this who will read at-
tentively the fourth volume of his
sertions,  Another indication of this
is the faet, that, in 1781 about seven
yvears before his death, he left the
dogma of the ninth article of the
Chureh of England, that “sin remains
in the regenemte,” out of the articles
of religion which he prepared for his
followers in Amerien; which shows
that he Jdid not intenl that they
should be bound  to aceept it. Thus
we sees First, That in the latter years
of his life, Mr. Wesley did not regand
the secomd  blessing as essential to
holiness,  Second, That he left his
followers free o aceept it or not,
Again: No man ever taught more
clearly that the soul is made pure,
cleansed from  sin in regeneration,
than did Mr. Wesley, In proof of
this, we add to the above a few quos
tutions from *“the standard<.” In
hi< notes hesays: “That which is born
of the Spirit s spiritual, heavenly
andd divine, like its author,”  “To v
born again is to be inwardly changed
from all <infulness to all holines"
In his sermon on “the Marks of the
New  Birth,” he teaches that a man
born of God “i< holy, ax he who
called him is holy.”  In his sermon
on “the Kingdom of God,™ he says:
“The moment he sets up his throm
in our hearts, they are instantly filled
with righteonsness, peace and joy in
the Holy Ghost, * * with whatever
dispositions’ are holy, heavenly or
divine,”” ete. Buat he also taught
very elearly that the soul is not made
pure in regeneration, that it is “full of
<in,”" and must remmin <o till death,
unle=< the Lond “speak the second
time, be clean!”  How do you recon-
cile these plain contradictions? 1 do
not reconcile them.  How do you ae
count for them? | do not account for
them,  One thing, however, ought to
be noticed, and that is whenever he
deseribes the new birth in its own
light, he i« always consistent and
Seriptural; but when he deseribes it
in the light of “the second blessing,”’
he is always inconsistent and une
scriptural; adds his own words to the
words of God, and introduces many
unseriptural phrases, such as these:
ssanctified in part,” “partly cleans
ol “holy in a lower sense,” “all
the mind that is in Christ,” “the
whole image of God,”” “<in in believ-
ers,”” “repentance in believers," “the
remains of sin,” “the remains of the
carnal mind)” “the roots of bitter
ness,” Ssanctifieation of believers,”
“inbred sin,” “second change,” ete.
All these expressions are unserip
tural; not one of them can be found
in the Bible, The “‘root of bitterness,”’
mentioned in Hebrews, is not a root
of sin left in the regenerate soul, but
it is an evil and troublesome person,
Some of Mr. Wesley's followers have
added  such  expressions as  these:
“Convieted for pardon,” “convicted
for n clean heart,”” “the old Adam in
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believers,”  ¢“partial renovation,”
¢the merely regencrate,”” “only born
again,” ete.  ““The second blessing
theory” rests on these added words
and unscriptural phrases; it cannot
even be explained without them,
Take them away from it and it van-
ishes into thin air. Mr. Wesley is
the cleanest and best writer on the
nature of sin and holiness that I have
ever read,  In these domains he sel-
dom, if ever, contradicts himself, 1t
is when dealing with  “the second
blessing theory” that he contradicts

Tyrer, TExas, Nov, 12, 1804,

My Dear Bro, Godbey: 1 am
heartily glad to learn through your
letters of the movement to organize
the Undergraduates’ School of the
East Texas Conference,  The success-
ful establishment of such an institute
will mean much to the future mem-
bership of the conference, The in-
fluence of such systematic work as
you propose may also be reasonably
expected, through our plan of itiner-
aney and transfer, to vivify many
parts of the general Church,  The
commendable and earnest zeal which
you are putting into the work of or-
ganization is an omen of suceess,

