Be sure to report 
acreages correctly; an incor­
rect report can cost through 
loss or reduction in program 
payments.

Current instructions provide 
that the productivity of other 
cropland on the farm. The

sents the total set-aside re­
quirements or the balance of 
the set-aside requirement after 
other designations have been 
made which meet the minimum 
standards set forth above.

June 5 is the last day for 
required planting of cotton; 
June 10 is the last day for 
required planting of peanuts; 
and June 20 is the last day 
for required planting of feed 
grain.

Producers may elect to hay 
or graze set-aside or CAP a- 
reas, at a reduced program 
payment, any time during the

year. An intention to hay or 
graze should be filed as soon 
as possible, but in any event 
pror to grazing or haying. The 
reduction in payment will equal 
60% of the farm payment rate 
per acre. (Example; for set- 
aside, 100 bu. yield for 
grain, 30? payment per bu., 
100 x 30? equals $30.00 per 
acre x 60% equals $18.00 re­
duction per acre to hay or 
graze.) The reduction in pry- 
ment for CAP is equal to 30% 
of the average per acre pay­
ment.

During the last half of May, 
some 24,000 Texas farmers 
will receive a crop acreage 
questionnaire from Charles E. 
Caudill, Agricultural Stati­
stician In-Charge of the Tex­

Muleshoe has yet to feel dras­
tic results of the nation-wide 
gas shortages according to local 
gasoline and diesel dealers.

It seems that the pinch here 
is more on diesel than on gas­
oline.

Across the nation, serious 
shortages have been reported 
on gasoline, diesel, oil and 
fuel oil.

In some parts of Texas as 
well as the nation, gas is being 
rationed to the customers. It 
has been reported that at some 
stations as near as Lubbock, 
customers are limited to only
10 gallon purchases at one time.

Truck drivers have noticed
that there is also a rationing 
of fuel for them.

In Muleshoe, Sam Fox of 
Texaco, Inc. reports that he 
was allocated the same amount 
of gasoline this year that he 
sold last year. He says that 
they have not been hurt by the 
shortage yet. He stated tat 
the only effect on him is that 
he cannot take on any new 
customers. He can only pro­
vide for his present ones.

Gary Dale of Gulf Wholesale 
in Muleshoe states that he has­
n’ t been bothered by the short­
age yet. He reported that his 
diesel supply is holding up real 
well and that everything seems 
to be going real smoothly at 
the present time. He also 
said that although he Is on a l­
location, he manages to get 
what he needs.

John Miller of Continental
011 Co. reports that although 
the shortage has not effected 
him here, it may in the future. 
He reported talking to officials 
in Dallas and Oklahoma City 
this week who reported that 
towns such as Muleshoe would 
be feeling the effect in the 
near future.

He said that the diesel short­
age was his main problem and 
that he was just barely getting 
enough to supply his customers.

On the gasoline shortage, he 
stated that the independent sta­
tions were feeling the pinch 
more than other stations.

Clyde Holt of Muleshoe re­
ports that he is staying up with 
his regular diesel customers, 
but that the situation is get­
ting more critical all the time.

He stated that in his opinion, 
Muleshoe will be feeling the 
shortage before the summer is 
over. He said that he thought 
the shortages would last only 
a few days at a time.

The South Plains Association 
of Governments Advisory Com­
mittee will hold its organiza­
tional meeting on Thursday, 
June 7, at 7:30 p.m. in the 
Southwestern Public Service 
Reddy Room, 1120 Main Street,. 
Lubbock. The Housing Com­
mittee, to be chaired by James 
L. Robison of Plainview, is 
composed of a total of 15 mem­
bers, which include housing pro­
fessionals, laymen and elected 
officials from throughout the 
15 county SPAG region. Wel­
coming remarks will be given 
by Mayor Giles McCrary, pre- 
ident of SPAG. Included on the 
agenda is the election of a 
vice chairman and the review­
ing of the proposed committee 
bylaws. The public is welcome 
at the meeting.

