The reason: even the old-line“politicians who can't stomach Ke-
fauver finally have had to admit his great vote-getting power as
demonstrated in the New Hampshire, Minnesota and Wisconsin
presidential primaries,

While the Tennessee senator still has a long way to go before he
will have enough backing to get the nomination, he's rapidly gain-
ing ground every day and no longer can be discounted in the race

A sharp setback in the Florida or California primaries couid
damage Kefauver beyond repair and that's just what some of his
opponents within Democratic ranks are anticipating.

However, if Kefauver emerges from these two races without loss
of prestige, he'll be a hard man to top at the Democratic convention
in Chicago next August.
