Almost 8,000
Votes In District

Gene Worley, Shamrock, idol of
the youth of the Panhandle, will
go to Wa aington as oongress-
man from the 18th district, just
as the young people said he would,
and Grady Hazlewood of Amarillo
will go to Austin as state senator.

Panhandle voters yesterday pen-
ciled those decisions in a second pri-
mary that surprised many voters.

Mr. Worley was elected by a vote
of almost landslide proportions, con-
sidering the number of votes cast
and the margin separating the two
candidates.

In the latest returns compiled on
the basis of almost complete re-
turns from the 28 counties in the
district, Worley received 28,511 votes
to 21,603 votes for H. Deskins Wells,
Wellington publisher,

Wells

Worley
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Hasglewood was leading Max Boy-
er 24,541 to 22,109 votes. Only votes |
not counted were scattered votes in
about six counties.

Mr. Wells conceded the victory of
Mr. Worley before last midnight.

Culberson Leads

In the other state races, Olin Cul-
berson of Jackson county held a
commanding lead over Plerce Brooks
of Dallas county for railroad com-
missiocner. James P. Alexander of |
McLennan county was leading H. S.
Lattimore of Tarrant county by a
probably safe margin.

The biggest surprise in the con- |
gressional race was the Amarillo
vote which gave Worley an almost
two to one majority. Gray county, as
it did in the first primary, gave Wor-
ley a big majority. The count was
Worley 3,491 and Wells 2,181. Cul-
berson also carried Gray county by
a count of 3,187 to 2,201 for Brooks ‘

The county gave Boyer 3,142 votes |
and Hazlecwood 2,392 ballots.. Judge
Alexander also carried this county.
He rectived 2,905 votes to 2,290 for

Lattimore.

London Partly In Ruins After
First Direct Assault On City

(By The Associated Press)
LONDON, Aug. 25 (Sunday)—

German air warriors, in their
first direct assault against the
heavily-protected city of London
last night and early today, dropp-
od great clusters of incendiary
bombs which lit up this heart
of the British Empire with the
orange glow of flames.

The furious and prolonged bomb-
ing scattered fires that enveloped
whole buildings within a few min-
utes.

Even after the raiders had gone
and most of the fires had been
subdued, a dense pall of smoke
flung' in the morning sky. W

The Nazi bombers kept up their
work in sporadic attacks on into
the dawn but the big raid of the
night was upon the city itself.

That huge onslaught was the
third time in 24 hours that Lon-
doners had scurried for air raid
shelters by alarms in the metropoli-
tan area. In all, the greater London
section has been ralded six times
since August 15.

There was no estimate of cacual-
ties or damage, but first reports
sald nothing of serious damage to
military objectives.

The intense attack upon London
followed mass assaults against
the Portsmouth naval base and
southwest England in which the
air ministry news service estimat-
ed the Germans used 800 bomb-
ers and fighter planes.

One screaming attack by a dive
bomber who dropped a big incendi-
ary bomb in the face of the full
power of the city’s-defenses touched
off the biggést blaze of the night
marked by several fires through-
out the city.

As the din of battle sounded
overhead, the fire blazed flercely.
The flames got such a hold that
within a half-hour they illumin-
of
the London area. The blaze finally
was controlled
After the all clear signal was giv-
en sometime after midnight, what
was believed to be enemy planes
were heard over London.

Later, searchlights resumed their
swing across the skies in search
of enemy planes, and distant. ex-
plosions were heard.

In one section of the London
area, a screaming bomb was dropp-
ed. It started another fire, which
brought fire pumps rushing to
the scene.

Four bombs were dlopped in
another section, shattering win-
dows, hurling dewn walls and
flinging bomb splinters through
the streets. The only serious cas-
ualty was an air raid warden
struck by splinters.

The third air raid alarm, sound-
ed at 11:35 p. m. (4:35 p. m. GS8T)
last night, still was in effect three
hours later as the "battle of the
skies continued.

It followed closely on mass at-
tacks on the great naval base at
Portsmouth and the bombardment
of Dover by long range guns.

