On the Literary Education of Greece
and Rome.

Greece, the ancient land of lib-
erty, where Homer and Pinder
sang; and Appelles painted; where
Socrates and Plato taught; where
Sophocles drew tears; and the thun-
ders ot Demosthenese fired the soul
to deeds of beroism and patriotie
revenge, was once the patroness of
literature and the fine arts,

To the attention which she paid
to the instructiom of her sons and
daughters did she owe her greatness,
But in an evil hour she permitted

one of her best sons to fall a victim ‘

to ignorance and superstition, for
the accursed Hemlock which passed |
the lips of Socrates sealed her des- |
tiny. When the venerable sage at |
this time in bisseventieth year took
the poisoned cup to which he bad
been condemned by an ungrateful
country, he alone stood unmoved,
while his friends were weeping
around him; he upbraided thier cow-
ardice and entreated them to exer-
cise a manliness worthy of the pa-
trons of virtue : ** It would indeed,”
said he, * be inexcusable in me to
despise death, it I were not per. |
sauded that it will conduct me into
the presence of the gods, the right- |
eous governors of the universe, and |
into the society of just and good men;
but” said he, “I draw confidence from |
the hope that something of man re. |
mains after death, and that the
state of the good will be much better |
than that of the bad.” He drank
the deadly cup and shortly after. |
ward expired.

we are made acquainted with the
region from which they spring. The |
exquisite beauty of the country in
which they had the good fortune to
take up their abode; the rich and
picturesque variety of hill and dale;’
the spontaneous fertility of its so0il;
the sweetness of its climate; the al
most unbroken serenity of its skies;
and the smooth and glossy sea that |
surrounded and deeply indented its
coasts, harmonized all the ruder pas-

sions and called forth the best and

finest feelings of the soul.

They soon evinced a love of let.

ters and science, and were led by
nature to delight in music, poetry
and painting. Hence, these are the
eldest employ ments we find them

engaged in.

Among the Grecian States, how

ever, that of Athens was by far
the most renowned for its love of

letters and seience. And the ele.

mentary branches of education were
acquired among Athenians at that
day, as amornfg ourselves at the pres.
ent day, sometimes by private in- |
straction, but more generally by

public schools, many of which, at
the time we are now adverting to,
had attained a very high degree
of reputation, and were crowded
with youths from other Grecian
States, and even from foreizn coun-
tries. It is worthy of remark, how-
ever, that during the first five or
six years but very little effort was
made to improve the mind of the
pupil—the whole of this period of
time being devoted to sports and
pastimes for the purpose of giving
strength to the body, which consti.
tuted a very important branch of
Athenian education. In this par-
ticular instance they seem to have
imitated the example of the Per-
sians, who, at the age of five or six
years, placed their children under
the care of their magi, or men of
letters, and pursued a course of
gymnastics, together with a course
of moral science. The first consisted
in learning to ride to school with
the bow, ete. ; the latter embraced
and included the very valuable
habits of honesty and speaking the
truth ; and, I may add, patience,
sobriety, reverence to old age, and
the practice of every other virtue.
With them, education was made
subservient to morals.

Here permit me to remark, that
1 would to God that the minds of
the American people could be im-
pressed with the importance of in-
culeating honest and moral princi-
ples into the hearts of the young

system of education as a moral
science into the public and private
schools; and, I might add, around
our firesides,

Ancient history informs us that
the general circle of study among
the Greeks is well known to have
comprised the seven liberal arts of
grammar, rhetoric, logic, arithmetic,
music, geometry, and astronomy.
The study of grammar and rhetoric
were commenced earliest, and oc-
cupied by far the greatest attention
of the scholar ; athletic exercises
also constituted a part of Athenian
education, for which purpose three
magnificent establishments were
instituted and supported by public
expense, consisting of buildings
surrounded by gardens that were
defended by groves, porticos, and

were not forgotten. In statuary
and architecture as well usin poetry

Rome and Greece are still the
models of our own
Grecks were skilled in the art of
designing, which they practiced
with great pertection in cvery di-
versity, from simple outline or linear
drawing to every variety of silhouette

they excelled the artists of our own
day. Their acquirements are truly
astonishing in almost every ramifi
cation of invention, Archimedes in-
vented at Syracuse an immense and

leys with its ponderous and gigantic
arms and whirling them with in-

shady walks, cooled by sheets of
limpid water. It is worthy of no- |
tice that the education of Athenian |
females was, for the most part,
very limited and much neglected.
Those of the middle ranks of life
were seldom taught anyvthing more
than to read and write, sew and
superintend  domestic concerns ;
while even the higher ranks, or
those who were educated with more
refinement, were ounly instructed
how to take some part in the public
festivals and other religious cere-
monies of the country. The liter
ature of Greece was, however, best
to be acquired at home; and the
Romans, though they transplanted
books, could mot transplant the
tuste and spirit that produced them.
Athens, after having beenrobbed of
her richest ornaments,and stripped of
the glory of her original and politi.
cal constitution, and made to depend
on Rome for protection, had still to
boast of her schools and her polish-
ed scholars: To this celebrated
city, therefore—this theater of uni-
versal learning—the Roman youth
of all the first families were sent
for education. Cicero acted wisely,

to Greece who evinced a love of |
study, “that they might drink from l
tountains rather than from rivulets.”

Rome, too, once the proud and

tent mistress of the world, had
hitherto devoted herself to arms and
agriculture, and had for a time even
despised eloquence, and paid no at-
tention to the improvement of their
native tongue, became attached to
literature all of a sudden. The
transplantation into the Roman cap
ital of the extensive and invaluable
libraries of Aristotle and Theo-
phrastus contributed perhaps more
than any other circumstance to in-
flame the Roman people with a love
of Grecian literature.

