Eggs Cocked Slowly Are

dren, however, make the best use of
egg proteln when It is slightly cooked,
States Depart-

' ment of Agriculture. Protein Is very

sensitive to heat. If cooked rapidly
at high temperature it becomes tough
and hard. FEven If an egg Is soft
boiled, that is, cooked In bolling wa-

| ter for three minutes, the white near-

est the shell becomes hard, while the
rest of it remalns “runny” and the
volk Is practically raw. The coddled
egg, which 1s dropped Into a vessel
of water just under the bolling point,
covered, and removed from the heat
and allowed to cook slowly for ahout
elght minutes, has a tender, jelly-like
white and a soft but sufticlently
cooked yolk. Sclentists who have
studied this question, however, found
that not only are eggs more appetiz-
ing when cooked slowly in thls way,
but they are actually more readily
and completely digested.

Important Fat Substance

Fats are the most concentrated fuel
foods in the dlet, and from the com-
mercial standpoint fat is the most Im-
portant substance in milk, since It is
the source of butter and is an impor-
tant constituent of many kinds of
cheese. The fat of milk, known also
as butterfat, I1s In the form of small
globules varying In size In the differ-
ent kinds of milk, and, being lighter
than water, these globules tend to rise
to the top of the milk as it stands,
thus forming cream,

Milk for Infants

That the best food for an infant is
milk from a strong, healthy woman is
admitted by everyone. When this is
not obtalnable, the more nearly the
substitute resembles it the better.
Cow's milk is the most common sub-
stitute and when necessary may be
artificlally modifled.

REMOVING GREASE
SPOT ON GARMENT

Carbon Tetrachloride Wiil

any drug store. It will be found to be
a very valuable addition to the spot-
removing materials kept in the clean-
ing closet. Place the wrong side of the
fabric face down on a blotter and
apply a small quantity of the solvent
with a small piece of cheesecloth or a
sponge, A pad of cheesecloth may be
used In place of the blotter, some-
times to much better effect. The stain
may be sosked in a small amount of
the solvent placed in a small dish, al-
though thls method I8 more likely to
produce a ring.

Using Rice Instead of
Potatoes Is All Right

Rice and potatoes are not exactly
the same in food value, even though
they are both rich In starch. Pota-
toes contain some minerals and vita-
mines in addition to the starch. Milled
rice is entirely lacking in these. If
there are plenty of frults and vege-
tables in the dally meals, however,
using rice Instead of potatoes makes
little difference In nutrition. The
needed minerals and vitamines are
supplied by the vegetables and fruits.
If the diet is so limited that potdtoes
are one of the few vegetables served,
the situation is different. Then care
must be taken to provide some foods
that contain the substances lacking
in the rice, the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture points out.

Sweet potatoes, rice boiled so that
it is dry and flaky, hominy either
whole or In grits, macaroni which ls
made from wheat, and dasheens are
other American-grown starchy foods
that can be added to the menu in
place of potatoes. It so happens that
thls year when the potato crop was
light, the corn crop was unusually
heavy. Using corn products now will
help In evening things up for the
farmer.

What Foods Are Best to

Correct Constipation

Dietitians are frequently asked
what foods are best te correct con-
stipation. This ts a difficult question
to answer briefly except along very
general lines. In general, fruits and
vegetables, and.- whole-grain produects
are valuable for thls on account of the
cellulose present, states the United
States Department of Agriculture,
The aim In correcting constipation is
to get residue with sufficient bulk
to stimulate the Intestines and also
to have one which holds water. Cel-
lulose Is very Incompletely digested
and tends to hold water. A physiclan
should be consulted In any long-stand-

ing case of constipation.

EVERYDAY GOOD THINGS

There is nothing that takes the
place of a good salad for a luncheon,
- dinner

dish.
Garden De-
light.—Take one

eachof fresh,
green and red
pepper, chop fine
and mix with one
cupful of cottage
cheese which has been well seasoned
and enriched with butter or cream.
Line salad plates with lettuce, and
lay on each one-half of a banana cut
lengthwise, add salad dressing to the

cheese and cover each with the
cheese dressing.
Halibut Souffle.—Take one cupful

of halibut flaked, one cupful of thick
white sauce, one egg beaten stiff, one
tablespoonful of lemon juice, one tea-
spoonful of worcestershire sauce, salt
| and pepper to taste, one cupful of
bread crumbs and two tablespoonfuls
| of grated cheese. Mix the flaked fish
| with the white sauce, add the lemon

Julee, and worcestershire sauce, salt
and pepper, then fold in the egg white
beaten stiff. Putter a glass baking
dish; fill three-quarters full, leaving
' room for=the crumbs and

top. Mix the erumbs with
| ter and the grated cheese. Sprinkle
over the souflle, bake in a hot oven
fifteen minutes. Serve with a spley
| tomato sauce if liked.

Prune Cake.—Take one cupful of
| sugar, two tablespoonfuls of butter,
. one cupful of cooked prunes, finely
]chopped; one-half cupfdl of prune
jjulce, one teaspoonful of soda, two
cupfuls of flour, two teaspoonfuls of
baking powder, one teaspoonful of
cinnamon, one-half teaspoonful of
cloves, one teaspoonful of nutmeg.
Mix in the order given, sifting flour
and dry Ingredients together. Bake
in two layers about thirty minutes.
Ice with one cupful of powdered
sugar, three tablespoonfuls of butter
and enough cream to make of the con-
sistency to spread. The butter should
| be well creamed with the sugar be-
fore the cream is added.

Ox Tongues and Spinach.—The
