A seven-minute blackout over
the city of Hereford Tuesday
occurred during maintenance
work, Melvin Jayroe, manager
of Southwestern Public Service,
explained

Jayroe said a fault occurred
during maintenance on a break-
er. The fault caused the other
breaker to ““trip,” cutting off
electric power over the city

.The power was for seven
minutes, instead of one min-
ute, because workmen had to'
doublecheck the transformers to
make sure there would be no
further consequences when the
power was restored, continued
Jayroe.

When carrying a gun, the
safety should always be *“‘on”
and the hunter's finger out-
side the guard until ready to
shoot. The safety can easily be
pushed to the “off”" position as
