February 22, 1905, a test of
Deaf Smith's water supply was
made on G. R. Jowell's ranch at
the stock pens east of town. The
well was 10 Inches in dlameter
and 100 feet deep with water
standing 50 feet deep, An at-
tempt was to be made to pump
out the water to see how long the
water  supply would last. The
pump was a 5% Inch propellor
wood pump furnished by Profes-
sor Hallam of Roswell, With a
large crowd of Hereford citizens
looking on the pumping was be-
gun and a stream of water five
by seven inches came out and
continued for about 25 minutés.
There was no perceptible de-
crease in the water supply. At
full speed, the pump brought
1 188 to 200 gallons of water
minute. At this rate for 25

% *“minutes about 5,000 gallons were

brought out. There was only
about 260 gallons in the well
when pumping started.

This was the first test of this
kind ever made in the Panhandle
and comsiderable ¢éhjecture as
to the possibilities of successful
irrigation in this part of Texas.
If successful, this event would
doubtless mark the beginning of
actual irrigation from wells in
West Texas.

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A. J. Swenson, SMS Ranch Manager
Helped Develope Cattle Empire

Stamford, Tex- (#) — A. J.
Swenson for many years man-
agéd the Swenson Land and Cat-
tle company—one of the big
cattle empires of Texas. He left
his mark on the development of
the West.

Born at . Nassjo, Jonpoking
province, Sweden, Nov. 16, 1863,
Swenson came to America at the’
ago of 18. For a few months he
worked at sugar plantations 'at
Bayou-Salle, La., owned by 8. M.
@wenson, an uncle. who had per-
suaded him to come to the Unit-
éd States. Then young Swenson
came on to Texas and settled in
a Swedish settlement 'between
Round Rock and Georgetown,
Williamson county.

In January, 1883, Swenson and
the late Joe Ericson came to
Jones county in a mule-drawn
wagon to work for the Swenson
interests, founded by 8. M. Swen-
son. He worked on the 8SMS
ranch for a year and half as a
fence rider and then looked af-

ter some property near Abilene

for the widow of his cousin, John
Swenson. Several years later,
Swenson decided to return to
Sweden. He stayed there only
oné summer and retdrned to
Texas. But during that visit he
met Selma Augusta Anderson,
She came to Texas two years lat-
er and she and Swenson were
married at New Sweden, Travis
County, in 1889. 8he died at
Stamford in 1934,

Before his marriage, Swenson
acquired a place of his own, six
miles north of Anson, in Jones
county, and after their marriage,
they moved there. Their first
residence was a one room house
with a shed room, but later they
added a porch and three or four
more rooms, hauling +he lumber
from Abilene.

Five years they made their
home near Anson and then the !
Swensons moved to the Ellerslie
ranch, a part of the SMS ranch,
northwest of Stamford. In 1897
Swenson was made superinten-
dent of the ranches of the SMS
connection and headquarters
were established at the Ellerslie
ranch. The ranch developed
purebred Hereford and shorthorn
cattle.

In 1905, the family moved to
Stamford. Fifteen years later, A.
J. Swenson was made m er of
the Swenson Land and Cattle
company. He held this position
for many years, until {ll health
forced him to retire. After his re-
tirement, he continued as vice
president of the company.

Mr. and Mrs. S8wenson had five
sons. W. G. Swengon succeeded
his father as manager of the
Bwenson Land and Cattle com-
pany. Eric became manager of
the Emory ranch at Spur. A. M.
G. Swenson became assistant
manager of the Swenson Land
and Cattle company.

Two sons dled. They were Carl,
the oldest, who died when he
was a young man and Rudolph,
who was manager of the IPtch-
fork ranch when he died in 1942,

Swenson was a clvic leader
and a devoted member of the
Lutheran church. In 1940, he
was selected as Stamford’'s most
useful citizen..He was a director
of the First National Bank at

Stamford; past president of the
Rotary Club; former director of
the chamber of commerce; form-
er treasurer of the West Texas
Chamber of Commerce; director
and former treasurer of the Tex-
as Cowboy Reunion association
and director of the Texas and
Southwestern Catile Ralsers as-
soclation. i

Swenson made three more vis-
its to Sweden in 1896, 1911 and
1927. On the last visit, he -also
attended the convention of Ro-
tary International at ©Ostend,
Belgium.

SMS ranches were founded by
8. M. Swenson, a native of
Sweden, who came tp Texas in a
trading boat in 1838. He settled
first at Richmond and when
Austin was founded, he went
there and began a profitable ca-
reer as merchant and banker.

He acquired Buffalo Bayou and
Gulf Colorado railroad certifi-
cates when the state pffered land
grants for railroad construction.
This land was located in parts of
Throckmorton, Jones, Haskell,
Shackelford and Stonewall coun-
ties,

When these large acreages
without income became a tax
burden, 8. M. Swenson turned
them over to his two sons, E. P,
Swenson and 8. A. Swenson, to
put them on a paying basis. 8.
M. Swenson had gone to New
York about the time of the Civil
war and his sons lived In. New
York, so that their connection
with the ranch was on a long
range basls. They made trips
from time to time, however,
