'OIL WAS first discovered in LouW-- 
ana at Jennings, which is about 70 
miles east of the Texas line, in IMS. 
The discovery field, Evangeline, pro­
duced something of a boom all right 
fm* Jennings, replete with tent cities 
and rows of raw pine plank saloons.

The oil business grew steadily-for 
Louisiana for the next 30 years, and 
somewhere about 1136, when the varl-

nally, the far-vlsloned handful of Jen­
nings merchanta and other leaders 
won the die-hard old-timers over to 
the Idea of growth and opportunity, 
and Jennlnga very belatedly joined 
the quest for the oil center. It ran a  
mighty distant third; in fact, th i town 
waai’t in the running by that time.

(AP)-Three 
federal prisoners who escaped 
Thursday after shooting a derai- 
ty ,U. S. marshal and beato$ 
a guard near Elk City, were 
believed pinned down in the rug­
ged Wichita Mountains wildlife 
refuge today

“If they’re in there, we’ll get 
them,” said Jack Lane, state 
highway patrol dispatcher here, 
“but those mountains make it 
tough.”

T%e fugitives are Robert Cox, 
20, and Albert Manley^ 21, both 
of Terre Haute, Ind.: and Vytau- 
tas Spifauskas, 22, of Worches- 
ter. Mass. TTSiiy" Were believed 
to be on foot in the 92-square 
mile rOfuge, which adjoins the 
Army’s 90,000-acre Ft. Sill Res- 
er\'atlon

They overpowered Deputy U. 
S. Marshal Frank Trujillo, &8. 
and guard Lee Crum, 66, both of 
Albuquerque, while being driven 
to the federal prison at El Reno, 
Okia. to begin sentences for 
car theft.

Trujillo was shot in the stom­
ach with .his own gun Crum 
was beaten on the head with a 
chain.

Although in serious condition, 
'Trujillo was reported making 
progress after surgery. Crum 
was in good condition

Trujillo's car was found at 
Snyder, where the fugitives ap­
parently stole a pickup truck.

The pickup was abandoned in 
the wildlife refuge later and the 
manhunt centered on that South­
western Oklahoma area.
