Dissident leader Kim Dae-jung
said police used ‘‘violence'' to
separate him from his American
supporters upon arrival from two
years of self-imposed exile today,
and said he had been placed under

Americans accompanying Kim
said he and his wife were forcibly
separated from them upon arrival
at Kimpo International Airport
outside Seoul. The Americans said
they also were roughed up by

“Police used violence against
me.

Lefors okays computer math system

LEFORS - Trustees of the Lefors
Independent School District
approved implementation of a
computer math teaching system
and discussed the need to hire
more teachers for the next school
ear during their regular meeting

ursday night

Jess Baker, elementary school
principal, presented the computer
system as part of a five-year
accreditation program for
improving the mathematics skills
of Lefors students.

Baker said there had been
problems with some students not
reaching the desired standards of
mastery of math objectives as
established by the state. The
problem exists at all grade levels
in the district, he said.

A self-study committee studied
the problems and assessed student,

program and teacher needs, Baker
reported. The committee felt more
coordination of curriculum was
needed among all the grades, with
clearly defined objectives
established

The committee also felt teachers
and students would benefit if the
teachers had more time for
instruction. One way to do this
would be in cutting back on the
time the teachers spend on records
keeping, Baker said

More instruction time also would
allow for more individualized
instruction of students, he stated

Baker said the committee had
looked at the Systematic Teaching
and Measurement of Mathematics
(STAMM) computer program and
felt it would be very useful in
helping the district reach its
objectives in math instruction

By grading tests through the
STAMM system, teachers would

get computer print-outs which
would allow them to better assess
student needs, determine which
areas students are weak in, plan
for more individualized instruction
and provide documentation to show
the state that the district is making
progress in math objectives, Baker
said

Teachers can spend more time
on class instruction since the
computer would grade the tests
and compile the reports for
analysis, Baker said. That all has
to be done by hand now, he
explained

““This doesn’t rule out teacher
creativity,'’ Baker said.

Teachers can devis¢ their own
tests or teach other concepts not in
the textbooks, he said. Teachers
still have to effectively teach the
objectives; the computer doesn't
replace in-class instruction. And
some objectives can’t be measured

on the computer, with the teacher
having to make personal
observation of the students in some
areas

Board member Joe Watson
generally approved the computer
system, but he expressed concerns
about whether the system could

‘‘assess the whole picture,’’
revealing areas where the teaching
was weak and needed
improvement

Baker implied that if a number of
students consistently failed to
master an objective, that would
indicate perhaps the problem
existed in the method of
instruction

The STAMM system initially
would require a scanner, program
disks, a printer and supplies
costing approximately $6,000. In
addition, an additional person

Horse racing

g bonanza seen

by Hightower

AUSTIN (AP) — While black
lawmakers and a citizens' group
are criticizing horse racing
legislation, the Texas Department
of Agriculture says legalizing
gambling on the sport would
generate millions of dollars for
farmers

Agriculture Commissioner Jim
Hightower unveiled a study
Thursday estimating that racing
would give farmers up to $230
million directly within 15 years and
would generate a total of $712
million for the state

“‘If the Texas Legislature
decides in its wisdom during this
session that we can play ‘Call to the
Post’ at Texas tracks, one sure
winner 1s going to be Texas
agriculture,’’ Hightower said

“If there is to be pari-mutuel
wagering in Texas, it would mean
direct economic benefits for horse
raisers, hay farmers, corn growers
and wheat producers,’’ he said

While Hightower released the
study, the Anti-Crime Council of
Texas said horse racing would
bring more illegal gambling to
Texas, fail to bring promised
economic benefits and lead to more
corruption of public officials

Abner McCall of Waco, chairman
of the council, said the state's
experience with legalized bingo —
in which charities are getting only
a small percentage of bingo
proceeds although they were
supposed to be the chief
beneficiaries — should prove that
Texas couldn't control horse
racing

“If we can’t control bingo, with
just peanuts involved there, how do

we expect to control something
bigger like parimutuel betting or
lotteries or something like that?"
said McCall, chancellor of Baylor
University.

The group claims Dallas
Cowboys Coach Tom Landry and
former Gov. Price Daniel among
its members.

The Legislative Black Caucus,
led by Rep. Paul Ragsdale,
D-Dallas, also criticized the horse
racing bill as introduced by Rep.
Hugo Berlanga, D-Corpus Christi.

Ragsdale complained that,
unlike past racing legislation, the
1985 bill fails to dedicate part of the
state's proceeds to financial aid for
families with dependent children.

“Pari-mutuel is a pastime for the
wealthy. Poor people clean up at
the stables, not at the $50 window,"’
Ragsdale said

“Two years ago, we could vote
for a pari-mutuel knowing that it
meant food and medical care and
schoolbooks for the poorest kids in
Texas. Now we're being told that
it's time for the jet set to party
down at the track, and for the poor
kids to be swept under the rug,’’ he
said.

Gov. Mark White repeated his
insistence that any racing bill
include three key elements — a
statewide vote on whether to allow
racing at all, a county vote before a
track could be built and protections
against the influence of organized
crime. The same goes for dog
racing or a state lottery, White
said

Berlanga's horse racing bill
lacks a statewide referendum

Crime prevention
officer starts job

A former secret service agent
has been hired to try to prevent
crimes in the 25 counties
represented by the Panhandle
Regional Planning Commission
(PRPC)

Amarillo native John
Bradshaw, 44, will work with
Panhandle law enforcement
agencies to set up crime
prevention programs or as an
advisor to those already in
operation

Bradshaw was introduced to
the Pampa media in a news
conference Thursday with
Pampa crime prevention officer
Bruce Denham

The new PRPC official worked
15 years as a secret service
agent. During that service, he
helped protect Presidents
Johnson, Nixon, Ford, Carter and
Reagan.

