elfect into consideration when
planning the new look of your
window.

You don't want to splurge on
expensive draperies that will be
out of step with the bulge created
by your air conditioner. And you
don't want to risk using a design
pattern that will not lend a soften-
ing effect to the mechanical gad-
get at the window.,

Alr conditioners are, of course,
smaller than before. New thin
types, just 13 inches deep, may
be installed by the man of the
house with a screw driver and
saw in about 30 minutes. But
you must still allow for even
that small protuberance.

A tallored effect at the window
seems to minimize the bulk cre-
ated by the machine. The new no-
iron broadcloth cafe curtains hung
in tiers give a decorative look
without sacrificing charm. Avoid
using curtains or draperies that
must ‘be pulled clear across the
area.

Window shades may be used a-
bove the conditioner so that light
may be let in and shut out at will,
without disturbing your cafe cur-
tains. Fold-wood window' shades,
similar to the kind that grandma
used on the veranda, lend a chic
effect, without closing out light
completely.
