These warriors, made up o f Kio- 
was, Comanches, Araiwhoes and 
Cheyennes, had left the govern­
ment re.servations and gone on 
the wariwth, accompanied by 
their squaws and |>apoo.ses. 
They had loi'ated in Palo Duro 
Canyon, on the plains o f North­
west Texas, and there had built 
an Indian village three mile.< ir 
length .nia well fortified by the 
rocky uetiles and hidden chasms 
ciiarai teristic o f thia Can/oii.

Geiioal McKenzie and his 
troops signally defeated the 
Indians in a pitched battle, and 
destroyed the Indian village, 
which was a blow to the Indiana 
from which they never fully re­
covered. as this was a formid­
able Indian stronghold and was 
used by the Indians as a base in 
their raids on white settlements 
in North and ('entral Texas.

The story o f this battle has 
lieen written by Sergeant John 
B. Charlton, who took an active 
{lart in the battle, and it will 
apiiear .August 7th. 1921. in the 
M iguzine Section of the GrajH;- 
iand Messenger.

Roofs must also be poor heat 
conductors, as the summer sun' 
will readily pass through a th in ' 
board roof and heat the interior 
o f the house many degress: 
warmer than the thermometer | 
will register in the shade. F o r ' 
example, one day when the ther* I 
mometer stood at 95 degrees in i 
the shade we took it into a low 
poultry house and it registered 
106 degrees. By raising the 
roof at least two feet above the 
roosts and having the building 
open on all sides near the roof 
we can keep the temperature 
down to what it is in the ordiii-<4 
ary .shade.

Straw Sometimes Helps
The straw pack of the north* 

ern poultry house is not needed I 
here in winter at all, but does . 
help to keep the poultry house' 
comfortable on hot afternoons.' 
The deeper this straw and the 
more firmly packed, the better! 
protection it seems to give. j

A house open on •four sides' 
is not desirable in winter and j 
must be closed when the first i 
cool norther starts to blow. This i 
usually happens early in Sep* | 
tember, so it is well to close the 
north wall tight about that j 
time. Neglecting to do this may 
cause an epidemic o f sorehead ; 
and roup. '

The very low house • that 
heats easily in the daytime and 
cools as quickly at night is very 
likely to be a disease breeder,  ̂
while a house at least six feet 
high at the eaves, or a house 
with a well insulated roof will 
give the best results.

The key to ventilation ia 
simply to open everything up in 
summer and close the three 
sides in winter. This is one 
part o f the country where the 
fourth wall is largely an un-1 
necessary expense. It is true 
that a tight wall two feet high ! 
on the fourth side will protect j 
the hens from strong winds and ' 
so is a distinct advantage in j 
cold, windy weather. |

have to be built to protect 
against cold makes it |x>ssible to 
build much cheaper houses than 
are required farther north. This 
is an advantage, as the beginner 
doe.s not have to invest so heav* 
ily in equipment. S. I). Snyder 
o f Bryan, Texas, got an average 
o f 200 eggs each from fourteen 
hens kept in such a three-walled 
^hed about six feet square. The 
best hen o f the group laid 274 
eggs, the (worest 101.

The Texas poultrymen can 
get along with much less space 
in his house per hen, for, as 
one young man expressed it, all 
Texas hens need ia a sleeping 
porch and a place to get out of 
the rain. The hens o f the Texas 
A. A  M. College poultry farm 
have been out o f the house 
every day during the whole 
winter, and one house twenty 
feet by thirty feet in size has 
proved amply large for 240 
birds, including males. This 
flock has laid as high as 70 
per cent during some o f the 
winter months.

For permanent buildings con* 
j Crete floors are most aatiafac* 
tory, while wooden floors are 

. best for colony houses.
Shade trees planted at the 

west side o f your poultry houae 
so that they will shade the 
building on long summer after* 
noons will go a long way toward 
making your pouitry house com* 
fortable when it is hot. It is 
weil to have these trees decidu­
ous, as one does not care to 
have the house shaded in winter 
by evergreens.

Very littie has been dune to 
actuuliy test out the different 
widths of houses here in the 
South, but the house fourteen 
to twenty feet wide is nut sub* 
ject to such quick change of 
temperature as is the eectreme* 
ly narrow house, therefore, 
many people now believe in the 
wider houses. To sum up, Tex* 
as poultry houses need good 
roofs and at least three walla 
that can be o()ened ir< summer 
and closed in winter. The re­
maining wall, which is usually 
toward the south, can be large­
ly made o f wire screen.

Dirt floor.s do not as a rule 
prove satisfactory, as they are 
too easily infested with rats and 
vermin. The concrete floor 
must be protected from capil­
lary action o f the water in the 
soil by either gravel or coarse 
cinders.

It is absolutely necessary to 
raise it above the level o f the 
surrounding soil if we are to 
keep it dry, as East Texas soil 
gets very wet during the winter 
months.

Concrete also is easily clean­
ed and if kept covered with 
straw litter is no colder on the 
feet o f the hens than is any 
other floor.

The fact that walls do not

Colony Houaea
Colony houses give a d if­

ferent problem. Some are built 
without floors and simply mov­
ed when dirty. This is not al­
ways advisable, however, be­
cause at the very time when we 
need the house moved most, the 
weather is too wet to move the 
house. Concrete is out o f the 
question, so most colony houses 
iMve wooden floors. Such floors 
covered with a litter o f straw 
are very satisfactory. They 
have to be raised o ff the ground 
so as to allow the boards to be 
kept dry. The common prac­
tice o f allowing the hens to run 
under the colony poultry houses 
has several bud features. sTick* 
tight fleas are likely to infest 
such a place and are extremely 
hard to get rid of, as common 
salt simply drives them up onto 
the wood o f the house, who-e 
they are very hard to reach. 
Woven wire placed around these 
houses keeps the hmis out and 
at the same time allows the air 
to circulate freely and so pre­
vents the rotting o f the wooden 
floor.
