“Soybeans of heavy oil-bearing
qualities do not produce very well
in the Southern States—more es-
pecially in the western portion of
the cotton states. To date no heavy
oil-bearing sovbean been de-
veloped for the South Plains area”

“Peanuts require a sandy
the sandier the soil the better the
peanut likes it. And our sandicst
soils are subject to severe wind-
erosion. Our sandiest soils are not
adapted to the planting of. winter
cover crops. Peanuts take more out
of the land and put the least back{
in the soil of any crop we have.” i

“Where careful planning and exe-
cution of farming operations
| diligently applied in Dawson County
' peanuts can be successfully grown,
and little wind-erosion follow. Such
planning calls for:

(1) Plainting “'strip crops on thel
contour alternating 12 rows of pea-
nuts with 12 rows of grain sor-
ghums or sweet sorghums.

ter cover crop of small grain.

(3) Inoculating seed peanuts w1th1
