Soil Conservation 

District News

Soil Conservation Service

Joe B. Ross was reelected dist­
rict supervisor of Zone Four at 
a meeting held Monday after­
noon. Ross, a district supervisor 
since the Edwards Plateau SCD 
was created in 1948, was elected 
for five-year term.

The five supervisors of the Ed­
wards Plateau SCD, elected for 
staggered terms of five years, 
are Ross, Fred Sarwood, Edwin 
Sawyer, W. B. MoMillan and 
Frank P. Bond.

District supervisors serve prac­
tically without pay, receiving 
only $4.00 per day, not to exceed 
20 meetings per year. For many 
years the local board members 
contributed their pay to a local 
district fund which is used to 
provide prizes for essay con­
tests, 4-H Club awards and 
other local conservation activi­
ties.

Some 145 landowners and 
operators in the Edwards Pla­
teau SCD are now working with 
the district, out of 165 total 
operating units. The entire pro­
gram is completely voluntary, 
and the local supervisors hope 
eventually to work with all land- 
owners and operators in the dist­
rict. Technical assistance on con­
servation problems is available 
to all ranchmen who request it.

Judge Sara hT. Hughes Says Parents 
Not Fully To Blame For Delinquency
Editors Note: This is the first 

of a series of articles on the 
state’s growing problem of ju­
venile delinquency by one of 
Texas’ foremost authorities on 
the subject. District Judge Sarah 
T. Hughes of Dallas, who has 
handled more than 25,000 ju­
venile and family relations cases, 
along with an even greater num­
ber of other civil cases in 22 
years on the bench. “ Family law 
is probably the most important 
phase of the law,’ ’ say this in­
ternationally known jurist, whose 
work has been honored in Europe 
and Asia as well as in the United 
States, and whose name was put 
in nomination for the vice- presi­
dent of the United States in 
1952. A discussion of a different 
aspect of the problem will ap­
pear from time to time.)

Many helpful things can be 
done to counteract our mush­
rooming problem of juvenile de­
linquency—and they must be 
done by individuals and organi­
zations, as well as by parents.

In fact, I have become some­
what irritated with parents get­
ting so much of the blame for 
this problem. The changed con­
ditions of modern times impose 
a great responsibility on the 
community as well as on parents, 
and we as members of the com­
munity must examine the need

and get busy providing more of| 
the remedy.

For instance, more boys are 
arrested for auto theft than for 
any other crime. Unlocked park­
ed cars are a great temptation 
for boys who have time on heir 
hands and yearn for a car of 
their own.

How do the changed conditions 
of living and of children’s grow­
ing up affect our younsters? In 
the generations immediately past, 
children had a big place in fami­
ly life: They had jobs to do— 
many important chores around 
the home and, often, the farm— 
and so a child had the sense of 
importance, of his own worth, 
that all of qs must have. There 
was little time for the idleness 
that breeds mischief.

Today is marked by the indust­
rialization of cities, the high per­
centage of cars available to teen­
agers, movies, picture books,, TV 
(much of all this with subject 
matter beyond the adolescent’s * 
ability not to gras^» but to digest j 
properly) and very few chores’ 
around the home. So the job of 
the parent is much more d iffi-' 
cut today than it used to be—and 
much more time-consuming.

What is the responsibility of 
the community? It is to conter- 
act these changed conditions with 
all the insight that it can sum­
mon and with all the means that 
it can muster, in a deeply serious 
effort. Here are some sugges­
tions I have developed from the 
thousands of juvenile cases that 
have come before me in my 22 
years of handling civil cases as 
a district judge in one of the 
populous areas of our state:

1. We must provide much .more 
thoroughly for the time that 
young people have on their hands 
these days by establishing and 
supporting far more widely and 
completely than we do now such 
character-ibuilding organizations 
as Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, 
YMCA, etc.

2. We must provide more

community centers, “ teen can­
teens”  parks, schools, churches. 
And these youth centers must be 
organized in units small enough 
for adequate supervision.

3. As well as offering organi­
zation and leadership in these 
group projects, the community’s

individuals must try to make
themselves good friends to child­
ren on a personal basis.

4. But the community’s re­
sponsibility doesn’t end with the 
provision of character-building 
facilities. The community must 
provide more adequaltely by far

than we now do for  those who
become delinquent. We must in­
crease detention facilities and 
raise the number of parole of­
ficers, among other things.

How we can get on the road 
will be discussed in my next 
article.

Fundamentals of sheep pro­
duction and management will be 
stressed during a new short 
course at Texas A. and M. Octo­
ber 2l--2r2.

Dr. T. D. Watkins, in charge 
sheep for the Animal Hus­

bandry Department at the col­
lege, said this Sheep Short Course 
will be the first of a series.

Muih of the material to be 
discussed during the short course 
will be demonstrated at the de­
partment’s Sheep Center. For 
example, during the first morn­
ing, particii>ants will s ^  de­
monstrations of correct methods 
in castration, docking, ear tag­
ging, drenching, facing, tagging, 
proper bagging of wool, and bhg 
identification.

They also’ will see classes of 
fat lambs in the feed-lot, and 
later will see those same lambs 
after they have been butchered.

This first course is designed 
primax’ily for the beginner, and 
is planned to give him the high­
lights of all essential information 
for sheep management.

Building of many new 
lakes, stocking them, and good 
rains this year will mean many

A Chance To Grow

Give the little bass a chance 
to grow up. This was  ̂ the advice 
o f the Director of Law Enforce­
ment of the Game and Fish Com­
mission this week.

“ Every lake and stream in 
Texas is filled with little bass 
six and eight inches long” , the 
Director said. “ They’ll follow 
plugs into the boat in droves. 
Occasionally they’ll get caught. 
Every care should he taken in 
releasing these little fellows 
again. They’ll be keepers this 
time next year if we just give 
them a chance to grow.”

The Director said reports of 
these little bass are coming in 
from all over the state.

The legal limit on bass is se­
ven inches. “Most of the little 
bass now being caught are ap­
proaching that size”, the Direc­
tor said.
