, Strong Red Cross chapters

geared,to maintain top effective-
ness In aid to scrylccmcn now In
the readjustment period after the
war were urged here today by
representatives of the American
Red Cross mldwcstcrn area office,
St. Louis, who conductedan insti
tute for chapter leaders in the
Settles Hotel.

Discussions were conducted by
Miss Lydla Schwartz, home serv-
ice, and Miss Lou Eskrldge,Junior
Red Cross. Presiding was R. W.
Whlpkey, local Red Cross chair-
man. Appearing on the luncheon
program were County Judge Jas.
T. Brooks, who addressed the
group, and personnel of tho Big
Spring Bombardier School who
presentedentertainmentnumbers.

Miss Schwartzsaid that servlce-men- s'

requests for Red Cross aid
In homo and family problems
come from overseasat the rate of
1.000 to 1,500 a day, not to men-
tion the thousands of other re-
questshandled from camps in this
country.

"Prompt chapter investigation
and report, no matter where the
family Is, constitutes the Red
Cross obligation to the service
men," said Miss Schwartz. The re
quests from overseasusually arc
cabled to chapters by Red Cross
field directors when men arc back
of the lines for short rests after
being in combat areas. They get
to worrying about things at home
and want word within a few days,
before they have to return to ac-
tion again.

"The Red Cross docs not like to
see-an-y man go backJnto the-da-n

ger z,onc without answerto his in-
quiry about home. But it takes an
efficient home service setup in
every chapter, no matter how
small, to guaranteequick answers
to this vital morale service."

Miss Schwartz pointed out the
growing loa'd upon Red Cross
chaptersarising from the drafting
of fathers and the discharge,of
wounded men. Questions about
family allowances arise as fathers
go into service. Men with disabil-
ity discharges seek advice on
claims for government TjenefllsT
vocational rehabilitation, and gen-
eral readjustment to civilian life.

"Chapters" msut be prepared to
serve tuese men in every com-
munity, now and for years to
come," said Miss Schwartz.
. Sixty percentof Texas'-sch-ool

population was enrolled in the
Junior Red Cross last year and the
objective this year Is 100 percent,
Miss Eskridgc informed her sec-
tion of the conference.Her sug-
gestion to chapter leaders were
pointed to the cnrollment-for- -
servolce campaign of the Junior'
Red Cross scheduled throughout
the nation November1 to 15.

"Through their wartime proj-
ects, Junior Red Cross members
in Texas have provided their part
of a national total of more than
9,000,000 comfort and recreation--

articles members

program Junior Red Cross mem-
berscarrying on their work in the
schools, hold first aid, water safe
ty, accidentprevention, functional
swimming, and nutritional certifi
cates."

Judge Hannay said it would be
two weeks beforo he could wade
through voluminous briefs,' mo-
tions, answers, two international
treaties and the Texas Declara
tion of Independence all filed or
cited in, two civil suits and reach
a decision of plaintiff's motion for
summary judgment

Tho motion was filed by'D. B.
and R. Tuck Chafln and E. Gar-
land .Brown, Corpus Christl at-
torneys, for Dltnas Ycnaclo
Ybarra Amaya and others, resi
dents of Camargo, Tamaullpas,
Mexico. Defendants include the
Stanollnd Oil and Gas Company,
The Southern ,Mlncrals Corpora-
tion and theRobert Drlscoll ranch
in Nuecescounty.

The plaintiffs allege that the
Nueces river and not tho Rio
Grande was the southern border
of the Republic of Texas and that
all the land between thosorovers
was cededto the United Stalcsby
Mexico In the treaty of Guada
lupe-Hidalg-o.

Declaring they Inherited
of approximately 20

leagues of land granted by the
Spanish government in 1800, the
plaintiffs contend the clause In
thp Hidalgo treaty guaranteeing
"inviolable property rights" to
Mexican nationals applies to the
"cedelilairdrincludlngnhe hold-
ings they claim.

The defendants have denied
that any part of Texas was ceded
by the treaty ending the Mexican
war, that only parts of New Mex--
Ica, Arizona and California were
ceded.

In one brief, Stanollnd attor-
neys said:

"The defendant is expected to
nreiio Hint the treaty of Velasco
was never ratified by Mexico be
cause Santa Anna had lost power
When he returned home. To say
that the boundary established by
the treaty of Velasco was not the
Rio Grande would be to say that
Texas did not win the battle of
San Jacinto and its Indepen
dence."
