There 
must he two credits in science. 
Two crediu  of vocational ag­
riculture or home economics 
will substitute for 1 credit of 
general science.

For any other courses, 9 1/2 
credits, excluding physical edu­
cation, to total 20 credits. Two 
years of physical education la 
required for all freshmen and 
sophomores.

A student may not accumu­
late more than 5 1/2 credits 
per year. No more than 4 
credits may be received for 
band, choral, or a combination 
of both. No student may enroll 
in a grammar or literature 
course until the preceedlng 
courses have been successfully 
completed. Students must have 
5 crediu  at the beginning of the 
year to be In the sophomore 
class, 10 crediu  to be in the 
Junior eUss, and 14 cred iu  to 
be in the senior class.

Typing, mathematics, book­
keeping and shorthand mav re­

ceive 1 full credit on the basis 
of s passing final of the second 
semester, D.E. with approval of 
work will receive 2 crediu per 
year and la limited to Junior and 
senior students, and vocational 
agriculture 111 (2 periods per 
day will receive 2 credits per 
year).

Hrasfteld who has been a 
Slatonlte since 1912, sold hls 
farm several years ago, but 
he has been raising sheep and 
hogs "because I like It and It 
gives me something to do.’ ’

The pioneer resident now lias 
some 150 head of sheep--75 
ew es and 80 lambs. The shear­
ing of the dry ewes started this 
week, and Jessie reports at<out 
10 to 11 pounds of wool (jer 
sheep.

Bo Lynn, a railroader , lias 
been helping with the sties ring 
In hls spare time.Hrasfleldhas 
been pen-feeding hls sheep this 
year In the southeast of Slaton. 
He plans to sell most of the 
sheep the latter part of this 
month.

He has raised sheep, "o f f  
and on", since 1932 but only 
recently has Hrasfleld tried 
the pen- feeding method. He 
thinks hls lambs weigh as much 
In 4 1/2 months as a graced 
lamb will weigh In 9 months. 
He feeds them alfalfa hay, cot­
tonseed and malre, and says the 
gain about three-fourths of a 
pound each lay.

He has mixed breeds In hls 
flock, with two pretty black­
faced Suffolk* showing up In 
the crowd. Cine of the Suffolks 
recently had twins. Braafleld 
points out that sheep repre­
sent the fastest turnover of 
any livestock.

He hopes to net about $4 
a head in Ms lamb-feeding pro
Ject.

The "retired** Slaton farm­
er also raises hogs and nowt 
has about 60 head. He also 
has a Spanish goat and three 
kids romping around with Ms 
sheep.

"  I don’ t know why I put 
up with those goats," remark­
ed Brasfleld as he watched 
the playful and pesky animals 
running around the pen.
