HOUSTON (AP) — Harris
County pollution control author-
iies were attempting to deter-
mine the source of metals that
were concentrated in a heavy
smog that blanked suburban
Pasadena Sept. 8.

Dr. Walter A. Quebedeaux,
county pollution control officer,
sald Thursday the smog con-
tained significant concentra-
tions of metals harmful to
health.

He called the Sept. 28 air
stagnation condition ‘‘the worst
it is my misfortune to have ex-
perienced.”’

He said he did not know how
much of the metals—cadmium,
chromium, copper, nickel, lead
and zinc—would cause death.
he said there was
enough in the air sample to be
INjurious.

He said one of the metals—
lead—is attributable to exhaust
from automobiles but his staff
was altempting to determine
the source of the other metals.

Cleaning, drying and press-

Autumn is the time to pick
and preserve flowers, and the
way to preserve a blossom’s
shape and color is by drying it

Some flowers are dried best
by hanging them. These include
bittersweet, statice, yarrow, hy-

~ drangea, salvia and cockscomb,

also known as celosia. Just be-
fore they reach their prime,
pick them and strip off the
leaves. Small flowers may be
tied into small bunches and
hung heads downward. But
don't let the heads touch. Keep
them in a dry, dimly lit place
for two to four weeks. Larger
flowers dry better hung singly.

The drying mixture method is
recommended for foxglove,
shapdragons, petunias, lilies,
gladioli, delphinium, pansies,

of moisture will appear, an in-
dication the foliage is ready to
use. They should last a long
time.

Flowers and many roadside
weeds are suitable for pressing.
Michigan State Universitly's
horticulture specialist, J. Lee
Taylor, recommends using
flowers such as pansies or
violas that already are quite
flat. Single geranium flowers
also are good.

Flowers should be placed be-
tween sheets of newspaper,
open in a natural position.
Some times you will have
trouble arranging them proper-
ly when you first insert them
between sheets, but a few hours
later, when the flowers have
become limp and a bit flat.

NEW YORK (AP) — Atter
some hassling during many cof-
fee breaks over the past few
weeks or so, the secretaries of
America have decided to ob-
serve National Boss Day next
Monday, Oct. 16.

Pesticide Reform

Bill To Nixon

WASIIINGTON (AP) — With
mixed feelings about an in-
demnity provision, Congress
has sent President Nixon a bill
calling for the first major pesti-
cidedaw reform in 25 years.

A Senate-passed compromise
providing for new rules to gov-
ern chemical warfare against
pests was approved 198 to 9 by
the House Thursday night.

For the first time, pesticides
would be subject to regulation

through control of chemical use
rather than merely the making
and labeling of a product, said
sponsors of the legislation,
while ways to ban pesticides
would be streamlined to
head off widespread damage.

The legislation gives the En-
vironmental Protection Agency
power to register and regulate
pesticides for general or re-
stricted use. EPA could deny,
suspend or cancel a registra-
tion. Existing law, passed in
1947, deals mainly with regis-
tration and labeling.

Opposition centered on the
legislation’s provision for iIn-
demnifying those who have pes-
ticide registrations suspended
or canceled in cases posing “‘an
imminent Kazard” to the public
and who ‘‘owned any quantity
of such pesticide.”

F airmarketvalue com-
pensation could then be paid to
those suffering losses. But no
indemnity could go to those
who were aware their pesticide
would fail to meet the law’s re-
quirements.

Supporters of this provision
said it was necessary in a spirit
of fairness, but opponents said
it would extend a precedent of
payments to those who put a.
