Reagan did 
nothing today to squelch them.

Sen. John Tower, R-Texas, who 
figures prominently in reports as a 
possible secretary of defense, took 
pert in Reagan’s meeting with Senate 
Republican leaders.

As he left his government residence 
one-half block from the White House 
this morning, Reagan was asked 
whether Tower would head the 
Pentagon. He waved off the question, 
saying, “ I don’t know.”

Reagan, Vice President-elect 
George Bush and senior staff mem­
bers met with the Senate Republican 
leaders, including Howard Baker of 
Tennessee, Ted Stevens of Alaska, 
Jake Gam of Utah and Paul Laxalt of 
Nevada, for 50 minutes in a chan­
delier-lit room, then began a session 
with their House counterparts.

After the meeting. Baker said 
Reagan intends to forge a new part­
nership between the White House and 
Capitol Hin.

“ It is clear to me he understands the 
nature of the two-party system and 
the relationship between the two 
branches of governm ent,” said 
Baker, who is expected to become 
majority leader when the Republicans 
take over control of the ^ n a te  in 
January.

Asked whether a tax cut would be 
Reagan’s first legislative proposal to 
go to Capitol Hill, Baker said he 
wasn’t sure if that would come first, 
but it would be among the first hand­
ful of pieces of propiosed legislation 
originating with the Reagan White 
House.

Reagan walked from Baker’s office 
through the domed Capitol rotunda 
while several hundred tourists were

legislation, he said, “It’s going to take 
time getting that implemented .”

Polish leader opposed 
to labor union resigns

WARSAW, Poland (AP) — Poland’s 
independent labor movement scored 
again as a district governor opposed 
to it submitted his resignation.

Gov. Miroslaw Wierzbicki of 
Czestochowa offered to quit Monday 
during talks between a government 
commission and workers from 
Solidarity, the biggest independent 
union, in the southwestern industrial 
d ty , labor and government sources 
said.

’The sources said Premier Josef 
Pinkowski apparently did not accept 
the resignation immediately, and the 
government delegation was to resume 
talks with the worters today.

Ih e  dispute began Nov. 10 when 
Wierzbicki d e c la r^  a regional state 
of em ergency a fte r Solidarity 
threatowd to call nationwide strikes 
unless the Supreme Court threw out a 
lower court niling inserting a clause 
in the union’s constitution affirming 
the supremacy of the Communist 
Party.

The governor also banned the 
union’s activities in his district. Plant 
managers had Solidarity posters tom 
down, took the telephones out of the 
union’s offices and barred union

leaders from publicizing grievances 
in factory newsletters. Residents of 
the area said revolvers also were 
(Xstributed to militiamen, who nor­
mally do not carry arms.

Even though the Supreme Court 
overruled the lower court and 
Solidarity canceled its strike threat, 
Wierzbicxi did not rescind his order. 
Workers at some 200 plants in the 
region then threatened to strike.

Polish workers won the right to 
organize unions free of party control 
for the first time in the Soviet bloc 
following nationwide strikes last 
summer. ’The Communist Party 
newspaper ’Trybuna Luda said 
Monday that efforts to delay im­
plementation of the settlement as well 
as new labor demands constitute 
“anti-party activity.”

“ There is no doubt that the 
prolonged crisis is caused by those 
who treat the agreement as a tran­
sitory compromise and either try to 
halt, delay or postpone the realization 
of its resolutions or intensify 
escalation of demands posed to the 
authorities,” the paper said.

GREENSBORO, N.C. (AP)- A Nazi 
leader hailed the acquittal of six Ku 
Khix Klansmen and Nazis as a “great 
victory for white America,” but the 
Communist Workers Party charged 
that the verdict in the slaying of Hve 
comrades “gives the green light to 
Hitler-like attacks on the people of 
America.”

’The charges stemmed from a 
bloody shootout between white 
supremacists and demonstrators at a 
CWP “Death to the Klan” rally Nov. 
3,1979.

Not long after the jurors announced 
their decision, the civil rights division 
of the U.S. Justice Department said it 
was studying the verdict. Drew S. 
Days said the branch was checking 
“ to see if there is anything we can 
do.”

’The Rev. Hosea Williams, a black 
civil rights activist, called the verdict 
“the greatest perpetration of injustice 
on our country since the death of Dr. 
Martin Luther King J r .”

Whether 16 other p e^ le  charged 
after the demonstration will be 
brought to trial now has not yet been 
announced.

Greensboro police braced for 
trouble following the verdict, but 
encountered only minor problems.

State Crime Control Secretary 
Burley Mitchell said in Raleigh that 
about 50 troopers, had been placed on 
alert “as part of a plan we have 
worked out with Greensboro 
authorities over the past several 
months.”

Police duty officer Dwight Nesbitt 
said police were unsure whether two 
burning incidents during the night 
were related to the verdicts.

In one, he said, a Molotov cocktail 
was thrown into a supermarket on the 
east side near where the sh oo tii^  
oocanred, bat It did aot tgn i^  and Ad 
no damage. In the othertThe said, 
pollob tnras five a lr e l^  in anoOMf 
burning incident at a moving com­
pany during the night.

“Everything is nice and quiet,” he 
said.

'The decision by the all-white jury 
came after seven days of deliberation 
and a 23-week trial.

Prosecutors had argued the 
defendants were aggressors in the 
bloody battle. But defense lawyers 
said the six men, who had arrived at 
the rally site in a Klan-Nazi motor­
cade, came only to heckle demon­
strators.

