Shouting “ we want money,”  500 welfare 
mothers in Washington, D. C., stormed 
their way into the welfare headquarters in 
the nation’ s capital in June, smashing a 
heavy glass door and breaWng windows. 
These arrogant, lawless recipients of public 
charity also tossed rocks and scuffled with 
police.

It was an outrageous scene, but one 
that may help the taxpaying public under­
stand that today reliefers, when they hold 
out their hands, may have a rock to throw. 
The hand-out crowd has gotten to the point 
where it uses the methods of a stick-up 
artist.

This mob scene in the District of Col­
umbia wasn’ t a spontaneous affair. That 
should be clearly understood. The Wash­
ington Post reported that demonstrators 
arrived in “ charter”  buses hired by ± e  
National Welfare Rights Organization. The 
welfare protesters moved to an assembly 
point before hurling rocks and a chair to 
shatter windows in the welfare office.

The mob of welfare mothers said that 
they wanted money to buy furniture. Ear­
lier, members of the Washington chapter of 
the NWRO had been visiting welfare offices, 
insisting on checks with which to buy fur­
niture.

Once upon a time, a relief recipient 
was thankful of public assistance for food. 
Nowadays, welfare militants think they have 
a right to demand anything they want. In 
fact, the U. S. Supreme Court has encour­
aged them in the belief that welfare is a 
right, not a generous deed on the part of 
the community, state or federal govern­
ment.

Welfare recipients have become priv­
ileged characters in many communities. 
Again, the federal courts can be held re­
sponsible, to a large degree. Earlier this 
year, the U. S. Court of Appeals in Wash­
ington ruled in favor of the very organ­
ization whose members were involved in 
the mob scene at the District of Columbia 
Welfare office.

Judge J. Skelly Wright, one of the ex­
treme liberal members of the Court of

Appeals, signed a ruling that declared wel­
fare recipients have a right to take part in 
hearings held by the Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare to determine whether 
states are meeting federal payment stan­
dards.

In the past, HEW policy has been one of 
dealing exclusively with the states in its 
compliance hearings. This policy was suc­
cessfully challenged by the National Welfare 
Rights Organization, which sought to pre­
sent evidence and witnesses and to cross - 
examine the witnesses put on by the states.

Judge Wright, in his ruling, said that 
welfare recipients “ may serve the public 
interest in the maintenance of an efficient 
state-federal cooperative welfare system.”  
Frankly, we don’ t believe sensible citizens 
will agree that the rock-throwing welfare 
mothers, shouting “ we want money,”  serve 
the public interest in any way whatsoever.

The very existence of a National Wel­
fare Rights Organization is cause for in­
dignation on the part of taxpayers. “ Wel­
fare rights”  are an absurd and outrageous 
notion. To say that an individual has a “ right”  
to welfare is to say also that other individuals 
have a duty to provide welfare funds for non­
workers. K working citizens are placed under 
an obligation to feed and house indolent 
persons, then the form er are in a condition 
of involuntary servitude.

The cry in Washington for free furniture 
must rub raw the feelings of citizens who 
save their money or make time payments 
for furniture for their homes. Why should 
one family be given furniture on a charity 
basis when other families have to scrimp 
in order to outfit their homes ? The answer, 
of course, is that responsible citizens should 
not have to aid those vrtio want to freeload 
at taxpayer expense.

The nation, however, undoubtedly will 
continue to witness welfare melees, such as 
took place in Washington this summer, until 
the working majority of citizens demands 
and obtains an end to the giveaway system 
and giveaway i^ilosophy. The arrogant cry 
of “ we want money,”  voiced by non-workers, 
must be silenced by taxpayer protests.

English Pound Cake.

1 2 /3  c. sugar 
1/2 lb. butter 
5 eggs
2 c. flour
1 tsp. vanilla or lemon extract

Cream sugar and butter until 
creamy. Beat eggs into mixture 
and beat thoroughly after each 
egg addition. Add flour in three 
equal parts. Add extract. Bake 
in loaf pan or angel food cake 
pan at 325 degrees for 35 min­
utes.

Mrs. David Willis, \rfio 
stated that her special hobby 
was playing bridge, gave three 
recipes, one for Rice and Broc­
coli, one for Spaghetti and Chi­
cken, and this Hot Chicken Sal­
ad recipe.
3 c. cooked chicken 
1/2 c. chopped almonds 
1 tsp. lemon juice 
Dash of pepper
1 c. mayonnaise
1 1/2 c. grated Cheddar Cheese 
1 1/2 c. crushed potato chips 
11/2 c. diced celery 
1 small onion, diced

Combine chicken, celery, 
onion, lemon juice, and pepper 
in a mixing bowl. Add mayo­
nnaise and toss. Divide into 
individual casseroles or into 
one medium-size casserole 
dish. Sprinkle the top gener­
ously with grated cheese and 
finish with potato chips. Bake 
in preheated oven 375 degrees 
for 25 minutes.
