DeHoyos Sues Marley Over
Prec. 1 Election Resulis

A suit was filed in 112th
District Court here Monday
by Luis M. Segura, San
Antonio attorney,on behalf of
Sostenes DeHoyos against
Jesse Marley contesting the
results of the Special Run-off
Election held January 7, for
Crockett County Commis-
sioner, Precinct 1.

The petition claims that of
the 743 votes cast, 348 were
counted for DeHoyos and 380
for Marley, 14 votes chal-
lenged and not counted, 2
votes signed on back and
declared mutilated, and 1
vote was blank. In the suit,
DeHoyos claims that the
votes challenged were cast
for him and that not counting
the votes was illegal, the two
mutilated ballots were for
him and should have been
counted for him, and the
blank ballot was also intend-
ed for him.

He also claims that there
were a great many votes cast
by electors who were non-
residents of Precinct 1, and
unqualified to vote. Also,
‘‘said illegal votes would and
do change the results of said
election.”’

The document as filed
asked that the cause be set
by the court and given prece-
dence over all other causes
as provided by law.

That the election be de-
clared void and a new Spec-
ial Run-off Election be or-
dered, or that the election
boxes, both absentee and
regular, be re-opened and all
ballots recounted and the
correct return made, and that
all voted illegally cast, as
described earlier, be sub-
tracted from Marley’s total
votes.

The suit also asks the court
to declare Sostenes DeHoyos
entitled to the office and the
winner of the election, also
that he recover his costs and
that he have such other and
further relief ‘‘at law or in
equity to which he is justly
entitled.”

Attached to the original
petition and marked Exhibit
““A” is a list of 63 persons

who DeHoyos claims are not
qualified residents of Pre-
cinct 1, and asked that their
votes be thrown out. The list
contains names of persons
who did not vote in the
election as well as incorrect
names and mis-spelled
names. The following list
appears as Exhibit ““A’’ ex-
actly as filed.

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THE ENERGY PROGRAM:
PROMISES, PROMISES

The Administration’s controversial energy program,
now snaking its way through Congress, promises much, but
delivers very little in the way of guaranteeing the American
people the fuel they need to heat and light their homes, cook
their food, and run their factories.

In fact, the program, as it has emerged from the House,
offers just the opposite according to a study by The Heritage
Foundation — higher prices, shortages of both oil and
natural gas, and a guaranteed half-a-trillion dollar trade
deficit over the next eight years.

The bottom line is that the energy program guarantees
only one thing — a greater than ever dependence on foreign
oil, increasing’ 'America’s vulnerability to Arab blackmail,
and threatening out'ties with our only true Mideast ally,
Israel. It’s a high price to pay.

Much of the measure consists of tax programs intended
to either encourage or discourage some sort of activity in the
energy area. While the Administration has repeatedly
emphasized that the taxes will be rebated, the fact is that in
many instances they will not be returned.

The majority of the tax revenues under the Carter plan
will wind up in the federal coffers and quite possibly
eventually be used for social programs. For example, while
the Administration claims thai all of its crude oil tax will be
rebated, in fact only 75 percent will be, leaving $24 billion
out of $96 billion to be eaten up by administrative and
similar costs.

Other costs associated with the Carter energy program
are more difficult to identify than taxes. For instance, as we
depend on increasing amounts of imported oil, we not only
pay higher taxes, but become more vulnerable to economic
dislocation as well. One thing is certain: the energy bill in
its current form is going to significantly raise costs to the
public and at the same time, tend to create severe
disincentives for the exploration and development of
additional oil and gas reserves. As a result, we will have to
import $553 billion worth of foreign oil between 1978 and
1985. In fact, Heritage energy expert Milt Copulos
estimates that by 1985 nearly 70 percent of our oil will have
to come from foreign sources.

This is really the one aspect of the Carter energy
program which has received relatively little attention. While
there are some OPEC members who take a more moderate
view of price increases, many of them are pushing quite
hard for significant escalations in the cost of crude. While
the actual amount of the increases is obviously open to
debate, there can be little doubt that they will be significant.
One must remember that the initial increase voted by OPEC
was nearly 400 percent. There is no reason to believe that
the members of OPEC will be content to merely keep pace
with inflation. For the purposes of the Heritage estimate, it
has been assumed that OPEC increases will average only 3
percent annually. This, of course, is far less than the
increases have been historically; however, even at this
figure they come to a substantial amount. Based on an
assumed 3 percent annual increase in the real price of oil,
the cost of imports for the period between 1978 and 1985
will be fully $553.4 billion. This amounts to over $988.00
per year for every family in the United States.

