Dallas Hospital

residents of Rotan, died in Baylor 
Hospital in Dallas Saturday morn­
ing after a short illness.

He came to Rotan with his par­
ents, Mr. and. Mrs. E. R. Day in 
1907 immediately after town lots 
were put on sale in Rotan. His 
father and two uncles, John iDay 
and Jim Day estahlished the Day 
Bros. Hardware store here and 
built a large brick business house 
which they continued to bperate 
for many years.

Mr. Day was a tax consultant after 
the hardware firm dissolved where 
he had been associated with his 
father and uncles.

Rep. Carriker Advises 
On ‘Paidc’ Stories

State Represnetative Max Carri- 
ker home from Austin for the wieek- 
end, said that he was concerned ov­
er the ‘panic’ stories appearing in 
newspapers in riecent days.

“ Some of the stories 'appearing in 
daily newspapers in recent days 
would tend to indicate that if a tax 
bill is not passed'' by thie legislature 
within a few days, our schools will 
not be able to open, old age pension­
ers will not receive tlheir checks, 
state employees will go unpaid, and 
highways will crumble in disrepair” 
Carriker stated.

He added that he feared the stor­
ies were basted on statements hastily 
made by individuals who might not 
have given enough thought to the 
end rseults of such statements.

Ought To Be A Law!” How often 
have wte' hetird this. In some in­
stances it would be entirely appro­
priate to say there should' nofe-̂ J)#: 
a  law.

That is about the situation con­
nected' with efforts to produce 
•somei sort of a I'tbor reform bill in 
tihfe Congress. The so-called Ken- 
xiedy-Eryin 'Bill recently passed by 
the United States Senate by a vote<: 
o f  90 to 1 seemingly pleases no one. 
On the other band, at the time o f 
pasiSag'e (tjhie' ohly» real oppbsi^pn was 
to' t^e^'^sb-calledMcClellan r®ill of 
nights.”  ,"

’ Since the’ bill is now in thp House 
o f Representatives, it is ppjioeed by 
the U- S. Chamber *̂ o f ":iQ||nmerce, 
the INational Association of Manu­
facturers and the large labor un­
ions. This all 'makes for very 
strange bedfellows. Of course, 

they oppose it for different rea­
sons. The National Association of 
Manufacturers and the U. S. Oham- 
T>er o f Commerce say the Bill is 
too weak. Many labor union lead­
ers say it is too strong. All of 
them say they a'f'® opposed to cor­
ruption, but supposedly everyone is 
also against crime and sin, unless 
It is Jimmy Hoffa. Just being 
against corruption idoes not require 
much courage, nor does it say in 
specifics what is being opposed or 
advocated.

Comparatively few people have j 
had occasion to read tbei 'Kennedy- 
Ervin Bill or the several bills pend­
ing in the House of 'Representa­
tives proposed as substitutes for 
the Senate measure.

Sweeping generalities made fô  ̂
the purpose of 'arousing the emo­
tions among various segments of 
the population is not something on 
which legislation can be based. 
liCgislation must deal with the ex­
act and technical language which 
is to becomei law. Rlatitudes are 
mot that kind of language.

Unless one looks at the situation 
realistically and from the stand-j 
point o f enacting a good law, hej 
will reach conclusions only on whatt j 
he hears and what he reads. If 
what one' hears and what he reads 
i f  from only one source 'thd based 
only on the proposition “ there 
ought to he a law,” the opinion 
may be based on emotion.

For practical reasons legislation 
is usually a matter of conrpromise  ̂
to attain the possible.

The need for labor reform legis­
lation is clear and indisputable. On 
this point most can agree, but ex­
actly what is needed and the meth­
od of attbining it is a matter of 
law is something else. To burn 
down the barn to get rid o f  the 
Trats has proved not to be the best 
method of rodent control.

Any labor bill should allow tbe( 
Tank and file union member to' 
woite secretely by ballot for his o f-, 
ficers. The member of the union 
should know for what his union 
ifunds 4ire being spent and have 
some control over them. He 
should he afforded his individual 
freedom from within his organiza­
tion and protected against racket- 
eetrinig and unscrupulous leaders.

It should not be to break and dê  
sfcroy honest unions. Botihi man­
agement and labor should have pro- 
teotion under the law from hood­
lums and their criminal actions.
It follows, of course, that the gen­
eral public would be protected.

“ There ought to be a law” —  
strong e^icugh to get the job done; 
realistic enough to be enforced; 
and fair enough' to both manage-1 
ment and the unions to be re­
spected.

It is too much to expect that ’̂he 
Congress can enact labor legisla­
tion wh'olly acceptable to labor and 
wholly acceptable to management. 
Human nature being what it is, 

'this could hardly he expected. If 
'everyone is to be pleased there will 
be no laihor bill. If the public is 
to be protected from those who act 
bigger than the Crovemment itself, 
then reform legislation is of vital 
necessity.

Korean W ar V ets , 
Urged T o  Start School 
Plans Early A s Possible

“ Apply now. Don’t get caught 
in the rush.”

This is the advice; that th'e Vet­
erans Administration gave ifcodaĵ  
to all Korea veterans planning to 
start school in the fall under the 
iKerean GI Bill.

By applying now, a veteran can 
beat the rush and oan eliminate any 
chance of a delay at the last min­
ute, VA said. To help veterans get 
started, 5VA issued this check list, j

1. Since thet law allows a veteran 
to change hig GI course only once, ' 
he shouW give plenty of thought, 
in advance, to his goal.

2. If he is undecided about what 
>to train for, he may ask for VA 
vocational coun-seling.

3. He should he sure that his 
course lias been Gl-approved by the 
state in which the school is located.

4. He should make all arrange­
ments for gaining admission to his 
school heforiei he even files his ap­
plication with VA.

5. The GI training application 
should he completely filled out andf 
signed. The veteran should send 
it, lalong with a photostat or certi­
fied copy o f his seperation; paper, 
to the VA regional office.

6. A veteran with dependents
should have the necessary proof o f 
dependency. i

7. A veteran should 'take along 
enough money of his own to tide 
him over the first two months o f 
training. It tafcesi about that long, 
ordinarily, for his first monthly GI 
check to reach him.
