Workers Ousted
From Control 0f
Mexican Railway

MEXICO CITY, March 24—(®)
Ormacking down with a speed and se-
verity which took even senators by
surprise, President Avila Camacho
has ousted the unions from the last
vestiges of their control of the gov-
ernment-owned railroad system.

The most surprising feature of the
step to untangle the rail network
was an order for the general man-
ager of the system to set aside any
union eontract provisions which “slow
up, impede or impair” operation.

This was as unexpected here as
‘would be New Deal repeal of the
Wagner act.

President Cardenas, predecessor of
Avila Camacho, turned the railroads
over to workers to manage. Union
heads appointed the board of di-
rectors, which appointed the gen-
eral manager. -

This experiment did not decrease
bickering between employes and the
bosses, and did bring on a string of
wrecks which killed more than 50
passengers in the first year of work-
er ration

0‘:1‘:0! Avila Camacho’s first acts
was to resume government opera-
tion of the Mexican system. The
U. B. came to the rescue, sending a
technical commission to advise on
rehabilitation and offering almost
uniimited credits, of which $4,000,-

* 000 has been. used.

This helped, but did not solve the
ot l:mrimnsger ordered mechanics
from Mexico City roundhouses to
go to Acambaro to repair locomo-
tives. They refused, citing a clause
forbidding employes to be sent more
than 35 miles away.

The management ordered two
shifts installed at Acambaro and
the employes refused. They didn't
want to work overtime and under
their contract extra help could not
be hired. .

What was apparently the last
straw was an inter-union fight which
the president solved }gmporanly by
naming a compromise executive
committee of the union. The train-
men and beilermakers, however, ob-
;ected to the compromise, withdrew
rom the union, and then struck
because their union dues were still
being deducted from salaries. After
three daily three-hour strikes, the
president acted.

The board of directors of the
railways was abolished and a nine-
man advisory board substituted. La-
bor has two members on this, but
commerce also has two. The man-
ager was given full power to hire
without regard for union member-
ship, and to discipline workers.

Miss Berry sat erect in the wit-
ness chair, her hands tightly clasp-
od in her lap. Once or twice she
appeared on the verge of an emo-
tional break. as when Prosecutor
Charles H. Carr asked her bluntly:

“Did you have sexual intercourse
with the defendant during July and
August?” (1941)

“Yes,"” she responded, looking down
at her folded hands. Under ques-
*foning by Carr she said that during
the summer of 1941 she saw Chap-
lin “oh, very often, probably five
r six times a week,” paostly at his
Beverly Hills home.

Giesler, in cross-examination,
brought from Miss Berry the state-
ment that she had met the film
comedian in May, 1941, after she
had returned from Mexico City with
a letter of introduction from A. C.
Blumenthal.

She testified she was intimate

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FDR Asks Neutrals to Aid
Refugees from Our Enemies

Freedom For
Philippines
Reaffirmed

WASHINGTON, March 24—(A")—
President Roosevelt, reaffirming the
intention of America to aid the es-
cape of refugees marked for death
by the enemy, proposed in a state-
ment today that the free peoples of
Europe and Asia temporarily open
thir frontiers to victims of oppre-
sion,

The chief executive also told a
press-radio conference in a separate
statement that America would fulfill
its pledge for independence of the
Philippines.

He remarked to reporters that he
had quite a bit to offer today on
foreign policy, and he spoke in a sar-
castic vein of those who, he said,
had asserted that this country lack-
ed such a policy.

Reading the initial paragraph of
his statement on refugees, he said
it was a very good answer to some
people who are wandering around
asking bell-hops whether we have
a foreign policy. The paragraph said:

“The United Nations are fighting
to make a world in which tyranny
and aggression can not exist: a world
based upon freedoiu, equality and
justice: a world in which all persons
regardless of race, color or creed
may live in peace, honor and dif-
nity.”