The great work of preaching the
gospel calls for a liberal and varied
culture,  Generalizations of truths
which reach up to heaven can no
more be compassed by half-hearted-
ness in knowledge than by half~heart-
edness in faith,  The times eall for
intellectual alertress and sharp men-
tal discipline in the ministry. A
laggard in the pulpit becomes the
scorn of the Philistines and the re-
proach of his ealling. The force of
social gravitation will draw him
down, or the hand of authority will
thrust him aside into thos places
where his  unconscionable  dullness
will do the least harm to the cause of
truth,  Contrast with this portraiture
of priestly fuilure the picture of the
generously caltured preacher, either
sif or college taught, who moves
abreast of the currents of life, whose
atmosphere of thought isas erisp and
fresh as the breath of an autumn
morning.  Everything comes to him
—influence for boundless good; recog-
nition as a teacher of men; an au-
thority on the truth he expownds;
widening social atfinites; an enforeea
respect for his opinions; and, what is
by ne eans  unimportant,  oppor-
tunity and ability to gratify a cal-
lured taste and o growing ambition
for usefulness, OF course, | assume
that these conditions are unitel to
the most fervent and constant picty
in the preachor, Culture isa much
more thinkable concomitant of piety
than is cither ignoranee or a stulti-
fied mentality,  Your plan for o
carefully prepared course of reading
for the younger ministers, designed
o open o them the avenues of in-
vestigation, = in the line of the
“Suniversity  extension” of the day,
which promises an intellectual reves
lation in the interests of the coming
generation,  No novelty has yet been
displayed in the mietheds of knowl-
elge getting: none s possible, The
ancient  pathway  remains the sole
highway of journey to the goal ol
wisdom, Reading i< the alehemist's
seerety the philosopher’s stone, and
the student’s opensesame at the gates,

The expression, “self or colloge
taught,” ussd above, is advisedly
erployed. Al things are pos<ible to
the industrions, patient stedent, |
do not undervalue college training:
no mmn i farther from doing  so,
e way of self-eulture i< ditfieult,
Only the stoutest hearted persevere in
itto the end,  DBut culture, robust
amld fearless; is possible outside of
college walls,  Self-trained men are
not wanting in the highest stations of
life; andd thic i« a ground of hope to
t large proportion of the young men
in the undergraduates course< of ou
onferences,  Their advantages have
been fows but what miraéles cournge
hath wrought eourage can duplicate,
You are proceeding on the philosophy
o a well-establishedd faet that desul
tory and illadvised reading  dissi-
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pates half those mental forees which,
wisely directed, reading  conserves,
Your scheme for concerted effort,
study and investigation by the young
men of your conference, with your
plan for an annual meeting for lec-
tures and interchange of ideas, has
therefore the promise of o true “uni-
versity extension,”” 1 beg to again
assure you of my sympathy with you
in yo#r work., Yours faithfuily,

before us which are worthy of our
serious consideration?  We live inan
age when men are seeking light and
are availing themselves of those aids
to its achievement, which such an
nge, prolific in advantages and re-
sources, presents to those who will
embrace them, While othersare thus
thronging with anxious feet the path
of knowledge, with no higher incen-
tive toits pursuit than suchas is com-
mon to man, can we, who elaim n
heaven-horn impulse (o capture the
world for Christ, fail to barst the
doors of the armory of knowledge,
and having scized the sword of alt
truth, bhe the leaders in the battle?
Shall we permit others to organize
chautauquas, university extension,
ete,, and having entercd our Church
and discoveredour “nakedness,” our
inability to handle the problems of
the age, and to maeasure up to our re-
sponsibilities in the work of the min-
istry, turn their feot feom the doors
of the Chureh to bocome scotlors, or
at best, mere worldlings? 1 rjoice
in the fact that the strong men of our
Church are in sympathy with this
movement, 1 appreciate the fact
thut some of our presiding elders are
making their arrangements to be on
hand in Rask on Monday before the
sitting of the conference and assist in
the organization of a “university ex-
tension” for the East Texas Confer-
ence,  Dr. DuBose will be present
also, unless prevented from doing so,
and treat us to a leeture and his as-
sistance in the work, 1 hope that the
brethiren who wrote concerning my
former article will push the matter in
theirown conferences at their nest
sitting, and that they will suceeed in
making an arrangement similar to
the one indicated in my article,
Whatever others may do, let us see
to it that the organization in the East
Pexas Conference succeeds,  To this
end let every one who will join us in
the work be present and  assist in
framing a constitution and by-laws
and inarranging the program for the
coming year.  Bespeaking for the
institution your hearty co-operation |
am very fraternally.

is to make provision in one’s will