The Housing Committee wiU 
carry on a continuous planning 
program to identify regional 
housing needs, analyze the
availability of resources and 
establish priorities and goals. 
It will also act as a catalyst 
in the development of new plan­

ning projects. The commit­
tee will have the responsibility 
o f conducting, on a continuing 
basis, review and comment of 
proposed housing projects which 
come under the A-95 review 
program.

Although there is a morator­
ium on the housing and urban 
development, housing subsidy 
development programs, SPAG 
will proceed with their housing 
planning during the pause.

The committee will look at 
other federal agencies for pos­
sible funding of housing pro­
jects until the moratorium is 
over. Farmers Home Admin­
istration currently has some 
housing programs which may 
be tapped. The association in­
tends to use the pause to de­
velop techniques and capabil­
ities for establishing areawide 
housing priorities. By estab­
lishing a regional housing ad­
visory committee, SPAG is not 
only involving the citizens of 
the region in the planning pro­
cess but hopes to develop a

some of the stations in Lub­
bock continue selling gasoline 
at the present rate, they will 
use up their moath’ s quota 
before the month is over if 
gasoline distributors do not fur­
nish them more gasoline.

Benjamin Shore of the Cop­
ley News Service stated in a 
recent story that there were 
many actions the federal gov­
ernment and the public could 
take to soften the impact of 
the growing gasoline shortage.

Frank N. Ikard, president 
of the American Petroleum In­
stitute, said consumer demand 
for gasoline exceeds the in­
dustry’ s production capacity.

He gave three main points 
for the shortage:

1. Consumer demand for 
gasoline increased 6.3 percent 
in 1973, the largest annual in­
crease since 1955. More cars 
are on the road and they are 
getting fewer miles to the gal­
lon because of pollution-con­
trol devices, air conditioning 
and automatic transmissions.

2. Domestic refineries, op­
erating at capacity, are pro­
ducing 13 million barrels of 
petroleum daily, but the need 
is for 17 million barrels this 
year. Refineries must turn 
crude oil into not only gas­
oline, but also heating oil, dies­
el fuel and other products.

3. Environmental protection
has ruled out coal as fuel
for electricity -  generating
plants, forcing utilities to use 
more distillate fuel oil. In 
1967, utilities burned 8,000 bar­
rels a day.

In 1972, mainly because of 
opposition to pollutants from 
much of the coal and heavy oils 
and because of shortages of 
natural gas, utilities consumed 
186,000 barrels of distillate fuel 
oils daily. This means less 
production of gasoline.

Ikard had the following sug­
gestions for congress as it 
seeks answers to the growing 
energy crisis:

1. Relax the environmental 
standards in some areas to 
allow a return to freely avail­
able coal and heavy oils until 
suitable and sufficient energy 
sources are available.

The Environmental Protect­
ion  Agency announced on May 
7 that average sulfer oxides 
concentrations in 32 American 
cities had decreased by about 
50 percent between 1964 and 
1971. There have been further

This 
information will be the basis 
for determining the planted ac­
reage for the State of Texas 
and for each county. There 
are 254 counties in Texas, and 
reports are needed from ma­
ny farmers so that each coun­
ty will be well represented. 
Accurate estimates are of great 
importance to farmers in plan­
ning production and marketings 
and in providing an unbiased 
picture of Texas agriculture. 
The Texas Legislature has pro­
vided a program of estimates 
for each county. Texas covers 
such a wide area that State 
totals alone do not provide ad­
equate information on Texas’ 
most basic industry—agricul­
ture. This is a cooperative 
effort of USDA’ s Statistical Re­
porting Service and the Tex­
as Department of Agriculture.

reductions since 1971.
In view of this substantial 

progress, it may well be that 
some relaxation of the time­
table for achieving much lower 
concentrations is justified if 
it can help ease the current 
energy situation.