From the roof of the Associated
Press building, staff members could
hetar explosions and see fire. Oc-
casionaliy they could also see flaches
like star shells.

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The War

The appearance of a Nazi sea
raider in the Pacific hints resump-
tion of this colorful phase of naval
warfare on a more extensive scale.

With the Britishh fléet oceupied in
home waters and Mediterranean and
in escorting convoys, Germany is in
such an advantageous position to
harass commerce far and wide
that it is slightly puzzling that the
opportunity has not been used to a
greater extent.

The explanation accepted by nav-
al men is that the Nazis have sub-
ordinated everything for the time
being to the attempt to conquer
England. If they fail before the on-
set of autumn weather, Britain's foes
may be expected turn to high sea
raiders and all other means to tight-
en the “total blockade.”

The prospect must be inviting to
daring spirits in the idle German
navy. Cruisers and armed merchant-
men as well as U-boats may now
be sent around Scotland into the
Atlaniic from Norwegian ports with
far less risk of encountering enemy
warships than when they were active
last fall and winter.

In the World War, the raiders had
to steal out in thick weather and
in ditguise through a tight Allied |
blockade, yet they managed to sink
more than 60 vessels on the high
seas.

Promise U. S.
Would Enter War

WASHINGTON, Aug. 24 (#)—Sen-
ator Clark (D-Mo0.) made public in
the senate today a denial from Am-
bassador William C. Bullitt that he
had promised France this country
would enter the Buropean war.

The denial took the form of a
letter protesting “many mis-state-
ments” in a newspaper article by
the senator’s sister; Mrs. Genevieve
Olark Thomson.

Bullitt wrote. *“Never, at any time,
to any French premier or anyone
else, did I write a letter indicating
or intimating that if France went
to war she would be followed in a
short time by the United States.”

LONDON, Aug. 25. (Sunday) (#)—
A joint air and home securities min-
istries communique this morning an-
nounced:

TEACHING . AMERICANISM |IN
TEXAS SCHOOLS

The Stare Board of Education of Texas has
just moved to include appropriate text books in
the seventh, eighth and ninth grades of the pub-
lic schools—text books on, Americanism and the
virtues of the American way of life.
Action on the part of the State -Board of Edu-
cation was the result of a motion by a long-
time member, Ben F. Tisinger of Dallas, who has
been advocating teaching Americanism in the
State public schools for some time. Prior to the
present period of uncertainty, Mr. Tisinger re-
ceived negligible response to his suggestion but
as one democracy after another fell before the
predatory isms of embafttled Egyrope, he began to
strike a responsive chord.
The Texas Weekly says that as a result Texas
children will have their own primer of Ameri-
canism, just as the Germans have their Nazi Prim-
er and Russians their new Russia's Primer.

What Is Americanism?
The only fly in the ointment is that the text
books have not as yet been selected or even writ-
ten, as far as the Texas State Board of Educa-
tion is concerned. If the State Board decides that
Americanism is what most people now believe it is,
namely, majority rule, and that the individual
has no rights and that there are no eternal prin-
ciples that cannot be changed by the will of the
majority, then these text books in the publi¢
schools, instead of being of benefit to the people
of Texas and to the people of all the United States,
will only bring about less and less freedom and
more and more coercion.

If, on the other hand, those responsible for the
text books in Texas select text books that explain
Americanism as a way of life as the greatest
possible freedom for every individual and the
least possible amount of coercion for each in-
dividual, and that the majority only has a right
to vote on the acts that are not God-given and not
inalienable, then this move of teaching American-
ism in the public schools of Texas will be of great
benefit to all the people in Texas and all the
people in the United States.

But when education is determined by the ma-
Jority and the individual has no rights, it is. very
doubtful whether the curriculum committee will
select text books that really define Americanism
as a way of life.

But even the realization of the importance
of studying what Americanism is might be help-
ful in the long run. We have to realize the im-
portance of a way of life, or Americanism, and
the ill-effects that we will suffer if we do not
have it before we will appreciate it

Dow Cl(.‘,mltu and Farbenindustrie, a German firm September wheat in Chicago sold last week’ for
It doesn’t seem likely, though, that Duw will be ar- | §7 cents a bushel, 44 cents below the peak price
raigned for withholding magnesium from the allies for that delivery. The low price is not due to a

bumper harvest. This year's crop of 760 million
bushels compares with an average of 755 million
for the 10 previous years, the average being held
down by two serious drouths.