Another very unexpected circum-
stance had much to do with increas-
ing their thirst for literatur: and
the fine arts, The Achaens were
accused by the Roman people of
having acted hostilely towards them;
and a thousand of them were sent
as depaties or rather as hostages to
plead their cause, and obtain the
best terms they could for their coun—
try before the nugust senate of this
aspiring republic. Contrary, how-
ever, to the stipulated engagement,
they were not allowed to enter upon
their defense; but were scattered
over different parts ot the republic
and forbid to appear before the sen-
ate, but were kept by the Romans

"in a state of captivity for « period

of not less than seventeen years.
For the most part those thousand

and many of them were scholars of
accomplished and diversified erudi-
tion. The whole republic became
enamoured of the various acquisi-
tions of its new but mistreated
visitants, and as for as pertained to
matters of polite literature, the con-
querors soon yielded to the conquered

It we examine the history of
Europe in a literary point of view,
we shall find it to consist of three
distinct periods: an era of light;

Between the Indian and Pacific
oceans, south or a little southeast of
Asia, there lies a continent whose
greatest length is about 2,400 miles,
with a breadth of 1,700 to 1,000
miles, having a coast line of nearly
8,000 miles, embracing un area of
perhaps 3,000,000 square miles. In
this until recently unexplored coun-
try nature appears to have done her
work by laws and rules entirely at
wariance with her accustomed meth-
ods elsewhere.  The vegetable
growth of this land is remarkable,
and seems projected upon a gigantic
scale. Palm trees grow to the height
of seventy to one hundred feet, and
the fern tree, a mere stalk until it
reaclies fifteen or twenty feet in
Leight, suddenly sends out its leaves,
four to five feet in length, in every
direction. A grass tree produces
food for the cattle, and the inner
part of the top of the tree, both raw
and roasted, is eaten by the natives.
Lillies, tulips and honeysuckles
reach the proportions of trees, and
most beautiful fuchsias clamber to
the house and tree-tops.

1f the school meets
the wants of our young men for
thorough education, the appliances
must be provided. We appeal to
the preachers especiully to bestir
themselves in this movement. Qur
children must be educated in Texas
institutions or be deprived of these
advantages. The cost which schools
abroad involve places them beyond
the reach of men in moderate cir-
cumstances, Let us see to it that
our children have every advantage
in this direction.

Episcopal Church. Isuppose,inthis
opposition to union, Bro. Ross Las
the hearty concurrence of a very
large majority of Methodists, North
and South. But no one is propesing
union. Fraternity does not con-
template organic union. The com-

ission appointed to meet at Cape
r!ay, August 16, 1870, does not
look to a reunion of the two Method.
isms. The end for which the com-
mission was appointed is thus brietly
defined: *To remove all obstacles
to fraternity between the two
churches and to adjust all existing
difliculties.” Should the commis-
sion be so fortunute as amicably to

settle all grievances between the two |

churches, even then organic union
would not be desirable. The reason,
I suppose, why so many are of opin.
ion that the appointment of the
commission looks to union, is, that
in the order ot time it succecds the
appointment of fraternal deputa-
tions. Whereas the deputations on
fraternity arose, in spite of existing
difficulties, out of the spontaneous
action of the Christian principle,
which says: * Let brotherly love
continue.” I grant that the logicul
order is, adjustment first, then fra.
tenity; yet who knows but that, by
reversing this order, the providence
of God is bringing about what the
logic of man never could have ac.
compli<hed.

It is argaed that there is much
corruption among Nothern Method
ists, And is there none among us ?
We quote the Scripture: * First
pure, then peaceable;” and straight.
way demand purity of our brethren;
whereas we should lay that stern
requisition on our own hearts
There may be danger of wresting
other scriptures beside those writ.

St. James says: “The wisdom
that is from above is first pure, then
peaceable, gentle, and easy to be en-
treated, full of mercy and good
fruits, without partiality, and with-
out hypocrisy.”

Our city is
honey-combed with gambling dens, and
if a raid on a miserable hole where col-
ored gamblers swarm is the net result,
our Chief of Police may prepare himself
for some phin questions and plain talk
from some who respect their vights
as citizens, and who will demand that
Lis oath to enforce the law cannot be
observed or neglected as the interest
or pleasure of the officer may dictate,
A few weeks ago we called attention to
the fact that our Chief of Policewas en-
forcing a certain ovdinance in a cortain
slander case, and asked why ordinances
respecting gambling were not enforeed.
That question has not been answered,
The officer has not, by word or deed,
resented an inquiry whichealls in ques-
tion his ofticiul integrity. Why is he
silent ' With the merits of that slan-
der case we have no more personal in-
terest than we have in the gambling
den of those negro oftenders, The point
we raise is the right of a sworn ofticer

to distinguish between oftenders, df

bhe can ascertain the existence of a
negro gambling hell, and if=with the
Mayor's instructions casting their pro-
tecting arm around these institutions—
he can still tind a plea to enter
and “squelch” them, how is it
that he is ignorant of the existence
ot the palatial gambiing hells of our
city when they are wellknown to every
boothlack on onr street?

the arm of justice ! What potent power
shuts the eyesof the oticer that he will
not see offence when rich  and
politically powerful gamblers
the offenders ?

with the duty of inquiring into the life
and ofticial adwministration of a member
of an Annual Conference,  Complaints
may not be entertained acainst him by
that body, nor entered on its journal,
He is responsible to another ecclesias-
tical body which has original jurisdie-
tion, and may ceasure, suspend or ex-
pel him.,