Bradshaw's job at the PRPC,
the Panhandle’'s administrative
funnel for federal funds and
programs, was created by a one -
year grant from the governor's
office.

In a nutshell, his job is to help
establish programs designed to
“‘reduce the crime rate,"’ he said

“Crime prevention seeks to
remove the opportunity for
individuals to commit crimes,
primarily property crimes,”
Bradshaw said.

The officer said he will help
establish programs such as
Neighborhood Watch in
Panhandle cities that ask for his
help. He said it takes cooperation
between police and citizens to
make the crime prevention
programs work

“Obviously, here in Pampa,
there is a great rapport between
the police and the citizens,” he
said, adding that the city's
existing crime prevention efforts
have been ‘‘very active'' and
successful in keeping down the
crime rate.

Bradshaw said he will be
available to assist cities such as
Pampa, but most of his work will
be in towns that have no
programs, he indicated. He used
the town of Bovina as an example
of a place that needs help.

He said a ‘‘rash of burglaries’’
in the tiny town had Bovina
residents ‘‘up in arms.”’
Bradshaw said he and the local
police officer arranged a crime
watch meeting, hoping that 50
residents would attend. But 110
people showed up for the first
meeting, and 200 have s up
for the next one, indicating
citizens there are fed up with
crime and want to do something
about it.

Like most of the secret service
agents, Bradshaw at various

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Crowd shows appreciation

“Last of the Red Hot Lovers.”
Neil Simon’'s sometimes cynical,
sometimes phi ical, comedy,
presented by Pampa’s ACT |
community theatre group, opened
last &i‘h to an appreciative crowd
at e Coronado Inn Starlight
Room

Although the play was at times
slow and stilted, the audience
appeared to enjoy Neil Simon's
inimitable wit as portrayed by
actors S. Laverne Hinson, Diane
Williams, Pam McNeely and
Marva Salisbury, all of Pampa.

Hinson was perfectly cast as
Barney Cashman, a 47 - year - oid
married restaurant owner who
wanted to get more out of life.
Although at the beginning of the
first act, he and the actress playing
opposite him seemed to take a few
moments to get used to each
other’s rythmn. Once that was
done, their comedic timing was
excellent and the subtle nuance of a
gesture or an outright one - liner
was never lost.

Whether it was opening - night
jitters or excellent acting, Hinson's
shaking hands and sweaty face as
he prepared the scene for his first
illicit love encounter set the mood

Doubleday

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — After
an hour of chaotic testimony in
which nobody swore to tell the
truth, a judge ruled that New York
sportsman Alexander Cartwright,
not the legendary Abner
Doubleday, invented baseball
about 140 years ago.

“The weight of the evidence
comes down on the side of
Alexander Cartwright ... He shall
have his due,” Superior Court
Judge Roy L. Wonder declared
Thursday during the 34th session of
San Francisco’s mock Court of
Historical Review and Appeals.

The judge ordered copies of his
ruling filed with the San Francisco
Main Library and the Baseball
Hall of Fame in Cooperstown, N.Y.
But it wasn't the first time
Doubleday struck out as the
inventor of baseball.

Some historians say Cartwright,
who came to San Francisco in 1849

In review

Getting the former secret
service agent to tell an LBJ
story, however, may be likened
to pulling teeth.

Did LBJ accept the Warren

Commission’s finding that Lee
Harvey Oswald was the lone
assassin of President Kennedy?

“Even if I knew, I couldn’t tell
you,”" Bradshaw answered the
question with a smile.

He said the secret service
accepts the Warren report, and
that official position stands as the
former agent's opinion on the
matter

What about the recent
allegation made by Billie Sol
Estes that President Johnson
ordered the reported ‘‘murder’’
of a grain administrator privy to
Estes' bogus grain deals?

Billie Sol Estes’s reputation for
telling the truth speaks for itself,
the former agent responded.

“LBJ was not a murderer,’’ he
said. “He was an individual, and
he got things done."’

Hightower raps Stockman

AUSTIN (AP) — President
Reagan and his budget director
don't understand farmers or their
problems, and the administration’s
new farm proposals prove it, the
Texas agriculture commissioner
says.

“It isn’t just a matter of budget
and numbers and statistics and
(budget director) David
Stockman’'s madness. It's a
deliberate policy of economic
genocide,'' Agriculture
Commission Jim Hightower said
Thursday.

“It's a killer. At least a third of
the commercial operators in this
state and across the country will be
bankrupt within a year under that
program. It's going to destroy the
family farm sector,’’ he said in an
interview.

Reagan’s plans, presented this
week to Congress, aim to cut, limit
or eliminate price supports,
income and loan subsidies, federal
farm loans, soil and water
conservation, cost-sharing funds,
acreage set-asides and many other

White tries

AUSTIN (AP) — U.S. Sen. Phil
Gramm's Republicanization of
Texas was expected to continue
today at a Dallas news conference
where an announcement was to be
made that several Democratic
judges would switch parties.

Democratic Gov. Mark White
tried to dissuade the judges
Thursday in a 90-minute
closed-door session during which
he spoke of loyalty and his plans to
seek re-election next year.

Gramm, himself a former
Democrat, scheduled an afternoon
news conference in Dallas

White said he failed to draw a
commitment from any of the five

farm programs.

If adopted, farm state legislators
say the Reagan plan would reduce
federal outlays to agriculture by 37
percent.

In addition, Stockman made a
stinging attack on farm loan aid,
saying he can’t understand why the
government should ‘‘refinance bad
debt that was willingly incurred by
consenting adults.”” He said farm
state congressmen ‘‘blackmailed”’
the administration into action on
farm credit problems.

Hightower said Stockman’s
criticism and the Reagan program
demonstrate that they don’t
understand farm economics.

The agriculture commissioner
noted that grain embargos and
other federal policies made the
federal government a key player in
the farm economy.