“From the very beginning, it was 
the conununists who did the at­
tacking,” said juror Robert A. 
Williams. “It was the communists 
who started beating the cars with 
sticks. From then on, it was a case of 
self-defense”

“Oh, gosh. I feel like I have been set 
free,” said a tearful Paula Wood, 
whose husband, Nazi Roland Wayne 
Wood, was acquitted. “ I’m not sure 
how I feel. It’s just a relief.”

Regina Collett said she “never' 
th ou^ t for a second that they (jurors) 
would come back with any other 
verdict” for her fiancee, Lawrence 
Gene Morgan. “1 never believed he 
was guilty, and he’s been set free by 
God’s will,” she said.

Lisa Pridmore, 14, said she had 
believed it was “God’s will” that her 
father Coleman Blair Pridmore would 
be acquitted.

In Raleigh, national Nazi com­
mander Harold Covington called the 
verdict “fantastic. It shows we can 
beat the system on their own ground .”

CWP member Kurt Krumperman 
said, ‘"nie verdict gives the green

light to Hitler-like attacks on the 
people of America. ’Diat was evident 
when the hand-picked, all-white, 
Klan-loving jury was seated.”

TYie CWP has scheduled a rally in 
Greensboro Dec. 5-6 to protest the 
outcome of the trial.

Beside Wood, 34, Pridmore, 37, and 
Morgan, 33, other defendants were

Jerry Paul Smith, 32, David Wayne 
Matthews, 24, and Jack Wilson 
Fowler, 27.

The dead were Sandra Smith, 29, the 
only black slain; James Michael 
Waller, 37; Cesar Vinson Cauce, 25; 
William Sampson, 31; and Michael 
Roland Nathan, 33.

Iran, Iraq claim supremacy 
in Susanger(d fighting

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) -  After 
four days of fierce fighting, both Iran 
and Iraq claimed supremacy in the 
small embattled Iranian town of 
Susangerd today — each seeking a 
much-needed victory in the 58-day-old 
war.

Iran said its regulars and Islamic 
revolutionary guards battled to 
“clean all areas around Susangerd 
from the heretics” after driving the 
invaders from the town’s eastern 
neighborhoods.

A midday Iraqi communique 
claimed Iraqi forces “tightened the 
noose on the Persian enemy pockets of 
resistance and destroyed his rein­
forcements with rapid blows” in 
Susangerd, 20 miles east of the border 
and 30 nules northwest of Ahwaz, 
capital of Iran’s oil-rich Khuzistan 
Province.

’The Iraqi communique claimed 88 
Iranian troops and guards were killed 
in morning fighting.

'Die Iraqi command also claimed 
150 Iranian fighters were killed in an 
ill-fated attempt overnight to break 
out from a month-long fraqi siege of 
Iraa’s oU.rsAnlng a ty  of Abadan, 
about 100 miles south en the aouthem 
cod of (he aOAosile warfroot. AbilMt 
lies on the Shatt al-Arab estuary, 
Irtm’s only ouUet to the Persian (3ulf.

’Tm Iraqis claimed three Iranian 
medium-size navy vessels were sunk 
in a sea battle in the northern waters 
of the Gulf.

The garrison in Abadan is believed 
to be getting supplies only by sea. ’The 
Iraqis control all highways and 
railroads into the city.

’The Iraqi communique reported 
Iranian warplanes bombed the Iraqi 
oii-loading port of Fao on the mouth o l 
the waterway and claimed one 
Phantom fighter-bomber was shot 
down.

On Monday, Iran claimed said it 
had driven the invaders from 
Susangerd after three days of hard 
fighting. Iraq, however, had made no

mention of any retreat and said its 
jets continued bombing and strafing 
Susanzerd.

Tehran Radio said the Iraqis pulled 
back nine miles from the city, leaving 
it littered with Iraqi dead and 
wrecked tanks and that 45 Iraqis were 
taken prisoner.

’The broadcast said the tide of battle 
was turned by the arrival Monday at 
army reinforcements. Up to then, the 
d ty  was bdieved to have been 
defended nuiinly by revolutionary 
guards and regulars of the local 
garrison. 'Ihe government radio 
reported today tlu t former Defense 
Minister Mostafa Chamran was 
wounded in the foot while leading ‘Jan 
effident and skillful guerrilla group” 
that took part in the d ty ’s liberation.

“The dty  is under the control of o u ’ 
heroic forces after three days of 
heroic resistance,” Tehran Radio 
said. “With the entry of the army with 
air defense, the enemy was crushed 
and left a huge amount of war 
weapons.”

It said 650 Iraqis were killed Sunday 
and 200 Monday, 37 Iraqi tanks and 15 
other arm ored veM dak 
destroyed, and idmian loases were 
“very low.” Iraq said its forceskAad 
511 IranianB In house-tohouK flu tin g  
Sunday and Monday and s a ^  12 
Iranian gunboats in the Karkheh 
River. It reported 34 Iraqis killed.

Iran also repeated a charge that 
Iraq used “chemical weapons and 
incendiary bombs” against 
Susangerd and said this heralcM “the 
use of germ warfare and biological 
weapons.” It asked the United 
Nations and the International Red 
cross “to strongly censia^ the Iraqi 
regime and make it stop its inhuman 
crimes.”

Pars, the official Iranian news 
agency, reported that residential 
areas of Ahwaz came under heavy 
five for more than two hours early this 
morning. It said no details of damage 
or casualties were available yet.

Federal authorities have authorized the state to 
supervise the paraquat spraying of Italian 
ryegrass, common groundsel and other weeds on 
15,000 acres in central and eastern Oregon, state 
Department of Agriculture officials said M on^y.

Leonard Kunzman, state agriculture director, 
said that under the emergency approval the state 
must inform the federal Environmental Protection 
Agency of any adverse effects in use of the 
pesticide.