Think about it the next time you pay one of your utility
bills. Higher utility costs is one promise the Carter
Administration is going to keep.
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AUSTIN—Movements are
underway on several fronts
to improve the state’s income
on billions of dollars in pub-
lic funds it invests at interest.

The remain-
ing 11.7 per cent is in de-
mand accounts to pay out-
standing bills.

If all outstanding state
warrants came due at once,
the Treasury . Department
would ‘be $113 million short
of having enough cash to
pay up immediately, the leg-
islative committee was told.
However, chances of an im-
mediate demand on all out-
standing warrants is remote.

The issue boils down to
just how much ready cash
the state should keep in non-
interest-bearing accounts.
Rep. Frank Hartung of
Houston maintains studies
show states can operate with
only one to five per cent of
their funds in ‘“demand”
(non-interest) accounts. But
others feel that is cutting it
a little too thin.

Other proposals for im-
proved money management
include consolidation of state
funds held by agencies out-
side the treasury for invest-
ment purposes and pooling
of local government funds
under an investment expert’s

guidance. The latter appar-
ently will prove too contro-
versial for the study commit-
1E€,

“m not going to have
anything to do with telling a
county how to run its busi-
ness,” said Rep. Bill Heatly
of Paducah, a committee
member.

AG Opinions

A law giving persons a
right to espunge their arrest
records does not conflict
with the right of local public
entities to destroy police rec-
ords pursuant to the same
authority by which they are
maintained, Atty.

A: When you figure your
credit, you may include pay-
ments you make to relatives
who are not your depen-
dents for the tax year, even
if they are members of your
household, provided the ser-
vices of the relatives qualify
as employment subject to
social security tax. If your
sister is listed as one of your
dependents, then you cannot
claim a credit for the child
care. To otherwise qualify
for the credit you must be
gainfully employed or ac-
tively searching for a job
during the year, your expen-
ditures must have been
necessary for you to keep
your job and you must have
a qualified individual, such
as your child.

If my father dies
without a 'will, would my
stepmother and her children
be entitled to the house and
the farm land he and my
mother bought before her
death, or would it all pass to
my sister and me?

A: A couple’s land and
other real estate purchases
which are community prop-
erty are divided, when the
wife dies without a will, so
that their children share
one-half and the other half
becomes the husband’s sepa-
rate property if he remar-
ries. This separate proper-
ty, if the husband dies with-
out a will, is divided so that
his children receive two-
thirds and the remaining
one-third passes first to the
widow during her lifetime
and then to his children upon
her death.

Q: When my husband
died, our house became my
homestead, although I'm not
living in it at the present
time. Now that his daughter
by a previous marriage has
reached the age of 18, can
she make me sell the house
in order to get cash for her
share of the house?

A: So long as a widow’s
right to a homestead has not
been abandoned by the
widow, she cannot be forced
to sell it to accomplish a
division of the property for
the benefit of a step-child.
The widow’s right to the
homestead allows her to use
it during her lifetime with
the remainder passing after
her death to the late hus-
band’s children or their de-

scendants.

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February usually begins to
come alive with daffodils, but
since so much cold weather,
they may show their faces
later this year. Consider this
month in transition between
seasons, and don’t attempt
to plant seeds of warm-
season flowers and vegeta-
bles too early. If you are
anxious to get a start on the
vegetable garden, you may
want to start beets, brussels
sprouts, onion sets, lettuce,
cabbage, Swiss chard, col-
card, kale, kohlrabi, parsley,
English peas, radishes, spin-
ach and turnips. For flow-
ers, enjoy the plants that do
thrive in cool weather, such
as pansies, violas and calen-
dulas.

February is also mainte-
nance-pruning month. Try to
finish dormant pruning be-
fore new growth begins.

Begin spray program by
obtaining spray guides for
fruit and nut trees from your
County Agent. Also, aphids
begin to show up on orna-
mental. Control with appro-
priate insecticides.