Speaking a bit later of persons
threatensd with annihilation as
“Hitler's forces descend more hea-
vily upon these lands” in the Bal-
kans, the presigdent asserted that it
was “fitting that we should again
proclaim our determination that
none who particivate in these acts
of savagery shall go unpunished.”
That is more foreign policy, he com-
mented.

On the matter of the Philippine
Independence, the chief executive is-
sued .3 Yormal statement ackhows
ledging that today is the 10th an-
niversary of passage of the Tydings-
McDuffie act providing for Philip-
pine Independence. That measure
was A manifestation of a long exis-
tent American-Filipino friendship,
Mr. Roosevelt said.

“It is a source of deep gratifica-
tion to me,” he declared. “to be able
to sav to the brave people, who are
now bearing the yoke of Japanese
domination, that the return of free-
dom to their islands draws closer
with each Allied victory. The Phi-
lippine government temoporarily re-
siding here possesses all the attri-
butes of an independent nation. A-
merica will fulfill its pledge.”

Petain Afraid
To Kick Out
Pierre Laval

NEW YORK, March 24— P—Se
ereat is the contempt which
France’s Marshal ' Philip Petain
feels for Premier Laval that he re-
fuses to have any with
him except on official business.

It is an open secret in Vichy.

Petain does not attempt to con-
ceal from his friends that he tol-
erates Laval only because it is the
only means by which he can main-
tain the fiction of an independent
Vichy government,

Supporters of the marshal add
that he feels if he ousted Laval,
the Germans might force on him
someone worse—if possible.

Laval, less openly, uses the mar-
shal’s still substantial popularity
and reputation for honesty &s & .
cover for his collaborationist policies,
“Black Peter,” as Laval is known
in France, has shown by his actions
in Vichy that he knows that with-
out the protection of the marshal
it would take Nazi bayonets to keep
him in power.

The first clash between the two
key figures in France today came
during the days of secret negotia-
tions before Laval took office. He
tried to force the aged marshal to
name him his official successor.

Petain refused. He already had
kicked Laval out of the government
once before, in December, 1940. At
that time Laval was Petain’s .offi-
cial heir, designated to succeed Pe-
tain automatically.

The 2,900-vote margin by which
Dean Gillespie, Republican, was
elected Tuesday to represent Den-
ver in the lower house .of con-
gress may seem rather slim. But
his victory was far more impres-
sive than the figures indicate.
Tuesday was the first time, since
1930, that Denver elected a Re
publican congressman. And in the

ber, 1942, the late Congressman
Lawrence Lewis, Demecrat, beat
his Republican opponent by 8,000
votes, A swing from a Democratic
plurality of 8,000 to a Republican
plurality of 2900, in sixteen
months, is quite a political change
in this congressional district. Be-
fore Gillespie had a chance, he
had to overcome this Democratic
margin of 8000 votes. He not
only did that, but piled up a Re-
p;nblican margin of 2,900 on top
of it.

Running on an anti-bureaueratic
platform, Gillespie was elected in
a district which is a very, citadel
of bureaucracy. He was opposed
by the most powerful political or-
ganization in Denver— the city
hall machine, His victory was a
people’s victory. It was the result
of a spontaneous public uprising
against the Roosevelt new deal,
against bureaucratic dictatorship
and regimentation, against prof-
ligate bureaucratic waste of the
\'people’s tax dollars. By electing
Gillespie, the majority of the Den-
ver voters put themselves on rec-
ord as demanding’the restoration
and preservation of constifutional
government and an end to bureau-
cratic dictatorship.

Gillespie's election proved be-
yond any question that the anti-
new-deal trend which ‘brought a
Republican - ldndslide in Colorado
in the 1942 election is still grow-
ing. The office of congressman
from Denver was one of the ¢nly
two major offices the Democrats
saved in this state in 1942. And
Tuesday they lost that.