2. Speed up the issuance of 
permits for nuclear electric 
power plants. Coupled with 
increased use of coal, this would 
substantially relieve the de­
mand for oil.

3. Consumers must use less 
energy. For example, gaso­
line consumption would drop 
11 percent if highway speed 
limits were lowered from 60 
to 50 miles per hour.

Many elements and com­
pounds are essential for plant 
growth. Have you ever wonder­
ed exactly why certain elements 
are needed, why we must fer­
tilize our lawns, gardens and 
flowers?

To describe the functions of 
plant nutrients, let’ s start with 
a bag of 12-12-12 fertilizer, 
suggests County Extension A- 
gent Spencer Tanksley. As you 
probably know, the designation 
on the bag means the material 
contains 12 percent nitrogen, 
12 percent phosphate and 12 
percent potash.

What happens to the fertil­
izer when you apply it to the 
soil? It must first be dissolv­
ed before the nutrients become 
available to plants, points out

Tanksley.
As far as organic and inor­

ganic fertilizers are concerned, 
each contains the same el­
ements. Therefore, either can 
supply theneededplant nutrients 
if similar quantities of nutri­
ents are use.

Since the most important plant 
nutrient is nitrogen, let’ s look 
at how it affects plants, sug­
gests Tanksley. Nitrogen is 
primarily involved with c lor- 
ophyll and protein in the plant. 
Chlorophyll is the green color­
ing material in plant leaves 
which plays a vital role in photo­
synthesis, the process in which 
the sun’ s energy converts car­
bon dioxide from air and hy­
drogen from water into carbo­
hydrates.

The production of carbohy­
drates by photosynthesis is 
probably the most important of 
all chemical reactions, points 
out the agent. This process 
provides the energy and sub­
stance for plant growth. And, 
since humans and animals se­
cure their nourishment by eat­
ing plants, they likewise are 
dependent on photosynthesis for 
their livelihood.

So, to keep plants green and 
growning vigorously, we must 
supply them with the necessary 
plant nutrients at least once a 
year, notes Tanksley. To find 
out how much fertilizer to apply, 
he recommends having the soil 
in your lawn, garden and flower 
bed tested. Information on soil 
testing is available at the county 
Extension office.

COLLEGE STATION — Mem­
orial Day officially opened out­
door -  cooking -  and -  picnic 
season, Mrs. Gwendolyne Cly- 
att noted this week.

The consumer marketing in­
formation specialist, Texas Ag­

ricultural Extension Service, 
Texas A&M University, said 
markets "have a lot to offer 
in picnic supplies—and many 
of the best food buys are ex­
cellent picnic fare."

"F ryer chicken prices dipped 
below those of the past three 
weeks, but heavy demand may 
drive them up again. Turkey 
supplies and prices are stead-
y.*

“ Many markets feature beef 
chuck roasts, with other good 
values on ground beef, rib and 
round steaks, stew meat and 
liver.’ ’

See-sawing pork prices lean 
toward the high side with scat­
tered features on Boston butt 
roasts, shoulder steaks, quar­
ter loin sliced, smoked picnics 
and ham portions, the speci­
alist said.

"Strawberries and grapefruit 
are generaUy the best fresh 
fruit buys. It’s near the sea­
son end for controlled atmos­
phere apples, with prices on the 
high side.

“ Tomatoes are reasonably 
priced—the long range predic­
tion forecasts relatively low 
prices throughout the spring and 
summer season.

“ Watermelon prices show 
some trending downward with 
more plentiful supplies, as do 
cabbage prices. Lettuce quality, 
however, is irregular with 
variable prices.

“ Onion supplies show im­
provement, but prices continue 
a bit high and likely will re­
main there until the summer 
crop is harvested.

"Potatoes, celery, carrots, 
corn, green onions and radish­
es are good choices pricewlse. 
Eggplant, broccoli, asparagus, 
snap beans and cauliflower— 
mostly at moderate price lev­
els—offer menu variety,”  Mrs. 
Clyatt added.