But besides what is raised this year, there is a
carryover equal to half a crop from last year and
the year before. And so we have about 1,050
million bushels and can eat in a year only about

700 million bushels, in the form of bread, cake,
breakfast food and noodles.

The extra grain, representing the carryover
from past years, would be no problem if the
markets of the world were open. Many old cus-
tomers for American bread grains are not now
accessible. The world’s leading importers of North
American wheat userd to be Great Britain, Bel-

gium, Holland, Italy and Germany. Of these the
British market was by far the largest, and it is
theoretically open to us. However, Britain i
in duty bound to buy Canadian wheat it if it avail-
able. And it is available! There is-so much wheat
in Canada that the storage space is inadequate.
Considerable Canadian wheat is going to be held
through the winter in American elevators.

Our present wheat problem can be traced to
the failure to clear the market of the two previ-
ous crops during the crop years. Loans were
offered to induce the farmers to hold grain off
the market in 1938 when all the world markets
were open and in 1939 when most of them were
open even in the last four months of the year.
The loans kept:the grain in this country instead
of letting it pass into consumption channels.

The United States department of agriculture
Issued’ a bulletin last month showing the annual
cash income from grains from 1910 to 1939. From
a chart on the front page of the bulletin it ap-
pears that a billion dollar income from grains is
necessary to make grain farmers just moderate-
ly prosperous. The chart shows that previous to
1930, in only one year did the farmers'. grain
Income fail to come up to the minimum level for
moderate prosperity. In eight of the 20 years be-
fore 1930 the one and a half billion dollar mark
was reached; in four years, the 2 billion dollar level
and in 2 years the 2% billion dollar mark was
exceeded.

Contrast that with what has happgned since
1930. In only one year in the 10 has the level of
moderate well being, one billion dollars, been
reached. This year the figure can hardly be great-
er than % of a billion dollars.

After 10 years of agricultural control the cash
Income of farmers from grain has not been raised
to the level of the worst year in a long preceding
period. In the face of this record it can not be
seriously maintained that the Roosevelt adminis-
tration has solved the farm problem.

. First of all Mr. Wynne in-
tensely loved his family, but he
had enough love left to bestow
on hundreds of new and old
friends.

8 Devil's Island
Fugitives Picked Up

MIAMI, Fla., Aug. 24 (AP) —
Eight men who said they left Dev-
il's Island—French prison colony
off the Soutn American coast—
when guards relaxed their vigilance
because food supplies did not ar-
rive were picked up by the coast
guard in Biscayne Bay today.

Lieut. K. P. Maley, coast guard
officer and federal port captain,
turned the men and their 26-foot
sloop in which they sailed from
Trinidad over to immigration au-
thorities.

Through interpreters, the men
told a: story of leaving Devil's Is-
land in two canoes May 5.

They made their way to Trini-
dad in 12 days. Learning there of
France’s surrender, they decided to
enlist in the British army.

Residents of Trinidad outfitted
them with the sloop and supplies
and they set sail for Puerto Rico.
They obtained a map of Puerto
Rico and said they planned to go
to Canada.

There was no food aboard the
boat and the men said they had
not eaten for two days. They had
ample water.

They said conditions at Devil's
Island—off shore from French Gui-
ana—became critical when supply
ships failed to arvive, and guards,
no longer paid, made no effort

to prevent escapes.

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Great Blaze
In London

LONDON, Aug. 26 (Sunday) (#)—
“I hope to hell Berlin is blazing
now,” cried a spectator early today
as firemen battled a great blaze

started by a German incendiary
bomb,
“That's right, they better get

something for this,” another watch-

" er replied.

“NYep, this war's getting serious,”
& third.

“It looks like indiscriminate bomb-
ing to me,” said another.