Stockman'’s criticism, Hightower
said, ‘‘is a typical pointy headed
bureaucratic sort of view. It's,
‘Well, damn the farmers.’ It's
typical.”

The federal government

“‘establishes an economic policy
that drives them out of business’
and then government officials
“point the finger of blame at
them,”” Hightower said. ‘“‘That's
been done before. That's what
(President Herbert) Hoover did
during the Depression."

Hightower, who was a close
adviser to Democratic presidential
candidate Walter Mondale on farm
policy, also criticized the Reagan
administration’'s plan to expand
federal aid to financially strapped
farmers

The plan would allow bankers to
offer farmers lower interest rates
on loans backed by federal
guarantees. About $625 million of
the $650 million in loan guarantees
unveiled by Reagan last autumn
have gone unused as many lenders
refused to accept the requirement
that they write off 10 percent of the
value of the troubled loans.

Hightower called the plan “‘a
joke'' because banks won’t do it
and farmers still aren't getting
high enough prices for crops

to dissuade switch

Dallas County judges. After the
meeting, State District Judge Don
Koons said he had not made up his
mind. But Koons indicated that
political survival might dictate a
switch.

“I think as a Republican there's
probably a better chance for
re-election in a countywide race in
Dallas County, '’ he said

FDA is meddling again

A few weeks ago the Food and

Drug Administration announced it

plans to issue regulations making it unlawful for anyone to sell
products they claim will cure baldness or improve sexual

performance.

I didn't like that bit of news,
affected right now. I still have a f
to worry about making it grow. It

although I will not be personally
ull head of hair and have never had
is none of your business whether or

not I've ever thought about buying that other stuff.
But despite the fact that I have plenty of hair now, I would hate to
see all the products that's supposed to make it grow taken off the

market

You see, my hairline starts pretty far back on my head and that is

cause for concern, even though it

has always been in the same place

But because of where it starts, I have been assured by family and
friends ever since I was 18 that that I would be bald by the time I was
30. My hair outlived their predictions some years ago, but that
doesn't mean it won't eventually start falling out

If it ever does, I would be one of the funniest-looking bald-headed
people you've ever seen because of that way I comb my hair. ‘

My daughters have always made fun of my hairstyle. They say I'm
the only man they've ever seen who makes what they call a little ball

of hair on the front of his head.

But I started combing it that way

years ago and I've never found an acceptable alternative. It is my
version of what they used to call a pompadour. '
The problem I face, you see, is that if my hairline starts receding,

I'd have to comb that little ball

of hair farther and farther back on

my head. And if you think a ball of hair looks funny in the front, just
think of how it would look on the back of your head. '
So if the FDA goes forward with its plan to outlaw hair-growing
products, and if my hair starts receding, I will have no hope
whatsoever. A modern hair style that requires maintenance with a
blow dryer is out of the question. The day you see me using a blow

dryer or hair spray on my head,

just hit me between the eyes with a

two-by-four and put me out of misery because you can be assured I

have gone off the deep end.
Super glue, which will make

nearly anything stick, might be a

better answer to baldness than any of those cures you see offered in
magazines. But even using that might not be possible if baldness

ever does strike.

The reason? Even though super glue has been credited with saving
lives when used to patch blood vessel defects, the FDA has also

refused to approve its use for

medical treatment. And it would

probably take the agency years to decide if baldness is a disease.

Primitive method works
best with pesty blackbirds

DALLAS (AP) — Lately, when

their roosting patterns — just like

matching boots. ‘‘Sometimes they

the sun begins to set in downtown
Dallas and the stream of rush-hour
traffic empties the city's streets,
swarms of blackbirds are singing
in the dead of night.

Like clockwork, the grackles
loom above the historic Texas
Schoolbook Depository, where Lee
Harvey Oswald allegedly fired the
shot that killed President John F
Kennedy. They loop around nearby
Dealey Plaza and invade City Hall

But city officials aren’'t using
chemicals or sonic waves to tackle
the grackle problem that has left
city parks smelly and full of
cackling. Instead of such high-tech
tactics, park workers decked in
raincoats sneak up behind the
blackbirds, banging boards and
yelling.

‘“At 6:15 they'll be here
Thousands of 'em. You wait," said
James Trollinger, a worker with
the Park and Recreations
Department who spent a good part
of Thursday evening trying to keep
the birds from landing on the rows
of live oak trees lining the
sidewalks.

So did Felix Thomas and Ramiro
Tiliano. Together, the trio watched
the sky above Dealey Plaza and
knowingly waited for the grackles’
prompt arrival.

When the sky blackened and the
gawking noise of birds deafened
the men'’s ears, the three workers,
armed with 12-inch wooden boards
strapped and taped to their wrists,
split up into separate areas

Thomas took the book depository
building. Trollinger manned
Dealey Plaza and Ramiro headed
toward the Old County Courthouse

They weren't the only ones.
Another crew of workers manned
Ferris Plaza, while another armed
City Hall

““It’s like if you got robbed in one
place, you would never go back
there again,’’ said Trollinger

A great.deal of rhetoric about “‘ethics in government ™
poured forth from the Senate Judiciary Committee as it
argued about the confirmation of Edwin Meese as
attorney general.

Sen. Howard Metzenbaum. a committee member and
outspoken critic of the Meese appointment. believes
incidents in which Meese allegedly traded a $40.000 loan
and asistance in selling his home for two appointments to
government jobs were unethical.

Indeed the rule cited by Metzenbaum bars government
employees from any action that “‘might result in, or
create the appearance of, using public office for private
gain, giving preferential treatment to any person and
losing complete independence and impartiality...”