From Texas to N e w  York

Snowstorm kills thirteen
A vast storm that swooped 

out of the Western Plains 
assaulted cities of the urban 
Northeast with snows almost 
a foot deep today, leaving at 
least 13 people dead from 
Texas to New York.

Thousands of homes were 
darkened as the snow and ice 
ripped down power lines. 
Highways from Ohio to 
Massachusetts were littered 
with stalled trucks and cars. 
Schools closed in numerous 
communities.

The storm  that had 
(bopped snow up to 17 inches 
deep in parts of the West 
intensifed as it reached New 
England in the early- 
morning hours. With snow 
still falling, more than 10 
inches had accumulated at 
such places as Albany, N.Y.,

and Williamsport, Pa. Six 
inches had fallen in six hours 
at Concord, N.H., with 5 
inches during the same 
period at Hartford, Conn.

Two traffic  deaths in 
Texas on a rain-slick road 
and one in Oklahoma were 
blamed on the storm, which 
in one day left eight times 
the normal November 
snowfall in Oklahoma. Four 
people died in separate 
snow-related road accidents 
in Ohio, where as much as 
7V̂  inches fell.

Two traffic deaths were 
reported in Pennsylvania 
and one in New Jersey. In 
addition, a 9-year-old boy in 
Armstrong County, Pa., was 
found dead in his backyard 
swimming pool after he went 
outside to shovel

In New York, the storm 
was blamed for at least two 
deaths.

A twin-engine airplane 
piloted by a New York man 
was reported missing this 
morning over rugged 
P e n n s y lv a n ia  t e r r a i n  
covered with nine to 12 in­
ches of snow.

Korean school
SEOUL, South Korea (AP) 

— Hundreds of riot police 
stormed onto the campus of 
Yonsei University today and 
dispersed as many as 2,000 
anti-governm ent demon­
strators.

University officials said 
about 10 students were 
arrested, and the school will 
be closed at least until 
Thursday.

The d ^onstra tion  began 
whent' -students a c a tta i^ ' 
leaflets calling for the 
resignation of President 
Chun Doo-hwan, an end to 
martial law, the release of 
imprisoned dissidents and 
press freedom.

It was the second anti- 
government demonstration 
at the m ajor private 
university in nine days.

Demonstrations are illegal 
under martial law, impoaed 
last fall when President 
Park Chung-hee was 
assassinated  by his in­
telligence chief.

Chun, meanwhile, said 
relations between the United 
States and his country will 
grow stronger under the 
administration of President­
elect Ronald Reagan, the 
Asian Wall Street Journal 
reported today.

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) 
— Saturn’s moon ’Titan has 
lost the title of largest 
natural satellite in the solar 
system to Jupiter’s m<x>n 
Ganymede, but not by much, 
according to the la test 
analysis of Voyager 1 data.

Scientists a t the Je t 
Propulsion Latxx-atory here 
calculate that ’Titan’s size 
indicates a diameter of 3,070 
m iles, com pared with 
Ganymede’s 3,100 miles.

Meanwhile, scientist Rich 
Terrile said the mysterious 
dark spokes on one of 
Saturn’s ringf apparently 
result from in teraction  
between the rings and the 
planet’s ntagnetic fields.

The fiel(B rotate faster 
than the ringi, and the 
particles in the spokes carry 
an electrostatic  charge, 
Terrile said.

Until Voyager approached 
Saturn lart week. Titan’s 
diameter could not be ac­
curately estimated because 
its surface, shnxided by 
dense clouds, was invisible.

Voyager data still has not 
shown the moon’s surface, 
and its size was determined 
from indirect evidence.

However, readings from 
several of Voyager’s ex­
periments indicate Titan’s 
nitrogen-rich atmosphere 
extends much further tlum 
had been previously thought.

“Titan has been dethroned 
as the largest moon in the 
so lar system ,’’ scientist 
Toby OwCT said Mexiday.

It also appears to Iw too 
warm a t the surface to allow 
oceans of liquid nitrogen to 
form, exceik in the polar 
regions, Owen said. Liquid 
nitrogen “rains” may fall 
from the cloud laver, but the 
drops evaporate before they 
hit me surface, he said.

Now far past Saturn and on 
a 36,000 mph course that will 
take It out of the solar 
system by the mid-1990s. 
Voyager 1 cameras will 
continue to scan the ringed 
planet until mid-December.

'Then they will be per­
m anently shut down, 
although other equipment 
will continue taking readings 
of interplanetary space.

Scientists Impe Voyager 
still will be working when it 
reaches the edge of the solar 
system and plunges into 
interstellar space.

State 
D istrict Judge Charles 
Mathews, who is hearing the 
cunrent case, ruled in 1979 
that Roloff needed the 
license to keep the homes 
opened.

State officials sent to 
enforce the order in June 
1979 were met by a Bible- 
wielding throng of (H^chers 
and Roloff supporters. They 
lined up in front of RoiofTs 
People’s Baptist Church, 
daring the offkhals to go in 
and take the children.

The standoff ended when 
Roloff moved his children 
out of the state. The transfer 
gave him time to develop a 
new plan by wMch he placed 
the iKxnes under the irfng of 
Ms church. They had been 
under his Roloff 
Evangelistic Enterprises.

The state filed a new suit. 
Assistant Attorney General 
David Young said MoMtay 
that Roloff is liable for 
$46,000 in civil penalties. He 
wants Mathews to again 
order Roloff to get a license 
or close the homes.

Young presented a brief 
case, merely stating what 
Roloff does not deny — that 
the homes are unliixnsed.