Cream of the Crop All-
American Selections for
1978- ‘

Though zinnias do best
when you wait until warm
weather, you may want to
order or buy seed early. Four
latest on the list are ‘Red
Sun’, 12 inches-‘Peter Pan
Cream’, 6 inches-‘Cherry
Ruffels’ and Yellow Ruffels’,
10 inches. Give full sun in
prepared soil, draw a furrow
an inch deep, scatter seeds
thinly (2 inches apart) and
cover with an eighth of an
inch of soil lightly patted
down. When plants come up,
thin for proper spacing, de-
pending on size of the var-
iety.

Dianthus, ‘Snowfire’,
white with red center. These
are usually started indoors in
flats where extra care can be
given. Sow two months
ahead of usual last frost date.
-March 20, sometimes later.
Use sterile commercial seed
starting mix, unless 'you mix
your own, and cover seed
lightly. Give full light after
seedlings come up. Grow to
four-leaf stage, then trans-
plant to larger space or pots.
After weather settles, trans-
plant to sunny garden in full
sun or light shade. Space 6-8
inches apart. Keep old seed
heads cut off to promote new
bloom.

Gladiolus-new varieties
are ‘Red Freckles’, red-
white; ‘Night Owl’, dark
purple; ‘El Toro’, solid hot
scarlet; ‘Little Sweetheart’, a

miniature type with willow-
ing stems gracefully sup-
porting shapely rose-red
cupped florets. Plant glads in
two week intervals to enjoy
them for a longer period.

Members of the Mohair
Council of America meeting
in San Angelo on Jan. 19
voted to expend $190,000
during fiscal year 1978-79 to
promote their product, pass-
ed a'by-law change realign-
ing the organization’s dis-
tricts, and elected a number
of new directors to serve
during the coming year.

Ozona ranchman Bob
Childress is the Council’s
new president succeeding
Sid Harkins of Sanderson.
Other officers elected during
the annual session are Her-
man L. Moore of Brown-
wood, vice president, and
Robert L. Pfluger of San
Angelo, secretary-treasurer.

The Council meeting was
the first conducted since the
organization had curtailed its
New York operations and
reduced its staff. According
to Harkins, general opera-
tions expenditures have been
cut approximately S0 per
cent but funds for promotion
and advertising remain about
the same as those expendi-
tures made in 1976-77.

The by-law change approv-
ed by the membership was
recommended by the Coun-
cil’s directors and Execu-
tive Committee in order to
bring the Council’s districts
more in line with the current
production area. Under the
change the Council’s prev-

ious 21 districts set up orig-
inally in 1966 have been
reduced to 10 districts with
one director allowed for each
$3,000 or more collected by
the Texas Mohair Producers
Board during a calendar
year.

Growers continued to hear
optimistic reports from the
marketplace. The Council’s
new executive director, Fred
Campbell, reported demand
still high for the fiber with
strong prices expected for
Spring, 1978.

In other action, the Coun-
cil passed a special resolu-
tion honoring the late V.Z.
Cornelius of Goldthwaite,
who was one of the Coun-
cil’s founders, and gave ap-
preciation awards to two
employes, Mary L. Hagel-
stein and Ross McSwain,
who will be leaving the
Council staff this month.

Directors elected from the
Ozona area include Bob Chil-
dress and Jeffrey Sutton.

West Texas Blood Service,
your community blood
center must draw over S0
units of blood each day to
meet the current needs of
patients in West Texas hos-
pitals. In order to do this, it
takes a concentrated effort
on the part of the people of
Blood Service, but it also
takes the people of the
communities served to be the
source of this life saving
fluid. Blood cannot be manu-
factured, it must come from
healthy human donors and
must be available 24 hours a
day, 7 days a week.

A Community Blood Pro-
gram, such as the one serv-
ing this area, is the link
between the total volunteer
donor and the patient who
requires transfusion therapy.
The voluntary donor is a vital
asset to his or her commun-
ity. By performing this hu-
manitarian act of donating
blood, they help assure that
blood will be available when
it is needed.

West Texas Blood Service
is dedicated to providing
blood and blood components
to the hospitals with mini-
mum delay; and at the most
economical cost in sufficient
quantities to meet the pa-
tient’s needs. However,
without the donor there is no
blood available. Currently,
the supplies are very low. An
enlarged mobile team allows
West Texas Blood Service to
go to more locations and
thereby give more persons
the opportunity to donate
blood. These bloodmobiles
are scheduled at various in-
dustries through the cooper-
ation of employers, emplo-
yees and their companies.
High school, college and
community wide bloodmo-
biles are also held with
increasing regularity
throughout West Texas.