The full strength of anti-new
deal and anti-bureaucratic senti-
ment in Denver cannot be meas-
ured by Tuesday's election re-
turns. The strategy of Senator
Johnson (Dem.) - of Cblorado in
denouncing the new deal in more
bitter terms than ary Republican
used, and at the same time ipdors-
ing the candidacy of Major Wuer- -
tele, the Democratic nominee, on
the ground that he is not a new
dealer and is not responsible for
any part of the new deal, undoubt-
edly cost Gillespie many votes.

“As 1 see it,” Senator Johnson
declared, “the new deal has been
the worst fraud ever perpetrated
on the American people. 1
wouldn't walk across the street
to give aid or comfort to a rub-
ber-stamp new deal candidate for
congress. They come a dime a
dozen down here in Washington
and I have yet to see one worth
the salt in his bean soup.” John-
son’s insistence "that ‘the Derho-
crahc congressional candidate was
not. a. new dealer nor a bureau-
cratic supporter may very well
have influenced many Democrats
who are sick and tired of the new
deal and all its bureaucratic
works to vote a Democratic bal-
lot Tuesday.

The total vote cast in Tuesday’s
special election— approximately
80,000 out of a registration of
133,000 - was larger than had
been expected. It showed that
when a vital principle is at stake,
people will get out and vote. And
when they are tired enough of
being kicked around by bureau-
crats, they will go to the polls
and say so with their ballots:

indications, will this extra effort

be needed more than in food pro-
duction. So before we become too
immersed in post-war planning
and political speculation, let’s take
a serious look at the prospects.
There are two chief difficulties
among the predictable obstacles to
raising still another record crop in
. 1944. One is the scarcity. of labor.
The other, confusion regarding
future of price control and stabili-
zation.

Solution of the second difficulty
rests with Congress and the presi-
dent. ‘Their task is complicated by
the of time, and by the
hot political fight over the subsidy

Solution of the first problem
rests with women and youths and
men out of service. Last year wo-
men and boys and girls under 18
made up about 1,500,000 of the 3,-
500,000 supplementary workers. This
year the Department of Agticul-
ture estimates that this supple-
mentary force will have to be 4. |
000,000. It* has assigned to women
and ters the task of making
up the difference.

The implication in this is that
the remaining 2,000,000 of last
year's seasonal workers marked a
peak figure, and that we cannot
depend on getting more imported
labor, war prisoners and furloughed
soldiers to take up the slack.

It's a job for the ordinary civi-
lan, and the need may be even
greater than the Agriculture De-
partment’s estimate shows. For
since the estimate was issued, draft
deferments for farm workers have
been tightened, and the agriculture
labor force is now at a record low
—4 per cent below ‘the figure at
the same time last year.

There is every indication that
our annual food crop will have
fewer producers and more con-

sumers in 1944 than ever before.
The armed forces' needs cannot be
denied. An invasion of Europe will
necessitate heavy replacements, and
the liberation of half-starved Euro-

ns will present another outlet

'or our food supply.

The only solution seems to be
for more women and children to
continue the excellent job done last
year, for more businessmen within
reach of farms to give an after-
noon or full Gay whenever pos-
gible, for more vacationers to take
& holiday of agricultural work.

All this and Victory Gardens too
can turn the trick.

‘An additional shipment of 36,-
500,000 pounds of butter to Rus-
sia has been recommended to the
war food administration by its
butter advisory committee. This
committee is composed of repre-
sentatives of the major cream-
ery interest in the middle west
and New England.

The butter is part of the 130,-
000,000 pounds that have been
hoarded in cold “storage by the
government.

‘On Limiting Ownership
and Taxation

Many supposedly consistent
people are confused as to the
danger of some people getting too
rich. Théy seem to think that
the rich get rich as a resulg of
making others poor. Probably
they get this idea from the his-
tory of Europe. Governments
there exempted some people from
begirig obliged to pay for govern-
mental protection in proportion
as they consumed. They thus
there got rich by hurting the
poor.