I was just coming out a west-
end restaurant when a German
bomb whistled down and exploded.
Fire flared up not far from me al-
most immediately.

This midnight bombing, from a
moonlit sky, was the first direct at-
tack on London since the war began,
but was the third on greater Lon-
don in less than a day.

(These references to the west end
and to London proper were the only
inklings of the raid’s location which
escaped the British censor’s ban.)

Crowds seeped in from the dark,
narrow streets about this area,
which had been nearly deserted, as
usual, on the British weekenhd. They
talked among themselves, quictly but
bitterly.

The presence of helmeted soldiers,
carrying gasmasks, gave wartime
trimmings to this fire which al-
ready had all the emotion of a spec-
tacular American fire.

Tin-hatted policemen let me thru
the firelines when I shouted: “Amer-
fcan reporter.”

“Go ahead, boy. Tell the States
about it. Best thing you can do,”
they shouted.

I got so cles® that the flames
flushed my face, and I wa$ wet from
firehose.

Curbs flowed deep with water
from a score of streams trained on
the angry flames. There were big
red fire engines like those in the

JUnited States, plus tough little aux-

fliary engines jamming the streets.

Piremen on tall towers were sil-
houetted against the red background
as they fought the flames under
guidance of portable telephones
hooked up with the engines below

Just as the firemen got the flames
under control, a gutted brick wall
started to totter, and the sirens sud-
denly shrieked again.

The throng ran for shelter, fall-
ing over tangled pythons of fire-
hose, then pulled up abruptly as the
police yelled:

“It's just the clear signal.

Biddle Says Rich

SEATTLE, Wash., Aug. 24 (AP)

Bermuda Sonnd !
Available To U. S.

HAMILTON, Bermuda, Aug. 24—
The great sound of Bermuda ‘will be
made ' availlable to the United
States for an air base and possibly
for a naval base, on a 99-year lease,
Major General Denis Bernard, gov-
ernor of Bermuda, informed a spe-
clal session of this British colony’s
assembly today.

The bombs and fragments burned
with extraordinary intensity. With-
in a few seconds of exploding, they
set whale buildings aflame.

S0 numerous were the fires that
it was believed the Germans may
have used large containers of small
bombs such as the Russians first
employed in the Finnish war.

Mr. Wynne was born July 24, 1861,
in Rusk county.

nine. He first worked for a supply
house and later became a hprse
wrangler, cowboy, cattleman, hard-
ware store clerk and owner, and
rancher.

At the age of 18 years he develop-
ed malaria fever and doctors des-
paired for his life. Given only 60
days to live, he was told to leave
the climate. He started west as a
horse wrangler and arrived on Mc-
Clellan creek in Gray county in No-
vember, 1880, weighing only 76
pounds although 19 years old.
The horse herd was pastured on Mc-
Clellan creek during a hard winter
and in the spring Mr. Wynne was
strong. It was then he decided to
make the Panhandle his home.

He was the first sheriff of Car-
son county. He made runs into Ok-
lahoma. He was a cowboy on vari-
ous ranches. He acquired land and
became a rancher. In 1906 he moved
to Pampa.

In 1907 Mr. Wynne was made
president of the Gray County State
bank.
in 1919.

He was a tireless civic worker, ac-
tive in all affairs for the good of
Pampa and the Panhandle.

He had a-par?t in some of the most
interesting episodes of the old west.
He did not make the run of '89 in-
to Oklahoma, but he did make the
run into “the strip” and into "the
Cheyenne-Araphoe country. He saw
Mobeetie in its hey-day. He rode the
trail to Dodge for three years. He
knew the colorful characters who

populated the Panhandle when it|bought out Mr. Carhart.

In the fall of 1880, Barton and
Rockwell, both northern men, bought
up a thousand head of horses in
northeast and north central Tex-
as. Mr, Wynne was employed to
help Mr. Barton, the aforesaid Jar-
vis and the negro bring them to the
Panhandle. They planned to take
the horses up on Wolf creek and
winter them in Hansford county but
they stopped at McClellan creek in
this way: It was Nov, 14, 1880. Snow
was on the ground. Mr. Wynne rode
down the divide a short distance
and found a crossing. He told Mr.
Barton, “You're hunting a place to
winter the horses—well, you won't
find a better place than right here.”
The grass was the best Mr. Wynne
had ever seen, It was high and cov-
ered with snow but underneath the
luxuriant growth green grass was
growing. “I belleve you're right,”
said Mr. Barton and they wintered
the horses on McClellan creek.
When the herd was sold, Mr. Bar-
ton brought up another herd in '8l
and wintered them in the same spot.