The rule. however. could effectively bar almost
everyone from government service. Perhaps the only.
thing Metzenbaum and his colleagues proved by trying to
use it against Meese is that the process of government
itself is unethical

After all. hasn't it always been accepted practice to
reward political cronies for thier campaign help? Of
course it has. That's why Meese was on the White House
staff to begin with. That's why John F. Kennedy had
brother Bobby as his attorney general.

Independence and impartiality? How many bills that
pass through Congress in a year are designed to help
certain of the folks back home—almost always at the
expense of others” Yet that's accepted practice

If you really want to discuss ethics with Metzenbaum,
ask him why he would consistently vote for bills that
spend everyone else's hard-earned dollars. yet fight the
IRS tooth and nail over a 1969 tax return that left him
owing nothing. We'd be the first to applaud anyone who
fights the IRS. but not someone who expects everyone
else to ante up

Meese probab’ ' 1s no better or worse a man that any
other who wauts to hold high public office. His
confirmation hearing is just another charade to provide
entertainment for the masses—at their expense.
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While President Reagan has instituted
improvements in America’s defense forces which
should deter the Soviet Union, an wunsolved
problem is that posed by what have been called
the ‘‘crazy states.’’

The term ‘‘crazy states’’ was coined by Brian
Crozier, the British author and writer on defense
issues. Examples of this category are Libya under
Gaddafi and Iran under Khomeini. ‘“These are by
definition”” Mr. Crozier wrote in ‘Encounter”
magazine, ‘‘less predictable and therefore more
difficult to guard against.”’

Americans need to be aware of the destabilizing

tential of the ‘‘crazy states.”” The Soviet Union,
or all its threatening might, is cautious. It
responds to Western deterrent measures. Libya
and Iran, however, aren’t responsible to rational
considerations. :

The action of one ‘‘crazy state,’”’ Iran, brought
down the Carter administration. The Reagan
administration, for its part, has been on the alert
to the ‘‘crazy states’’ menace. The bombings in

Lebanon, which had their origins in fanatical
movements in the Middle East, came close to
rocking the Reagan administration. One can’t tell
what public reaction would be if there were
another disaster similar to the terrorist bombing
which killed the American Marines.

The outbreak of religious and communal
violence in India is another reminder of the power
of fanatics in a world that is not truly modern. The
enmity of India and Pakistan, of Hindu and
Muslim, has an explosive potential. Both of these
nations will have nuclear weapons in the not
distant future. There appears no way to pose
nuclear disarmament on these unstable powers in
the Third World.

In terms of global problems, the ‘‘crazy states"
represent secondary threats. Unfortunately, they
may come to represent a much more threatening
category. Iran long has threatened to block the
Strait of Hormuz and thereby cut off oil supplies to
Western Europe and Japan. It's still possible that
the Iranian regime may attempt such reckless

action. If Libya were to acquire even one nuclear
weapon, disaster could result. Argentina is

r unstable nation which is reportediy
aiming at development of nuclear weapons.
Nothing in the postwar history of that country
leads one to believe that it could enter the nucler
“club’ and behave in a responsible way.

Most nations of the world lack the technological
know - how and industrial resources for nuclear
arms. The unstable states, of which there are
many in the world, all have a potential for utilizing
the weapon of terrorism. the danger of this regard
is evidenced by the bomb campaigns employed by
the criminal IRA organization in Ireland. The IRA
recently came close to killing the British Prime
Minister and her entire Cabinet.

This type of shadow threat poses extreme
difficulties for a responsible state. And even if we
determine that Libya is behind some future
outrage, how shall we respond? Madmen,
including international madmen, create the worst
crises.

NEW YORK (NEA) — One of the
less remarked but more serious scan-
dals of our time is the extent to which
people with scientific training and
careers have taken to prostituting
their scientific credentials to the ser-
vice of their political opinions. The
deservedly high reputation of science
in our era is going to take a beating in
the long run as a result, and the many
honorable scientists who don’t indulge
in this cheap politicizing of their dis-
cipline had better start resisting the
practice before worse damage is
done.

Objectively, there is no reason to
assume that a highly respected
astronomer’s views on (say) the Baad-
er-Meinhof gang are entitled to any
more credence than those of a rank-
ing West German police official on
the Great Nebula in Andromeda. To
be sure, basic principles of the scien-
tific method may theoretically be
applicable to some political or social
issues, but many a noted scientist is
the veriest child on subjects outside
his own narrow field. “The law,” Vol-
taire noted, “ a man’s mind
by narrowing it,” and the law is far
from being the only specialty that has
that effect.

,_ Nonetheless, we are all to some

extent children of the Enlightenment,
and we tend to listen to a white-
smocked “scientist” with the same
reverence that earlier generations
displayed toward those who wore a
clerical collar. Advertisers have
known this for quite a while, and have
accordingly assailed us with medical
testimony concerning the consequenc-
es of all sorts of things.

But it was the increasingly com-
plex technological aspects of public
issues, especially in the years since
World War II, t;lt brought out of the
woodwork today’s vast array of scien-
tist-politicians. One can forgive the
physicists who invented the A-bomb
and H-bomb for being appalled at the
ongoing political implications of what
they had done: They would have been
less than human not to want to influ-
ence the social impact of their
creation. Unfortunately most (though
not all) of them were politically naive
leftists, and their contributions to U.S.
foreign policy tended to reduce to the

tion that it had been all right
to build atomic weapons to drop on
Germany and Japan, but they were
definitely not for use against Russia.

In any case, physicists were the
darlings of the campus left up until

the late 1960s when environmental-
ism became all the rage and many a
biology professor (feel 1g, no doubt,
that every dog has his day) suddenly
blossomed forth as an “ecologist,”
raining anathemas down on polluters.
Recently, however, the liberal physi-
cists and various of their allies have
been making a comeback, spearhead-
ed by Dr. Carl Sagan. Sagan, a pop
cosmologist up at Cornell, has ingeni-
ously begun terrorizing the populace
with his concept of a “nuclear
winter” — the ghastly (supposed) con-
sequence of a broad nuclear exchange
between the su ers. On a relat-
ed front, a remarkably small group of
“scientists” with strikingly slender
qualifications in the field of nuclear

ysics has been able to bring new
orders for nuclear power plants in
this country to a sta
adroit manipulation of alleged cancer
probability statistics.