Rninff said he is being

victimized by the state.
“There has been a per­

sonal vendetta against 
Lester Roloff,” Roloff said. 
“I’ve been made a political 
football and everybody 
knows it.’’

The feisty preacher reeled 
off a list of state rules he said 
he could not obey, even if he 
did seek a license.

“We’re not obligated to the 
state. We’re obligated to the 
parents. I believe the state 
could keep itself real busy 
looking after its own 
wilderness camps,” he said.

As always, Roloff clutched 
Ms well-worn Bible as he 
testified. He also held the 
state law that says he needs

a license.
“Why would I swap (the 

Bible) off for such upgraded, 
rewritten human nde books 
such as this,’’ he said, 
holding up the state law.

He also said the state 
“track record is not good.”

“The state hatched out 
Jim Jones. He had plenty of 
licenses,” he said.

Tow er considered for 
Secretary of Defense

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Sen. John 'Tower, R-Texas, 
RRiaagdd'tinyiy '« s  i ane> «  
those being considered for 
secretary.xif defense in the 
P re s id e n t-e le c t R onald  
Reagan’s Cabinet, but he 
denied a published report he 
had been offered the j ^ .

“Oh, it’s been discussed 
with members of the tran­
sition team, but I ckxi’t think 
any decisions have been 
made,” Tower said. “As I 
understand it, others are 
being discussed. I have not 
talked to Ronald Reagan 
about it.”

Reagan, on Capitol Hill 
today for a meeting with 
congressional leaders in­
cluding ’Tower, was asked if 
the ’Texas senator would be 
his secretary of defense. He 
waved off rqiorters, saying: 
“ I don’t know ” When the 
reporters tried to pursue the 
subject, Reagan press 
secretary  Lyn Nofziger 
intervened to block further 
(questioning

TTie head of Reagan’s 
transition team refused to 
comment on the Tower 
report but said a list of 
riiialists for the various 
CaMnet poats was completed 
in c:alifomia on Monday 
evening and will be flown to 
Washington for Reagan’s 
consideration.

Edwin Meese III, one of 
Reagan’s (doaest aides who 
already has been named as 
one of two men slated for key 
slots in the new White House 
staff, was asked on NBC- 
TV’s “Today” show tMs

morning whether he brought 
a list of potential Cabinet 
o6hc«rs wkh 'Mm wtien he 
Ylew to Ihe / oapital , ivith 
Reaganon Monday....

“Well, actually that list 
was completed yesterday, 
last evening, in California, 
and it is being flown to 
Washington this w eek,” 
Meese said. “So we’ll be 
looking at it later in the 
week”

The list, said to include 
three to five names for each 
Cabinet post, was drawn up 
by a group of long-time 
Reagan friends and ad­
visers, including at least two 
former Cabinet secretaries 
and several wealthy Western 
businessmen expected to 
serve Reagan in an unof­
ficial “kitchen” Cabinet.

James Brady, spokesman 
for the transition team, told 
reporters at his (laily 
briefing that Reagan will 
talk with the top candidates, 
either in person or by 
telephone. before an ­
nouncing his choices. He 
added the president-elect 
“has said he doesn’t want 
this to beoxne a spectacle,’’ 
and reporters should not 
expect to witness a parade of 
office-seekers trooping in to 
see Reagan.

Reagan Mmself told his 
first news conference after 
Ms election he expects to 
announce Ms choices the last 
week of November or the 
first week in December.

The report that Tower had 
been picked for the Pentagon 
post came from syndicated

columnists Rowland Evans 
and Robert Novak, who also , 
said it was highly probable I 
that Texas Gov. .B ill i 
(dements would name John | 
B. Comvally to replace Tower 
in the Senate.

In Philadelphia, where he 
was attending a cixiference 
of Republican governors, 
Gements said: “That’s the 
nuttiest thing I’ve ever 
heard.”

Gements nonetheless is 
close to Reagan, managed 
Ms su(x»ssful campaign in 
Texas and visited the 
president-elect in California 
last weekend. Connally, a 
fo rm e r  D e m o c ra tic  
governor of Texas who 
served in former President 
Richard M. Nixon’s Cabinet, 
switched parties and ran for 
president earlier tMs year as 
a RepuMican. He dropped 
out after losing early  
primaries.

Evans and Novak said 
Reagan had formally made 
the offer to Tower in a 
telephone conversation.

WASHINGTON — A reader has 

asked me to help him with a problem 
he has. The question he p o s^  is: "I 
notice that PLO leader Yasser Arafat 
and new Iranian Prime Minister 
Rajai always manage to appear with 
a four- to six-day growth of beard, 
which never grows any longer. How 
do they manage to do it?

IN ORDER TO get the answer I 
called a friend of mine at the CIA who 
was very upset that I was on to 
something. He agreed to meet me in a 
safe house in McLean, Va. He told me 
to take a taxi to National Airport, buy 
a ticket to Bangor, Me., and then at 
the last moment rent a car and drive 
to the adth'ess.

When 1 met him at the house there 
were three CIA agents in the living 
room who refused to give their names, 
and my friend.

■‘Why are you interested in Arafat 
and Rajai's shaving problems?" one 
of them wanted to know.”

1 played dumb. “Just curiosity. A 
reader asked me and I thougM he 
deserved an answer ”

■‘A likely story," one of the others 
sneered. “You were tipped off by 
someone in the agency, weren’t you?”

‘I don’t think I have to answer 
that.”

“We’ve been working on this 
problem for months now. There are 
onlyUix people in ‘The Company,’ not 
incIlitHng the CIA barber, who knows 
what we’ve been up to. Now it looks as 
if one of them U a mole.”