Due in part to advanced
medical technology, increas-
ed quantities of blood are
being used. Generally, in a
heart by-pass operation the
doctor requires six units of
blood be cross-matched to
the patient before surgery is
begun. Because of this in-
creased usage, an ever in-
creasing number of donors
must be found. Over one-half
million people rely on West
Texas Blood Service to pro-
vide blood if and when they
should need it. In reality, the
only way of meeting this
need is by healthy individ-
uals taking 30 minutes to
give the ‘“‘Gift of Life.”’

Forty hospitals, including
the Crockett County, in 25

West Texas counties make
up the service area of West
Texas Blood Service. The
patients in these hospitals
require approximately 1200
units of blood or blood com-
ponents every month. If each
county in our service area
would donate their fair
share, there would be no
problem in meeting these
blood needs. In figuring your
county’s blood usage, the
draw should run about 150
units a year.

““We feel sure that if the
facts are known by the peo-

‘ple, many more persons from

this area would donate,”
says Ray Perkins, director of
Donor Development for West
Texas Blood Service. *‘I feel
confident that the citizens of
Crockett County want to be
self-sufficient in providing
the blood used by their
neighbors. What better way
can we demonstrate our con-
cern for our fellow man than
by giving the ‘‘Gift of Life?”’

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The Scientists Tell Me ...

Bacteria Can Convert Wastes
Into Hydrogen for Power

Photosynthetic  bacteria,
converting wastes into fuel,
may be one answer to this
Nation’s growing depen-
dence on increasingly expen-
sive oil.

Solar power is one alter-
native that scientists are
especially interested in be-
cause it’s abundant, free,
non-polluting, and inexhaus-
tible.

Dozens of ways are being
tested to utilize solar power
and many of them are at
present too expensive for
use. But one way, photosyn-
thesis, has been used to trap
the sun’s power for as long

as there have been light and
plants.

Photosynthesis is the pro-
cess whereby plants grow
using light from the sun and
nutrients from the air and
soil solution. Scientists are
researching ways to encour-
age plants to reach maxi-
mum production and serve as
a renewable fuel source.

One disadvantage, of
course, is that ‘‘fuel’”’ farms
would be competing for re-
sources with ‘‘food’’ farms.

A scientist with the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion is working to convert
agricultural wastes into hy-
drogen by use of ‘‘anaero-
bic photosynthetic bacteria.’’

‘“These bacteria are not
subject to the oxygen limita-

tions of many photosynthe-
tic systems,”’ explains Dr.
C.R. Benedict of the Depart-
ment of Plant Sciences at
Texas A&M University.

‘“‘Such bacteria, in the
presence of sunlight, can ef-
ficiently convert organic
wastes into hydrogen and
carbon dioxide. In addition,
the bacteria could be har-
vested as a protein source for
livestock feed.

‘‘Cotton gin trash, unus-
able as livestock feed, can
serve as food for these bac-
teria while they produce hy-
drogen for fuel. And the
residue, when exhausted for
food for the bacteria, can
then be burned to produced
additional electricity.

““Our laboratory results
show that hydrogen produc-
tion on cotton-gin trash with
these photosynthetic bacteria
is equal or superior to other
biological systems.

‘‘However, before the con-
verter prototype is adapted
to a larger-scale plant model,
we plan to do additional
research in a number of
areas. Current studies on the
cost analysis and energy
balance of the laboratory
hydrogen converter will be
used in the design of a large
scale model for industrial
use,”” Benedict concluded.

Texas is expected to pro-
duce about 5 million bales of
cotton in the 1977 season and
the gin trash from such a
crop will accumulate at gins
in large quantities. In addi-
tion to quantity, gin trash has
other favorable attributes as
an energy source: it’s cheap,
present uses are economical-
ly marginal, and this new
process would help our ener-
gy situation by converting a
low-value resource into high-
value energy.