This erroneous belief fas re
sulted in many of our laws that
have caused unemployment and
kept down the standard of living.
lany people think that the
late Oliver Wendell Holmes was
a sort of socialist—a sort of New
Dealer. The papers assembled
from the writings of Justice
Holmes show that he was not a
socialist. Under the heading
“Economic Elements,” he made
this very clear. Here are some of
his statements:

“The real problem is not whc
owns but who consumes the an-
nual product. The identification
of these two very different ques-
tions is the source of many fal-.
lacies, and misleads manv work-
men. The real evil of $50,000 balls
and other manifestations of pri-
vate splendor is that they tend
to confirm this confusion in the
minds of the ignorant by an ap-
peal to their imagination, and
make them think that the Van-
derbilts and Rockefellers swal-
low their incomes like Cleopatra’s
dissolved pearls. . . .

“I conceive that economically
it does not matter whether you
call Rockefeller or the United
States owner of all the wheat in
the United States, if that wheat
is annually consumed by the body
of the people; except that Rocke-
feller under the illusion of self-
seeking or in the conscious pur-
suit of power will be likely to
bring to bear a more poignant
scrutiny of the future in order
to get a greater return for the
next year. . . . If_follows from
what T have said that the objec-
tions to unlimited private owner-
ship are sentimental or political,
not economic”

rom the above, it is evident
that the Rooseveltian fallacies of
taxation to limit ownership can
result only in less production and
thus a lower standard of living
for the very workers whose lot
he claims to be trying to impsove.
On the question of taxes the
learned justice had the following
to say:

“Taxes, when thought out in
things and results, mean an ab-
straction of a part of the annual
product for government purposes,
and cannot mean anything else.
Whatever form they take in their
imposition they must be borne
by the consumer—that is, mainly
by the working men and fighting
men of the community. It is well
that they should have this fact
brought home to them, and not
too much disguised by the form
in which the taxes are imposed.”
The above is exactly what this
column has been saying—that
there is no possible way by taxing
the rich to help the poor. The
sooner the great mass of people
realize that the consumer eventu-
ally pays the taxes, the sooner
we will have an honest economi-
cal government and an ever-
increasing wage for all workers.

BLESSING—Coal operators and
miners will soon provide an example
of cooperation that may be copiled
by leaders in other industries as

order for the postwar period. In an
attempt to escape socialistic sei-
zure of the mines, they will volun-
tarily ask for a modicum of Govern-
ment control.

The two groups have been quietly
framing a comprehensive program of
legislation that will redefine their
relationship with the Federal auth-
orities. It will be introduced in House
and Senate with the backing of the
owners and of the heads of the un-
fons involved principally John L.
Lewis, president of the ted Mine
Workers,

It will have the support of Demo-
crats and Republicans. It has been
drawn with the unspoken approval
of Secretary Harold L. Ickes, Fuel
Administrator, and Fred M. Vinson,
Economic Stabilizer. The Adminis-
tration, however, may not give its
formal blessing to the scheme until
it has assumed final legislative form

Although it will be modeled on the
Guffey Coal Act, which expirad last
July because of Congressional re-
fusal to extend its life, it will not
bear the name of the Pennsylvania
Senator because of his low estate on
Capitol Hill. It would face almost
certain defeat if he sponsored it.

FACTIONS—The main objective
will be to guard against postbellum
disorganization that might produce
wage and price-cutting wars, strikes,
lookouts, deflation, bankruptcies and,
eventually, Government ownership.
The measure will also contribute to
an orderly demobilization of the
peak operations necessitated by the
need for additional production,

‘This change of heart on the part
of the “coal barons” and working-
men'’s representatives has consider-
able significance. The operators put
up a stiff fight against enactment
of the original Guffey Act, assailing
it as a step toward federalization.
Mr. Lewis was one of its chief advo-
cates, and the labor lobby won credit
for its final passage.