Soon after they camped that first
night, Mr. Barton happened to men-
tion that he owned nine sections of
land somewhere in that territory.
He had acquired it by carrying a
surveyor’s chain in the Panhandle
before he went into the horse busi-
ness. Mr. Barton got out his map$
and discovered he was eamped on
his own land. They constructed dirt
theds and dugouts. In '81 Mr. Bar-
ton sold the land and the second
herd of horses to the Clarendon
Land, investment and Agency com-
pany, owners of the Quarter-Cir-
cle Heart ranch. Mr. Barton went
back to Kaufman with his pockets
full of money and married the
daughter of Judge Irvin.

Mr. Wynne worked as a cowhoy
on the Quarter-Circle Heart ranch
for five years. The headquarters

First Sheriff

Mr. Wynne was the first sheriff
of Carson county. Other first offi-
cers were O, H. Nelson, county
judge; Cole Bright, county clerk; J.
C. Paul, treasurer. The county was
organized in May, 1888. Mr. Paul
came from Wichita, Kan,, in "88 and
established the Panhandle bank at
Panhandle, the oldest financial in-
stitution in the Panhandle. It is now
being operated by Frank Paul, son
of J. C. Paul. The latter was one of
the passengers to travel on the first
passenger plane from California to
the Panhandle.

As sheriff of Carson county, Mr.
Wynne was called upon to perform
what would be strange duties for a
present-day sheriff, but the most
unusual official act he ever con-
summated was to serve an attach-
ment upon himeself. That was in ‘88
and he ceased Yo be manager of the
hardware store because it didn’t exist
any longer.

in Wales and came to the Panhan-
dle country o visit the daughter of
O. H. Nelson in 1889. He sold the
hardware store in 1891 and in 1892-
98 he worked for the N-Bar-N out-
fit, with headquarters near the pres-
ent town of White Deer. In '93 Mr.
Wynne and Judge J. L. Gray of Pan-
handle made ‘he run in to the Cher-
ckee strip. They drove to the strip
boundary in a buckboard. The run
was made on Saturday. Thousands
of prospectors, adventurers, settlers
—all kinds of people—were crowded
up against the line, elbowing each
other for positions which would en-
able them %o get a good start. The
soldiers were stationed every so oft-
en to keep the crowd pushed back.
The pistol shot which would be the
signal for the run to begin was to
have been fired at noon, but six min-
utes before a soldier accidentally
fired his gun and the stampede
was on. Mr. Wynne made the
run into the strip on horse back.
He rode 22 miles in about two hours
and stuck up his flag in a beautiful
location near a water hole. He was
immensely pleased with it, and so
was another “stripper” who came
along about dusk with a wagon and
several fine mules.
On School Claim

The new-comer wanted to trade
his wagon and teams for Mr.
Wynne's claim—the settler's whole
outfit. The deal likely would have
gone through if Mr. Wynne hadn't
discovered the next day that he had
staked his claim on school. land
which was not subject to filing. He
lacked 44 feet getting far enough.
The following Monday Mr. Wynne
retraced his steps and passed thou-
sands of dead horses and mules
which had been run  to death by
over-zealous “strippers.”

Mr. Wynne made the Cheyenne-
Araphoe run with Al ' McKinney,
A. F. Henson and John Leary of
Panhandle. They sh.lpped horses to

Canadian and made the run on
horseback. This time, Mr. Wynne
wanted town lots and not farm land
and he got them, although he later
traded a horse for the claim.