HARDWICK, Vt. (AP) — Weary
cross-country skiers trudge in from
& morning in the snowy fields and
head for the fireplace. A few are
anxious to graduate to tougher
trails. Others can't wait to retire
their skis for the day.

Plans are made for afternoon
skiing or a warm, dry evening by
the fire.

In a corner near a television, a
young boy tunes out the chatter and
listens carefully to cartoons. A
Braille Monopoly board awaits
post-lunch players. A seeing-eye
dog greets his master.

At Camp Wapanacki, a
recreation camp run by the New
York Institute for the Education of
the Blind, summer students hike up
green mountainsides. In the
camp’s new winter program, the
blind take on the hills when the
ground is frozen and the snow is
knee-deep.

These skiers have more to think
about than the cold.

Twelve-year-old Stephanie Pieck
of Altamont, N.Y., is a picture of
concentration as she makes her
way along a ski trail, head bent and
thin frame moving swiftly. She
can't see the bumps and turns, or
the steep hill edging the trail.

Her link to her surroundings is
Melinda Friedman, the sighted

ide who is skiing by her side.

tephanie absorbs the guide's
directions and warnings, turning
them into her own way of seeing
what's ahead.

“Tips left, a little more to the
left. Now there's a 45-degree turn
coming up and then we’ll go
straight for quite a bit,” Ms.
Friedman says, huffing and
puffing as they move along. The
two falter only when they come tp
an icy uphill incline.

Stephanie falls, but gets up
quickly and goes on.

‘““She’s doing just great,” said
Ms. Friedman, a University of New
Hampshire student who is one of
the volunteer guides for the camp’s
ski weekends this winter.

Ms. Overholt was one of the few
blind adults skiing on this
particular weekend, which is
reserved mostly for visually
impaired youngsters and their
families. Some weekends are
reserved for adults only.

A few weekend programs include
outings to the downhill slopes of a
ski resort. On the slopes, the camp
students wear bibs that have the
words ‘‘blind skier’’ written on
them. But Ingram joked that they
might get less attention if they
didn’t wear the bibs.

“A woman saw one of our skiers
coming down a hill and this look of
horror came over her face as her
lips formed the words ‘blind skier.’

got all flustered and stepped
right into the skier's path,” he
recalled of one downhill episode.

During the cross-country
weekend, several of the half dozen
youths were on skis for the first
time. A 9-year-old Eden boy gave
up and turned his skis in after a few
falls. Brendan Smith, 13, of
Stoneham, Mass., was making his
second attempt at cross-country
skiing.

He did well, said his mother,
Nancy Smith, as she wiped the
snow from her pants and coat. He
even skied better than his parents,
she laughed.

Search
Nebraska for your Civil War
ancestors and German ancestors.
Especially if family tradition has
your German families coming
from Russia to America. A large
group of these people settled
Lancaster county with many
descendants still living in the area.

The Nebraska census for 1870
also includes a census for the
Winnebago Indian Reservation.
Many records are available to
prove Indian lineage and should
not be overlooked. A good portion
of Americans today have some
Indian lines in the family lineage
and is often worth tracing even if it
is a very minute part. Definitely
worth passing to our children.

Young, old

laid famine

in Ethiopia

“l am doing this to help the
children. Because I know I could
have been one of them. And I would
want help.”” So wrote a young girl,
Manda, sending her $26 of bank
savings for Ethiopian relief.

“It is nice to help,’’ she wrote to
Lutheran World Relief. ‘‘Feed as
many children as you can. God
bless the children.”

The letter and gift typified the
spontaneous outpouring of
compassion  and generosity that
church agencies say has welled
among American people, young
and old, to ease the travail in
sub-Sahara Africa.

Much of the response, both large
and small, has come unexpectedly
from individuals and groups rather
than through regular church
channels, simply people stirred in
their consciences to do something.

‘“‘It has been truly
overwhelming,”’ says Norma
Kehrberg, head of the United
Methodist Committee on Relief.

That impression of a wave of
instinctive, active
goodheartedness of people across
the country, wanting to help, has
been reported by the various major
church relief organizations.

‘‘American generosity has been
overwhelming,”’ says Lawrence A.
Pezzullo, executive director of
Catholic Relief Services, which
says people have donated $25
million to its Ethopian Emergency
Fund in the last two months.

That giving impulse also
| reportedly has profited some
questionable organizations doing
little, if any, work in the stricken
region. But contributions to the
experienced, low-overhead church
agencies get to the needy.

Altogether, Ethiopian aid by
Catholic Relief Services, Lutheran
World Relief and Church World
Service, relief arm of the National
Council of Churches embracing
,most major Protestant and
Eastern Orthodox Churches, last
year totaled more than $30 million.

Administrative or overhead
costs for these major church
agencies average less than 5
percent, far less than for most aid
organizations. The church
agencies also have local channels,
coordinated in Ethiopia by a joint
association.

The crisis there stirred various
initiatives at America grass roots.

An lowa statewide fund-raising
drive backed by Gov. Terry
Branstad and spearheaded by a
major newspaper, the Des Moines
Register, collected $668,000 for
CWS and CRS, $334,000 each.

In that productive farm state of
America's ‘“‘bread basket,” the
plight of the starving in Ethlopla
has *‘really touched people,’ says
the paper’s editor, James P.
Gannon.

Noting that many of Iowa
farmers are themselves in
economic distress, the Rev.
Stephen Orr, chancellor of the Des
Moines Roman Catholic diocese,
said “‘some of the hardest hit areas
in Iowa were the most generous."