“You mean he’s working for both 
sides?”

“ It’s obvious he is. To get to the 
bottom of this, we’ll tell you what we 
know if you tell us what you know.”

“ It sounds good to me,” I said. “ It 
seems there are a lot of leaders in the 
Middle Elast who don’t shave every 
day. By the same token they refuse to 
grow beards. They prefer a four- to 
six-day growth, but no more. My 
source believes they’re all using the 
same razor blade.”

One of the CIA men was taking 
notes “He’s on the right track,” he 
said.

“Did your source tell you how they 
manage to get the razor blade back 
and forth?”

“Arafat seems to be the bag man. 
He’s always traveling somewhere and 
my man believes he has the razor 
blade hidden in his turban.

An inspectors for the TDA can also 
quarantine any other items that he 
determ ines present hazards of 
spreading the ants.

The ants are so hard to contain 
because thousands of the winged ants 
emerge from their rain-dampened 
mounds and fly skyward. There, six or 
seven hundred feet above ground, 
they perform their mating ritual and 
then return to earth. The males die 
soon after landing but the females will
discard their wings and digravities in 
the soil Within 24 hours, Ufty will lay
their first eggs, and new colonies will 
begin

The fire ants have made great 
headway since they were firs t 
discovered in Texas 30 years ago. 
Currently, they infest more than 100 
counties. Especially high con­
centrations are found in parts of East 
Texas and along the coast. The path of 
the ants covers a land mass equal to 
about a fourth of the entire state.

THEY SAY OUR high temperature 
and lack of moisture should halt the 
natural spread of the ants in this 
direction. On the other hand, if they 
are transported by humans — which 
frequently happens — they could wind 
ig> in the moist, fertile areas of the 
I^cific Coast, liiey likely will move 
into Mexico, too.

Solenopeis richteri, or black Are 
ants, entered the U.S. by boat at the 
port of Mobile, Alabama, as early as 
1918. Oddly enough, they were never 
successful in gaining much of a 
foothold in that particular area. 
However, their more aggressive red 
relatives, Solenopsis invicta, also 
arrived in Mobile, probably from their 
native Brazil. By. 1977, they had 
become a major problem in nine 
southern states.

They are the bane of farmers and 
ranchers because they make pasture 
and cropland virtually unusable.

The ants will sw arm  at any 
disturbance to their mound, inflicting 
angry stings to human and animal 
life. The bite forms itchy pustules that 
become easily infected, take time to

heal and sometimes require medical 
attention. Fire ants are also found in 
the backyards, school playgrounds 

'and parks of cities and suburbs, 
provi^ng a nuisance for urban 
dwellers as well.

Mirex was the standard control 
agent pesticide for fire ants until 1978, 
when it was banned by the 
Environmental Protection Agency.

This summer, the TDA has been 
testing a new chemical on the ants 
with good results. Counts taken after 
treatment of the chemical known as 
Amdro reveal 88 percent control afto* 
12 weeks — not as high as mirex but 
high enough to ^v e  farmers and 
ranchers some relief. The good thing 
about Amdro is that it breaks down 
rapidly in sunlight. Within 24 hours 
the power of the chemical has been 
considerably dissipated. Worker ants, 
which are out foraging, pick up the 
poison and carry it back to the mound.

It’s comforting to know that there is 
an agency alert to the problem and 
doing what it ran to stay the threat. 
'There's hope for the old homestead 
yet.

Dear Dr Donohue: My brother and 
j  both have cystine stones. We have 
been told to watch for this in our 
children Is this hereditary? Is there 
any way to prevent this in our 
children’ What are the chances tlu t 
our children will have this problem? 
Cin diet help’’ — Mrs. A.P.

Cystinuria is an inherited condition 
in which there is a larger than normal 
amount of certain amino acids 
(cystine is one these) in the urine. 
This amino acid is hard to dissedve so 
it tends to form stones in the urinary 
tract as the amounts rise.

Stones can usually be prevented by 
assuring adequate fluid intake. If 
urine is kept diluted stones will not 
form. Water is to be th o u ^ t of as a 
medicine for people with cystinuria. 
Diet won’t help, but if hydration 
(water intake) doesn’t work, other 
means are available for control. ’The 
urine can be kept less acid (by alka- 
linization) or the drug penicillamine 
can be tried.

Cystinuria is inherited as a 
recessive trait. Thus, the chances of 
your children having this would 
depend on whether or not your mate 
carries the gene for it too. If he does 
then there is about a 50-50 chance that 
your children will actually develop (he 
problem. If he does not have the gene 
for it, none of your children would 
develop the problem. If your mate 
also had the actual illness, all your 
children would have it too.

FOR M.N. — I share your concern 
about your relative and hope that you 
can convince him to get into his 
doctor's office. The episodes you 
describe — inability to speak words he 
wanted to and his partial loss of vision 
— suggest a warning that a more 
permanent condition could happen.

The speech and vision centers of the 
brain are nourished by a common 
artery. If blood flow to that area is 
temporarily blocked those symptoms 
can occur. This is called a transient 
ischemic attack. It is not a stroke, but 
a warning that a stroke might happen.

In addition to watching his blood

pressure, the doctor can check on 
other factors that add to the risk of 
stroke and prescribe medicine to 
prevent one. For a discussion in 
greater depth, read the booklet 
“Stroke Recovery — Hope and Help.”

Dear Dr. Donohue: Please discuss 
the pancreas. What is its function? 
What causes it to become inflammed 
and what is the treatment required to 
bring it back to normal? —C.W.