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Poor Nutrition For Angora
Does Can Cause Kid Loss

Predators, adverse wea-
ther conditions, and disease
all take their toll on young
Angora kids, but poor nutri-
tion of the Angora doe can
also be responsible for un-
necessary death losses in the
kid crop. Poor nutrition of the
doe can also lead to abor-
tion during late pregnancy.
Research data clearly indi-
cates the 85% of the fetal
weight increase occurs dur-
ing the last eight weeks of
pregnancy. Further, the data
indicates that development
of the fetus will continue
regardless of outside condi-
tions until about 130 days;
but it is after this point that
severe restrictions in the rate
of fetal development can be
caused by lack of adequate
nutrition for the doe. With
this research data in mind
and with the recognition of
our present range conditions,
it is imperative that we feed
out Angora does now if we
are going to produce strong,
vigorous kids at birth and
give our Angora goat indus-
try the opportunity to main-
tain its strong position.

Most Angora goat produc-
ers shear their goats some-
time prior to kidding. A
pregnancy determination at
this shearing would be most
helpful in effectively feeding
the goat flock. The new preg-
nancy detection instruments
have the ability to help us in
this respect; and if preg-
nancy determinations can be
made, producers can concen-
trate their feeding effort on
the pregnant does during the
last 5-7 weeks of pregnan-
cy. Feeding goats now not
only helps fetal development
but also helps grow addition-
al quantities of mohair.
Feeding also helps develop
small, young does and pro-
vides an opportunity for old
does which have fallen be-
hind during the grazing per-
iod to catch up and be ready
to drop a healthy, . vigor-
ous kid. It is also during this
last month of pregnancy that
a pregnant female gets ready
to produce milk. I will readily
grant that the nutritional
requirements for an Angora
doe are higher during lacta-
tion than at any other period
of time throughout the year,
but unless the doe has had
adequate nutrition during
the last stages of pregnan-

cy, her chances of a live,
healthy kid are slim and the
need for increased nutrition
for lactation will not be nec-
essary.

Shelled corn has been used
by many as a supplemental
goat feed; but shelled corn,
in fact, may be one of our
poorest feed choices for An-
gora does in late stages of
pregnancy. Research data
indicates that protein intake
by does during the last eight
weeks of pregnancy has a
marked effect on birthweight
of their kids. Does consum-
ing only .1S of a pound of
protein a day will produce
kids with birthweights ar-
ound five pounds, while does
consuming .25-.30 of a pound
of protein will produce kids
weighing between six and
seven pounds at birth. Re-
search at the Sonora Exper-
iment Station indicates that
feeding cottonseed cake was
the most economical supple-
ment for developing Angora
kids from November through
April. A level of ¥2 pound of
cottonseed cake per head per
day gave by far the best
results as compared to the
other feeds used in their
study for kid development.
Pregnant Angora does will
also respond to cottonseed
cake at a similar rate of
feeding. Shelled corn pro-
vides a high level of ener-
gy, but does not contain as
much protein as other ener-
gy feeds such as grain sorg-
hum. Many producers are
finding that their whole cot-
tonseed is providing an ex-
cellent source of protein and
energy for their pregnant
goats this winter. Pregnant
does which have limited sup-
ply of forage may also need
to be supplemented with
some type of hay. One pound
of alfalfa hay will provide
roughly .15 pound of protein
a day. This is roughly one
half of the protein require-
ment of a doe in late preg-
nancy or less than one half of
the requirement of a doe in
lactation.

Producer feed resources
vary, and labor and equip-
ment available for feeding
also varies. Each feeding
system will vary, but produ-
cers must work hard and dil-
igently to make sure that
each doe receives herpropor-

tionate share of the alloca-
ted feed resources. Hand
feeding in troughs may give
excellent results, but the

labor requirements for this
type of feeding system may
dictate the use of an alter-
nate method. Salt limiting
feeds have been used with
success in self-feeding oper-
ations.

Fred Campbell, new Ex-
ecutive Officer of the Mohair
Council of America, indicates
that the Angora goat indus-
try desperately needs back-
to-back 50% kid crops to help
maintain Angora goat num-
bers and the position of the
Angora goat industry. It
seems to me that producers
must properly feed their
goats if this goal is to be

accomplished. The recent
cold weather and the lack of
green forage nearly dictates
that most producers will have
the opportunity of feeding
their goats to produce a
greater number of healthy,
vigorous kids this spring.