The mine chieftain soon soured on
the law because, in his opinion, the
agency named to administer it was
a do-nothing body susceptible to
White House orders. When he broke
off friendly relations with F. D.
R., he abandoned the legislative or-
phan, and - obtained his ends by
threats of strikes. Now both sides ap-
parently prefer specific statutory re-
gulation to personal paternalism or
outright confiscation.

The danger in Washington's inter-
vention in the U. M. W.'s disputes
last Spring taught both factions a
lesson. They realize that many emer-
gency powers will be continued for
several years after the armistice
and that Uncle Sam may interfere
again in the event of general dis-
order.

us? Russia has uken a terrific but~
ing in this war. She has as many
men as we have in our armies; she
has lost ten to fifteen million civili-
ans, and millions—as high as fifty
or sixty—are made to serve the pur-
poses of the Nazis. She lost her bread
basket, her only mercury mine, her
best coal fields, Rer steel mills as
large as Japan, Italy and Poland put
together, and her largest dam.”

Discussing the question: Why
doesn't Russia give the Allies air
bases near Japan? Davidian said:

“The time has not come for that.
The Japs have a million soldiers in
that area, guarding it like a cat
watching & mouse, Stalin knows he
has only one real enemy to fear—
the Germans, He holds Japan as sort
of a trump card to demand more
help and assistance from Britain
and the United States. If Russia
will help us fight the Japs the job
will be much easier and will take a
year off the war. But Russia’s first
Job is to get the enemy off her soil
and she’s doing a valiant job.

“She has already met 300 divisions
of the Germans and she means to
fight to the end. In a measure Rus-
sia has carried the brunt of the bat-
tle with Germany and thus made it
possible for us to save our civiliza-
tion and way of life but she also
saved millions of lives of our sons
and billions of dollars of property.”

During the question period some-
body asked Davidian what would
happeh to Russia if Stalin were to
die. He answered it by saying:

“The same thing that would hap-
pen.to the United States if Roose-
velt were to die Russia is prepared
to carrv on.”

The tax measure which con-
gress recently passed over the
President’s veto contains a_ pro-
vision which would require labor
unions for the first time to re-
port to the government how much
money they take in, where it
comes from, and what they do
with  it. Farm cooperatives and
several other classes of organi-
zations are obliged to make sim-
ilar reports. According to Sen.
Byrd, the one big reason why
Mr. Roosevelt vetoed the meas-
ure was that the CIO, which has
a nation-wide organization work-
ing for the fourth term, would
be compelled to tell about its
campaign expenditures.

The Roosevelt administration,
which had many thousands of em-
ployes playing the gquestion and
answer game with business men,
has always been against having
inquiries directed at the unions.
Business concerns i. a single
year have filled out as many as
135 million questionnaires, some
calling for statistics which could
only be provided after months of
work by large staffs of account-
ing employes. Almost any little
burocrat could prepare a sched-
ule and demand information from
corporations—information which
might be already available, or
useless when obtained.

The information derived by the
elaborate questionnaires, and
from corporate income tax re-
turns, has been published and
trade union organizers have been
able to discuss the findings and
place their own interpretations
upon them. But the unions had
to tell" nothing.

Congress passed the law requir-
ing reports on union finances be-
cause of the disclosures that have
been made that some unions are
murder organizations, and some
union treasuries have been looted
by their officers, without effec-
tive interference from any one.
Funds of many of the unions are
being used in elections. The larg-
est amount ever handed over to
a poutical party . by any con
tributor came from a trade union
in the election eight years ago,
and was unknown at the time to
the members of the union. Now
that the government is requiring.
workers to pay dues under the
nMintenance of membership
clause, the general public is en-
titled to know what happens to
the money. The provision for re-
porting financial operations could
well be extended to other organi-
zations. such as the Carnegie
Peace Foundation, which are at-
tempting to influence public opin-
ion with vast sources of income
net subject to taxation.