Met George Tyng

In '94 Mr. Wynne went to work
for Mr. Winters on the Ilatter's
ranch north of Panhandle. Soon aft-
erward, Mr. Wynne went back to “the
ranch”—the White Deer Land and
Cattle company. Thereafter, for ten
years, he was closely associated with
a man he often described simply as
“a prince,” and it was significant
when one bears in mind what men
meant when they used that term in
the old west. The connotation was
that such a man had about all the
virtues it was possible for one man
to have. He was George Tyng.

George Tyng was manager of the
White Deer Land and Cattle com-
pany in the Panhandle for 16 years
—from 97 to 1903. Mr. Wynne began
knowing him in ‘7. He worked at
various times for Mr. Tyng until
1894 when he moved to the White
Deer headquarters near the present
town of White Deer and took charge
of the ranch as foreman.

In 1898 Mr. Wynne brought four
sections from ‘‘the company” as old
timers still call it. He pald $2.25 per
acre for the land and sold it 14 years
later in 1912, In 1907 the Wynne
family moved to Pampa. Their res-
idence was formerly located where |
the Wynne-Merten building now
stands, but when that structure was
erected, Mr. Wynne built an Eng-
lish type house on North Frost street
where he passed away. |

on Checking Aceotints

P AYMENT of interest on demand deposits by

any insured bank is prohibited by law or regu=~

lation. The reason underlying this prohibition

is that the bank can pay interest on deposits

only out of earnings from the investment of #
those deposits in loans or securities.

The money in a checking accourit rhay be with-
drawn at any time on demand. Consequently
the bank must carry larger cash reserves to pro«
vide for possible withdrawals, leaving a smalleg
amount available for investment.

Also, if money invested is to earn a fair return
the loan or investment must run for a reason-
able length of time. This in turn means that
deposits must be left with the bank a reason-
able length of time, "

Mr. Chapin doubts that he, or
for that matter, many other artists
would have wanted to paint the
stars of yesterday.

“Vampish sirens, “It'-girl type and
insipid ‘baby faces’ weren't exactly
inspiring to an arvist,” Mr. Chapin
explains,

“But T could paint almost any
star today,” he goes on. “They have
more than obvious prettiness of face
to offer. They have a deeper human
quality which every artist looks for
in his model. They have natural
beauty.”

James Chapin believes that Hol-
lywood has a tremendous influence
on styles in beauty and clothes. He

WABHING'PON, Aug. 24 (#»—Pro-
testing that delay in defense prep-
arations was menacing national
security, Senator Byrd (D-Va. de-
manded tonight that the senate
“stay in seSsion day and night until
a vote is obtained” on the Burke-
Wadsworth compulsory ' military
training bill,

In @ statement, the Virginian also
called on defense chieftains for an
explanation of why “the placing of
orders for delivery of mechanized
military equipment is lagging.”

“If red tape is to blame,” he said,
“the country should know it. If the
blame is due to insufficient bureau-
cratic administration, it should be
known. If it is due to the refusal
of business éenterprise to accept con-
tracts from the government, we
should know it.”

Prospects for a final vote next
week on the Burke-Wadsworth bill
brightened when the senate agreed
to restrict debate on a pending
amendment.

Senator Barkley of Kentucky, the
Democratic leader, obtained unani-
mous agreement that no senator
should speak more than 15 minutes
on a proposal by Senator Lodge (R-
Mass.) to limit to 800,000 the number
of conscripts who might be placed
under training at any one time,
But Barkley told the senate that
he had been unable, in private con-
versations, to get all senators to
agree to curtail their speeches on
the bill itself and for that reason
would not seek to set an hour for
the final vote. He predicted to re-
porters, however, that the bill would
pass by a comfortable margin by
next Thursday at the latest.

Barkley proposed his agreement
after four Republican senators—
Gibson of Vermont, Austin of Ver-
mont, Lodge of Massachusétts and
Gurney of South Dakota—had urged
speedy enactment of draft legisla-
tion.