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Priest calls for ‘ideological batile’

TORUN, Poland (AP) — A priest
has urged Roman Catholics to
prepare for an ‘‘ideological battle'’

Popielusko was abducted on a
highway near Torun, in northern
Poland, on Oct. 19, and his bedy
was found, bound, gagged and
severely beaten, in a reservoir of
the Vistula River 11 days later.

After a six-week trial, the five
judges sentenced two of the
defendants to 25 years in prison —
the most severe penalty in Poland
short of execution by hanging.

Chief Judge Artur Kujawa told
the court the defendants ‘‘soiled
the good name of the Polish

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) —
Dissident leader Klm Dae- )ung
said police used ‘“‘violence’ to
separate him from his American
supporters upon arrival from two
years of self-imposed exile today,
and said he had been placed under
house arrest.

CAYEY, Puerto Rico (AP) — A
swift tropical dawn pries the lid of
night off the steep mountain valley

It is Sunday, Domingo, a day of
rest. But the roosters have long
been up and crowing their
morningsong. It rides up the valley
on the trade wind that fans the
palm trees and dries their dew.

Some of the birds will sing no
more. This is cockfighting day in
Puerto Rico.

Justino Rodriguez has opened his
country grocery store for half a
day. He will close at noon, hide for
a few minutes from just-too-late
customers, then slip out the back
door and head over the mountains
for the Coliseo Gallisticos in Cayey.
He has two cocks fighting this
Domingo

There are over 100 rings in
Puerto Rico, where cockfighting is
legal. The contest dates back to the
Spanish conquistadores.

Because Justino must mind the
store, he has sent someone else to
the Coliseo to arrange a match. It
is not for the innocent.

Some 60 birds have been brought
in at 9 a.m. this Sunday. The best
are about 3% pounds. The best of
the best, the Spaniards, are rust
colored on the neck, black on the

body. They are alert, feisty, lean;
as far from the barnyard as the
fighting bull is from the dairy.

They are weighed. Birds fight at
equal weights. In seconds the
handlers size up the competition
They look for a bird that is shorter
than theirs. Height is an edge. They
look for inferior feathering
Feathers cushion blows. They look
for a shaved spur above the cock’s
heel. Such a spur means the ‘cock
has fought before. It is where the
wicked-looking artificial spur is
attached. They look for pronounced
rings of callous on the shins. This is
how you tell a cock’s age. It does
not tell you if the bird is wiser, ring
wiser. Nothing does. You must, at
the end, guess

An owner may wear shabby
clothes and cut his bird’s feathers
coarsely to delude you into thinking
he and his cock are bumpkins,
pushovers.

All this your eye must take in, for
you are here for one thing: to bet

A man who thinks he has a
superior bird will taunt. ‘‘Is that a
chicken?"’ He means the bird. But
he means you, too. At the same
time, the ‘‘chicken’’ owner may
drag his heels, play the coward
hoping to pump up the size of the
bet.

It is a
gamesmanship.

Justino's man finally agrees to
match his bird with another for $50.
A bearded stranger from San Juan
goads a local into betting $500. The
aficionados nod their heads. They
won'’t miss this one.

Justino’s bird, like all the others,
has been bred for one thing: to
fight. He has never known a hen.

“It weakens them, just like a
boxer,” says Wilfredo, a friend of
Justino’s who also fights cocks.

The birds are fed a special diet of
high protein dog food and corn.
They are injected with vitamins.
Once a week they spar, without the
deadly spurs and with their beaks
sealed, with an inferior partner
When they begin training, at about
a year, they weigh four pounds
Training reduces them half a
pound to fighting trim.

Justino doesn’t look Latin. He
looks like Rod Steiger. Not long ago
he grappled a gun away from two
men who tried to hold up his store.
He shot them both. They recovered

In-the parking lot of the Coliseo,
among the muddy pickups and new
Japanese cars, Justino produces a
velveteen-lined man's jewelry box.
Inside are six artificial spurs. They
are about 1% inches long, rounded
and curved to a sharp point. A spur
maker can take a week to turn out
a set. They can cost $200.
. The Coliseo is a plain white
cinderblock building. In front there
is a cafe. Along one wall is a worn
wooden bar. The kitchen is serving
fried chicken, barnyard chicken,
through a window next to it. Men
crowd the bar for a last beer before
the fighting begins. They wear
flowered sports shirts and
embroidered Filipino ones, tails
out, and talk animatedly about
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Cockfighting still popular in Puerto Rico

their bets. There are a few women,
one with a babe in arms.

The high rollers, the men who
have bought $7 ringside seats, have
sized up the cocks, crowing
challengingly in cages behind the
arena, have sized up who's betting
today, have sized up the wads in
their billfolds.

Everything is in cash. The odds
caange as the fortunes of the cocks
in the ring ebb and flow. A bettor
may have half a dozen or more bets
going at varying odds as the fight
progresses. He remembers them
all. He pays off, in cash, at fight's
end. It is unthinkable to do
otherwise.

‘““It is the ethics of the
sportsman,”’ says Randolfo.

Justino goes into the side room

where the cocks are readied. He
holds his bird while an assistant,
his face creased with ring wisdom,
whittles the natural spurs down to
anub. He aligns the wicked-looking
artificial spurs just: so, then tapes
them. The bird is ready.

Justino gives his bird to a
teen-ager in a green and white
T-shirt. It says ‘‘Coliseo
Gallisticos, Cayey' across the
front. The cock’s comb has been
cut off to deprive an opponent of a
beak hold. Its legs have been
plucked to distribute the
musculature evenly. So has its
stomach, to find and patch wounds
should it survive. Its back is
plucked, too, to reduce weight.

The boys put the birds in facing
plastic cages.