The pancreas is the gland located 
behind the stomach. It has two im­
portant functions — to make enzymes 
for digestion of food and hormones for 
control of blood sugar.

The pancreas ran become in- 
flammed from infection (certain 
viruses do it), from some drugs, from 
alcohol or from stones that block the 
flow of bile from the gall bladder. The 
gall bladder shares a common em­
ptying duct with the pancreas. If gall­
stones block this duct, pancreatic 
juices back up and begin to digest the 
gland tissue from within.

The treatment for acute pancreas 
inflammation is to try to correct the 
problem causing it — removal of gall­
stones, for example. Food is withheld 
to put the pancreas at rest. Without 
food in the stomach, the pancreas will 
not produce the enzymes that are 
digesting gland tissue. The patient is 
fed by vein during this period. As 
inflammation subsides the First foods 
given are high in carbohydrates and

low in fat and protein. Carbohydrate 
foods do not stimulate the pancreas as 
much as other food types.

Most attacks of pancreatitis heal 
well. Once the gland has healed the 
person can resume normal diet and 
activities.

Dear Dr. Donohue: Am I more in­
clined to end up with a rectocele 
because 1 had a hysterectomy? — 
Mrs R.D.

Having had a hysterectomy (utenu 
removal) should not make you more 
inclined to have a rectocele, a bulging 
of the rectal wall into the vagina. The 
supports for the rectal wall may have 
already become weakened by child­
birth or from straining at elimination.

One rare result of a hysterectomy 
may be a dropping of the vagina. 
Should tha t happen, it can be 
corrected by surgery. In fact, many 
surgeons will make such repairs in the 
course of doing the hysterectomy. You 
get two jobs for the price of one.

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Jonestown deserted two

years after massacre
JONESTOWN, Guyana (AP) — Two years after the 

Poople’s l>inple massacre, Jonestown is a ghost town, 
with a doeen guards and workers keeping out the curious 
and the jungle vegetation.

The area around the main pavilion where the Rev. Jim 
Jones exhorted more than 900 of his followers to drink 
poisoned punch and “die with dignity" on Nov. 18, 1978, 
shows no trace of the 913 suicides and murders.

Survivors said some of the members of the ctilt were 
forced to drink the death potion but most of them did so 
willingly.

Only two people have been charged in Guyana in con­
nection with the tragedy.

Charles Beikman. a 44-year-old cook and shoemaker at 
the commune, was sentenced in April to five years for the 
attempted murder of a 9-yearAild girl at the cult’s 
Georgetown headquarters on the night ^  the massacre.

Another member of the temple, Larry Layton, 33, is 
being held on murder charges in connection with the 
slaying of U.S. Rep. Leo J. Ryan, three reporters and a 
People’s Temple d^ector at an airstrip a few hours before 
the massacre, but he may be released soon because 
witnesses against him have refused to return from the 
United States to testify.

Layton was acquitted last May of the attempted murder 
of two other defectors, Vem Gosney and Monica Bagby. 
But if he returns to the United States, he could face federal 
charges of conspiracy to kill the California congressman 
and the four others who died with him.

Two-thirds of the cult’s liquid assets in Guyana have 
been used to pay the Guyanese government $Wo,000 for 
the two Guyana Airways planes damaged in the siwoting 
of Ryan and his party and for cleaning up Jonestown after 
the massacre.

An estimated 87 million in People’s Temple assets in the 
Urated States is the object of a court suits filed there by 
heirs of those who died at Jonestown, 79 survivors from 
the commune and the U.S. government.

Chinese ‘Gang of Four’
trial may start soon

PEKING (AP) — Followers of China’s radical “Gang of 
Four” deployed 33.S00 militiamen in Shanghai and 
planned an armed rebellion after learning of the gang’s 
arrest in October 1978, foreign ministry officials said 
today

In the last of four briefings on indictments against the 
gang and six members of the “Lin Piao Clique," the of­
ficials said the gang’s foUowers planned to control key 
facilities in China’s biggest city and instigate strikes and 
demonstrations across the country.

There was no indication why the alleged rebellian failed 
to start.

The officials again declined to say when the trial of the 
10 would start. But the Communist Party newspaper 
People’s Daily said today it was immiiKnt and hundreds 
of representatives of various organizations had arrived in 
Peking to attend the trial.

The newspaper said parts of the trial would be telecast 
to the world by satrilite. All 10 defendants face the death 
penalty

The indictment says the gang handed out 74,000 rifles to 
the militia in Shanghai in August 1978, along with 300 
artillery pieces and 10 million rounds of ammunition in 
preparation for an armed rebellion.

Chairman Mao Tse-tung, who led the People’s RepiMic 
from its founding in 1949, died on Sept. 9, 1978. Senior

She was not among those charged with plotting the 
October 1978 rebellion, but the other three members — 
Zhang Chiaiqiao, Wang Hongwen and Yao Wenyuan — 
were.

On Oct. 8,1978, according to the indictment, the gang’s 
Shanghai followers learned by secret code of the gang’s 
arrest in Peking, called an emergency meeting and 
decided to use the militia for an armed rebelKon 

They set up a conunand team and two secret command 
posts, deployed 33,500 militiamen, assigned 27,000 rifles 
and artillery pieces and 225 motor vehicles and made 
available a targe quantity of food and other materials, the 
indictment said.

On Monday, foreign ministry officials provided details 
of charges that Lin Piao, China's defense minister and 
Mao’s chosen successor, plotted to assassinate Mao and 
stage a coup in 1971.

Oral arguments heard
in Kerr-McGee appeal

DENVER (AP) — Kerr- 
McGee Corp. attorneys say 
lawyers for the Karen Silk- 
wood estate capitalised on 
anti-nuclear “bysteria" to 
win excessive damages from 
a jury that found ^  com­
pany negligent in her 
plutonium contamination.