The Burke-Wadsworth bill would
require the registrations of all men
from 21 through 30 years of age,
making them subject to immediate
call for military duty, with some ex-

ceptions,

Pressure On
King Carol

TURNU SE'VER!N Rumania, Aug.
24 (#)—Pressure from King dv.ro
palace, reported to have originateg
in Berlin, appeared tonight to have
opened the possibility for a mump
tion of the Hungarian-Rumanian
conference over Transylvania, which
had collapsed earlier in the day.
After the delegates announded
there was no possibility of contin-
uing their negotiations and were
even at the railroad station waiting
to go home, a new communique was
issued jointly by the Hi and
Rumanians expressing “hope that
the negotiations will be resumed in
the shortest time.”

No decision was reached as to
when and where the arguments
would begin again over Hungary's
demand for the return of Transyl-
vania, lost to her after the World
War,

The original communique, which
was formally withdrawn at the re-
quest of the Rumanian delegation
after it had been public for hours,
had read:

“In view of the fact that no com-
mon basis can be found for contin-
uing the discussion, on the request
of the Hungarian delegation the
conversations have been declared
closed,”

Later, while the Hungarians were
preparing to leave, the Rumanians
conferred over the telephone for
hours with their government in
Bucharest, which was reppresented
as intensely dissatisfied with the
decision to break up negotiations.=
Then, after much scurrying about,
it was finally decided to issue the
new commumque » .

Hungary And
Rumania Call
Up Reserves

(By The Assoclated Press)

BUDAPEST, Hungary, Aug. 24
(A —An effort to settle peacefully
Hungary’s claim to the Rumanian
province of Transylvania collapsed
today and both countries called up
reserve fighting men.

In Turnu-Severin, Rumania, Hun-
garian and Rumanian delegates
walked dourly for the last time from
the hall in which they had been ne-
gotiating intermittently for 10 days.
They had not only failed to find
the answer to the Transylvanian
question: apparently they had failed
Adolf Hitler In what amounted. to
his direct order that a solution must
be reached that would prevent war
from breaking out in the Balkans
and thus interrupting the agricul-
tural and industrial production so
vital now to Germany in her war
with Britain.

Although a Hungarian ‘spokesman
indicated his government’s policy
merely would be one of watchful
waiting for the present, he declared
the possibility of war over the long-
contested territory “has not been
eliminated.” .

Friction over the dispatch of two
Rumanian divisions o Transylvania
this week was reported to have fig-
ured in the breakdown of the con-
ference.

In Budapest the news of the fail-
ure was followed quickly not only. by
the summoning of delegates—as Ru-
mania had done—but by other war-
like steps. Additional soldiers were
put on guard about the national
railway system; auto bus and taxi-
cab companies restricted their regu-
lar service to have military trans-
port available.

Newspapers prominently re-print-
ed Italian press comment that Hun-
gary's right to Transylvania—which
was part of the old Austro-Hungar-
ian empire before the World War—
was beyond debate;, “above discus-
sion.”

Hungary had demanded about
two-thirds of the province; the Ru-
manians were willing only to ex-
change minority populations

In Rumania, the government chose
a new chief of staff and vice-chief,
and even offered five sea's in the
cabinet to the faction of Juliu Ma-
niu, the peasant party leader who
has been an outspoken opponent of
ceding territory to Hungary.

But Maniu was understood to
have made known that he’'d have no
cabinet posts unless King Carol
would agree to dissolve his new to-
talitarian and strongly pro-Fascist
party.

Other territorial demands upon
Rumania were pressed at Cariova,
Rumania, where negotiations went
forward with the Bulgarians over
their claim to southern Dobruja.

The Rumanians were reported to
have suggested the cession of the
town of Silistra, on the Danube,
with the condition that Bulgaria
create a free zone at the port of Bal-
cic, on the Black sea, with an inter-
national highway leading from it to
the Rumanian Black sea port of
Constanta.

One package lemon gelatin, 1 cup
hot water % cup sugar, 1'% cups
crushed fresh peaches, 2 cup heavy
cream, whipped, % teaspoon salt, 1
baked pastry shell.

Dissolve gelatin in hot water. Mix
sugar with peaches. Crush and stand
for about 20 minutes. Drain juice
from peaches and add to gelatin
mixture. Chill gelatin until it begins
to thicken. Then beat well with ro-
tary beater until light and fluffy.