Jurors side with Campbell

HOUSTON (AP) — Jurors took
less than 10 minutes to decide that
All-Pro running back Earl
Campbell does not owe a Houston
security company $10,000 for a
burglar alarm that was installed in
his home four years ago.

Campbell, who was traded by the
Houston Oilers to the New Orleans
Saints last season, said the case
taught him a tbugh lesson about
making gentlemen’s agreements.

‘““I've learned one thing.
Everything is to be in black and
white. Shaking hands is just not
good enough,’’ he said.

The state court jury unanimously
ruled Thursday that Campbell did
not owe the security firm any
money because no contract,
written or oral, existed.

After court adjourned, Campbell
shook hands with the jurors and

isigned autographs.

James Sinclair, owner of Saturn
Security Services, testified he
installed two security systems for
Campbell free of charge in 1982 in
exchange for the athlete's
permission to use his name for
promotional purposes.

Sinclair said that after the firm
installed a third system, Campbell
asked his name no longer be used.

Sinclair claimed Campbell
refused to allow it to remove the
equipment and also would not pay
for or lease it. He said Campbell
ignored requests for the equipment
to be returned until legal action
was taken.

After the trial, Sinclair said the
verdict “didn’t prove he didn’t owe
me. He just proved we didn’t have
avalid contract.”

EDITOR’s NOTE: Twenty years
ago, Wayne Estes played the best
game of his basketball career.
Three hours later, he died, under
circumstances so bizzare that
friends and family are still haunted
by the memory. ——— By MIKE
CLARK AP s Writer

Maybe if Wayne Estes had been
an inch or two shorter, he wouldn't
have been an All-American. Maybe
he wouldn't have been a scoring
machine. But, then, maybe he
would be alive today.

“As far as I'm concerned, if
Wayne Estes hadn’t been killed,
he’d be almost forgotten today,
even though he was one of the

reatest players ever to play

etball,”” Del Lyons said. ‘I feel
bad that a person has to die to be
remembered.”

Lyons and Estes were
classmates, roommates and
teammates on Utah State’s strong
basketball teams of the mid-1960s.
Tm spent practically every
waking hour together.

I did the cooking and Wayne did
the cleaning up,” said Lyons, now
an insurance agent in Logan, Utah.

On Feb. 8, 1965, Estes, a 6-foot-6,
225-pound forward, was averaging
almost Mdpoints a game. He had
just scored a field house-record 48
points to boost his career total to
2,001.

Three hours later, he died.

“l can say without fear of
contradiction that he was the
greatest variety shooter who ever
lived,”’ said his coach, Ladell
Anderson, now head coach at
Brigham Young. ‘‘Maybe Bird is as
good, I don’t know.

“There's guys who get a million
dollars for being able to dunk and
maybe hit a few jumpers, but
there's never been anybody who

had such a command of all the
shots that he did."”

Estes, Lyons and Mike Murray
went for a post-game pizza after
Wayne's record-setting show
;{:lnst the University of Denver.

players felt like celebrating.
Estes took a break to call his folks
in Anaconda, Mont.

On their way home, they noticed
the remains of a car wreck.

Two cars loaded with students
had raced along a snow-slick street
near the Utah State campus. One
went out of control and smashed
into a power pole, killing a
passenger and splaying
high-voltage lines across the
roadway.

Richard Wright, now a lieutenant
with the Logan Police Dept. and
one of the officers at the accident
scene, recalls being concerned
about those downed wires. He
called a power company workman
to turn off the juice.

““The guy came and said there
wasn't any problem, that as soon
as the wire hit the street, a relay
switched and the power was off,”
Wright said. “And then he just
rolled up that wire and went
away."”

Wright didn’t realize that
another wire, also knocked loose by
the wreck, was dangling nearby.

‘““There’d been hundreds of
reople walking under it all night

ong,”” Wri-ht said. ‘‘Of course,
nobody else was 6-6."’

Lyons, a 6-2 guard, saw the wire.
Estes didn't.

“I told Wayne to duck,” Lyons
said. ‘‘But the wire brushed his
head, and he swatted at it. If I'd
been an inch taller, I'd probably
have gotten it, not him."

Estes’ massive frame, his hand

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locking around the wire as he fell to
the ground. Murray reached for
Estes but Lyons pushed him away,
then kicked the wire clear. Estes
was probably dead when he hit the
ground.

Joseph Estes, who retired after
31 years at the Anaconda Corp.
smelting plant, was working the
night shift.

“I had stayed home because I
knew they were playing and he
always called after a game,”
Wayne's father said. ‘I talked to
him, then gave the phone to his
mother and ¥ went to work.

‘“Later, my brother-in-law came
to get me at work. He told me
Wayne had been killed in a car
wreck. It wasn't until I got home
and Ladell Anderson called that we
found out what really happened.”

Wayne had just made the first
payment on a §$10,000
triple-indemnity life insurance
policy. And, in an interview after
that last game, he had talked of
numbness in his hands and arms.

“‘He told us that, too,”” Joseph
Estes said. ‘“He said he was
shooting the ball, but somebody
else was putting it in. They kept
writing stories, making a big deal
out of this, like Wayne had some
kind of premonition of death. We
finally had our attorney talk to
them.

‘“‘And that insurance policy. We
told him he should wait until he
turned pro — you know, the Lakers
were after him — and he said he
signed because this salesman
wouldn’t leave him alone. He'd be
out playing ball with some little
kids in the playgrounds and here’d
come this guy. Wayne said he
finally signed it just to get the guy
off his back."’

“Hey, we were 21 years old! We
never talked about dying,”” Lyons
said. ‘‘We were excited to be there.
Back then, it was a big thrill just to
get a basketball scholarship to play
at Utah State University.