K err-M cG ee law y e rs  
argued Monday in a bearing 
before the 10th U.S. Circuit 
Court of Appeals that the 
entire $10.5 million judgment 
against the Oklahoma Qty 
energy conglomerate should 
be dism issed because 
publicity after the Three 
Mile Island nuclear accident 
on March 28,1979, created an 
environment “that denied us 
a fair trial."

“This case went to tile jury 
one week after the largest 
cry-out in the history of the 
United States for an anti­
nuclear moratorium,” said 
K e rr-M c G e e  a t to r n e y  
William Paul, referring to 
d e m o n s tr a t io n s  th a t  
followed the worst com- 
ntercial nuclear accident in 
the nation’s history.

Paul also a rg u ^  the $10 
million punitive award was 
latfair because there was no 
proof Kerr-McGee was 
guilty of "evil intent." But 
SUkwood attorney Arthir 
Angel said anything less 
would have been “a slap on 
the wrist ."

The three-judge appellate 
panel dtamissed attorneys 
after 90 minutes of ond 
argument. There was no 
inmeation when a decision 
would be handed down.

Miss Silkwood, who died in 
an automobile accident on 
Nov. 13, 1974, worked in 
K err-M cG ee's  q u a lity  
control laboratory. The 
Crescent, Okla., plant — 
wMch has been c l o ^  since 
1975 — processed liquid 
plutonium nitra te  into 
nuclear fuel rods for power 
plants.

Plutonium, one of the most 
ra d io a c tiv e  su b stan ces  
known to man, can cause 
cancer when inhaled.

The jury in Oklahoma 
decided Mias Silkwood had 
been contam inated with

eutonium during the week 
ifore her death because of 
Kerr-McGec’s negligence. 

Lawyers for the company 
had alleged that she 
“spiked” her urine samples 
with plutonium, possibly to 
publicize her claims that the 
plant was unsafe.

DALLAS (AP) — Ron Meyer confirmed Monday that 
he spoke with Memphis State officials about the 
school’s head football coaching job, but said he plans to 
remain at Southern Methodist University.

“I don’t think the possibility of me leaving SMU 
exists at this time,” Meyer told WFAA-TV.

The station sought Meyer’s comment on reports 
from Memphis that he had been offered more than 
$100,000 to bbcome head coach and athletic director at 
Memphis State.

Memphis State head coach Richard Williamson has 
been fired, although he will remain through the end of 
the season. The team is 1-9 and has not had a winning 
season since 1977.

“ I certainly wasn’t seeking a Job. I called them as a 
favor to someone in the profession that I respect 
tremendously. He dicbi’t give me any specifics, but told 
me Memphis State was interested in me and asked if 
I’d call them,” Meyer said.

“ I don’t think there is a comparison between SMU 
and Memphis State, although I’m sure after our game 
with Texas Tech, several people are willing to help me 
pack,” Meyer said.

SMU, which is 7-3 for the season, lost to Texas Tech 
14-0 Saturday, but still received an invitation to play in 
the Holiday Bowl Dec. 19 in San Diego.

Bowl against North Carolina 
on Dec. 31.

Akers was asked about a 
report that Texas defensive

BOSTON (AP) — Tennis buffs in Newton, one of 
Massachusetts richest communities, may have to pay to 
play on the town courts.

Wficials in Boston are suspending projects totaling $45 
million, including a $1.7 million fire station and a $68 000
executive dining room for City Hall.

In I.«well, the Industrial Revolution mill town now 
undergoing revival, City Manager Joseph Tully has asked 
that city employees be listed by seniority — he may have 
to lay off 500 of them so the budget can be cut by $3 6 
million.

Two weeks after Massachusetts voters approved a 

mMsure sighing property and auto excise taxes, state 
and local officials — and the public — are still trying to 
grasp its dimensions.

Pwple don’t think it is real,” says Honora Kaplan, a 
member of the school committee in Newton. “They will 
only think it is real when we say hockey is no longer being 
offered.” ..

What is clear is that voters approved, by a 3-to-2 
margin, a measure limiting the property tax to 2Vi per­
cent of assessed valuation — it previously averaged 
almost 4 percent across the state — and reducing the car 
excise tax to $25 from $66 per $1,000.

Every sizable town and city expects to lose millions of 
dollars in revenue; statewide estimates range from $600 
million to $I billion next year.

Two die after North 
Sea rescue attempt

SAXTHORPE, England 
(AP) — A British rescue 
crewman’s heroic bid to save 
a U.S. Air Force pilot ended 
in tragedy today with both 
drowning in the North Sea 
after two U.S. jets collided 
and fell, officials said.

As the British airman tried 
in strong winds to pluck the 
American from the sea, the 
Briton apparently became 
entangled in the American’s 
parachute cords, a winchline 
to a rescue helicopter was 
cut and both were swept 
away and drowned, said an 
RAF spokesman in Lorxlon.

The British airman had 
been lowered down into the 
water from a Royal Air 
Force helicopter which 
answered a ^stress call 
from the American pilot, 
following the collision near 
this Norfolk Ckxinty village 
between two U.S. A-10 jet 
fighters

The U.S. pilot had ejected 
safely and was floating in the 
sea caught among tlK lines 
of his open parachute.

‘"They b ^  drowned,” the 
RAF spokesman in London 
said. “It was a most un­
fortunate accident. I cannot 
recall a crewman losing his 
life in these circumstances 
previously.”

The U S Air Force and the 
RAF were withholding the 
airmen’s identities until 
their families were told.