“I remember I used to get sick
before games and I couldn’t wait to
get into the locker room at halftime
and throw up again. It was the
same thing with Wayne. His hands
were numb because he was so
excited."’

After Estes arrived at Utah
State, Greg Hansen, now a s
columnist with the Arizona Daily
Star in Tucson, was one of the
“gym rats’’ who liked to shadow
him around.

“Remember when you'd have
playground games, how you'd
pretend to be some big star? Well,
you had to stand in line for three
weeks to be Wayne Estes,”” H )
recalls. “It's hard to explllm
hold he had on the young audience.
He was just captivating. He was sd
big, but he was so gentle."

“I was in the eighth grade when
he died,” Hansen continues. “I
remember the morning after the
game, my mother came in to wake
me up, and I could see her eyes
were red, that she'd been crying. It
took her five minutes to tell me
what had happened.

*‘On the street corner waiting for
the bus, it was the same thing.
Even the little girls who didn't
know anything about basketball
were crying.”

Joseph Estes remembers his son
as “‘one of the best. He was just a
good kid.

“There’s not a day goes by we
don’t talk about Wayne. It's been 20
years and it doesn't seem like any
time at all.”’

Denied certain seats, blind

activists protest airline rule

WASHINGTON (AP) — A group
of 30 blind activists protesting
USAir's refusal to seat
handicapped passengers near
emergency exits say they are tired
of getting second-class treatment
— even if they are traveling coach.

At issue is a USAir policy,
similar to that of other airlines,
that prohibits certain people —
including the handicapped, the
elderly and young children — from
taking seats near emergency exits

The protesters, members of the
National Federation of the Blind,
delayed a USAir flight for 30
minutes Thursday night and
accused the airline of a civil rights
violation for forcing the president
of the group's Indianapolis chapter
off a plane a day earlier at National
because he would not vacate his
seat adjacent to an emergency
exit )

Attorney Russell Anderson, the
chapter president, returned to the
airport Thursday with 30 members
of the Baltimore-based group and
demanded a seat in one of the
emergency-exit rows in the coach

section of a USAir Flight 463 bound
for Columbus, Ohio and
Indianapolis.

USAir personnel again refused to
seat Anderson in any of the 10 seats
in emergency exit aisles, although
they offered him his choice of all
other available seats. Anderson
declined an alternate seat.

‘“The seat doesn't matter,”
Anderson said. ‘‘It's the principle.
Blind people will continue to be
threatened if we don't stand up for
ourrights.”

No arrests were made at the
demonstration, but federation
lawyer Marc Maurer promised the
protesters would return today to
resume picketing in front of the
USAir ticket counter.

‘“We won't stop until this
problem is solved,' said Maurer.
““We do not insist upon preferential
treatment, but we will not tolerate
being forced into second-class
status.”

Meanwhile, USAir spokesman
Dave Shipley told reporters, “We
welcome (Anderson) to board the
plane. But it is our policy not to

seat handicapped people near
emergency exits.”

After being denied an
emergency-exit seat, Anderson
and 30 supporters, many with
seeing-eye dogs, rushed past the
ai 's metal detector en masse
and crowded together at the exit
gate, thereby preventing other
passengers from boarding the
plane.

After a 30-minute standoff,
USAir officials began quietly
guidini passengers to the plane
through nearby gates before the
blind protesters could find those
entrances and block them.

The 110-seat DC-9 jet then
departed without Anderson.

In December there was a similar
dispute between People Express
and a passenger at Logan
International Airport in Boston.

In the Boston incident, Judy
Sanders of Minneagolit took a seat
at random on a People Express
flight. It happened to be near an
exit, and she was arrested on a
charge of being disorderly when
she refused to move.

Officials concerned about rise
in newspaper ads for adoption

MONTPELIER, Vt. (AP) — The
classified ads are usually from
well-off couples in the metropolitan
New York or Boston area. The ads
say the couple will offer “love,
security, all material
advantages.”

Wanted: a ‘‘white newborn."’

The price: $8,000 to $12,000.

A recent increase in such
advertisements in Vermont
newspapers has state adoption
officials wondering how
widespread the practice is and
concerned about a lack of
safeguards

‘““This is a new phenomena,'’ said
Jeffery Johnson, director of
Vermont Children's Aid Society,
the largest non-profit child welfare
program in the state. ‘'l have never
seen this many ads before here in
the state.”’

““We have become aware of them
within the last two years,’ said
Maureen Thompson, head of the
state's adoption services. ‘‘But
there have been a whole lot of them
lately."”

Fifteen personal ads for
adoptions were placed in Sunday
editions of the Burlington Free
Press and the Sunday Rutland
Herald-Times Argus

The increase is a result of
difficulty in adopting children in
metropolitan areas, Ms. Thompson
said. “‘Since there are so very few
healthy infants available, they
have to search farther away. They
have to advertise as far away as
Vermont.”

In Vermont, where private
adoptions are legal, social workers
call the process the ‘‘gray market"’
because the money paid to a
mother who places her child for
adoption is much less than in other
states

In those areas, the high cost has
created a ‘‘black market."

Adoption officials and a New
York woman seeking to adopt a
child through a classified
advertisement say that the price of

private adoption in Vermont is
between $8,000 to $12,000. In New
York or New Jersey, where it is
illegal, it can cost $20,000.

In 1984, there were about 300
adoptions in Vermont. Johnson
believes about 100 of those
adoptions were private, including
many who used newspaper ads.

A Hicksville, N.Y., woman, who
would not give her name in a
telephone interview Wednesday,
said she and her husband have
placed a classified ad in Vermont
newspapers for the last two
months.

“I would say it is impossible to go
through an agency,” she said
“You have to wait years."

She said she and her husband
successfully adopted a girl two

years ago through a newspaper ad.

Other ads report of the
“‘advantages of warm, loving,
secure home,” or ‘‘all material
advantages available.”