Interest in 
nuclear power 
may increase
HOUSTON (AP) — Dr 

Edward Teller says many 
things point to a rebirth of 
interest in US, nuclear 
power

The only question, said the 
man called the father of the 
atomic bomb, is whether the 
revival can be perfected in 
time to avert serious 
problems such as a severe 
energy shortage

At a Monday news con­
ference. Teller referred to 
President Carter’s defeat in 
the Nov. 4 general election 
by saying. “We are rid of the 
nuclear engineer in the 
White House”

He said every poll in­
dicates the American public 
has expressed favor for 
nuclear energy.

No nuclear accident has 
ever done damage to the 
public, he added, and 
renewed action is indicated 
by the serious and continuing 
problems in the Persian 
Gulf.

"Even including Three 
Mile Island, nuclear energy 
is still the cheapest form in 
the United Slates today,” he 
said.

“If I had the choice of 
building a dam or a nuclear 
reactor. I ’d build the 
reactor. Many more dams 
have collapsed.”

Teller said the Nuclear 
Regulatory Commission has 
become too political and too 
populated by non-nuclear 
experts and the Three Mile 
Island accident would never 
have happened if the agency 
had been doing its job.

Teller was in Houston to 
speak before the South Texas 
Section of the American 
Society of Mechanical 
Engineers

The country-western singer 
whose PaMdena, Texas bar 
set the scene for the movie

suburb is costing him big 
bucks of another sort.

A PaM dena, Texas, 
company, partly owned by 
singer Mickey Gilley, has 
f i l^  a lawsuit accusing F.W. 
and Aasodates, of T m pe, 
and rodeo champion Larry 
Mahan of copying its 
patented mechanical bull, 
which actor John Travolta 
rode in the movie.

That’s bull, Mys defendant 
Fred Wagenhals, the Tempe 
company’s president.

The bull te  and partner Ed 
Foebtman recently started 
m anufacturing is an 
amusement ride with Mfety 
features, while the original 
bull featured in the movie 
WM designed to train rodeo 
novices, Wagenhals Mid.

The original device looks 
like a Mddle, whik the 
Tempe creation looks like 
the torso of a bull. Neither 
device has any legs or head, 
but both give powerful 
bucks.

The suit was filed Friday 
in U.S. District Court by 
Gilley’s E^nterprisea, and Joe 
D. Turner, a Corrales, N.M., 
resident who Mid he in­
vented the mechanical bull 
in 1974 and received the only 
federal patent for the 
“rodeo-training device” in 
December 1976.

Gilley’s Enterprises owns- 
(Riley’s Gub, a PaMdena 
nightclub that was the 
location (or the shooting of 
Urban Cowboy, the pop 
culture love story that 
fMtured a bucking contest.

The only company 
autborixed to sell the 
patented bull is Gilley’s 
Enterprises, Mid the suit.

The plaintiffs ask for a 
court order stopping any 
further manufacture of the 
Tempe bull and for 
monetary damages.

Wagenhals Mid be does 
not bdieve there is an in­
fringement on any patent.

“We took a long look at 
that patent,” he Mid. "We’re 
not going to do anything to 
jeopardise our company. We 
had our attorneys look at it 
and we felt we could

awarded by the Colorado 
River Municipal Water 
Diatrict as part at a program 
to increase water delivery 
potential to the western end 
of the system in 1981.

T te  bid of (^ in  Electric 
Company at Big Spring lo r a 
three-phase transform er 
was accepted in the amount 
at $26,127, as was a proposal 
by Water Industries, Inc. of 
l iereford for drilling two 
additional water wells in the 
Ward County field for 
989,080

The transform ers will 
enabk motors to handk 
larger pump impellers that 
will add 5,000,000 gallons at 
water a day to the present 
30,000,000 pipe ine capacity 
west from Big Spring- There 
are 36-in. and 27 in. parallel 
lines from Big Spring 
through McWhorter station 
to the Martin County central 
station.

From that point there is a 
30-lb. line to Midland and 33- 
in. and 27-in. lines to OdesM, 
with valve connecticoa to 
divert water to Midland, if 
needed. The two wells in 
Ward County will bring that 
field back up to its 23,000,000 
pipeline capacity to OdeaM.

Two indicted in CETA case
SAN FRANCISeX) (AP) -  

A man from San Jose and an 
El Paso, Texas, man have 
been indicted by a federal 
grand jtB7  on charges of 
fraud and coverup in con­
nection with money 
allegedly paid an Arizona 
training group.

The two, Alejandro L. 
Delgado, 32, of San Jose and 
Robert A. Cuellar, 41, of El 
Paso, were charged with 
lying to the Santa Clara 
Valley E)mployment and 
Training Board about the use 
of C o m p r e h e n s i v e

Employment and Training 
Act, or CETA, funds.

Delgado is executive 
director of SER-Jobs for 
Progress of San Jose and 
CXieller is a former official of 
Progressive Enterprisng 
Group of Phoenix, Ariz.

T he i n d i c t m e n t s  
allege that Delgado 
m i s r e p r e s e n t e d  s o m e  
documents about a $2,485 
payment by SER to 
Progressive and that later 
both lied about the 
documents and tried  to 
coverup the action.

The money was sup­
posedly to pay for a seminar 
Progressive sponsored. It 
was not known whether the 
money actually reached 
Progressive or whether the 
1976 seminar was indeed 
held.

Cuellar now heads 
Anahuac Inc. and Adcom 
Associates. Neither he nor 
Delgado could be reached for 
comment.

Each count car r ies  a 
maximum penalty of five 
years in prison and a $10,000 
fine.
